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JAPS AMASSING ARMY
Irate Poles 
M ay Put Case 
Before World

LONDON — (A P)— Indig­

nant over Big Tnree plans 
for the future of Poland, 
members of the Polish gov­
ernment - in - exile were reported 
plaiming Thursday to place their 
case before the world, even as Mos­
cow announced the arrival of War- 
satv delegates for the conference 
Y/hose aim will be to form a Polish 
government of national unity.

The London Poles apparently 
were clinging to the hope that the 
Moscow conference, opening Fi'iday, 
would bog down over the difficult 
problems that Ho ahead of the dele­
gates. Among these problems is 
the matter of the Polish army, 
many of whose leaders profess loy­
alty to the exiled government. 
Cabinet May Meet

An emergency cabinet session of 
the London Polish government was 
expected Thursday.

One spokesman for the London 
group suggested that his exiled gov­
ernment had been deserted out­
right by Britain and the United 
States. In return for Russia’s re­
laxation of her veto demands at 
San Fi’ancisco.

The London exiles steadfastly re­
fused to recognize the authority of 
the Big Three powers to supervise 
the formation of a new provisional 
government.

Tire London group was outwardly 
indignant trecause it had not been 
consulted by the Big Three about 
plans for the" conference.

Germans Had 
Large Quantity 
Of Poison Gas

G'n. Jacob L. Devers said that al­
though the Germans had enormous 
quantities of a new type of poison 
gas known as “Green Bing III,” 
there was no evidence to show they 
ever intended to use gas as an 
offensive W'eapon,

Devers, who ¿ommanded the 
Sixth Army Group on the Western 
Front, said that if Hitler ever had 
seriously cont'mplated use of gas, 
he was restrained by the German 
general staff.

“Ev'en in Africa we carried thous­
ands of tons of anti-gas protective 
equipment, but I finally stopped 
the boys from transporting it to 
Italy and told them to concentrate 
on H. E. (high explosives) and 
let the excess baggage go,” Devers 
said. “I told them to get all the 
H. E. across they could. That’s the 
thing. Poison gas Is never decisive, 
and the German general staff knew 
it, even if Hitler didn’t.”

One chemical warfare expert said 
there W're two occasions when the 
Germans could have used gas with 
devastating effect. One was on D- 
Day, v/hen masses of men w'ere 
concentrated, on the Normandy 
beach's; the other at the Remagen 
brideghead across the Rhine, when 
five full American Infantry Divi­
sions were crammed into a single 
small area.

'New  Deal’ 
Is Proposed 
For India

LONDON— (Â )— The Brit­
ish government, in a sweep­
ing “new deal” for India, 
proposed Thursday a new 
executive council w'hich w'ould be 
almost entirely Indian and, in the 
words of Viceroy Lord. Wavell, “rep­
resent a definite advance on the 
road to selX-goxernment.

At the same time that the Secre­
tary of State for India, L. S. Amery, 
unfolded tho statement of policy to 
Parliament. Lord Wavell announced 
in a radio broadcast from New' Del­
hi that orders had been given for 
the release of members of the 
working committee of the Indian 
All-Congress Party still in deten­
tion.

Mohandas K. Gandhi, spiritual 
leader of the party, was released 
May 5, 1944, after 21 months’ de­
tention.
Task For Indian People

The British government’s white 
paper emphasized that its main 
position remained as it was—that 
the “working out of India’s consti­
tutional syste’n  is a task w’hich can 
only be carried through by the In­
dian people themselves.”

“But they (the British govern­
ment) are w'llling to make possible 
some step forward during the in­
terim period if the leaders of the 
principal Indian parties are prepared 
to agree to their suggestions and to 
cooperate in the successful con- 
sion of the war against Japan as 
well as the reconstruction of India 
W'hich must follow the final victory.”

“This is not an attempt to im­
pose a constitutional settlement.” 
Wavell explained iir his broadcast. 
“I propose with full support of His 

:'Ma iesty’s governmgit, to 'faivite the |

Prolonged discus­
sion of them appears to be one of 
the chief reasons why the confer- 
eno' leadership has once more 
delayed the adjournment goal, this 
time from June 20 to June 23.

Wednesday’s 30-to-2 committee 
approval of the veto voting formula 
put the conference a long st"p 
ahead. The action assures the big 
powers of control of the security 
council of the world organization 
in tr.ylng to settle disputes either 
by peao'ful means or by force.

