Bombarding American warships Thursday carried the
air-sea attack on the Tokyo area into the third consecutive
day, shelling outer approaches to the Japanese capital
within sight of the imperial palace.

Let's Get Acquainted

The first meeting of American and Russian soldiers in
Germany may have heen an important landmark on the
road to world peace.
not only by the enemy, but by a veil of suspicion, miscon-
ception, confusion and spoon-fed propaganda.

Suddenly the enemy was gone and the veil was torn
aside. Two groups of ordinary, unpretentious, frank and
well-intentioned young men greeted one another with
egring, handshakes and a slap on the back.

. There have been many such meetings since then.
And the preponderant evidence is that the American
doughfoot considers his Russian counterpart an OK guy.
GI Ivan’s opinion isn’t on record, at least over here. But
it wouldn’t be surprising if the good impressions were
mutual.

The Russian soldier has grown up with a distorted
impression of America and her citizens. He has heard
witch stories of viliainous landlords and employers, of
starved and exploited workers, of a thousand and one
evils of capitalism, until it must have surprised him to find
Americans looking, not like a combination of Uncle Tom
and one of Dostoevski’s more doleful characters, but hale,
hearty and happy.

B

As for the Yank, he has developed a curious, all-
embracing definition of the word “Russia.” Russia has
meant vast territories, a way of life, Marshal Stalin, the
Comintern, the Red Army, revolution and liquidation, or
occasionally devious, secretive, one-sided foreign policy,
depending on the speaker and the context. He too must
have been surprised to run into a delegation of hale, hearty,
happy citizens of the U. S. S. R.

It would certainly be well if more ordinary, unofficial
Americans and Russians could share these soldiers’ experi-
ence. It wouldn’t settle the world’s problems, but it would
help. We wouldn’t have to like communism, and they
wouldn’t have to embrace capitalism. But both we and
they might learn better to distinguish between persons
and policies.

Many of our soldiers have said that the Russian sol-}!

dier is more like an American than any of their other Al-
lied comrades at arms. If that is so, then perhaps the
[(uﬂﬂiuﬂ shares the American’s democratic fondness for
Judging a man at his face value, regardless of origin or
background.

* * *

There has been too much economic accusation and re-

buttal between the United States and Russia, too much |

deliberately planted suspicion, too little effort at genuine
understanding. But the realistic fact remains that these
countries are the dominant world powers. They must live
in-friendship if they are to survive, and peace is to endure.

[nternational friendship requires acquaintance and
understanding between peoples as well as heads of gov-
ernment.

the Third i*"leet's daring sweep into
the South China Sea. A minute
after noon on January 21, a single
engine Japanese plane, evidently a
“Zeke,” came out of the sun and
through a cloud bank to crash

through the flight deck. The bomb
exploded between the gallery deck
and the hangar deck which was
packed with aircraft being refueled
and rearmed. Main girders in the
vicinity of the explosion were twisted
by blast and heat. The fire, fed by
gasoline, spread swiftly to the ward-
room passage and the staterooms.

On the bridge, her skipper, Com-
modore Dixie Kiefer, Kansas City,
changed course to keep the wind
from feeding the fire. Below decks,
her executive officer, Comdr. Wil-
liam O. Burch, Norfolk, Va., super-
vised the flooding of magazines to
prevent explosions and of other
compartments to give the ship a 10
degree list. This dumped flaming
gasoline overboard from the hangar
deck.

While all this was in progress,
the crippled ship was hit again.
Overhead, her planes had shot down
five of the enemy, and her anti-
aircraft gunners had accounted for
three more. But through the cur-
tain of AA fire the second kamikaze,
although hit, crashed his plane and
bomb load into the ship’s super-
structure. One of his two bombs
exploded just outside thei sland,
and the other just inboard of the
island, ripping holes in the flight
deck and starting more fires.

Among those caught in the sec-
ond attack were Commander Burch,
who  was wounded seriously, and
Commodore Kiefer, wounded in 65
separate places.

TOBAY

How far should we go in trying
to interpret our terms of “uncondi- |
tional surrender” with the idea of |
encouraging the Japanese to cry
quits?

We can say at once, it strikes me,
that an interpretation, no matter
how - innocuous, would be getting
cne’s fingers very close to the buzz-
saw. Any injudicious suggestion by
the Allies at® this- time most cer-
tainly would be taken by the enemy
as an indication of weakness—of
war-weariness. It might prolong
the conflict, for the Japs are fol-
lowing Hitler’s strategy of fighting
for time in hope that some for-
tuitous circumstance—such as a
quarrel among the Big Three—may
save their hides.

