With ltaly

PARIS —(/#P)— Pierre Laval rue-
fully admitted at the treason trial
of Marshal Petain Friday that he
had said “Here is where we over-
throw the French Republic” when
he was pushing through acts which
made the old soldier a virtual dic-

tator. He contended his remark
was a jest.
Laval earlier declared  at 'the

trizl that he signed a secret military
alliance with Mussolini after 1936
“to bind Italy and France together
against German aggression which
already had begun in' Austria.”
The Vichy chief of governnient,
brought back to ¥rance in captivity
two days ago, said. Gen. Maurice
Gamelin® and Marshal Pietro Bad-

oglio, who became Italian premier
after Mussolini’s fall, signed the
secret  agreement under negotia-

tions in 1935 and 1936.
Tells Of British Pact

He testified also that the famious
“Hoare-Laval” agreement to bind
France and Great Britain in a sec-
ret compact “was known to Prime
Minister Stanley Baldwin and the
jentire British government.”

Laval said his agreement with Sir
Samuel Hoare was directed toward
blocking the spread of German ag-
giession. He said the Britislv were

informed of the secret alliance with

Mussolini and said-that he person-
ally informed “the Prince of Wales”
—-who became Edward VIII and
then the Duke of Windsor—of the
pact.

He turned: his back on the aged
marshal and leaned upon a chair
as he spoke. Laval had been hustled
{rom Fresnes Prison 'about dawn,
before Paris was astir, and pro-
tested at being awakened early. ©

WASHINGTON (lP)-— Defeated
Germany stared Friday into ‘a Spar-
tan, work-filled . future, shorn of
airplanes, shipping  and . all war-
making potential; She nevertheless
can hope for eventual return-to the
world’s family of nations. .

That is the pattern laid ‘down
for her by President Truman, Prime
Minister Attlee and Generalissimo
Stalin in their Potsdam communi-
que. ;

All the sting and venom of the
Reich is to bhe removed. This in-
cludes all Nazi organizations, all
the German army, navy and air
corps, all of Germany’s once rich
merchent mazine and. commercial .
air service, and all arms produc-
tion.

Chemical Industries Out

Cherrical and. metallurgical in-
dustries. which count in war poten-
tial are to be strictly controlled, as
are imports, which could feed a
secret war effort.

Nevertheless, Germany has heen

With Churchill’s retirement from the helm of the
Jritish ship of state the complexion of the Big Three is
onc¢e again radically altered. Now all traces of aristocracy
have vanished from the conference table.

Churchill is of the nobility and Roosevelt was of its
American counterpart. Each had a family of wealth and
distinction, the background and breeding of aristocracy.
These qualities marked their political lives, despite their
jovial demoecratic manner and Roosevelt’s liberal views.

They have been succeeded by men of more humble
beginnings and quite different outlooks. Attlee’s early
life was one of middle-class luxury. He attended a fash-
ionable English public school and Oxford. But he early
forsook the practice of law for which he had studied, and
chose to live and cast his lot with residents of London’s
East End slums. His activities, by English standards, have
been almost as revolutionary as Stalin’s.

3k 3 *k
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Politcally, the change in the Big Three’s makeup is
even more pronounced. Truman now finds himself repre-
senting the minority government as regards both domestic
gocial structure and international aspirations. Domesti-
cally, his and America’s policy is the most conservative.
Internationally, it is the most liberal.

Truman also represents the strongest of the three gov-
ernments. The United States has blessedly escaped battle
scars and stands today as the world’s mightiest nation in
wealth, productivity, living standards and potential re-
covery.

How this will affect the harmony and balance of the
Big Three, we cannot know. But we do know that this
nation in the past has been able to grow along the lines
charted by its founders, influenced by world trends but
influenced selectively, and hever carried away by them.

We know that in its youth this country followed its
course while living among nationg largely inimical to its
aspirations, and far more different from those aspirations
though in an opposite direction—than are Russia and
Britain today.

