Edur'aimg For Peace

Tucked away in Chapter IX, Article 55, of the Umted
Nations Charter is the statement that “the Umted Nations
shall promote . . . international cultural and educational
cooperation.” The declaration didn’t cause a great deal
of interest when the charter was being written. But its
importance will loom larger as steps are taken to. put it
into effect.

The first of these steps will ‘be a conference of the
world’s ministers of education, to be held soon in London.
The conference intends to set up an educational and cul-
tural body to combat what one of the American delegates
has called “‘cultural isolation.”

The ministers and their staffs will be undertaking a
long and difficult program. Confronting them will be a
world ‘accumulation ‘of nationalism, narrowness,opposi-
tion and disinterest. It may take a generation for their
work to show any significant results.

But the ultimate achievement of world peace may
depend as'much on this program as on any concerted ef-
fort of nations. Means for settling international disputes,
by force of arms if necessary, are outlined in the United
Nations Charter. It is obvious, however, that it would be
far better to get at the source of such disputes and destroy
them before they grow into serious problems.

Much international bad feeling stems from misunder-
standing. Cultural and educational cooperation among
nations will not provide a panacea, but it promises to be of
help in correcting old, deep-rooted misconceptions.

Hitler and his henchmen ‘and the Jap war lords ex-
cited their ‘people for war by exploiting such misconcep-
tions. They played up contempt of other nations and
races. They played up the myth of their own racial
superiority. They sowed suspicion in the fertile soil of
ignorance—though the Germans and Japs are, by accepted
standards, literate nations.

We Americans, also considered a literate nation, are
likewise the victims of considerable misunderstanding and
ignorance. :

Thousands o young men from the fighting countries
saw foreign lands for the first-time during the war. But
many had only superficial views under abnormal circum-
stances. Trained in a marrow environment and judging
what they saw by home-country standards, a lot of them
returned ‘more prejudiced than when they left.

The new London conference will have to develop a
new, purposeful system of education aimed at understand-
ing and peace. Delegates probably will have to agree on
some broader base of instruction in the world’s history and
literature for each country. And their program obviously
will have to exceed the bounds of formal education and
consider such things as travel, motion pictures, broadcasts
and a free press.

With such a program launched, it may happen in the
fullness of time that the peoples of the earth will come
to believe that foreigners are human, too. When that day
comes, the hopes for lasting peace will be considerably
brighter.

| Secretary Braden Says

WASHINGTON —(#P)— Assistant
Secretary of State Spruille Braden
by implication Saturday night called
Argentina’s “strong man,” Juan
Peron, “a self-styled savior, sup-
ported by a clique aping its Euro-
pean Nazi prototype.”

The paving and drainage pro-
grams both require a three-way
agreement between the city, the
highway department and the Texas
and Pacific Railway. The present
status of those negotiations indi-
cates a complete agreement will be
reached.

The city has ordered an addi-
tional garbage truck which will be
put to use as quickly as it arrives.
While the City Council has not yet
voted formal approval of its pur-
chase, a motorized unit will be pur-
chased within six months which
will enable the city, with one oper-
ator, to dig trenches at the city
dump ground, shove the garbagea
into the trenches and cover it with
dirt. This is the garbage disposal
system used by the Army. Hen-
drickson predicted in a talk before
members of the Junior Chamber of
Commerce last week this unit will
enable the city to bury the refuse
which has gathered at the city
dump ground.
Paving Is Requested

Applications have been received
by the city for approximately 100
blocks of paving. Classen soon will
be at work on the preliminary en-
gineering, and the city can start
letting contracts within six months.
Some of the paving may have to
wait until the new water and sewer
lines are installed.

‘"The Texas Electric Service Com-
pany now is working on a com-
pletely new street lighting plan for
Midland, which will be put into ef-
fect before many months. The
Latin-American and negro sections
of the city will have street lights
for the first time, and other sec-
tions of the city will receive ade-
guate lighting.

- As' most motorists know, more
traffic lights are needed in Mid-
land. Lights are on order for the
more dangerous intersections.

