The results of mental
retardation research may be
difficult to recognize, but
they are extensive and im-
pressive. The findings of
scientists, many
with the support financially of
the National Association for
Retarded Citizens and its

- “ member units have made it

possible to: (1) Vacinate
against measles; (2) Detect
and treat PKU (a metabolic
abnormality); (3) Make trans-
fusions for blood incompati-
bility; (4) Shunt operations for
Hydrocephalus; (5) Treatment
for hypothyroidism (cretinism)
(6) Overcome some of the
effects of deprivation; (7)
Reduction of prematurity. All
of these are effective steps in
the fight to prevent mental
retardation. Each represents
progress through a succession
of advances across a broad
front rather than by any
singular spectacular break-

.~ through. It is progress in

solving the problem of pre-
vention of mental retardation
and proves the value of
research.

Mental retardation is being
attacked from the viewpoint
that it is easier to prevent its
occurence than it is to treat
once it exists.

Proved
studies show that human
behavior can be modified in
constructive ways. When app-
lied to the mentally retarded,
these modifications are aids to
the fullest potential develop-
ment possible through special-
ized training and rehabilit-
ation. & o
Concerned people in" com-
munities and cities throughout
the country are helping in this
continuing battle. Local As-
sociations for Retarded Cit-
izens are helping to under-
write the research necessary
in biomedical fields for the
prevention and treatment of
mental retardation. What is
meant by ‘‘helping to under-
write’’ research? First, must
come the education of the
general public to the need,
of the

is ‘‘helping to underwrite’’
research.

The financial *‘‘underwrit-

ing’’ necessary follows public
education and understanding.
Much of the financial under-
writing for research in the
behaviorial and socio-cultural
forms of mental retardation
and new techniques of train-
ing and caring for the mentally
retarded are being developed
via ‘‘pilot projects’”’ in the
many public agencies that
provide services for the
mentally retarded. The Fed-
eral government through the
Department of Health, Edu-
cation, and Welfare continues
to fund and support new ideas
and concepts of treatment and
prevention, realizing that
most accepted theories have
come through trial and error.
Research is a sound basis for
the hope for tomorrow. . . we
learn from our mistakes and
future generations find growth
in this knowledge, when the
knowledge is applied!

Whitman was the father of
free verse which revolutioniz-
ed American poetry.

William G. Borlaug, a
Dallas resident, also played a
special role in the Freedom
Train’s monumental tribute to
America. As custodian of the
Nobel Peace Prize and dip-
loma awarded to his father Dr.
Norman Borlaug, he agreed to
lend the items to the train for
the duration of its 21 month
journey across the United
States.

Dr. Borlaug was awarded
the Nobel Prize in 1970 over 33
other nominees for developing
a strain of wheat that has
increased wheat production
dramatically in Mexico, Paki-
stan, and India. He created a
technological  breakthrough
that will make it possible in
the future to greatly reduce

Emphasizing the import-

ance of Postal Consumer
Protection Week, February
23-28, Postmaster Alves warn-
ed that mail-order swindlers
use uncertain economic con-
ditions to exploit people.
The Postmaster advised
there has been an
increase in the number of
bogus schemes for work-at-
home, correspondence schools
and even chain letters.

As an example, Postmaster
Alves cited the sentencing of
12 people in Indianapolis,
Ind., in late 1974, for the
fraudulent operation of a truck
driving school.

The nationwide scheme had
led victims to believe they
were being offered employ-
ment in the truck driving or
heﬁvy equipment operating
field. ‘‘In reality,’’ Postmaster
Alves said, ‘‘the promoters
were only interested in selling
an overpriced, inadequate
correspondence course, which
they claimed was required
before any such placement
could be made.”” At least
10,000 victims lost a total of $3
million in the conspiracy.

Postal Inspectors were ex-
tremely busy during the 1930s
when fraudulent correspon-
dence schools reaped a de-
pression harvest because so
many people were without
employment. Many of the
disreputable organizations
specialized in diesel engine
and electrical refrigeration
courses that included dazzling
promises about immediate
employment as part of the
pitch.

‘““When the victims would .

try to get the correspondence
school to place them in a job,”’
the Postmaster said, ‘‘they
were told they were not yet
fully qualified. And if a
student became overly insist-
ent he was told a contract he
signed did not really guaran-
tee a job, and any oral
promises made were denied.’’

Postal Inspectors say phony
correspondence schools do not
have equipment to teach a
technical course, and that
most often a textbook was
divided into mimeographed
reproductions of = someone
else’s lesson. Individuals as-
signed to grade the work of
the victims were seldom
qualified to do so.

There is also similarity
between work-at-home sch-
emes operating today and
during the ’30s. One outfit
solicited money through the
mails in return for a ‘‘work-at-
home’’ kit that didn’t exist,
and the victims got nothing at
all or more letters of solicita-
tion to be sent on to other

The sch-
eme brought in about $70,000

Today's victims, as in the
depression years, are mostly
women, usually housewives
trying to earn extra money to
help support families. One
variation of a work-at-home
scheme that has persisted is
the addressing of envelopes.

During the depression of
the 1930’s several chain
letters were circulated nation-

ally. The most common today
is the ‘‘prayer letter"‘ which
admonishes the receiver t
copy it and send it to a certain
number of friends under the
implied threat of grief if the
chain is broken. Other chain
letter schemes ask recipients
to send money or merchan
dise, with promises of riches if
the chain is not broken. This
type chain letter is illegal.

Postmaster Alves advised,
**if you suspect n:lail fraud or
false representation, contact
me or a local postal in-
spector.”’
