Branding with cantetti is
making things rougher for 
grain thieves. Grain pro­
ducers are picking up the old 
practice of marking small slips 
of paper with identifying 
numbers and mixing the con­
fetti with their stored grain 
crop. According to producers 
who have been using the 
confetti method for some 
time, it takes only about 
seven pounds of the paper to 
adequately mark and identify 
50,000 bushels of ^rain. 
Although the small slips of 
paper are virtually impossible 
or thieves to separate from 

the grain, mill operators 
report they have no problem 
in rem oving the confetti 
during their washing process. 
Agricultural authorities in 
areas where the grain identi­
fication program is used 
extensively report a re ­
markable decline in the 
number of grain thefts.

Dear Editor:
As you know, welfare 

reform is a top priority of the 
new Administration. The Sec­
retary of Health. Education, 
and Welfare, Joseph A. 
Califano, Jr., is calling for an 
all-out HEW effort to ask the 
general public how welfare 
reform should be achieved.

Public comment will be 
particularly important since it 
will be analyzed before the 
Secretary makes his welfare 
reform recommendations to 
the President in May.

"W elfare reform”  covers 
two different types of aid. 
Social insurance is one, and it 
includes Social Security, vet­
erans’ compensation. Medi­
care, unemployment benefits, 
workmen’s compensation, and 
others. Income assistance, the 
second, includes Aid to 
Families with Dependent 
Children, Supplemental
Security income, food stamps, 
housing assistance, general 
assistance, and pensions for 
veterans. Social services, such 
as Head Start, falls under the 
second category.

Social insurance benefits 
are often contingent on prior 
employment, whereas the 
primary determinant for in­
come assistance is financial 
need.

Welfare programs have 
often been controversial; each 
program raises its own issues 
and concerns. We hope the 
public will feel free to address 
each program separately or as 
a whole, depending on how 
they view the subject, and that 
they will feel free to raise any 
issue or make any recommen­
dation they feel necessary to 
improve our nation’s welfare 
programs.

Our efforts in HEW’s 
Southwest region are to get 
comments on welfare reform 
which reflect regional think­
ing. Similar activities are 
going on across the country. In 
our region, we are asking for 
letters or other written com­
ments. Those writing should 
address their envelopes to:

Bureau has written ^origre 
man Burleson asking him 10 
vote against and to use his 
influence in helping defeat 
proposed legislation that 
would legalize common situs 
picketing.

H. R. 3500 by Rep. Frank 
Thompson of New Jersey 
would allow a few union 
members under one subcon­
tractor to picket and shut 
down an entire construction 
project.

Its purpose, according to J. 
W. Aycock of Haskell, presi­
dent of the Haskell County 
Farm Bureau, is to force all 
workers on the construction 
project to join the union before 
work could continue. It is 
simply a back-door approach 
to compulsory unionism. Mr. 
Aycock said.

Harlen Weinert of Weinert. 
national affairs chairman for 
Haskell County FB. said that 
four members have been 
contacted with the request 
that they also contact Con­
gressman Burleson about 
their feelings on the matter.

"W e  ask all others who feel 
as we do on this matter to 
write Congressman Burle­
son," Mr. Weinert said.

The local Farm Bureau 
national affairs chairman said 
public hearings will be held 
early in March and union 
leaders expect to "steamroH’ ’ 
this bill through the U. S.

He added that President 
Carter has indicated to union 
leaders that he will sign such a 
bill if it reaches his desk.

Mr. Weinert said that 
organized labor will be cifunl- 
ing the voles closely on this 
issue, trying to determine if 
they have enough support to 
repeal Section 14(b) of the 
Taft-Hanlcy Act which per­
mits states to pass righl-to- 
work laws.

Harlen Weinert said Farm 
Bureau voting delegates have 
spoken forcefully in opposition 
to compulsory unionism and to 
secondary boycotts, "both of 
which arc inherent in this 
bill."

He said Farm Bureau policy- 
on the issue reads in part:
