GI Loan
Interest
Rates Up

Effective May 31, 1977, the
interest rate of Gl homes loans
for .veterans became 8-%2%.
According to C.H. Herren,
Service Officer for Haskell
County, the GI loan interest
rate prior to that date was 8%.
All GI home loans closed on
and after May 31, 1977 will
carry the interest rate of
8- %.

Eligible for GI home loans
are veterans. who served
honorably for 90 days or more
at any time beiween Septem-
ber 16, 1940, and July 25,
1947. Also ent :led are veter-
ans who servew honorably for
90 days or -mete during the
Korean Conflict which began
June 27, 1950, and ended
January, 31, #55, or.whose

honorable seivice of 181 days -

or more occurred on. or -after
January:31, 1955..Also eligible
are the surviving spouses of
persons who served during the
above mentioned periods and
whose deaths are shown to
have been caused by such
military service. In addition,
GI home loans are available to
the spouses of military person-
nel listed as missing in action.
or prisoners of war.

Most GI home loans are
made by private lending
institutions, with a portion. of
the loan being guaranteed by
the Government. Under pre-
sent law, the Veterans Ad-
ministration. is authorized to
guarantee 60% of.the loan
amount, up to a maximum of
$17,500. Persons desiring a
guaranteed home loan under
the GI program should discuss
their needs and desires with a
local private lending firm, who
will assist in completing the
necessary paper work. A
veteran remains eligible until
he or she actually uses the VA
entitlement, as there is no
time deadline involved.

Further information. on: GI
home loans may be obtained
from the local Veterans
Service Officer.

IRS Revises Sick de Exclusions

The Internal Revenue Ser-
vice announced that it has
issued a revised version of the
1976 sick pay exclusion: form
to enable taxpayers to com-
pute the exclusion which has
been extended for a year by
the Tax Reduction-and Simpli-
fication- Act of - 1977. The
revised Form 2440, marked
with a 1977 revision date, is
available by writing or calling
the IRS.

The legislation extends until
January 1, 1977, provisions of
the law which allowed a
sick/disability pay exclusion
for all qualifying taxpayers.
Previously, the Tax Reform
Act of 1976 had revoked,
retroactive to January 1, 1976,
this exclusion for all but totally
and permanently disabled
retirees under age 65.

As a result of the change in
law, eligible taxpayers can
exclude from income up to
$100 a week sick/disability
pay received during 1976
when they were out of work
while sick, injured or disabled.
Disabled retirees cannot, how-
ever, claim the exclusion after
mandatory retirement.

Taxpayers who made an
election under the Tax Reform
Act to recover their contribu-

tions to an annuity or pension
plan now have the option- to
withdraw that election. How-
ever, if by revoking the
election. and claiming the
sick/disability pay exclusion
there is no change in tax
liability, an amended return
need not be filed.

The IRS cautioned that the
new law provided relief to
taxpayers only for -their 1976
income taxes. 8

Taxpayers who have filed
their 1976 income tax returns,
and are now eligible to claim
the exclusion for sick or
disability pay, should file a
Form 1040X, Amended U.S.
Individual Income Tax Return,
and attach a Form 2440
(revised 1977) showing the
computation.

Taxpayers filing an amend-
ed return are cautioned that
any changes to gross income
could affect other items on the
return such as certain tax
credits and itemized deduc-
tions.

Taxpayers who have not yet
filed, can claim the sick pay
exclusion on line 15Sb of their
1976 Form 1040, attaching a
revised Form 2440 showing
how the exclusion was deter-
mined.

—HB 1831, now in effect,
exempts from the sales tax the
sale and rental of motion
picture film to or.by movie
theaters and televisons stati-
ons.

Bullock said that the exemp-
tions will have only a minor
effect on overall sales and use
tax collections.

The sights, sounds and
smells of a century ago come
alive at-the Johnson Settle-
ment Unit of Lyndon B.
Johnson National Historic Site
in Johnson City, Tex.

The park contains two units
about 14 miles apart. The
Johnson City Unit preserves a
glimpse into the life of the late
President's grandparents and
it also contains his boyhood
home. The LBJ Ranch Unit at
Stonewall contains other hist-
oric structures related to his
youth as well as the famous
LBJ Ranch, also known as the
Texas White House.

The best place to begin your
visit to the Johnson City Unit
of the park. is at the- visitor
center on the west side of
town. There you can get
information about tour times,
on-going programs and ser-
vices available to help you get
the most out of your visit.

