TFC Urges 
Wheat Grazing 
Approval

In a letter to the Secretary of 
Agriculture, Texas Farmers 
Union President Jay Ñaman 
urged that wheat farmers be 
permitted to graze set-aside 
acres and that diversion 
payments be made to compen­
sate wheat farmers for their 
set-aside.

“ Wheat farmers who are 
also cattle producers need the 
opportunity to graze set-aside 
acres to supplement low 
income from wheat production 
It will encourage their partici­
pation in the wheat program,”  
Ñaman said.

Texas Farmers Union has 
criticized the level of set-aside 
as being inadequate, but feels 
that th^set-aside provisions 
can bè Bbinistered in such a 
way a ^ ^ o  get maximum 
participation. Permitting graz­
ing on set-aside acres would 
encourage wheat farmers to 
comply and to participate in 
the farm program, according 
to the Farmers Union,

Ñaman urged Secretary 
Bergland to announce a 
diversion payment in connec­
tion with the set-aside. Accor­
ding to Ñaman, the Secretary 
of Agriculture should autho­
rize the payment of an amount 
sufficient to compensate 
farmers for abadoning set- 
aside acres.

Ñaman said, “ The grain 
glut that farmers find them­
selves in was not their 
responsibility. They werer 
encouraged and even coerced 
to expand acreage by the 
previous administration. It is 
the responsibility of the 
government and the 
general public to see to it that 
wheat farmers are extricated 
from their serious economic 
predicament.”

The question of grazing 
set-aside acres is expected to 
be decided in a matter of days 
if the farm program is passed 
and signed by President 
Carter. Texas wheat produc­
ers are in general support of 
the liberal grazing regula­
tions.

Sold On 
Rehab Center

Country and western singer 
Rex Allen said he was “ sold”  
on the West Texas Rehab­
ilitation Center (WTRC) here 
the first time he saw the faci­
lity back in the early 60’ s.

“ i was doing a rodeo in San 
Antonio,”  Allen recalled, 
“ when Shelley Smith (execu­
tive director of the WTRC), 
called me and said he wanted 
to show me something in Abi­
lene. I visited the center on my 
way home and told Shelley: 
“ i^atever you want me to do 
I’ll do—because I was sold.”  

What impressed Allen? 
“ For one thing, the kind of 

work they were doing and the 
fine quaiity o f-it,”  he said. 
“ What especially impressed 
me about this operation 
though was the fact that such 
a large percentage o f - the 
money collected goes directly 
to serving handicapped pat­
ients. I’ve been involved with 
several other charities where 
this has not been the case.”  

About 80 cents out of every 
dollar donated to the WTRC 
goes to direct patient services, 
according to an independent 
auditing firm. The remaining 
20 cents finances administra­
tion and fund-raising costs.

What Smith wanted Allen to 
do was star in the center’s first 
telethon—now, 14 years later, 
one of ■ the WTRC’s major 
money-raising costs.

“ The first year,”  Allen 
said, “ the stage was set up 
outside. I brought one fiddle 
player with me, and a couple 
of -hours before we were sup­
posed to start, I told Shelley 
we needed to practice with the 
band.

“ What band?”  he said. 
‘You’re iti’ So we played the 
entire six hours all by oursel­
ves.”  '

Allen has been in every tele­
thon- since that first one in 
1963, and last year’ s dona­
tions totaled $325,000.

“ This is a really special 
place to me,”  Allen said.

To the Editor:
The U.S. Senate is in the 

process of considering nation­
al energy policy legislation. 
Hopefully the Senate will not 
follow the lead of the House of 
Representatives which passed 
the largest tax revenue in­
crease package ever for the 
U.S. Some provisions passed 
by the House are:

1. By 1980, a $15 billion a 
year “ hidden”  federal crude 
oil equalization tax which 
would be reflerted in higher 
prices on all petroleum pro­
ducts. Domestic oil- prices 
would remain controlled at 
artificially low levels by the 
federal government which will 
then collect the difference 
between the controlled price 
on domestic production and 
the price we have to pay for 
imported oil. This is hardly an 
incentive for domestic oil 
development. And as was the 
case when the federal govern­
ment took away the depletion 
allowance and increased taxes 
on foreign oil income for a $2 
billion year tax increase for 
the industry, the oil compan­
ies and not the federal 
government, will be blamed 
for the higher prices causes by 
higher taxes.

2. Federal regulation of 
natural gas prices extended to 
intrastate sales, requiring 
price rollbacks; and continued 
price controls on interstate 
sales, keeping well-head pric­
es lower than either imported 
gas or equivalent imported oil. 
This will limit domestic 
natural gas exploation and 
development, insuring contin­
ued shortages.

3. Some $ 12 billion a year in 
federal taxes on industrial use 
of petroleum and natural gas. 
These “ hidden”  taxes would 
have to be passed on to the 
consumer, and guess who gets 
the blapie for the higher 
prices?

The Senate may just buy 
these “ big government”  mea­
sures. It has already passed an 
amendment to the Outer

Continental Shelf Bill direct­
ing the Executive Branch to 
conduct drilling for oil and gas 
both offshore and onshore, 
and on private as well as 
public lands. This is a strong 
step in the direction of a 
federal oil and gas company 
which, in other countries, has 
proven to function much less 
efficiently than private indus­
try.

The Senate is also cosider- 
ing legislation which would 
outlaw oil and gas companies 
from developing other energy 
sources such as coal and 
uranium. This is quite 
astounding when one consid­
ers that Congress is suppose 
to be developing solutions to 
our dependency on foreign 
energy and instead is enter­
taining a proposal to effectu­
ate more dependency upon 
imports. There is no possible 
sense to preventing the 
investment in dollars, re­
search and technology by oil 
companies into other energy 
sources, particularly when 
U.S. oil and gas production 
and reserves are on the 
decline. One has to stretch the 
imagination to try to under­
stand how there would be 
more competition or more 
energy developed by outlaw­
ing an entire industry from 
competing.

The impact of these pro­
posals will work to cripple this 
country’ s ability to address 
itself to the real causes and 
solutions of our energy dile­
mma. While President Carter

is right on the mark in the 
need to address this problem, 
and is right on the mark on the 
need to conserve energy, he 
does not exhibit confidence in 
the free market system or the 
technological capabilities of 
our country. Congress should 
decontrol oil and gas prices, 
provide for the speed up of 
licensing nuclear power 
plants, speed up the leasing of 
federal lands for oil, gas and 
coal development and provide 
incentives rather than penal­
ties for converting from oil and 
natural gas to coal as a fuel. 
The break up of oil companies, 
government intervention in 
the oil and gas business and 
higher taxes will not solve the 
problem.
