The Board of Directors of 
the Haskell Soil and Water 
Conservation District announ­
ced the rules for the Annual 
Conservation Poster Contest 
this week, according to R. V. 
Earles, Chairman.

Copies of the Rules have 
been made available to all 
elementary schools in Haskell 
County through the Principals 
or Superintendents offices.

As in past years, the contest 
is not intended as an 
additional activity of the 
regular school program, but as 
a program that can aid in the 
general instructional program.

The purposes of the Con­
servation Poster Contest is to 
stimulate a greater interest 
in the conservation of our 
natural resources. The Direc­
tors have arranged to give 
some appropriate awards to 
the winners of the first three 
places in each division or 
grade.

The four phases of conser­
vation to be considered in 
preparing the posters are 
wildlife, plants, water, and 
soil. The rules ask that each 
contestant try to deal with at 
least three of the four phases.

1RS G ives Tax Hints
The Internal Revenue Ser­

vice has some consumer 
advice for people shopping 
around for a tax return 
preparer. Whether you seek 
help from an accountant, an 
attorney, an enrolled agent, a 
tax return preparation service, 
or someone else in the 
business, shop and select 
carefully and especially be­
ware of extravagant advertis­
ing claims. While most pre­
parers are ethical and honest, 
there are some who are not.

Avoid the preparer who 
“ guarantees” refunds or de­
mands a percentage of your 
refund, the IRS says. Like­
wise, be wary of tax preparers 
who hint at a special relation­
ship with the IRS, such as 
having inside knowledge of 
audit selection standards or 
computer processes, and sim­
ilar claims.

The IRS points out that 
income tax return preparers 
are now regulated by disclo­
sure and other rules imposed 
by the Tax Reform Act of 
1976. For example, paid 
preparers may be penalized 
for failure to sign income tax 
returns or claims for refund 
they prepare, failure to 
furnish completed copies of 
returns or claims to their 
clients, and failure to enter 
their Social Security number 
along with their signature on 
each return or claim.

In addition, preparers have 
to keep copies of each return 
prepared for at least years or

maintain a list of taxpayers for 
whom returns or claims were 
prepared and their identifying 
numbers.

Substantial penalties can be 
imposed against preparers 
who fraudulently understate 
tax liabilities on a return or 
claim for refund filed with the 
IRS. TheIRS may also seek an 
injunction in court to prohibit 
a preparer from engaging in 
certain types of fraudulent or 
deceptive conduct.

Once you have hired a 
preparer and received your 
completed return, along with a 
copy of the completed return, 
bear in mind that your job is 
not finished. Read over the 
prepared return thoroughly

before signing it. and never 
sign a blank return. Remem­
ber. you are still primarily 
responsible for whatever Is 
contained in your tax return.

To speed up processing of 
any refund that may be due, 
make sure you provide the 
preparer with the peel-off 
label and coded envelope 
included with your tax pack­
age.

Also remember that a 
preparer must rely on the 
figures for income and deduc­
tions that you supply. To 
insure that you receive every 
tax benefit to which you are 
entitled, keep good records 
year around and give them to 
your preparer.

State Senator Ray Farabee 
expressed support for higher 
market prices for farmers and 
ranchers in a letter written to 
the U. S. Secretary of 
Agriculture this week.

“ Recent protests have 
brought public attention to 
what many of us have known 
for more than a decade. 
American farmers have been 
feeding this coutnry and the 
world, and it is time for people 
in agriculture to get a fair 
share of the dollars spent for 
food and fiber” , Farabee 
stated to Secretary Robert 
Bergland.

Haskell County has an 
average annual income of $28 
million dollars from agricul­
ture. He continued, “ When 
costs of production exceed 
that income, it not only hurts 
the people of Haskell County, 
but it hurts Texas and 
America, and destroys the 
family farm which has been 
responsible for making this 
country the most productive in 
the world.”

Although parity and higher 
target prices must come from 
an improved farm bill by our 
federal Congress, Farabee 
outlined three things which 
the Texas Legislature can and 
should do:

(1) Provide for taxation of 
agricultural land on the basis 
of productivity.

(2) Increase the State 
inheritance tax exemption.

(3) Increase State funding 
for agricultural research and 
rural development.
