Receives
Tax Rebate

State Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock said Friday that city sales
tax rebates for April are up 24
percent over last year.

Haskell received a check for
$2,721.93. ]

Bullock said ‘that_his office
Friday ‘mailed rebdte checks
totaling $20.2 million to 899
Texas cities as their April
share of the local-option one
percent city sales tax.

This compares to the $16.2
million rebated last April.

The latest rebates bring
collections to date this year to
$121.6 million, compared to
$105.7 million for the first
four months of 1977. This is
a 15 percent increase.

In addition to these rebates,
created San
Antonio Metropolitan Transit
Authority received a rebate
check---its first---totaling $1.4
million.

The rebate check represents
collections of an additional
one-half cent sales tax auth-
orized by voters in San
Antonio and seven neighbor-
ing cities, effective last
January 1, for financing mass

transit systems for the partici--:

pating cities.

The residents of those cities
are the first to take advantage
of the special sales tax levy
authorized by the legislature
for certain large cities to
finance mass transportation
systems. '

As usual, the City of
Houston received the largest
city sales tax rebate check---
$4.9 million. City sales tax
collections there are running
18 percent ahead of last year.

The City of Dallas was sent
a check for $2.6 million; San
Antonio, $1.2 million; Fort
Worth, $852,356; and Austin,
$628,355.

It
will cover all private and
nonfederal land in the country
and will include data on-

1. The quality and quantity
of soil, water, and related
resources, such as fish and

wildlife habitat;

2. The capability and
limitations of those resources
for meeting current and

projected demands;

3. Changes in the status and
condition of those resources
resulting from the various past
uses and farming techniques;

4. Current federal and state
laws, policies, programs,
ownerships, and other consid-
erations relating to the use,
development, and conserva-
tion of soil, water, and related
resources;

5. The costs and benefits of
alternative soil and water
conservation practices, and

6. Alternative irrigation

The national soil and water
conservation program, to be
based on the appraisal, will
guide the future activities of
SCS and other conseration
efforts of USDA. It will take
into account the land and
short-term needs of the
Nation and of individual land
users. The program will
analyze-

1. The Nation’s soil, water,
and related resource problems

2. Existing federal, state,
and local authorities and the
adjustments needed;

3. Effectiveness of on going
soil and water conservation
programs;

4. Alternative methods of
achieving conservation goals;

S. The practicability, desir-
ability, and feasibility. of
disposing organic waste mat-
erials on the land;

6. Costs and benefits of
alternative soil and water
conservation measures;

7. Alternative irrigation
techniques; and

8. Federal and nonfederal
assistance required to imple-
ment the program.

The Soil Conservation Ser-
vice will prepare an annual
evaluation of the national soil
and water conservation pro-
gram. The report will assess
the program’s progress, its
costs and benefits, and the
balance between environmen-
tal and economic considera-
tions. It also will recommend
future action, including new
legislation. The President will
present this report to Con-
gress along with the annual
budget, beginning with the
budget for fiscal year 1982.

WASHINGTON, D.C.—
MILLIONS OF DAZED TAX-
PAYERS staggered to their
mailboxes last week to deposit
their damp tax returns.
Perhaps it is just as well that
there was little publicity about
a report of the Inspector
General of the Department of
Health, Education and Wel-
fare that in 1977 between 6.3
and 7.4 billion dollars was lost
by fraud, abuse and waste.
The overburdened taxpayer,
already unhappy, would and
should, graduate to irateness.

PEOPLE GENERALLY
WILL NOT MIND PAYING
FAIR SHARE OF TAXES to
support their Government if
they could feel their Govern-
ment was spending their
money properly. We know
that our national defense is
necessary for our safety and a
thousand and one other
services to which we have
become accustomed. How-
ever, the report of the
Inspector General of HEW is
enough to ignite outrage from
San Francisco Bay to the Gulf
of Mexico. The Eastern press
carried the story on its inside
pages and T.V. news hardly
took notice. The reason may
not be particularly important
but one must wonder if we
have become calloused to such
happenings when we hear
every tay of misdeeds.

THE REPORT IS STAGG-
ERING IN ITS IMPLICA-
TIONS. This loss, for what-
ever reasons, amounts to
about Sc of every dollar in this
massive Agency’s 1977 bud-
get. An estimated one billion
dollars evaporated through
outright fraud or abuse in the
‘‘social services’’ administer-
ed by HEW. It seems the
remaining losses were largely
between Medicaid, welfare
and student loan defaults.
When Secretary of HEW
Joseph Califano was question-
ed by Committees of Congress
as to why, where and how
such a thing could happen,
about the most he had to say
was that it was just a doggone
shame that all of these billions

.slipped away. He did_say,

‘““‘We have been moving
administratively  and as
aggressively as we can within
existing law and résources to
deal with this problem.”’

. THE NEW BUDGET FOR
THE FISCAL YEAR 1977 from
which the approximately $7
billion got lost was $148
billion. For the current fiscal
year it is $164 billion. The
Carter Administration’s pro-
posed budget for this Depart-
ment for the next fiscal year
beginning October 1, is $181
billion. Let’s see now....5c

IT SEEMS THAT WE ARE
TO BE COMFORTED BY
SECRETARY CALIFANO’S
ASSURANCE that he has
cranked up the Department’s
computers to try to trace this
appalling leakage. One must
wonder if the Congress and
the Country has slipped into a
sort of fatalism and made to
feel that with such a huge
bureaucracy with the billions
of dollars it oversees, it is
inevitable that things like this

may occur.

