The proletarian class,” com-
posed mainly of factory
workers, cannot move forward
until it understands or is made
aware of its historic function.
The function of this class is to
be the spark to set the
revoution in motion against
the capatilists, the individual
factory owners. The aim is to
establish socialism/commum-
ism.

But, why, you ask, do they
believe this will happen? Marx
predicted in 1848 that the
capitalists would become
smaller and smaller in number
by engaging in competition.

commodities produced. The
proletariat cannot afford them
while there are not ‘enough
capitalists to buy them. With
this  overproduction  and
underconsumption, the econ-
omy crisis peaks resulting in a
complete collapse of capita-
lism.

This is the original Marxian
economic view which is the
basis for the Communist
countries today. But the use of
this sort of scientific econo-
mics to show the inevitable
collapse of capitalsim is a
failure. The therory was
criticizing capitalism in its
early development; the theory
is obosolete today. The cap-
ability of capitalsim of chang-
ing into an entirely different
system and overcoming some
of its problems could not be
predicted. With the rise of
trade unionism, the workers
have achieved higher wages
and shorter hours. The classes
have not polarized as predict-
ed; they have develop into
classes with varying stratas.
Furthermore, we have a very
large middle class. The
concentration of captial has
occurred, but the ownership is
diffused (joint-stock compan-
ies).

Marx’s critique of capital-
ism is a good critique of the
system at.the time he wrote it.
He failed to recognize the
possibility to change. This fact
poses the problem to the
communists on how to unite
that theory with the present
day world.The theory says
that all classes will disappear;
no man will dominate another
after socialism is achieved.
Alienation and frustration will
cease, there will no longer be
any need for the state. The
supposed moral values - of
socialism lies in the satisfac-
tion of all man’s needs; man
becomes perfectly free and
has complete self-expression.

That’s the theory which has
never been unified with
practice. Why hasn’t the
Soviet Union withered away?
You would expect it if the
country has achieved Marxism
but the contrary is true. It is
true that V.I. Lenin, leader of
the Russian Revoltion, unjust-
ifiably modified Marx’s theory
in order to fit the conditions in
the East. Eventhough, comm-
unism doesn’t grant what it
promises about freedom and
self-expression (for example,
Alexander Solzhenitsyn). The
way to reject communism is
not by publishing midleading
evidence as a representation
of their movement; rather,
reject it by knowing its
erroneous theoritical base and
seeing its practical failures.
The communists truly think
they have the answer for all
mankind’s problems; by see-
ing their theory in practice, we
itruly know they don’t. But
what’s important is that we
see the chaos in our country as
being our chaos which we

A new leaflet explaining the
Resources Conservation Act of
1977 and the public’s role in
its implementation is now
available at offices of the U.S.
Department of Agriculture’s
Soil Conservation Service in
Haskell, Texas.

Under the new law, SCS will
appraise the nation’s soil,
water, and related resources;
develop a comprehensive S-
year strategy to guide conser-
vation- efforts; and evaluate
the effectiveness of ongoing
conservation programs. SCS
will carry out the work in
cooperation with appropriate
citizen groups, the Haskell
Conservation District; and
other federal, state, and local
agencies. The appraisal and
program will be completed by
the end of the 1979 and
updated every S years.

Copies of the leaflet ‘“Your
Role in Conservation’s
Future’’ may be obtained by
calling the Haskell SCS Office,
817-864-3212 or by coming by
the SCS office.

‘“The Haskell Soil and
Water Conservation District
and the Soil Conservation
Service will co-sponsor a
workshop or open meeting
about this legislation in the
near future, ‘‘J.C. Yeary,
SCS District Conservationist
said ‘‘and it would
be helpful to read the leaflet
before the meeting.”’

Yeary said that public

Development (GED) Tests will
be given at the Haskell Jr.
High School Official Testing
Center, Haskell,
on Saturday, April 29, 1978,
beginning at 9:00 A.M. The
fee for the battery of five tests
is $20.00. This will be the last
G.E.D. Test given in Haskell
until September.

The GED Program provides
a means for determining the
educational level of adults who
have not completed a formal
high school education. A
certificate of high school
equivalency may be issued to
adults who successfully com-
plete the GED examination,
verifying that the holder has
demonstrated a level of
competence on the examina-
tion which is equivalent to that

The program is administer-

The centers adminis-
ter the GED test to adults who
are eligible and report the
scores of successful exa-
minees to the Texas Education
Agency, which issues certifi-
cates of high school equival-
ency free of charge.

The test has five parts:
Correctness and Effectiveness
of Expression, Interpretation
of Reading Materials in the
Social Studies, Interpretation
of Reading Materials in the
Natural Sciences, Interpreta-
tion of Literary Materials, and
General Mathematics Abi-
lity. The test questions are
multiple choice. There is not
time limitation but most
examinees take approximately
eight hours to complete the
test battery.
