The appraisers will have a 
minimum of twelve years 
experience and will follow 
stringent guidelines in their 
inspections. All appraisers are 
registered by the State Board 
of Tax Assessors Examiners.

When the appraiser arrives 
at a house, he will knock and 
introduce himself to the adult 
at the house. If a minor child is 
alone, the appraiser will not 
enter the home and if there is 
objection, he will not enter. If 
no one is home he will 
complete his appraisal and 
leave a business card. If the 
appraiser does go into a house 
he will not enter the bedrooms 
or bathrooms unless request­
ed by the owner. Owners are 
encouraged to point out 
anything which could affect 
the value of the home. In most 
cases the appraiser will not 
need to enter the house.

The firm uses a complex 
system of grading houses to 
arrive at a value. A total of 80 
grades will be used. The 
appraiser can give the owner a 
grade following the inspection 
but will not be able to assign a 
dollar value to the house.

Following the completion of 
the inspections, dollar values 
of all properties in the district 
will be computed and letters 
will be mailed to all property 
owners showing values. Pro­
perty owners will be given an 
opportunity to compare values 
with other properties and 
discuss the value with the 
appraiser. If requested the 
appraiser will re-inspect the 
property with the owner.

The project will include only 
houses, lots, farm and ranch 
land, and commercial busi­
nesses. It will not include any 
personal property such as 
cars, tractors, furnishings, 
and other like items.

All agriculture lands will be 
valued on market value and 
production value since at this 
time it is not known which 
system the Legislature will 
approve when they meet in 
January. There will be eight 
grades of farm land and eight 
grades of ranch land. Soil 
survey reports published by

the Soil Conservation Service 
will be used in conjunction 
with physical inspections of all 
agriculture property.

Damaged land due to salt, 
oil or erosion will be taken into 
consideration.

Any person with questions 
about the appraisal of their 
property if they were not at 
home at the time of inspection 
and later find the business 
card can call the Haskell 
Independent School District 
Administration office and 
leave word and the appraiser 
will contact them.

Over 400 people attended 
the John Connally-Bill Fisher 
Appreciation Dinner Tuesday 
night, October 17th. The 
event, billed as “ An Evening 
of Political and Musical 
Entertainment” featured 
three musical groups and 
three political speeches.

Connally was introduced by 
Jack Cox, who was Connally’s 
Republican opponent for 
governor in 1962. Connally, 
responding to his introduc­
tion, told the crowd “ We 
didn’t come here to talk about 
me, but about Bill Fisher.”

Connally said through his 
travels he sees that the people 
lack confidence in govern­
ment. “ They are concerned,” 
he said, “ about inflation, 
taxes, the bureaucracy, bud­
get spending and deficits.” 
He pointed out that the 
President was not totally at 
fault. The blame, he said, 
goes to the Congress that has 
been controlled by Democrats 
for all- but two sessions since 
1931.

Governor Connally said he 
did not know Fisher’s oppo­
nent and he did not need to. 
“ I’m sure he’s a nice man and 
a good farmer,” he said, “ but 
we need good farmers to 
farm.”

Branding with confetti is
making things rougher for 
grain thieves. Grain pro­
ducers are picking up the old 
practice of marking small slips 
of paper with identifying 
numbers and mixing the con­
fetti with their stored grain 
crop. According to producers 
who have been using the 
confetti method for some 
time, it takes only about 
seven pounds of the paper to 
adequately mark and identify 
50,000 bushels of grain. 
Although the small slips of 
paper are virtually impossible 
for thieves to separate from 
the grain, mill operators 
report they have no problem 
in removing the confetti 
during their washing process. 
Agricultural authorities in 
areas where the grain identi­
fication program is used 
extensively report a re­
markable decline in the 
number of grain thefts.
