Fire Station Fund 
Nears $22f000.00

Donations and pledges to the building 
fund of the Haskell Volunteer Fire 
Department are nearing $22,000.00.

The total received and pledged to 
date is $21,884.00.

Members of the Haskell County 
Jaycees have completed work on the 
removal of flood debris from the creek 
and hope to receive those funds within 
the next week.

Actual construction on the new fire 
station will begin within the next few 
\»ceks with the removal of the gas 
station east of the City Hall. Following 
the removal of the station, work will 
begin on the preparation of the 
foundation of the new 5,000 square foot 
station.

After the building is ordered, it will 
be about eight to ten weeks before it is 
delivered, which will allow ample time 
to complete the foundation.

Department members are hopeful 
that the building can be erected by mid 
August and that work can begin on the 
interior at that time.

Members of the fire department have 
agreed to do all finish work on the 
interior of the building. This work will 
be accomplished as funds are available 
to purchase the necessary materials.

The new facility will provide room for 
several more firefighting vehicles than 
the department now uses and will 
eventually include offices, training 
rooms, maintenance areas, and storage 
areas.

A sketch of the floor plan is on hand 
at the fire station and visitors are 
welcome to view the tenative plans.

Department members intend to build 
the new facility with donations and are 
excited about the response of residents; 
and businesses of Haskell and the 
surrounding area.

There are several indicators 
that spring has finally arrived, 
and recently, Texas game 
wardens in the Lubbock region

Game wardens in the 
Abilene, Amarillo, and Lub­
bock districts have issued 
over 236 citations for viola­
tions of the fishing, hunting 

i^and water safety regulations. 
This figure is for only three 
weeks of April without count­
ing the last weekend.

The majority of the citations 
were for no fishing licenses as 
186 were issued by 32 game 

^w ardens. Normally, game 
wardens get all kinds of 
excuses for the lack of a 
fishing license when the 
officer walks up to the angler.

^tvarden, but 186 of these 
individuals didn’t get by in 
April.

The P&WD would like to 
remind everyone that a

resident fishing license is 
required of all Texas residents 
who fish in the waters of Texas 
with the exception of those: 
under 17 years of age; over 65 
years of age; fishing in private 
waters; fishing in the county 
of residence with trotline, 
throwline or ordinary pole and 
line having no reel or winding 
device attached; holding a 
valid Texas commercial fish­
ing license or holder of a $1.25 
Exempt Fishing license avail­
able to certain disabled 
veterans or the blind.

A resident fishing license is 
$4.50. A non-resident fishing 
license (no exemptions) is 
$10.50 and a temporary 
(five-day) non-resident fishing 
license (no exemptions) is 
$4.50.

Now is the time to obtain 
your fishing license and give it 
a try as the whitebass, 
crappie, walleye, blackbass 
and catfish start spawning and 
biting in Texas.

Use up your small and 
undersized envelopes and 
cards before July 15. That is 
the date when the Postal 
Service’s new size standards 
become effective.

After July 15, envelopes 
and cards measuring less than 
3 '/2 inches high or 5 inches 
long will be returned to the 
sender if mailed. Postmaster 
Alves said that because the 
envelope and greeting card 
industries have had more than 
three years to prepare for the 
new standards, few retailers 
should still be selling under­
sized pieces.

“ Many consumers, how­
ever, are likely to still have 
smaller envelopes and cards in 
their supply of stationery,” 
Alves said.

The regulations also prohi­
bit flimsy cards. In the future 
they must be at least 
seven-thousandths (.007) of 
an inch thick. An official 
postal card, for instance, has a 
thickness of nine thousandths 
of an inch.

Undersized pieces and flim­
sy cards are being banned 
because they can become 
trapped in other mail, tear 
and jam mail processing 
machinery. As a result, the 
letters of others can also be 
damaged.

The standards also affect 
oversized and odd-shaped 
pieces of mail. For first-class 
mail weighing on ounce or 
less, there will be a surcharge 
of 7 cents for pieces more then 
6 1/8 inches high or 11 Vi 
inches long.

For more information, the 
postmaster suggests custo­
mers check with a post office 
window clerk.

The Oil & Gas Industry has 
been criticized in some influen­
tial circles because it cannot 
give exact figures on reserves of 
oil in the United States. Most 
of the criticism probably has 
been due to ignorance, although 
there are signs that some of it is 
malicious. Certain groups which 
would like to see the petroleum 
industry nationalized in this 
country are using such situa­
tions to promote their cause.

Oil is in the ground at vari­
ous depths, and with so-called 
“ pools” extending in various 
directions for various distances; 
and, then, too, the thickness of 
the oil-bearing sands or rocks 
is another variable. In addition, 
there are such variables as 
porosity and permeability of the 
rocks and sands containing the 
oil and the viscosity of the oil 
itself, some oil being almost as 
thick as tar or asphalt.

