Vacation In Texas 
*This Summer

State Comptroller Bob Bullock 
Monday said gas line-weary Texans will 
save both fuel and money if they 
vacation in Texas this summer.
»T exas continues to have the nation’ s 
lowest gasoline tax rate at five cents a 
gallon, Bullock said, adding that short, 
in-state trips will conserve more fuel 
than long, cross country vacations.

The highest gasoline tax rate is 12 
cents a gallon in Washington.
}  Bullock said gasoline tax rates in the 
nation’s nine northeast states are nearly 
double the Texas rate-averaging 9.5 
cents a gallon.

Nine states-Arkansas, Georgia,

Iowa, Michigan, Montana, Nebraska, 
Pennsylvania, South Dakota and 
Washington-have recently increased 
gasoline tax rates.

Bullock also said consumers who are 
seeing their budgets chewed up by 
inflation benefit from Texas’ low sales 
tax rate. The state’ s four percent sales 
tax is lower than the tax rates levied in 
18 other states and equal to the rate set 
by 10 states.

The highest sales tax rate-seven 
percent—is levied by Connecticut.

Vacations may never be free, Bullock 
said, but Texas’ lower tax rates will 
stretch holiday dollars.

Texas A&M University re­
searchers report a 175 percei^, 
increase in the incidence J r  
rabies in domestic animals in 
Texas in the first six months of 
this year.

By mid-1979, 66 cases of 
rabies had been reported in 
dogs, cats, horses and other 
domestic animals. This corev 
pares to 24 cases in all of 1978.

Of the 3.7 million dogs in 
Texas, only about 1.25 million 
have had rabies immunizations.

Information Given On  
SS Disability Payments

Glyn Hammons, manager of 
the Abilene Social Security 
Office, said that some people 
have the mistaken idea that 
everyone who qualifies for 
social security disability pay­
ments receives benefits for 
the rest of their lives. This 
idea probably came about 
because of the definition of 
disability in the Social Security 
Law. To qualify for monthly 
social security benifits, an 
applicant must have a 
disability that is medically 
determinable, and is expected 
to last 12 months or longer, or 
result in death. This is a very 
strict definition of disability. 
However, many people who 
have such severe disabilities 
do recover and return to work.

The Law requires the Social 
Security Administration to 
furnish the State Vocation/Re- 
habilitation Commission the 
names and addresses of all 
applicants for social security 
disability benefits. Vocational 
Rehabilitation also receives 
information regarding the 
extent of their disability, work 
experience, and educational

background. If Vocational 
Rehabilitation believes they 
can be of service in returning 
the individual to the work 
force, the individual is 
contacted.

Rehabilition will help the 
individual with counseling, 
additional training, and some­
times assist him in obtaining 
employment that he can 
perform in spite of his 
handicap.

Rehabilitation has been 
quite successful, particularly 
with younger workers, in 
returning them to the work 
force. Many times young 
workers who have never done 
anything but manual labor 
suffer disabilities that prevent 
them from ever doing this type 
work again. However, it is 
frequently possible for them to 
secure training that enables 
them to work at jobs that do 
not require strenuous physical 
exertion.

Hammons said some 
workers make complete 
medical recovery and return to 
their old jobs without any 
outside assistance. The Law

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Conservation Viewpoints

Have Soil Tests Made Now
The recent rains have 

provided good moisture for 
the crops, the range and 
pasture grasses. Much of the 
cotton already had enough 
moisture for the present time. 
With moisture being plentiful, 
now is the time to initiate a 
program for fertilizing and 
controlling weeds in- your 
Bermuda grass, Kleingrass, 
or any other improved pasture 
grass.

This past winter was pretty 
severe on these grasses. In 
some areas much of the grass 
froze out, while other areas 
were undamaged. But a large

amount of the grass did 
survive and came back slowly. 
Special care should be taken to 
get the grass back into 
production. Fertilizing the 
grass will help to reestablish it 
into a vigorous stand.

Newly planted grass should 
also be fertilized now. One 
should have a soils test made 
to determine the proper kind 
and amount of fertilizer to use. 
If no soils test is available, 
studies indicate that approxi­
mately 250 lbs of 16-20-0 
fertilizer or its equivalent will 
be sufficient on most soils in 
Haskell County. The fertilizer

will help to get the grass 
established. Extra production 
from fertilizing can be grazed 
or cut for hay. Generally your 
Bermuda grass will need to be 
fertilized more heavily. Much 
energy will be needed to 
permit the plant to send out 
runners to establish a good 
turf. Also a grass such as 
Kleingrass will need the 
nutrients for a good seed crop 
which can produce new 
seedlings next or the seed can 
be harvested. The quality of 
the grass or hay will also be 
improved by fertilizing.