Nips On Okinawa Are 
Written Off As Lost

Japan’s cave-dwelling troops on Okinawa, squeezed 
into one shrinking 13-mile-square pocket, were written off 
as lost Thursday by Premier Kantaro Suzuki, who indi­
cated military rulers of Nippon are concentrating on 
amas,sing an army of 2,500,000 to 5,000,000 to repel an ' 
invasion “ several months” hence.

A banzai charge by 300 screaming Nipponese was 
annihilated by U. S. Seventh infantrymen crumbling the 
eastern anchor of the enemy’s suicide line, as Marines of 
the Sixth Marine Division completed the job of wiping

Australians reconquering 
Borneo put one airfield into 
use, captured a second and 
drove toward a third. Two
other columns pressed toward Bru­
nei Town, capital of the invaded 
area.

In other principal ground en­
gagements Chinese reached the out­
skirts of Liuchow, former U. S. air 
base In Southeast China, ad U. S. 
37th Division Infanthymen in the 
Fhilippines recaptured American 
tanks which fell Into Japanese 
hands at Bataan.

Between 750,000 and 1,750,000 Jap­
anese were estimated to have been 
killed in Superfort raids on Tokyo 
and Yokohama alone, underscoring 
Japanese worries over increasing U. 
S, air pov/er.
Thirteen Jap Ships ’Wrecked

Thirteen Japanese vessels wore 
wrecked by Allied planes ranging 
from Malaya to Japan. Tokyo re­
ported 40 Superforts planted mines 
in waters of Western Nippon at 
midnight. Destroyers of the British 
East Indies flei3t sank two Nippon­
ese vessels off Sumatra.

Tokyo radio again reported Yanks 
were preparing for a new invasion, 
but Tokyo couldn’t make up its 
mind whether It would bo Japan 
or the China coast. There appeared 
to be no doubt in the mind of Pre­
mier Suzuki, who said it would take 
several months for the Allies to 
prepare an invasion force of 500,- 
CDO and by that time Japan would

Total 1,017,097

WASHINGTON — (A>)— Combat 
casualties of the Army and Navy 
during the war reached 1,017,097 
Thursday, an increase of 5,048 in 
the last week.

The increase was one of the 
smallest weekly rises in months and 
apparently reflected the end of 
fighting in Europe.

Secretary of War Stimson re­
ported that Army casualties in all 
theaters now total 899,952 on the 
basis of individual names received 
h're through June 7 and reflecting 
fighting through the first half of 
May. The Na'vj' added 117,145 to 
the Army’s figure.

A breakdown on Army casualties 
IS reported Thursday and corr».'' 
ponding figures for the preceding 
week follows:

Killed 187,369 and 185,670: w'ound- 
ed 558,611 and 556,844; missing 42,- 
710 and 46,747; prisoners 111,262 
and 106,573. Stimson point”d out 
that the prisoner total represented 
losses prior to the liberation of 
American soldiers taken by the 
Germans. He also reported that 
324,819 of the -(voimd'd have re­
turned to duty.

Similar tallies for the Navy:
Killed 44,769 and 44,503: W'ounded 

57,402 and 56,767; missing 10,736 and 
10,705; prisoners 4,238 and 4,240.

Survey On Accounling 
Noi Necessary In Oil 
Price Increase Case

WASHINGTON—(/Pl—'Die House 
Small .Business Committee Thurs­
day informed the OPA that a 
checkup on accounting methods of 
Independent oil operators is not 
necessary, for the moment at least, 
to help solve the crude price prob­
lem.

Deputy Price Administrator Or­
ville Judd, appearing before the 
Congressional gi'oup, proposed a 
survey of 200 representative inde­
pendent operators to see whether 
they used a “sustained depletion” 
accoiuiting method which the OPA 
uses to determine crude price ceil­
ings.

Tlie sustained depletion method, 
comparable to figuring depreciation 
on factorj' machinery, figures the 
value of oil withdrawals on a basis 
of the original drflUng cost of the 
well.

Independent operators, opposing 
this method, want the OPA to fig­
ure the value of the oil on the 
ba,sis of present replacement costs, 
because of higher '«'ages and more 
expensive equipment necessary in 
drilling'. Under the operators’ pro­
posal the crude ceilings would be 
higher than the existing OPA sche­
dules.