No Coddling

Of course, a general statement
such as already has been made to
the effect that we don’t intend to
destroy the Japanese nation, may
do good.

Newhouser copped No. 14 of the
season in a 6-4 op~ner despite a
streak of wildness and Benton
avenged his only defeat by earning
his eighth verdict at Marino Pier-
etti’s expens~, 5-0.

The double knockout dropped
Washington from second to fourth
and boosted Detroit’s first place
margin to 4 1/2 games, the same
lead they brought East d-spite a
rocky sub-.500 road jaunt. While
the Tigers have been playing in-
and-out ball, only Boston of the
three eastern contenders has been
able to do anything about it.

-Then the Americans
eseaped by beat and the Filipinos
fled to the hills—all but Anastaeio
Bamorah.

“He was still in his bed,” Mell-
berg related, “'when the frusirated
Japs arrived demanding to -knaw
about the Americans. In a Chris-
tian manner, he - courteously told
them he did not know.

“‘Far three years I have been
bed-ridden,’ he said. ‘I know they
were -here, but I cannot tell you
where they are. I do not know.'"”

Mellberg said the Japanes: drag-
ged the ' Filipino  to the sz2ashore
and forced him to drink ocean wa-
ter until he was near ' bursting.
Then, he eontinued, they placed his
almost lifel>ss body on the sand and
began to march back and forth
across his face and stomaeh.
Abandoned By Japs
- “The sea water gushed forth from
his mouth, nose and ears. Finally
he was abandoned as dead and the
Japanese patrol returned to the
mainland.”

The Filipinos returned from their
hiding places, Mellberg related, and
carried Anastacio Ramoran back to
his bed, more dead than alive.

“After three days,” he added,
“consciousness returned and eager
hands nursed him back fo life
again, :

“Anastacio Rarmoran, bedridden

for three vears, is now working his

rice fields and has full use of his
body. The ailment from which he
suffered was cured. Due to the atro-
eity o fthe Japanese, the ulcers in
his 'stemaeh burst and he can ass
sume the sea water acted as an ir-
rigating solution that cleansed the
akdominal eavity.” :

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Texan Saw Ernie
Pyle Killed On Ie

TEMPLE, TEXAS —(#)— Mortar
Gunner Albert J. Hamilton, Jr., of

Beaumont, Texas, tells of seeing
Ernie Pyle Kkilled.

The same machine gun that killed
the famous reporter on tiny Ie,
Rykuyu, on that Wednesday morn-
ing in April, nearly three months
ago, had Hamilton pinned down.

The Texan, after being wounded
three times, has arrived at McClos-
key Grneral -Hospital here.

Wounded the third time, the day
Pyle met death, Hamilton says he
was within 100 yards of the reporter
and looking right at him when
three machine gun bullets struck
him in the temple.

“Ie was a pretty little island,”
Private Hamilton said. “It didn’t
have but one big hill which was
held by the Japanese. The rest
was open country and there was
some heavy fighting th-re.

“Our company went in there with
68 men and came out with 60. We
lost two company commanders.”

Hamilton served with E Company,
307th Infantry, 77th Division.

“My cutiit had started out across
the open field when the Japs op~°n-
ed up on us,” he said. ‘“We dived
into a ditch.

“Soon a jeep came by and we
recognized Ernie Pyle riding with
Lt. Col. Jos2ph Coolidge of Alkan-
sas.

“One of the boys in my platoon
remarked, ‘they’ve got their nerve
driving out through there’.”

As the machine guns opened fire
on the jeep, the reporter and the
colonel took cover. A few minutes
later Pyle was struck three times in
the temple.

“We ran that hill on TIe three
tim~s bhefore we took it,” Hamilton
said.

“A Texas flag was raised on the
hill in honor of the Texans who
died on Corregidor. I was there
and took a great deal of razzing
about being from Texas.

Hamilton was wounded the first
time on Ie and twice on Okinawa.

He was awarded the Bronze Star
for crawling back under heavy
Japanese fire and getting tanks to
rescue his men on April 18.

This was the Murphy who made
a lone stand against 250 German
infantrymen and six German tanks,
the kid who ran th1oug,h a hail nf
machinegun fire and . single-hand -
edly cleaned out prepared eneny
positions; the 20-year-old youngster
who came up the hard way to a
hattle-field commission.

“I'd like to know every detail
ahout how you won the Congres-
sional Medal of Honor,” a reporter
said.

Murphy’s cool green eyes studied

morning of this vear and the woods
outside of Holtzwihr, France, were
aeavy and cilent with hitter cold.
There were 36 men, all that were
eft of a company: of the 15th “Can
Do” Regiment of the Third Divi-
sion,” Seventh Army, In command,
succeeding the leader who had fal-
'en the day before, was Second
Lieutenant Murphy.