Isolated growth is no longer possible or desirable for
this or any nation. But the United States is strong where
it once was weak, generally admired where it was gen-
erally despised. So we may safely assume that whatever
outside changes occur, we shall be able to run our house
to suit ourselves and still maintain our leading, responsible
part in seeking a better future for ourselves and all men.

Danger On A Big Or Little Scale

Substitute ‘“personal liberty” for ‘‘sovereignty.” And
substitute the laws of city, state or nation for the agree-
ments of the United Nations Charter. Then listen to the
men who say they will vote for laws to prevent burglary
or public brawling as ‘“declarations of pious intention,”
but that they will be very wary of supporting or obeying
them.

WLB Rules Strikers
At Sheffield Plant
Violated War Pledge

DALLAS—(#)—After a lengthy
session Thursday night, the Eighth
Regional War Labor Board ruled
that walkouts by bus drivers of the
Teche Greyhound lines and em-
ployes of the Sheffield Steel Com-
pany of Houston were both “in vio-
lation of labor’s no strike pledge.”

The board sent telegrams to of-
ficials of Sheffield and the United
Steel Workers of America Local
Union 2708 (CIO) stating if work
is not resumed by 10 a. m. August
4, “the board will refer this strike to
the National War Labor Board for
appropriate action.”

In the Teche Greyhound walkout
the board said either it or the Na-
tional WLB would take necessary
steps to set up a panel to hear the
issue in dispute when it is “notified
that all employes involved herein
except those five allegedly arbitrar-
ily discharged, have returned o
work.”

Strike Concerns Reinstatement

Work ‘stoppage at Sheffield, in-
volving about 2,200 workers, began
Monday when workers learned the
company had refused to reinstate
one of their members, Ted Adams,
after he had served a 10-day sus-
pension following a quarrel with his
foreman.

The Eighth Regional WLB said
that until work is resumed it can-
not and will not “entertain the Ted
Adams grievance or any other issues
in dispute.” When normal produc-
tion is resumed, the board stated it
would promptly “hear the matters
in dispute or set up a triparite panel
for that purpose.” 7

Cattle Slaughter
Ouota Increased

WASHINGTON —(#)— The OPA
Friday increased to 100 per cent of
their base quota the amount of
cattle which may be slaughtered by
class 2 (non-federally inspected)
slaughterers during accounting pe-
riods beginning on or after August
¥

This is an increase of 15 per
cent over the slaughter percentage
in effect for cattle during account-
ing periods beginning on or after
July 1. Percentages for calves, sheep
and lambs, and hogs, remain un-
changed. They are 75 per cent for
calves, 110 per cent for sheep and
lambs, and 50 per cent for hogs.

Slaughter quotas are based on
the amount of meat slaughtered by
an individual class 2 slaughterer
during the corresponding period of
1944 for which ration points were
surrendered.

The agency said the increase for
beef resulted from a reduction in
set-aside orders for Army beef.

The United States, Britain and
France, occupying the western

zones, will be responsible for furn-
ishing reparations for themselves
and all other Allied claimants.
IMurthermore 25 per cent of what
thiey seize will be turned over to
Trussia. In return, Russia will pay
food, coal, oil and other natural
products to the Western Allies
equivalent in value to three-fifths
of the reparations she gets from

{ them.

Details of all reparations are to
be worked out by the Allied repar-
ations commissions meeting in Mos-
cow. The Big-Thres agreed, how-
ever, that they should “leave enough
resources to enable’ the German
people to subsist without external
assistance.”

Poland To Get Territory

4. Poland — Truman, Attlee and
Stalin reaffirmed their support of
the new provisional government at
Warsaw and officially took cogniz-
ance of its promise to hold “free
and unfettered” elections as soon
as possible. They said any final fix-
ing of Poland’s boundaries with
Germany would have to await the
“peace settlements’’ but subject to
that they agreed on a tentative
hborder.