With ' the juvenile problem be-
increasingly acute, - repre-
sentatives 'of the Child Welfare
Board appeared before the City
Council and asked that the -city
provide facilities for separate de-
tention of juveniles. The council
has authorized Police Chief Jack
Ellington to investigate plans of
other cities for such detention. El-
lington is investigating -these faci-
lites, and before many months Mid-
land will have a place where juve-
niles can be confined without being
placed with adults, some of whom
are hardened criminals.

Schools Expand

Most citizens know two new 10-
room elementary school buildings
are to be erected in Midland, and
improvements made at others.
Months of planning were required
to obtain these buildings. Other
school districts of the county were
consolidated with the Midland dis-
trict. New tax rates were set for
mest of the consolidated districts.
A bond election was called and
held. Next school year those in
charge of operating the schools
hope to have facilities where stu-
dents will attend school among
pupils near their own ages, and
teachers will not have to try to
instruct over-crowded -classes.

Due to efforts of civic leaders
working through the Chamber of
Commerce, Midland is promised a
large and modern hospital which
will be erected without cost to the
taxpayers and with no public sub-
scription.

as the graduated surtax—$500 apiece
for the taxpayer and each depend-
ent.

2. The : rate. in ‘“each. surtax
bracket is reduced 3 " percentage
points.

3. "The combined normal and sur-
tax so computed is further reduced
by 5 per cent of the tax.

The pay checks of wage and sal-
ary earners will reflect the tax
cuts right after New Year’s, through
smaller withholdings. 3
The reductions will be quite not-
iceable in most cases. A single per-
son earning $2,500° next year will
have to pay only $380 instead of

Lighter Stocking
Rates Becommended

Increased profits can bhe expected
from conservation stocking of range
land, Herd Midkiff, district super-
visor of the Martin-Howard Soil
Conservation District reported Sat-
urday. In comparing stocking rates
on two pastures on his ranch south
of Midland, Midkiff found that
lighter stocking produced a 5 per
cent better lamb crop and lambs
weighing at least 10 pounds more
per lamb. Besides increasing pro-
duction, lighter stocking saves in
feed and labor costs. Midkiff has
reduced his stocking rate as a part
of his coordinated soil and water
conservation plar in cooperation
with the Soil Conservation District.
Frank Midkiff also reports a
Leavier lamb crop as a result of
lighter stocking.

The range has also improved be-
cause .0of reduced stocking, Midkiff
said. Gama grasses are stronger

increasing in amount. With
improvement in the range, more
forage can be produced and soil
and waler conserved.

Discharge 0f Surplus Men AtMAAF
Starts: Aviation Cadet Is Released

The discharge of surplus men at
the Midland Army Air Field started
this week, with the release of six
aircrew frainees Friday and seven
officers Saturday.

The separation set-up is one of
13 similar discharge- facilities auth-
orized -at -various Army Air Force
imstallations' to further expedite ths
release : of eligible’ personnel from
the Army.

Under the new authority, the 13
stations—of which Midiand ‘Army
Air Field is one—may release sur-
plus personnel who ‘already -are
stationed at their fields. They will
not become separation centers, how-
ever, since personnel will not be
shipped to them from other. fields
for discharge. |

And, in addition to the capacity
for discharge of each of the 13
AAF stations, the 32 AAF separa-
tion centers are continuing to op-
erate full blast. Most of them
hav@, in fact, increased 'their out-
put of brand new civilians far
above any expected quotas.
Trainees Discharged

The aircrew trainees who  were
discharged at MAAF Friday in-
cluded five on-the-line trainees
and an aviation cadet. . All were
men who ‘enlisted specifically for
training as pilots, bombardiers or
navigators. Their training was in-
terrupted when the success of our
aerial operations drastically cut
the need for replacement airmen.

The training of the OLTs was
interrupted just before they were to
start preflight training. That is,
they had passed through the cadet
training detachment and had been
classified as pilots, bombardiers or
navigators. On-the-line-cadets, how-

ever, had finished the preflight
phase and were ready for "actual
flight training. &

Now that the war is over, it ap-
parently has been decided that they
can be returned to civilian life, and
authority has been received from
AAF Headquarters to release them.