Your next stop will probably
be the Boyhood Home, which
is across the street from the
Visitor Center. The Home,
open daily except on Christ-
mas Day, is where the
Johnsons moved when Lyndon
was five years old and where
he lived until he left for
college 14 years later.

Then its on to the Johnson
Settlement, if you'd like, in a
horse drawn wagon. The
Settlement is a. quarter mile
away on foot, or slightly
further ' by wagon. In the
Settlement, costumed demon-
strators are engaged in the
day fo day activities common a
century ago. =

A walk through the settle-
ment provides a sampler of
historic structures and sett-
ings representing two distinct
periods: the cattle kingdom
headquarters of Sam and Tom
Johnson from 1867 to 1872
plus the James Polk Johnson
farm and ranch and the John
Bruckner farm, both of which
came after 1872. :

Each of these periods is
marked by historic structures,
restored as accurately as
possible. To complete the
setting there are a number of
other buildings, corrals, fenc-
ed pastures, a windmill, a
chuck wagon and Longhorn
cattle.

Johnson City is approxima-
tely 60 miles north of San
Antonio on State Highway 281
and 50 miles west of Austin on

“Highway 290. -

A range of overnight ac-
commodations are available in
the area. Campers may spend
the night in Lady Bird
Municipal Park in Fredericks-
burg, Pedernales Falls State
Park, east of Johnson City or
Blanco State Park in Blanco.
There are a number of other

state and commercial facilities
in the area.

For the visitor's enjoyment.
organized groups who wish to
visit the park are requested to
contact the park headquarters
by phone or mail. The address
of the site is P.O. Box 329,
Johnson City, Tex.

-Mosquitoes have a way of
turning up as univited guests-
at  picnics  and backyard
cookouts, for instance.

But vou don't have to let
mosquitoes take all the fun out
of vour summer fun. There are
some measures you can take
to ward off their attacks, says
the Texas Department of
.Health Resources. an experie-
nced agency in this field.

Bountiful—and frequent—
spring rains throughout most
of Texas have left the state
ripe for mosquito infestations
in practically all areas. Per-
haps you've already seen and
felt evidence of a mosquito
hatch in your own yards, or in
a camping or picnic area.

It only takes a little standing
water and some adult mosqui-
toes to bring on the pain,
discomfort, aggravation and
sometimes disease from the
pesky insects.

Water in which to pass their
early life stages is a necessity
for mosquitoes. Adult flying
mosquitoes frequently rest in
grass, shrubbery or other
foliage but they don't develop

" there. In walking through such

areas you can run into a
swarm of them, leading you to
believe they hatch out there.

Some mosquitoes lay their

eggs in standing water where
they hatch in a day or two.
Other mosquitoes lay their
eggs in old tires, tin cans, or
other .water-holding contain-
ers in which they may remain
unhatched for =~ weeks or
months until they are covered
with water.
* ‘With both types of mosqul-
toes, the wigglers or larvae
grow quickly and turn into
tumblers or pupae. Soon the
skin of the tumbler splits
open and out climbs another
hungry mosquito—looking for
you as its victim.

In addition to being pests,
says the Texas Department of
Health - Resources’ General
Sanitation Divison, mosqui-
toes can spread disease. Such
diseases as encephalitis, yel-
low fever, dengue fever and
malaria are common  diseases
spread by. the flying insect.
They are major health pro-
blems in other parts of the
world.

One of the latest epidemics
of mosquito-borne diseases in
Texas was Vanezuelan Equine
Encephalitis (VEE) which
struck the state in 1971 after
entering through Mexico. The
disease hit many people—mo-

stly in the Rio Grande
Valley—and made heavy in-
roads into the half-million
horse population.

While mosquitoes are a
threat to health and bodily
comfort. there is something
that vou as an individual can
do to ease the situation and
lessen the job of local and
regional health organizations
and mosquito control units.

These could be called the
Ten Commandments of Home
Mosquito Control. They are:

1. Empty. remove, cover or
turn upside down any recept-
acle that will hold water—par-
ticularly old bottles and tin
cans.