Labor Regs Set
For Ag Producers

Agricultural producers who
rely on hand harvesting of
short season crops should
know about a proposed federal
regulation that would allow
the hiring of 10- and 11-year
old youth for this work,
announced Dr. Gary S. Nelson
a safety engineer with the
Texas Agricultura] Extension
Service.

Presently, as a result of a
1974 amendment to the Fair
Labor Standards Act, minors
under 12 years of age may
only be employed for non-haz-
ardous work with written
parental consent and only on
farms where the employees do
not come under federal
minimum wage provisions.
This means a farm having less
than 500 mandays of agricul-
tural labor during any quarter
during the preceding calendar
year. i

The proposed  regulation
provides for a waiver to permit
the -employment: of 10-and
11-year-old youth in agricul-
ture as hand-harvesters of
short season crops on larger
farms under certain conditions
points out Nelson. Youth hired
under the waiver must be
employed during non-school
hours and must commute daily
from their permanent resid-
ence.

Any employer or group of
employers may apply for a
waiver to cover not more than
an eight-week period between
June 1 and Octobder 15 of any
calendar year,  notes the
engineer.

Each waiver application
must include signed state-
ments by the employer,
employees, county Extension
agents, officials to the state
employment service, and
other knowledgeable individ-
uals regarding substantiation
of the following provisions of
the waiver application:

1. Such agricultural opera-
tion ‘‘is customarily and
generally recognized as being
paid on a piece rate basis in
the region in which such
individuals would be employ-
ed.”

2. The ‘‘industry of such
employer has (prior to the
1974 restrictions) traditionally
and substantially employed
individuals under 12 years of
age without displacing sub-
stantial job opportunities for

. individuals over 16 years of
aBBE."

3. The crop to be harvested
is one with a ‘‘particularly
short harvesting season,”
normally within a four-week
period, in the particular region
in which the waiver will be
applicable.

4. The 12-year minimum
age prescribed since 1974 has
and would cause ‘‘severe
economic disruption in the
industry of the employer
applying for the waiver.”

5. Neither the type of
‘‘employment’’ nor the ‘‘level
and type of pesticides and
other chemicals used’’ would
have a harmful effect on the
health, and well-being of the
employed minors.

6. Individuals age 12 and
above are not available for
such employment.

Nelson cautions that this
regulation is only a proposed
regulation at this time. Com-
ments, pro or.con, regarding
the proposal are invited from
producers and other interest-
ed persons and should be
mailed by May 4 to Lucille C.

At no time in the history
of farming in the Southwest
has there been more need for
emphasis on the importance of
diversification in a farming
operation than in the past four
years. Farmers have seen
prices for cattle and wheat,
two of the most important
commodities grown in. the
Rolling Plains, drop out of
sight and then make a long
struggle back to believability.

Now there is great concern
about the future for cotton
growers in the area with a
record crop, both in quality
and quantity, having been
harvested only six months
ago. Apparently, farmers in-
tend to plant another large
crop of the white fiber and a
lot of informed people are
worried about the future effect
on cotton prices this year.

Maybe the real answer lies

" in the ‘other crops. that grow
. well-in this area and have the
.built-in ‘advantage. of a price
“ already contracted for by the

farmer to a buyer at harvest.

One of the possibilities
farmers are taking a good look
at is guar, a summer annual
legume grown successfully in
the Rolling Plains for several
years now.

Dr. Roy Stafford, USDA
plant breeder at the Texas
A&M University Chillicothe-
Vernon Research Center here,
says he now has seven years of
solid . yield data on two
varieties of guar developed
cooperatively by the USDA
and the Texas and Oklahoma
Agricultural Experiment Stat-
ions. They are Kinman and
Esser. Both varieties have
proven their capability to
outyield the -old standard
variety, Brooks, by a large
percentage, Dr. Stafford says.
In 52 tests in the Texas-Okla-
homa area, Kinman has
outyielded Brooks by 13.8
percent and Esser has pro-
duced 10.7 percent more yield
than the standard, Dr. Staf-
fords’ records show. Kinman
and Esser have also averaged
3 pounds per bushel heavier
test weight than the standard.

Interestingly enough, guar
is grown for both food and
industrial purposes, Dr. Staf-
ford says.
beans are processed, the guar
gum is used in oil well drilling
muds; paper sizing, for ore
flotation and in pharmaceuti-
cals. On the edible side of the
situation, guar gum is pro-
cessed for. use as stablizing

agents in soft ice cream,
artificial breakfast drinks,
whip and chill puddings,
barbecue sauces and salad
dressings. It is used in a long
list of foods to improve the
texture and keep materials in
suspension, Dr. Staffords ex-
plains. Guar meal, a by-pro-
duct which makes up about
two-thirds of the bean, is an
excellent protein supplement
for ruminants.
Representatives of guar
bean buyers in Vernon say
they will be buying guar
beans at the contracted price
of $10 per hundred weight this
year. The representatives are
Dwight Holley for Stein, Hall
& Co., a division of Celanese
Polymer Specialities Co., and
Herb Partridge, representa-

tive for General Mills Chemi-
cals, Corp. The price quoted
by both buyers will be for the
clean. No. 1 beans, they say.
Holley says there will be
enough guar seed available
so farmers can plan to plant
about 100,000 acres. He says
he is still watching to see what
will come from current farm
bills now in the U.S. Congress
before he can accurately
predict what farmers will want
to do in planting guar.
Partridge says, depending
on the current state of flux
with farm programs, there will
probably be 100,000 acres of
guar planted -in Arizona,
Texas and Oklahoma. Texas
will probably have 75,000
acres of this amount, he says.