With so many sub-surface 
variables, the geologists and 
engineers whose responsibility 
it is to estimate how much may 
be in these pools must rely on 
seismic and test data, core 
samples and previous wells for 
their calculations.

Another variable with respect 
to the extent of reserves is the 
constantly improving technol­
ogy in getting more oil out of 
the reservoirs through “second­
ary,” “ tertiary,” and other 
aspects of enhanced recovery.

So reserve estimates of two 
or three years ago may be out 
of date today, due to the tech7 
nology advances, and also due 
to additional drilling in exist­
ing pools to establish that they 
don’t extend as far as techni­
cians had previously estimated, 
or that they extend further.

The Am erican taxpayer 
should be happy that these 
complex problems relating to 
oil reserves are being handled 
by private enterprise, since if 
the extent of our reserves is 
underestim ated, or if it is 
harder to obtain the oil than

anticipated, and hence more 
costly, the added burden will 
be borne by private enterprise, 
and not by the taxpayer. If the 
government was in the act, we 
would certa in ly  see more 
money being spent in recover­
ing these reserves and resolving 
the variables by technology 
than would otherwise be the 
case.

There is, of course, a proper 
area of co-operation between 
private enterprise and the gov­
ernment, with respect to oil 
reserves.

One of these has been worked 
out by the Department of 
Energy through its Bartlesville, 
Oklahoma, Center. The gov­
ernment furnishes part of the 
money and private enterprise 
furnishes the remainder for 
experimentation in enhanced 
recovery from existing oil 
fields. There are some 70 to 75 
such projects now being carried 
out all over the country.

The results of this enhanced 
recovery program, so far, will 
be on display in an “ Enhanced 
Recovery Hall of Science” at 
the onshore In ternational 
Petroleum Exposition, to be 
held in Tulsa, Oklahoma, Sep­
tember 10-13, 1979.

This private enterprise oil 
show, which costs the taxpayers 
nothing, will provide exhibits 
of new and improved equip­
ment, services and technology, 
covering the exploration, drill­
ing, production and pipeline/ 
transportation divisions of the 
petroleum industry.

The Tulsa onshore exhibit is 
held every three years. The 
Show was first held in 1923.

Attendance of oil men from 
all of the 50 states and more 
than 60 countries of the world 
is expected.
Note: Mr. Houchin is retired 
president and chairman o f  
the Phillips Petroleum Com­
pany and current President o f  
the International Petroleum 
Exposition.

People who anticipate that 
they or their children will need 
social security numbers in the 
near future might well take 
some time to get together the 
evidence they will need when 
they apply.

Everyone, no matter how 
young or old, must furnish 
evidence of age, identity, and 
U.S. citizenship or lawful 
admission status when apply­
ing for a social security 
number. In addition, a person 
18 or older must apply in 
person.

It is a good idea to apply 
well before the number is 
needed, since it takes about 6 
weeks to receive the number 
after the necessary evidence is 
submitted.

Only original or certified 
copies of documents should be 
submitted. Photocopies are 
not acceptable, and docu­
ments are subject to verifica­
tion.

A birth certificate or church 
record of birth or baptism

A g r icu ltu re  on po lic ies, pro- 

V  cedures, program s, and prac­
tices. I believe th is w ill help to 
alleviate a com m on com p la in t 
from  farm ers and ranchers that 
the Secreta ry  and the  D epart­
m ent are not responsive to the 
needs o f agricu lture.

I have provided that the 
^  Board  w ill function  fo r a period 

o f five  years, after w h ich  the 
C o n g re ss  m ay rev iew  the 
B oa rd 's  record o f ach iev ing the 
ob jectives set forth  in the bill 
prior to  extend ing the au thority 
o f the  Board  or letting it expire. 

*  I feel that th is bill w ill help to 
reduce the num ber and im ­
prove the cred ib ility  o f existing 
appo in ted  advisory g roups in 
the  U S D A  and w ill a llow  the 
N a tio n 's  agricu ltura l producers 
direct inpu t by the ir e lected 

( p i representatives in the decis ion  
m aking p rocesses o f the N a­
t io n 's  agricu ltura l po lic ies.

Several o f m y co lleagues 
have in troduced bills th is ses­
sion to prov ide fo r Cost o f P ro ­
du c tion  Boards that w ou ld  for- 

^  m alize the existing practice  of 
appo in ting  those  persons. I 
be lieve these  b ills  fail to  
recogn ize  that usually such 
Boards on ly  becom e the in­
strum ents o f the current Ad -

m in istra tion in pow er at the 
time, and therefore are unable 
to speak out freely and act ac­
co rd ing ly  on the issues that are 
o f concern  to the farmer. Too, 
these boards w ou ld  lack the 
au thority to  address the full 
scope o f agricu ltural Issues 
that m y bill envis ions.