Also with the extra moisture 
weeds are posing a problem. 
Weeds consume much more 
water than grass. They also 
compete for the available 
nutrients. Weeds can block 
out the sunlight to a small 
grass seedling. If the young 
seedling does not have his 
light it can not produce food 
for its growth, thus leaving a 
weak plant which may die. 
These weeds should be 
controlled by spraying or 
shredding.

Not only will production 
benefit, but also the grass will 
store up the extra energy for 
next years growth. This will 
help the grass survive the 
dormant season and will 
enable it to a good start next 
season.

Just how significant is the 
wheat producer in terms of 
world trade? Statistics pro­
vide a pretty solid answer. 
Although U.S. wheat pro­
duction still ranks behind 
Russia and Western Europe 
in terms of total output, it has 
been the American wheat pro­
ducer who has most success­
fully responded to meeting 
the growth in world demand.

Congressional Comment

W a s h i n g t o n ,  D.C. — For
m ost of th is century 
agriculture has been a de­
pressed or subsidized sector of 
our economy. This situation 
has not occurred because of 
ob so le scence , or poor 
management, or low produc­
tivity as has happened in other 
ailing industries. The reason 
that agriculture has been ex­
periencing difficulties is 
because the farmer has been 
encouraged to produce to the 
point where he more than 
satisfies the needs of the 
market. The problem we have 
been facing most of this cen­
tury is not shortages — but 
surpluses. And with surpluses 
have come less expensive food 
and low farm income.

We are continually faced 
with the dual problem of pro­
viding for the world's nutri­
tional needs and at the same 
time insuring an adequate 
return to our producers. One 
of the most successful pro­
grams that addresses both of 
these goals is the farm loan 
system and more recently the 
grain reserve. This program is 
administered by the Commodi­
ty Credit Corporation. Farmers 
can store their produce in 
government warehouses and 
receive a loan payment. If the 
market prices go above the 
loan rate, then the farmer can 
withdraw his crop in an orderly 
fashion and sell it in the 
marketplace. If the market 
price is below the loan rate for 
a sufficient period of time, 
then the loan expires and the 
produce becomes property of 
the government. This policy, 
when administered properly, 
as is the case recently, can pro­
vide a good return to pro­
ducers and insure an adequate 
supply to the consumer at a 
fair price. The cost to the tax­
payer is relatively low. Over the 
40 year history of the loan pro­
gram, for every dollar paid out 
by the government, 90C has 
been recovered from the 
market.

Currently the 1980 wheat 
program is being developed. 
The Secretary of Agriculture is 
considering a program which 
will call for all out production. I 
have written the Secretary 
outlining my proposals on this 
issue. I feel strongly that we 
should not provide for a zero 
set aside without adequate 
compensation to the farmer. 
Experience has taught us that 
too great a level of output will 
depress prices below the cost 
of production. I can still recall 
the effects of the 1974-5 pro­
gram which encouraged the 
farmer to produce fencerow- 
to-fencerow, and from which 
we are just now recovering. I 
fear that just as the American 
grain farmer is beginning to en­
joy relative prosperity, we will 
produce a record domestic 
crop which could wreck our 
market if foreign output in­
creases. In response to this 
situation, I am calling for 
minimum loan prices on wheat 
of $2.43 per bushel, which will 
result in a trigger price of about 
$4.80 and a $6.00 call price. 
Also the target price should be 
set near the $4.20 bushel mark, 
which will allow all Americans 
to share the risk if we once 
again over-produce. Farmers 
have suffered greatly from the 
high cost and unavailability of 
diesel and I feel these price 
levels are justified if we are to 
ask our farmers for all out pro­
duction.

Some voices will be raised 
to say that the prices I have 
outlined are excessive. But we 
must remember that in order 
for a person to stay in business 
he must receive a reasonable 
rate of compensation for the 
services he provides. Food is 
essential for our survival and 
the continued vitality of the 
agricultural industry is impor­
tant to our economic and 
defense position in the world. 
If you eat you are involved in 
agriculture and agricultural 
policy.