Tlie Congressional committee .said 
it had decided, dfter conferring 
with representatives of the oil in­
dustry, that the survey Is not nec- 
es-sary. The oil men contend that 
the OPA already has far more than 
enough pertinent data without 
making the new checkup.

But it m.akes a considerable 
difference to eight American steamship lines who have 
sought permission of the Civil Aeronautics Board to use 
airplanes over their prewar routes.

The CAB apparently hasn’t warmed up to the sub.iect. 
Its ob.jection seems to be that it might be inviting a monop­
oly to grant the request, and that the ship lines might con­
spire to stifle the newer, faster means of travel.

The steamship comnanies, while contending that there 
is no law which forbids them to use steam and air— or 
steam and sail, if they want to— concede that there isn’t 
much they can do if the CAB turns them down.

The companies’ side of the case was recently presented 
by Almon E. Roth, president of the National Federation 
of American Shipping. Roth says the eight lines don’t ask 
to buy out existing airlines, or to invade new territories or 
seek exclusive rights in their present areas.

He says they would purchase their own equipment and 
gladly enter into competition with foreign and domestic 
companies over their old routes.

Roth also points out that foreign competitors, such as 
Britain and Sweden, are planning combined ship and air 
operations. And he auotes the British White Paper on 
nost-war aviation to show that the government considers 
its ship lines’ foreign connections, organization and good 
will as assets in the development of British trade.

Hi îi!
Most important, perhaps- is Roth’s statement that 

American passenger lines will be at a considerable dis­
advantage in immediate postwar operations. This, he says, 
is because most of their liners were converted more dras­
tically for war use than were their competitors’, and that 
j'econversion will be a long and expensive process.

We shall come out of the war, Roth says, with “ a sur­
plus of 25 million tons of the wrong kind of shipping” —  
meaning the slow Liberty ship.

So perhaps the situation needs some good hard think­
ing by the CAB before the final yes or no.

It occurred to us, during the dying days of the Third 

Reich, that escape for many of the Nazi big shots might not 
'have been too difficult. Not by elaborate hideaways or 
submai’ines to Japan, either. What, we thought, could be 
simpler than adding or subtracting whiskers and glasses, 
dyeing or shaving hair, putting on a Wehrmacht private’s 
uniform or nondescript clothes, and joining the anonymous 
thousands of bedraggled, confused, homeless soldiers and 
civilians?

Well, Heinrich Himmler tried it. He alrhost got awaj' 
with it, too. The fact that he didn’t can be credited partly 
to British Army Intelligence and general alertness. But an­
other reason was that Himmler suffered to the end from a 
notorious Nazi failing: he couldn’t keep his mouth shut.

The fact that he was perhaps the most hated man in 
the world seems not to have occurred to him. He was a big 
shot, even though his bigness may lie in the fact that he 
seems destined to be mentioned from now on in the same 
breath with Attila the Hun. So he had to end his mas­
querade and proclaim to his captors ,“ I am Heinrich Himm­
ler”— as if it were actually something to be proud of.

All of the conflicting stories of Adolf Hitler’s death by 
some of his associates lend credibility to the notion that he 
is still alive. Perhaps he made an escape similar to Himm­
ler’s. But if he is still alive, there will come a day when 
he cannot longer resist the temptation to shoot off his 
mouth. And then he’ll be doomed, wherever he is.

the drivers, who had walked cut 
last Thursday at the Magnolia. 
Airco plant here in support of the 
m e ta l trades council’s protest 
against crossing of picket lines at 
the shipyard, withdrew their pick­
ets at Airco and the company began 
resuming deliveries to all the 
plants.

FLYING THE BURMA ROAD
IV

TN the summer of 1942 the Japs 
invaded Burma, cutting off 

China’s vital supply route, the 
Burma Road. The cutting of the 
road didn’t, perhaps, mean much 
to most Americans, including my- 

jself; but it meant a great deal to 
I people higher up and better in­
formed than most of us then were. 
It meant, conceivably, the differ- 

lence between keeping China in the 
war as an active and valuable ally 
in our struggle with Japan, and 
losing her, a starved and wornout 
victim, to our common enemy.

China had endured a blockade 
mf its western coast for years, but 
|had been able to do so only be- 
' cause its back door was open. 
Guns, machinery, trucks, food and 
munitions had been flowing in a 
' constant — although thin —  stream 
Np through Burma from Rangoon 
on the Bay of Bengal, along the 
tortuous route of the Burma Road, 
and thus into the interior of China.