Hours crawled by.. The company,
scheduled to attack, awaited am-
munition.

That left Murphy alone with a
rifle, a telephone, and a burning
tank destroyer loaded with ammun-

ition and easoline and likely to
blow sky high at any moment.

Murphy’s accurate spotting of
artillery fire had killed or wounded
50 Germans. Now he ran to the
tank destroyer, climbed atop it and
manned the guns.

‘In all, he killed or wounded 59
Germans with the machine guns.
The Nazi infantry ‘was stopped.
Without fthe infantry, the whole
attack collapsed. Only then . did
Murphy dron wearilv off the des~
troyer and limp back to his com-
pany. He refused treatment for his
shrapnel wound, reorganized his
company and led it in an attack
which routed the enemy.

Congress Provides
Pay Increases For
Federal Workers

By JAMES MARLOW

WASHINGTON —(#)— Congress
has been busy mending some finan-
cial fences, including its own.

The House members gave them-
selves an extra $2,500 for expenses.
They gave the postal workers a
raise. They gave other [{ederal work-
€rs a raise.

And—Congress is playing with the
idea, suggested by President Tru-
man, of raising the members sal-
aries from $10,000 to $11,500.

Postal workers generally will re-
c ive an increase of $300 to $400 a
year. They hadn’t had a regular
raise in 20 years. Congress had
been voting them a yearly bonus of
$300 to meet inereased wartime liv-
ing costs. The raise takes the place
of th= bonus.

Average Is 15 Percent

About 1,220,000 of 2,850,000 gov-
ernment workers will receive an
average increase of 15 percent in
salary. (The remainder of the 2,-
850,000 com= under different pay
schedules of different Congression-
al appropriations.)

Because 15 percent is an average
figure, some will receive more, some
less. For examplz:

A $1,440 clerk will get $1,704, or a
raise of $264. - That’s an increase of
18 percent. A~ $4,100 government
worker will get $4,630, that’s an in-
crease of $530, or a 12 pe)cent, raise.

Fish Each Meal

OSLO, NORWAY —(#)—Bronzd
by the sun and full of happiness,
Norwegians at first sight seem to
belie the scanty rations of the last

five years. But official reports
state that the average loss of weight
has bren over 12 pounds per person.

Fish has saved Norway. But an
unrelieved fish diet, even for ten
days which was all I was on it, can
be monotonous and not very filling.
We had salmon and mackerel and
trout which the Germans had kept
for thems-lves. For five years the
average Norwegian has subsided on
a diet of endless cod, and herrings
—dried, salt, fried, boiled, steamed,
pressed and soaked in codliveor oil.
But always herrings. Even the
bones are made into a kind of m~ai
and sold for housewives to convert
into cakes and mush.

Breakfast and Supper Same

Broakfast and supper are exactly
the same in Norway today. Cold
fish, herring, cod, rollmops, and a
little black bread. For lunch there
will be hot fish of sorts if possible.
When lfish is in short supply, the
Norwegians eat potatoes, the only
vegetabl? to grow universally in the
thin soil ¢ that rocky country.

Besides fish, the civil population
owes much to Denmark and Sweden,
parcels from these countries, espe-
cially during th= last two’ years,
have been priceless in keeping up
the health of the children. Danish
and Swedish soup, provided
school children every 'day during
the term, are largely responsible
for the relative good health of the
younger generatioin.

Most Norwegians have not touch-
ed meat for six months at least,
They averag~ two rations of meat
a year during the occupation.

There is no tea. The coffee, made
of dried beans and peas, is impos-
sible to describ”.

After three
months overseas, the Marine Corps
Wcemen’s Reserve has the situation
well in hand ouf here in the Pa-
cific and does everything from
greasing jeeps to patrolling its own
camp.

In fact, if you want to start an
argument in this spic and span
female camp, make some statement
such as:

“I understand it takes quite a
force of men to maintain this camp
for you girls.”

To show you how wrong you are,
the lady Marine, cool-looking in hern

pert green and white se=rsucker uni-
forms, will walk you all over the lot,
pointing out that “women Marines
are more than 95 percent self-main-
taining.”

The other five percent are two
brawny male Marines. One a
guard who stands at the {ront gate
(and don’t try to get into this camp
without proper credentials), and the
other a lad who heaves th2 heavier
galley equipment around.

g Marines have their
own M.P.’s, who wear the regulation

armbands and carry billy clubs,

flashlights and whistles. Twonty of
them constitute the interior guard
company, working in pairs of four-
hour watches and walking four to
five miles per watch.