This gives Poland virtually all
the German provinces of Pomerania
and Silesia and a big chunk of
Erandenburg. Poland also gets the
southern two-thirds of East Prussia,
the northern third, with the city
of Xoenigsberg going to Russia.
This is intended to compensate Po-
land for the loss off much of her
pre-war eastern territories to Rus-
a, as formally agreed at the Big-
Three Yalta conference six months
ago.

The reshaping of the Reich’s
boundaries micans that millions of
Geerman people must be moved
westward ~into what remains of
Germany proper.

'To Try War Criminals

5. War Criminals—The Big Three
reaffirmed their intention to bring
Ge:man war criminals to “swift and
sure justice” and promised that the
first list of defendants would be
published before September 1.

6. Southeastern Europe — Allied
controls for ex-Axis satellites Ro-
mania, Bulgaria and Hungary,
which are dominated by Russia,
are to be revised from the war-
time basis on which they @riginally
were set up. Ongz of the big prob-
lems has ‘been for the Western
Allies to find out what is going on
in those countries. On
the Big Thres said:

“The three governments have no
cdoubt that in view of the changed
conditions resulting from the term-
ination of the war in Europe, rep-
resentatives of the Allied press will
enjoy full freedom to report to the

world upon developments in Ro-
mania, Bulgaria, Hungary and
Finland.”

The great amount of military information reaching Japan from this country is a matter of grave
concern. Case after case shows that much of this information is obtained from the American public—
through careless talk. It is vital that every American understand the problem. You are urged to read

and remember the information below.

No loyal American would knowingly give the enemy information. Some
of us, however, have thoughtlessly talked too much in the presence of
persons who placed the information in channels reaching direcily into
Tokyo. Hundreds of cases in the records prove that Tokyo does get val-
uable and necessary facts out of this country. Often the basic information
seems innocent and unimportant; but, studied by experts, it reveals

important details.

Nearly every American has or will learn something the High Command
of Japan wants to know. Service personnel inadvertently tell of move-

" ments of men and materials. Returning military personnel and merchant

seamen often see activities in the various countries and ports which,
though appearing inconsequential, thoughtlessly discussed, speak vol-
umes to the \enemy.' Plant workers may talk out of turn about new
weapons still a secret from the enemy. No one should discuss a secret
weapon, even though it is known to have been used, until the facts are
released officially by the War or Navy Department.

The transfer of troops from Europe to the Pacific is especially interesting
to Tokyo. Certain armies or divisions are known for special types of
operations. Any information as to their shift could be an indication of the
location of an attack. Cargoes also are frequently revealing as to types of
operations. Now that Germany has collapsed, Tokyo is counting heavily
on loose talk from this country. :

There are several methods known to be in use. One is by radio—outlaw
short-wave transmitters which are set up and used briefly, then knocked
down and rzoved before the detectors can find them. Another is through
members of czows of neutral ships. Neutral countries have been listening
posis for all belligerents. A bit of thoughtless conversation started here
and carried to a neutral port could reach Tokyo in a very short time.

The air and water crossroads of the world are fertile points of information.
Careless conversation passes quickly over the world through these places.

Don't discuss:

(@) Location or movements of men, ships, and mate:i.]c within, to, or
from the Pacific-Asiatic area.

(b) New weapons.
(c) Military information gained in confidence.

Don't try to beat censorship by using codes to learn the whereabouts of
your serviceman. The rule that he shouldn't disclose his whereabouts is
made for his protection. Remember the enemy wants to know more than
you do because he wants to kill him. The wise thing is to keep in confi-

'dence any specific information learned from servicemen. Don't pass on

rumors about military matters—they may have an element of truth which
the enemy could spot immediately and put to use against us. |

Even though you know the location of your serviceman, here is why you should not mention it to
others, unless the location of his unit has been released for publication . , .

The Army and the Navy never release this information until they are certfain that if can be of no

value fo the enemy. Don’t trust your own judgment.