Prior, to their discharge they had
been assigned to regular enlisted
permanent party jobs at the field.
They were placed in offices and
departments which could best use
their skills or aptitudes and they
alleviated the personnel shortage.
It was for their work at these jobs
that ‘some of the OLTs were pro-
moted to corporal or private first
class.

Aviation cadets (OLCs), however,

were not placed on an assigned
status and were, therefore, not

After an official check of their
records—just to be sure they were
eligible for discharge—they went
to ‘the station hospital where the
Army made sure it was sending
sound physical men back into ci-
vilian life in each instance. Okeyed
by the medics, they returned to the
supply section for a final ‘check of
clothing—each man is allowed {o
keep enough - Army apparel to get
himself home in styler and outfit
him at future veterans’ conventions
—and for another check of those
all-important records.

Paid Off

Breathless fears that something
would- be found out of order were
groundless, however, and they
moved on the next day to happier
things—the finance office. Here
Uncle Sam paid off and they fig-
ured nothing could stop them after
that. Nothing did.

There was a discharge ceremony.
The chaplain wished them God
speed and there were other official
goodbyes, but they hardly heard
any of it. This was it! They were
going home! Their Army service
was history.

Pose for Photographs ;

Happily they posed for a com-
memorative picture and then scat-
tered to grab suit ‘cases and bar=-
racks bags and head for home.

Saturday, the seven officers com-
pleted 'a similar program, with the
exception of the -clothing checks,
and they ‘too headed for home.
They were men who recently be-
came eligible for release from ac-
tive duty and yet had enough dis-
charge priority to get at the top
of the MAAF officers’ release list.

They included Lts. Manuel V.
Bettencourt, Robhert E. Keyes, Man-
ford L. Kistler, Eugene D. Miller,
Walter R. Otey, Allen G. Stephens
and Chauncey O. Wirsing.

Although they were released from
active duty, they still are techni-
cally in the Army until the ex-
piration of their terminal leave—
the number of accrued days of “va=
cation”” which they did not take
while on active.duty and for which
they will continue to be paid. In
most cases accrued terminal leave
amounts to something less than two
weeks.

Battle-Scarred
0ld-Timers Set
Gloricus Becords

NEW YORK — The Navy’s old-
timers, obsolete by every standard
of naval architecture, took every-
thing the Japs could hand out and
contributed enormously to final vic-
tory. These ships made history —
magnificent history—before coming
home for Navy Day.

Consider, for example, the vener-
able battleship New York, commis-
sioned in 1914. She made her fame
in World War I, supported the in- |
vasion of Morocco, then went to the
Pacific and was the only major
fleet unit that stayed on the job
throughout the entire 78 days of
the punishing action at Okinawa. i
Survived Many “Sinkings”

The battleship New Mexico, com-
missioned in 1918, wasn't too old to
participate in almost every major
Pacific action from Guadalcanal
through Okinawa. She wasn’t too
frail to withstand three kamikaze
hits — one in which the Divine
Wind smacked squaie cn the navi-
zation deck, Killing the command-
ing officer and 29 others and
wounding 87; another when the
suicide plane hit the gun deck, kill-
ing 58 and wounding 121.

New Orleans is honoring the
battleship Mississippi, 28 years old
and sometimes called the “Ghost
Ship” because the Germans twice
and the Japs once announced that
they had sunk her. Twice she was
hit by kamikazes, yet she survived
to fight from the bitter North At-
lantic to the sweltering Solomons,
from the Aleutians to the China
Sea. She lived to help support vir-
tually every amphibious landing in
the Pacific, and finally to enter
Tokyo Bay in triumph.

The Boise ig just a light cruiser,
pre-war and destined for the bone-
heap. But she is also the “one-ship
fleet” that, in a mere 27 minutes in
the Battle of Cape Esperance, sank
and helped to sink six Jap ships.
Almost ruined in the Solomons
campaign near Guadalcanal, she
was still frisky enough ‘after re-
pairs, to steam to the Mediterra-
nean and support the Allied cam-
paign there. ) |
CGreat Aircraft Carriers

Nor was the aged Enterprise the
only carrier that performed nobly.
Directly across Pier 26 from her, in
New York, lies the light carrier
Monterey, whose planes helped to
sink five Jap warships and to dam-
age others. Her fighters ruined al-
most 500 Nip planes in the air and
on the ground, and dumped bombs
on almost 300 ground targets.