2. Change water and . scrub
vases holding flowers or
cuttings twice each week—or
grow cuttings in sand.

3. Discard old tires or store
them indoors.

4. Screen rain barrels and
openings to water tanks or
cisterns.

S. Repair leaky plumbing
and outside faucets. They may
cause standing water in which
mosquitoes can hatch.

6. Connect open wastewater
drains to a sewage system, or
construct separate sump or
leach lines.

7. Cleam clogged roof
gutters and drain flat roofs.

8. Fill holes in trees with
san or mortar, or drain or
spray them, as required.

9. Stock ornamental ponds
with mosquito-eating fish.

10. Clean and dran evapora-
tive coolers frequently.

These tips will help you
prevent mosquitoes from re-
producing. Your health de-
partment may have summer
spraying programs to rid
infested areas of the insects.
You can keep you window
screens in good repair, screen
fireplaces and other openings
and also kill all mosquitoes
inside your residence with
proper insecticides.

What if you're going into
areas where mosquitoes may
be prevalent? There are
several repellants on the
market which can be used on
exposes areas of your skin to
drive the insects-away. Used
on clothing, they may also
protect you from chiggers and
ticks.

The Texas Department of
Health Resources wants you to
have a safe happy summer
and reminds you that now is
the time to prepare for it
where mosquitoes are concer-
ned.

A reader explains: ‘‘Are
more Americans smoking
cigarettes or aren’t they? I
seem to be reading a lot of
contradictory stories.”
ANSWERIline: Here is the
correct story. In June, the
National Clearinghouse for
Smoking and Health, a Fed-
eral Government  agency,
reported that the proportion
of adult male and female
smokers has gone down in
almost every age category.
Whereas 52.8 percent of
American men smoked cigar-
ettes in 1964, 42.2 percent
did so in 1970, and 39.3
percent in 1975; whereas
adult women smokers were
31.5 percent of the popula-
tion in 1964, they comprised
30.5 .percent in 1970 and
28.9 percent in 1975. While
this very positive and en-
couraging downward trend
has taken  place, another
recent study, this one done
for the American Cancer
Society, shows an alarming
upward trend in teenage
smoking. For example,
between 1969 and 1975 one-
half million more teenage
girls (ages 13-17) became
cigarette smokers. Hence we
have a very sad contradiction:
on one hand, the proportion
of adult smokers has dropped,
on the other, the young are
joining the cigarette ranks in
greater numbers. The ACS
puts the blame squarely on
the cigarette ‘‘establishment”
for luring pre-teen girls and
boys into this dangerous
habit.

“I think that I am due for a

gynecological  examination.
What  should a complete
¢xamination include?”

ANSWERIine: Quite natur-

ally, physicians differ in their
checkup routines, but the
basics remain the same. These
basics include a general
physical examination; a care-
ful breast examination: a
quick, painless Pap
inspection of the internal and
external genitals; a manual
examination of the womb
(uterus), ovaries and rectum.
Your physician will note your
health history. If you have
any questions, or conditions
you are concerned about be
sure to speak up. Your
gynecological checkup is a
vital part of health protection
and a major safeguard against
cancer.

An automobile salesman asks:
“How many cancer drugs have
scientists developed? -And,
are they getting to the cancer
patient or are they just for
experimental or research
work?”

ANSWERIine: Some fifty
chemical compounds have
been found to be clinically
effective against  cancer.
About thirty-six of these
drugs are already commer-
cially available by prescrip-
tion. Medical science has
learned that drugs can be
combined to deliver the maxi-
mum beneficial effect. And,
drugs plus other therapies
such as radiation or surgery
are frequently used in a com-
bined approach to treat the
cancer patient. This kind of
team approach is being used
in the treatment of many
forms of cancer including
leukemia, Hodgkin’s disease.

doves, pheasants and cotton-
tail * rabbits. Leaving crop
residues and wast grains on
the soil surface after harvest
will provide more than ade-
quate food and cover through
the critical winter months for
the smaller wildlife ‘species.

Surveys on croplands have
shown that waste grains on
the land following harvest
average 38 pounds per acre for
sunflowers, 89 pounds per
acre for grain sorghum, 113
pounds per acre for corn and
138 pounds per acre for
soybeans. Project these fig-
ures to the total acres in these
crops annually in Texas,
shows there is ample fall and
winter food for wildlife on
croplands if it is left on the soil
surface.

Aside from benefiting wild-
life, proper crop residue
management has other bene-
ficial effects. Crop residues

left on the soil surface protect-

it from wind and water
erosion. It improves water
intake by reducing crusting
during rains, as_ well as
holding blowing snow in the
winter. _

Minimum tillage practices
in conjunction = with = good
residue managment practices
will mean increased income to
the farmer. Reducing the
number of trips over the land
will reflect substantial savings
in capital inputs such as labor,
energy and wear and tear on
machinery.