The Board I propose w ill be 
com posed o f 30 agricultural 
producers, three from  each of 
the ten reg ions across the N a­
tion. These Board m em bers 
w ill be elected by the A S C S  
com m ittee m em bers in each 
coun ty  in the U .S . and w ill be 
unpa id  fo r th e ir se rv ices, 
though they w ill be reimbursed 
fo r travel and per diem ex­
penses w h ile  actua lly  on Board 
business. The m em bers w ill 
serve three year term s w ith  a 
tw o  term  lim it. The ten reg ions 
designated in m y bill were 
se lected on the basis o f total 
agricu ltura l incom e and the 
num ber o f farm s, in an effort 
to  ach ieve a good cross section 
and fa ir representation o f all 
fa rm ers and ranchers and 
agricu ltura l production . The 
B o a rd 's  c le r ic a l an d  a d ­
m in istrative support w ill com e 
fro m  th e  D e p a rtm e n t o f 
Agricu ltu re  in an effort to  in ­
sure that the Board w ill fu n c ­
tion as an integral part o f the 
Departm ent and Secreta ry 's 
o f f i c e .  T h e  B o a rd  w i l l  
nom inate all com m od ity  task 
fo rce  m em bers, w ho w ill be 
appointed by the Secretary. 
The Board and all task force 
m eetings w ill be open to the 
pub lic  and records o f their 
m eetings w ill be availab le for 
pub lic  inspection .

C o m p u t e r  Is  M a tc h  F o r  M a n y  T a s k s

There’s been a new addition 
to Doyle High’s family. His 
computer family that is, 
although the gleam in his eye 
may indicate that in the world 

l« o f advanced electronics there 
is a new and warm relation­
ship between man and his. 
And why not? Fifteen years 
ago, if a man found someone 
who could answer his question 
honestly, balance ms bank 

H^account, follow his instruc­
t i o n s  perfectly and entertain 

the children with games for 
hours, he would have gotten a 
minister and said “ Until death 
do us part” without wasting a 
minute. Since those are just a 
few of the many things that 
f)oyle High’s new mini-com- 

*9puter does, it’s easy to 
understand his enthusiasm.

High has already been 
employing one computer at 
The Drug Store for a year and 
a half. Printing perscription 
labels and handling accounts 

Receivable, it performs the 
jjfedious paperwork that would 

normally need one full-time 
and one part-time employee. 
However, according to High,

its functions are limited 
because it is pre-programmed 
only for specific jobs. The 
advantage of the newer 
computer is its “ open- 
mindedness.” It can be 
programmed for an infinite 
number of tasks, from playing 
blackjack to preparing tax 
returns.

He explains that because 
the new computer can be 
programmed in a basic lan­
guage rather than the nor­
mally complex computer jar­
gon, it is possible for the 
amateur, with the aid of guide 
manuels, to create his own 
program for the computer to 
follow. “ It is like a big jigsaw 
puzzle,” says High, “ I just 
have to get the knowledge to 
put all the pieces together.”

With the help of Joe Alves 
and Giles Kemp, High has 
already developed several 
programs for the computer to 
run. It now performs services 
such as printing out bank 
drafts and mailing lists for the 
Lions Club and Country Club. 
Because of the computer’s 
versatility he says there are 
“ unlimited uses for it right

here in Haskell.” High also 
comments that he hopes to 
develop it into a business 
within itself.

When entered on a type- 
wfiter-like keyboard, the com­
puter program appears on a 
screen that looks like a 
standard television set without 
the dial. Not only does the 
computer record the pro­
grams, it will also balk at 
incorrect data, asking the 
programmer questions like 
“ Your totals don’t balance, 
would you like to put them in 
again?" After the programs 
are initially entered into the 
computer, they are recorded 
onto cassette tapes. To re-run 
the program, the cassette is 
put back into the computer 
and the name of the program 
is entered on the keyboard, 
making every program easily 
accessible to the programmer.

In addition to being a 
business tool, the computer 
can also be programmed as an 
educational aid. It can help to 
teach math, spelling and other 
subjects as well as giving 
progress reports on students. 
At home, the computer can be

used to manage household 
budgets and records.

Neither Doyle High nor his 
computer are all work and no 
play however. When last seen 
together, they were playing 
“ torpedo.” The tiny white dot 
dropped down the video­
screen missing the slowly 
moving target by a fraction 
of an inch. “Gee,” the 
words appeared, “ Try again.”

As the computer itself said 
after giving a demonstration 
of its many talents, “ Amaz­
ing, isn’t it?”