Now, with the Japanese seizure 
of French Indo-Chinaand the cut­
ting off of the Burma Road at its 
uppermost point in Burma, that 
back door was virtually closed. It 
would have bben completely so 
had it not been for Pan-American 
Ainvays and the far-seeing, in­
domitable Chinese leader, Chiang 
■Kai-shek.

Between these two—Chiang on 
the one hand and William Bond, 
Pan-American’s representative in 
Burma and China—the loss of the 
Burma Road was quickly mini­
mized.
I In Upper Assam, almost due 
■north of Rangoon and within an 
even shorter distance of Calcutta,

they had established the eastern 
base of Chiang Kai-shek’s newly 
founded, personally owned,, but 
Pan-American-operated, C h i n a  
National A i r w a y s  Corporation. 
From Dinjan, in Assam, China 
National’s air route led directly 
east over the most difficult flying 
terrain in the world, across Upper 
Burma and the Jap-held territory 
surrounding the captured Burma 
Road, and terminating 700 miles 
inside China at Kunming, in Yun­
nan Province.

The only problem facing Bond 
and Chiang Kai-shek after they 
had laid out that route was find­
ing men who would be willing to 
fly it.

TN August, 1942, I decided to ap­
proach Pan-American Airways 

about a job. I knew they had been 
ferrying planes to England, Russia 
and China under contract with the 
government. So I went down to 
their New York office in the 
Chrysler Building and talked to 
Capt. Hal Sweet.

He was much impressed with the 
flying experience I had had, which 
included a year ferrying ships for 
the Air Transport Auxiliary of 
the R. A. F. in England, but he 
gloomily informed me that the 
Pan-American ferrying job was 
soon to be taken over by the Army.

You’d probably get a good 
commission if you applied for 
one,”  he said. “The Army needs 
fellows like you who are already 
trained in this kind of work.” 

You’re probably right,”  I said, 
“but the Army and I parted com­
pany some time ago.”

I told him about going to Ran­
dolph Field and being washed out 
as a “dangerous flyer.”  Before go­
ing to Randolph, I told him, I had 
spent several thousand dollars 
over a period of years giving my­
self the training that would make 
me a top-rank pilot. Later, when

I put in some time with Lockheed 
in California and with Brewster 
Aircraft in New York, I had spent 
most of my earnings on lessons in 
instrument flying and navigation.

Before I left Sweet asked me 
to call him again in a fevz days; 
Pan-American was adding some 
more planes to the airline it oper­
ated for Gen. Chiang Kai-shek be­
tween India and China and they 
were going to need pilots.

“You mean for that trans- 
Himalaya run?” I asked.

“That’s the one,” Sweet replied. 
“ It’s the toughest air route in the 
world, but flying it pays real 
dough. . , .”

>i< * :1:
'T'HEY were prepared to pay 

pilots from $1000 to $1500 per 
month, requiring them to work 
only three weeks out of every four, 
but pilots still were not swarm­
ing in.

No doubt that is why, when 
Gingiss, A1 Privensal, Skippy Lane 
and I were being interviewed in 
New York, we heard more about 
the beautiful Chinese girls who 
clustered around American flyers 
in droves, pleading to share their 
affections, than we did about the 
hazards of flying freight and per­
sonnel across the snow-capped 
Himalaya mountains.

There were a lot of factors that 
entered into my decision to fly for 
C. N. A. C., but I can’t deny that 
the rosy picture painted by Hal 
Sweet had considerable to do with 
the outcome. On the other hand, 
the hazards of the route didn’t 
seem too serious, because I was 
confldent now of my instrument 
flying; the work was an important 
contribution to the Allied war ef­
fort; it paid better than any other 
flying job in the world; and it 
would be far more interesting and 
provide much more valuable ex­
perience than flying in the States, 

If I could'combine all tlie things 
I liked—instrmnent flying, difficult 
flying, playing an important part 
in the war, and making money-— 
if I could do all that and have 
beautiful Chinese girls fighting for 
my affections at the same time—  
hell, I had no alternative!

She is very happy about the 
situation.

When Sofia was 14 the Germans 
came to her little Polish town. 
They kicked people around, killed a 
few here and there and set up 
garrisons.

One night, Sofia — 14 years old, 
remember — was yanked from her 
family and .shipped to Germany. 
She didn’t know where she was go­
ing or why because questioners got 
the business end of a black boot in 
I heir teeth.