Historic, too, are the exploits of
some of the Navy’s newer vessels.
These warships have impressive
scoreboards.

In Providence is the light carrier
Bataan, a relative newcomer whose
planes shot down 129 Jap planes-in
combat, shot up 112 more on the
ground, made 142 strikes on Jap-
held ground targets, and zank or
damaged 41,500 tons of enemy mer-
chant shipping.

Millions Of Tons Sunk

The destroyer Sterett helped to
sink a battleship, a cruiser and a
destroyer. By herself she sent two
destroyers and 14 planes to the
Pacific’s bottom.

The submarine Rasher, like the
Enterprise, sports a Presidential
Unit citation. Her bag includes a
Jap cruiser, destroyer .and five
cargo ships of 55,700 tons aggregate,
on a single patrol. The submarine
Raton has verified claims to 22
Jap ships sunk and six damaged.
The Silversides sank 29 Jap ships
and damaged 15, and has a Presi-
dential Unit citation. The Thread--
fin not only sank seven vessels and
damaged the same number, but

helped to save our forces on OKin-
awa by sending information that

Came Under Treasury
Statement As ‘Eic.’

By JACKSON S. ELLIOTT

WASHINGTON —(#)— One of

the world’s best-kept secrets hid
i for more than three years under
a small-type, three-letter abbre-
viation—“ete.” :

The secret was the atomic bomb.

The careful job of accounting

to the public for the Treasury's
outlay on it while hiding its ex-
istence was performed artfully but
honestly each day in the daily
i“condition” statement of the Trea-
s sury Depariment.
I In 1942, the war had drained the
country of many important elec-
trical-use metals. The Treasury
had a store of silver which wasn’t
being used.

So the War Depaxtment borrow-
ed 400,000,000 troy ounces for the
Manhattan Engineer District, the
department’s term for the atomic
bomb project.

The silver was needed for ‘“bus-
bars”giant current carriers for the
atomic bomb plant.

Proud Of Record’s ‘Honesty’

The analysts, statisticians, print-
ers and other Treasury employes
are proud of what they call the
daily statement’s ‘“honesty.”

“We don’t like any phony lan-
guage,” says one of them.

“We want the Treasury state-
ment- to tell the facts—just how
much the government has coming
in, how much is going out and how
much it has on hand.”

Then one of the experts happen-
ed to look over the various items.
He found  “unclassified—collections,
ete,” “uncollected items, exchanges,
etc.,” and ‘‘trust accounts, etc.”

So every day since August 27,
1942, there has appeared a nota-
tion about leased silver reading:

(So many) “ounces of silver are
held by the Office of Defense
Plants of the Reconstruction Fi-
nance Corporation, ete.”

The “ete.” stands for the Man-

hattan Engineer ,,Dlstnct’ silver
loans.
E And happily for the Treasury
men with the consciences no one
ever asked them the meaning of
the——*“ete.”

Soon After 40 Months In Jap Prisons

| dreamed of returning to those 40
awful months. And the Belflowers
are anxious for Jesse's dream to
come true.

Accounts of Japanese atrocities
are corroborated by the 25-year-old
corporal in'a War Department re-
lease. Jesse's personal experiences
include the Death March at Ba-
taan; impriscnment at Cabanatuan
for nine months, a 10-month work
detail in a prison camp at Lipa,
Philippines, and eight months hos-
pitalization at Bilibid Prison Hos-
pital, Manila.

Freighted To Japan

From Cabanatuan, June 29, 1944,
Eelflower was loaded on a Japanese
freighter with other prisoners and
began a nightmarish 62-day trip to
Japan. Of his experiences he says,
“Iit was very bad—very crowded.
Food and water were scarce. Treat-
ment was bad.”

He was liberated last Sept. 12.
At the Jap camp food was bad,
beatings frequent, and work long.
in those days the corporal, whose
;norimal weight is 195 pounds, weigh-
ed 137.