Rangeland wildlife species
such as deer, turkeys and
scaled quail have somewhat
different and often complex
food and cover requirements.
They depend largely on woody
and weedy plants for food and
cover.

Competition between dom-
estic livestock and wildlife is
often -overlooked by the
landowner. Competition. will
vary with the seasons of the
year and. the classes of

. domestic livestock on'the Jand.

Goats and/deer. are strongly
competmve for food year-long
while sheep and deer compete
for weedy plants-during spring
and early summer. -

domestic livestock. Observa-
tions have shown that deer
and turkeys will move into a
pasture recently vacated by
domestic  livestock.  When
significant wildlife popula-
tions are on the land, they
should be considered when
stocking rates and periods of
use are planned for domestic
livestock.

On deer and turkey ranges,
food and cover are often
provided by the sameé vegeta-
tion. Indiscriminate brush
management on wildlife ran-
ges can result in habitat
destruction that will cause the
wildlife to leave their home
range.

Mechanical or chemical
brush management should-be
planned to preserve brushy
cover in strips and patterns in
sufficient quantities to meet
the wildlife needs for food and
cover. Removal of 60 to 70
percent of the brush on deer
ranges. will be detrimental
provided the cleared strips are
not over one quarter mile
wide. Turkey roost trees and
adjacent brushy areas should
be preserved. g

The landowner can realize
increased income from his
wildlife managment practices.
The demand for hunting
privileges on private lands by
the public is increasing each
year. Current cost-return data
shows hunting enterprises in
Texas bringing net returns to
landowners ranging from $.50
to $3.50 per acre annually.

Leasing. arrangements can
vary from year-long recreation
privileges to daily fees such as
$5.00 for an afternoon of dove
hunting to $35 or $40 for a day
of deer hunting.

Management practices ap-
plied on the land for . game
species also benefit many
non-game species such as
song birds, hawks, owls, and
furbearers. These non-game
species contribute significan-
tly in insect and rodent control
as well as filling a niche in the
aesthetic value of the land.

Medicare
Premiums
To Increase

Monthly premiums on the
medical insurance part of
Medicare will go up starting
July 1.

The basic premium rate will
go from $7.20 to $7.70 a
month, according to Glyn
Hammons, social security
district manager in Abilene.

Medicare medical insurance
helps pay doctor bills and
other medical expenses and is
funded by individual prem-
iums and Federal general
revenues. The protections is
offered to people 6S and over,
to disabled people under 65
who have been entitled to
social security disability bene-
fits for 24 consecutive months
or more, and to many people
under 65 with permanent
kidney failure.

The Medicare law requires
an annual review of the cost of
the medical insurance pro-
gram. Based on this review,
an estimate is made of the cost
of  this coverage for the
following year. ‘‘Under that
provision,”” Hammons said,
‘‘the Medicare beneficiaries’’
basic premium rate would
have been increased by over

. 70 percent to $12.30 a month

because of rising costs of
medical services covered by
Medicare’s medical insuran-
ce.

‘‘But the law also limits any
increase in the basic premium
rate to the percentage that
social security benefit pay-
ments increased in the prev-
ious year. Social security
payments increased 6.4 per-
cent in 1976, so the Medicare
medical insurance basic pre-
mium rate was limited to an
increase of 6.4 percent start-
ing July 1-to $7.70 a month.”’
The premium is about one-
third the cost of this protec-

Social
Security
Information

A cost-of-living increase in
monthly social security bene-
fits will be included in checks
delivered on July 1, according
to Glyn Hammons, social
security -district manager in
Abilene.

The increase will amount to
5.9 percent for most people
getting social security pay-
ments.

‘‘People getting social se-
curity chekes don’t have to do
anything to get the higher
payments,”’ Hammons said.
““The increase will be added
automatically.”’

The increase is based on the
rise in consumer prices from
the first 3 months of 1976 to
the first 3 months of 1977.

With the cost-of-living in-
crease, average social security
retirement payments to retir-
ed workers will go from $221
to $234 a month. Average
social security disability pay-
ments to diabled workers will
go from $248 to $262 a month.

Social security pays monthly
benefits to over 33 million
people. The payments are
funded by social security
contributions from employees,
employers, and self-employed
people.

Employees and employers
contriubute S.85 percent each
of the first $16,500 of yearly
earnings from jobs covered by
social security. Self-employed
people contriubute 7.9 per-
cent. ‘‘Those figures remain
unchanged,’”’ Hammons said.