So with childlike wisdom, quickly 
and bitterly acquired, Sofia kept 
lier counsel until .she was dumped 
in the middle of Germany—a slave 
laborer.

What followed is not a new story. 
For three years Sofia did other 
peoples bidding—and she learned 
to do it quicklj', without expecting 
more than a cessation of blows, 
without hoping for more than a 
continuation of life.

A lot more details difficult to 
stomach could be added here but

they would only continue to de­
monstrate one point: that Sofia 
learned to hate the Germans with 
a terrific passion.
Did Not Unite Them

You would think that such hatred 
would unit her and her people svith 
all those who also hate Germans. 
But it didn't.

Today Sofia could go home. By 
‘ could" I mean that Allied pro- 
c-oses for “displaced pei'sonnel,”

subjected to the unusual experience.

Morrissey and Rand were In tele­
phone communication with their 
fire control center when Morissey 
reported that a Jap shell “just 
landed about 200 yards to the left 
and a little behind us.”

Seconds later he commented that 
another had hit “just right for 
depth and 150 yards to our right.”

“Just about on us,” the men re­
ported. The next one should be 
right in.”

’Tlie listeners, were almost, deafen­
ed by the next explosive roar over 
the earphones.

“It was,” Morrissey reported. “Got 
me. Let me check on Rand. Yep, 
got him, too. Just scratches, though, 
on both of us.”

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Jap Propagandists 
Keep Nips Jiiiery 
Wiili 'Invasion' Talk

Japanese propagandists have been 
threatening their people with an 
imminent American invasion, al­
though they l:now that we are not 
yet set for climactic action.

They intend to use the next few 
months to prepare in every way 
which our bombers will permit. They 
make much of forming a civilian 
defense army. But they say nothing 
of the two or three classes of men 
in reserve and in v;ar plants that 
now face active duty.

With the end of the Okinawa 
campaign and the arrival of the 
monsoons in Southeast Asia, w'e 
probably are entering a period of 
great preparation rather than great 
deeds.
Japs Have Large Force

The Japanese have important 
forces—some say 250,C0I) men—in 
Malaya, Indo-China and Thailand. 
The British can be expopted to con­
tinue and enlarge their Burma cam­
paign in this direction.

Knowing, then, that the Japanese 
people will be unable to see the 
massing of Allied millions about 
them, the enemy propagandists are 
trying to make it appear that Gen­
eral Buckner and his 10th Army will 
stride directly from the smoking 
battlefields of Okinawa to the main 

..^.islands. His failure to do so will 
be portrayed as a great victory for 
the Japanese navy and air force; the 
people will be too frightened to 
grumble over a ration situation 
which obviously is becoming serious; 

Lj politicians will rest more securely 
”  in their jobs (although after Oki­

nawa’s fall it is likely this will ap­
ply more to Suzuki’s successor); and 
some progress will be made on a 
Japanese “volksstrum” which won’t 
be armed entirely with sharpened 
bamboo.

And, behind the scenes, w’ithoitt 
benefit of propaganda, real armies 
and real defenses will be strength­
ened.

Submarines Aid In 
Rescuing Airmen In 
Pacific War Area

CLARK FIELD, LUZON— {IP) — 

The B-25 Mitchell bomber skimmed 
low over Bias Bay, north of Hong­
kong harbor. At 20 feet it opened 
its guns-on the shipping which the 
Japanese had concentrated there to 
avoid the greater danger from air 
strikes in the main Hong Kong an­
chorages.

As the plane swung upward again, 
a machine gun snarled fj.'om a 
camouflaged position ashore. Bul­
lets tore through the left wing. 
Flames leaped menacingly.

Lt. Irving Charno, the pilot, 
whirled the bomber upward and 
tried to shake out the fire. It was 
no use. Flames spread towards the 
cockpit, so -he and the crew “ditch­
ed” their plane in the sea.

Besides the pilot, two men got 
out. They were Lt. Harold V. Sturm, 
co-pilot, and Sgt, Robert Tukel, ra­
dioman. The three other members 
of the crew went down with the' 
wreck.
Raft Is Dropped

Another B-25 in this flight of the 
71st Tactical Reconnaissance Group 
dropped a raft. Others hovered 
overhead for an hour, calling for 
help by wireless, while P-38 Light­
ning fighters took up the aerial vigil 
to protect the drifting airmen from 
Japanese fire.