In December of 1944 each pris-
oner received one Red Cross hox.,
LCuring the next six weeks one Red
Cross box was distributed piece-
meal to each prisoner. Therc was
no mail, no communication with the
outside world. Liberation came as
a surprise, he said, with the Japs
announcing the end of the war and
relinquishing authority. Within a
few days the Americans were on the

y way home.

Wounided On Corregidor

After Jesse joined the Army, he
went direct to the Philippines,
where he was assigned to the 60th
Coast Artillery Corps. He took his
hasic training at Fort Mills on “The
Rock.” When the Japs struck in
December he was on the mainland
and after the surrender of Bataan
withdrew to Corregidor, where he
received his only wounds—shrapnel
in his shoulder.

He knew General Wainwright
personally and was filled with bit-
terness when he recently learned
of his commanding officer’s treat-
ment at the hands of the Japs.
Besides the Purple Heart, the
young veteran wears the American
Defense Ribbon with a battle star,
the Asiatic-Pacific Theater Rib-
bon with two stars, the Philippine
Defense Ribbon and a star, a Dis-
tinguished Unit Citation
Good Conduct Medal.

11,000 men ceming home each week who need medical
care, :

Our high school, along with many other schools
throughout the country, has set $3,000 as its goal. If we
buy $3,000 worth of Bonds and Stamps by December 21,
the name of our school on a plaque will be p‘a(ed over the
head of a bed in a hospital for returning servicemen. This
means that if each student in our school will buy $4 worth
of War Stamps, we will reach our goal and go over the
quota. If we will work hard, we may even be able to
qualify for two or three plaques.

So, if you hear someone say he is through buying
War Bonds, pass this little bit of infermation on, and let’s
be proud of our school and make some wounded veteran
proud of us, also.

In 1946 AAA Program

WASHINGTON —(#)— The Ag-
riculture Department has' adopted
a ‘“grass roots” approach to speed
the reconversion of the ‘mnation’s
farmland from war-time
tion to long-range soil-building
and water conservation.

The 1946 program will give more
responsibility to farmers, working
through AAA county and commu-~
nity committeemen, in recommend-
ing conservation practices.

Under the plan outlined by W. E.
Dodd, director of the Field Service
Branch of the Production and Mar-
keting Administration, _
will: be given allotments of funds
to operate their conservation pro-
grams.

Past AAA programs have allotted
assistance principally on a - state-
wide basis. The 1946 program will
provide about the same amount of
agsistance as 1945%s, :

The 1946 - program - will provide
assistance for 'these types of prac-
tives:
tices: (1) Application of lime, fer-
tilizer and. other materials; (£)
planting of cover crops; (3) hai-
vesting of legume and grass seed;
(4) erosion control and water con-

servation; (5) range and pasture
improvement; (6) forestry; (7)

PARIS—The famous hookstalls
on the banks of the Seine are bhe-
ing ravished by eager hookworms,
as Parisians, deprived of literature
during the German occupation, de-
scend upon the limited supply of
books, comiecs, magazinss and pam-
phlets that is now seeping into
France.

Bookstall owners are making
money hal]d over fist, and shelves
that once held first editions are
swept clean by nightfall of de-
tective stories, old comics and con-
fession magazines.

Anything sells in Paris today,
and at prices high in the black
market brackets. The publishing
business was almost at a complete
standstill during the Nazi occu-
pation. For® this reason everything
from bound books to back-number
newspapers costs about ten times
what they did before the war.

The French are so avid for read-
ing matter and news of the world
that they are willing to pay any
price for a few printed words.

Where the situation assumes *the
most serious proportions, however,
is in the realm of school and text
books. With the reopening of
schools and universities all over
France the scarcity is causing
serious headaches. in scholastic
cireles. Here, too, the black market
extends its tentacles for the good
1eason that bookstores have been
unable to vreplenish  their stocks
and cannot begin to meet the de-
mand.

Costs Skyrocket

The cost of producing any kind
of book has increased tremendous-
ly since the war. Labor, machinery
and inadequate paper supplies ase
responsible fo rthe rise in prices.