Social Security. checks are
usually delivered on the 3rd of
the month. When the 3rd falls
on. Saturday or Sunday, the
checks are delivered the
preceding Friday. July 3 is on
a Sunday this year, so the
checks will be  delivered
Friday, July 1.

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Hints For
Water Safety

Swimming and hoating acc-
idents continue to claim a
large number of lives ecach
vear. Traffic deaths have
declined. possible due to the
SS mph speed limit. but
nothing similar has happena-
ed on Texas waterways to
control boating problems. the
Texas Medical Association
says. About 625 people
drowned in Texas in both 1973
and 1974.

Every vear when people get
ready to hit the water for the
first time, they need to check
their boats for safety and run
through a quick mental
checklist of laws and proced-
ures that could keep them out
of trouble.

For instance, boats must
have lifejacket or some other
flotation device of every
passenger. Legal require-
ments about lights, horns, fire
extinguishers and other saftey
devices vary according to boat
size. The Texas Department of
Parks and Wildlife, 4200
Smith School Rd., Austin,
Texas 78744, can provide
detailed information about
water safety and boating. The
department also may have a
regional office your area.

Law requires children age
12 and under to wear
lifejackets in a boat. However,
many older, experienced
swimmers drown because they
do not wear lifejackets and are
tired, injured or get cramps. If
a boat accident occurs, the
easiest and safest thing to do
is hang on to the boat because
it takes less strength than
swimming and people can spot
an overturned boat faster than
a swimmer.

Another big problem is
careless handling. Even in the
wide open spaces of a lake,
boats hit skiiers, logs and
other boats.. Drinking, too
much speed, and watching the
skiier instead of looking ahead
are common causes of accid-
ents that could be avoided.

WASHINGTON, D.C. —

The mater-
ials have been so distasteful
that the news media are
reluctant to discuss what is
being produced.

‘‘UNFETTERED BY RE-

Haskell, Texas

GULATION” the Star report-
ed that ‘‘pornograhpy has
grown more varied and efforts
to control it have failed."
Confusing laws on obscenity
have given such groups as the
American Civil Liberties Un-
jon an argument against
censorship of such materials
as violating the First Amend-
ment protecting free speech.
As a result, obscenity in the
past year or so has moved into
adult book stores and mail-or-
der houses largely - without
contest with the interpretation
of the Constitution by these
certain groups.

SPECIAL INVESTIGATIVE
POLICE are needed to deal
with this filthy traffic. One
encouraging development is
action by the National District
Attorneys’ Association which
has formed a nationwide task
force in efforts to clean up this
threat to our national sense of
moral values.

DURING THE LAST SEV-
ERAL YEARS, the Courts
have construed rather strictly
the Constitutional provision of
freedom of speech. The result

—We Reserve the Right to Limit—

has been that laws on this
subject are blurred and left in
doubt. Legislation, both on the
Federal and State level to
meet this situation has been
found difficult to draft but the
Subcommittee on Crime has
held hearings and will attempt
to form legislation to meet the
test.

ON THE OTHER HAND,
RECENT COURT ACTION,
decided on the basis of the
standard demanded in a
particular community, has
been upheld by the U.S.
Supreme Court. If this reason-
ing holds up, community
groups and officials can better
cope with offenses in their
own area.

THE AUTHOR, WILLIAM
STANMEYER, of the Indiana
University Law School says in
an article, ‘‘To remove all
legal controls over pornogra-
phy is to teach the young that
their elders do not know right
from wrong; that we do not
care how our young are
entertained; that civilization
and barbarism are the same."’

THE PROFESSOR POINTS

OUT that some people say that
the best wav to deal with
pornography is to let it run'its
course. He then asks. *Why
should parents have to let
their children’s moral envir-
onment get so corrupt that by
comparison Sodom and Gom-
orrah resemble the Trappist
Monastery?"

THE FINAL QUESTION TO
THIS ISSUE IS: Can the lines
be drawn somewhere or must
no lines be drawn at all? Must
we  tolerate everything no
matter how depraved or sick?
The public's answer is that

lines must and will be drawn
because we have the right to
decent surroundings and a
decent society.

THIS IS THE BASIS FOR
COMMUNITY ACTION aea’
inst the filth peddlers as
pointed out by Professe
Stanmeyer who evidently has
given extensive study and
research to the subject.

ON THIS QUESTION, A
DECENT SOCIETY has the
right to remove from it the
depravated and perverted who
corrupt their community.