Two hours later a pair of small, 
dirty Chinese junks drew alongside 
and took the exhausted men aboard. 
The planes overhead sent this news 
even while the shaven-headed evil­
looking boatmen were robbing the 
survivors of their wrist watches and 
other valuables.
Sub Arrives \

Charno, bleeding from a gash on 
the head, lay on the filthy deck in 
Ihe sun and pondered. Fifteen min­
utes later the sun-bm'ned waters 
parted alongside the junks as the 
snout of a submarine broke the 
surface. She was a large American 
prowler, summoned to the spot by 
radio messages for help.

That is part of the job of the 
Fifth Emergency Rescue Group, 
maintained by the Fifth Air Force. 
Submarines, on the job, never talk; 
they only listen. The men who send 
the calls for help never know if 
they have been heard. They can 
only hope.

The airmen were taken aboard.

RIO DE JANEIRO.—(/P)— Ever 
long to hear a certain melody of 
symphony? Rio’s citizens have the 
answer in their municipal “disco- 
teca”—an establishment where they 
may go at any hour of the day to 
listen to any music they want.

Maintained by the mimicipal gov­
ernment’s department of cultural 
advancement, the discoteca is for 
records (discos) what the “biblio- 
teoa” (librai-y) is for books and pe-' 
riodicals. The Rio citizen (called 
Carioca, here) simply writes his 
choices on a card as he does in any 
public librai-y, the attendant brings 
the selected records, and he enters 
a listening booth.

Since the discoteca was estab­
lished in 1941 its patrons have in­
creased steadily. Last year some
15.000 Cariocas played more than
60.000 of their favorites. Men heav­
ily outnumbered women as music 
lovers in the discoteca,, the files 
show, and favorite masters are 
Beethoven, Straus, Chopin, Verdi, 
Tschaikowsky. ,

In one month recently Yugoslav 
and Greek camps and troops re­
ceived 5,000 booklets in Croat, Slo­
vene, Serbian and Greek, 700 news 
pictures, two large exhibition pic­
tures for each large camp depleting 
life in the United States and the 
American contribution to the war', 
daily OWI morning and evening- 
news releases and science news let­
ters, over 1,000 U. S. commercial 
publications, 1,600 U. S. Army news 
maps translated into Greek and 
Yugoslav, and a large amount of 
educatiinal material and cultural 
films.

Besides that the camps have their 
own OWI film circuit featuring 
newsreels, Anny features and OWI 
shorts.

to him, the doctor, the husband 
.who drank away his daughter's 
do-n'ry.

But now along the shabby lengtli 
of the street apparently only two 
people remain who knew Paul when 
he lived there.

They are Monsieur Laroche, who 
.tends the ancient newsstand next 
door to the hotel, and his wife.

They kno,w about Paul’s book be­
cause many hundreds of American 
soldiers have inquired about it.

Last winter v;hen I first visited 
the street .a newcomer to the 
neighborhood, Madame Colette Ra- 
falli, who runs the Hotel du Mont 
Blanc, said she was being besieged 
bY GIs asking about Paul.

prosaic as your next-door neighbor, 
came overseas to fight Germany 
for a second time, and this time 
also to save his only child.

“In February when my division, 
the 94th, was storming Trier, I ask­
ed permission of my commander, 
Maj. Gen. Harrj' J. Maloney of 
Dundee, N. Y., to go with the first 
wave of combat infantry,” said 44- 
year-old Samuels.
Assistant G4

“I was assistant G4 for the di­
vision and my job was concerned 
with supply and transport—not com­
bat—but General Maloney knew that 
I had not seen my daughter, Elaine 
Marilyn, since 1928, when she was 
three years old, and my first wife 
had taken her back to her maternal 
gi-andparents in Trier. He granted 
my request.”

The 94th, dubbed “Roosevelt's 
Butchers” by the enemy radio’s fe­
male commentator, “Axis Sally,’’ 
made quick work of Tiler.

“I searched Trier, which had been 
pretty badly hit,” Samuels said, 
“and by emotions were an unpleas­
ant mixture of fear and hope for 
what I might find. But the suspense 
didn’t end. Some of thq townspeo­
ple said they thought the grand­
parents had moved to Leipzig with 
my daughter several years before.
I simply had to W’alt while the bat­
tle of Germany dragged on.”

As the 94th neared the end of 
its Ruhr task, Leipzig fell. General 
Malonel issued a seven-day leave— 
'Illegal as hell but very kind,” ac­
cording to Major Samuels— f̂or the 
latter to visit tlie big city in Sax­
ony.

“I was very shaky as we drove 
to Leipzig,” Samuels said. “I didn’t 
know w hether I might fm d . Elaine 
Marilyn dead or horribly maimed.
I had heard a lot about Nazi prac­
tices for GeiThan girls. The pros­
pect was terrifying. I prayed a lot 
->n the v/ay to Leipzig.”
Reported To AMG 

■Within the ruins of Leipzig, Ma­
jor Samuels found an American 
military government office and re­
ported. He waited there while Lt. 
Anton Vlditz-Ward, who accom­
panied Samuels, went alone to find 
if anything remained of an ad­
dress on Steinstrasse, last known 
residence of the girl’s grandparents.

“Then Anton came back,” Samuels 
said. “He had been gone only 45 
minutes. With him was the sweet­
est young girl I had ever seen in 
my life. She took one look at me 
and was in liiy arms. I guess I was 
stunned with happiness.”

Lt. Viditz-Ward explained that 
the Schroeder house was the only 
one' still standing in the neighbor­
hood. The grandparents and their 
grandchildren had escaped injury in 
seven heavy air raids.

On the door of the house was a 
name plate: “Elaine Samuels—
American.”

“Well,” said Samuels, “the next 
thing was to have Elaine Marilyn 
examined by our counter-intelli­
gence. I wanted that as much as 
anyone, for her sake. The report 
showed the grandparents had care­
fully guarded her from contact with 
the Nazi system. They had always 
insisted that the. Nazis recognize 
that she was an American girl. 
Visited Grandparents 

Sum'icls said that he visited brief­
ly witli the grandparents and thank­
ed them for the care of his daugh­
ter. He told them of his first, wife, 
from vi'hom he has long, been di­
vorced and who resides in a pent­
house in New York. They explained 
they hadn’t seen Gerda since a 
visit in 1935, when her anti-Nazi 
remarks made it difficult to obtin 
another German visa!

The interview was interrupted by 
the appearance of a lissome, dark­
haired, brown-eyed girl of 19 in a 
flowered silk dress.

“My daughter,’’ Samuels said 
proudly. “It was a sort of Cinder­
ella storj- finding her among the 
ashes of Leipzig, but now it’s as if 
everybody in the 94th Division con­
sidered himself to be her father. 
We have a family suite in the di­
visional liotel. At our mess she was 
served the first eggs and oranges 
she had eaten in f o y  years, and 
the first chocolate candy she’d had 
in six years.”

“Sometimes,” Samuels said 
tliink it’s all a dream and someone 
will stick a pin in me and I’ll have 
to wake up. I only found Elaine 
Marilyn on April 25. but I’m going 
to have a tough time accustoming 
myself to the military in the Army 
again when she goes home to the 
States, and I go puttering off to 
the C-B-I or somewhere else.

Part 1: One envelope plain un- 
Ilavored gelatin, 4 tablespoons cold 
tomato juiCe or w'ater, 'A pound 
ground round steak, 2 tablespoons 
mined onion, % taspoon poultry 
sasonings, % teaspoon garlic, 2 cups 
tomato juice or water.

Part 2: One envelope plain un- 
flavored gelatin, cup cold water, 
1 cup cooked carrots, 1 cup cooked 
whole green beans, ’/i cup cooked 
minced celery, IVi cups liquid from 
vegetables or water, 3 tablespoons 
mUd vinegar, 1 tablespoon finely 
n.iinced green pepper, salt and pep­
per to taste.

Proves Popular

NEW YORK—More than 125,000 

“subway prints” of art master­
pieces, advertised in New York sub­
way posters and sold by the Metro­
politan Museum of Art for 10 or 15 
cents, have been bought In the 
three years since the scheme was 
inaugurated.

Soften second envelope gelatin in 
cold W'ater. Cut carrots in Julienne 
strips and cook. Cook whole beans 
and celery, saving liquid from cook­
ing. Dissolve gelatin in hot liquid 
from vegetables. Add vinegar, salt, 
pepper, and cool. When mixture 
begins to thicken, fold in cooked 
vegetables and green pepper. Spread 
vegetable mixture over top of meat 
layer in loaf pan, and when almost 
set, top with remaining'meaf mix­
ture. Chill until firm.
