w . Members of the Haskell City Council 
met with Jerry Smith, manager of 
Cen-Tex Cablevision, during their 
regular meeting Tuesday night.

least 100 miles or more from home. 
Thus it includes travel by Texans as well 
as out-of-state visitors, for all purposes.

It includes estimates of the traveler’s 
spending at home in preparation for the 
trip, his spending en route, and that at 
his destination.

Basic data for the model comes from 
the National Travel Survey, conducted 
every five years by the U.S. Census 
Bureau, and from the Center’s own 
National Travel Expenditure Model.

It was the latter which estimated that 
in 1975 Texas had dislodged New York 
for third place in the nation’s travel 
industry. The 1978 figures, however, 
show Texas back in fourth place behind 
California, Florida, and New York.

“ We’re pleased that travel research 
techniques have finally developed to the 
point that states can determine where, 
within their boundaries, travel dollars 
are spent and travel-related jobs 
exist,” said Frank Hildebrand, execu­
tive director of the Texas Tourist 
Development Agency.

“ Now we can trace travel’s consider­
able' economic mipacf on a county-by­
county basis, observe changing patterns 
annually, and help direct the rapid 
growth of this burgeoning industry. ”

Turkey is one of today’s 
best meat buys, both nutri­
tionally and economically.

The turkey you buy today is 
oven ready-dressed, washed, 
inspected and bagged. After 
the turkeys leave the proc­
essing plant, no hands touch 
them until time for kitchen 
preparation.

An unfrozen turkey requires 
only 6 minutes to prepare 
without stuffing for roasting.

Follow label instructions for 
roasting, or use these simple 
directions to obtain a beautiful 
golden brown, ready-to-carve- 
and-eat turkey:
1. THAW (if not frozen, begin 
with Step 2.)
Do not thaw at room temper­
ature. Leave turkey in original 
bag and use one of the 
following methods:
•No hurry: Place on tray in 
refrigerator for 3 to 4 days (24 
hours for each 5 pounds of 
turkey.)
•Fastest: Cover with cold
water, changing water fre­
quently (Vi hour per pound of 
turkey).
Refrigerate or cook turkey as 
soon as thawed. For maximum 
eating quality, refreezing un­
cooked turkey is not recom­
mended. Commercially
stuffed turkeys should not be 
thawed before roasting.
2. PREPARE FOR ROASTING 
Remove plastic wrap from 
thawed turkey. Remove gib­
lets and neck from the body 
and neck cavaties. To remove 
the neck, it may be necessary

to release the legs from the 
band of skin or wire lock. 
Rinse the turkey inside and 
out with cool water, then pat 
dry with a paper towel or clean 
cloth. Return legs to hock lock 
or bank of skin or tie loosely. 
Tuck tips of wings "akimbo” 
under back of turkey. Neck 
skin should be skewered with 
a poultry pin or round 
toothpick to back to provide a 
neat appearance at the table. 
The turkey is now completely 
ready for roasting to a 
delicious golden brown. The 
family’s favorite roast turkey 
can be prepared and roasted 
much more quickly if it is not 
stuffed. If dressing is desired, 
the National Turkey Federa­
tion suggests that it be 
prepared separately and 
roasted in a covered 
casserole for the last with the 
turkey. If you prefer to stuff 
the turkey, spoon stuffing 
loosely into body and neck 
cavaties prior to skewering 
neck skin and replacing legs in 
hock lock or skin band.

Turkey is done when meat 
thermometer registers 180° to 
185° F., thick part of
drumstick feels soft when 
pressed with thumb and 
forefinger or drumstick moves 
easily. Stuffing in a turkey 
needs to reach 165°F. to be 
sufficiently cooked. Let turkey 
stand at room temperature for

15 to 20 minutes for easier 
carving.

Factors affecting roasting 
times are variations in ovens, 
shape of turkeys and degree of 
thawing. These variations 
make it important to begin 
checking for doneness about 
one hour before the end of the 
recommended roasting time.

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Dr. Spencer Addresses Surgeons
Dr. Frank C. Spencer, a 

Ujflaskell County native, was 
featured guest speaker at the 
65th Annual Clinical Congress 
of the American College of 
Surgeons in Chicago, Illinois 
in late October.

Dr. Spencer spoke on “ Two 
Q ualities of Excellence: Com- 
“ petence and Compassion.”

Speaking about areas of 
competence, Dr. Spencer, 
particularly, emphasized a 
surgeon’s need for keen 
abilities in research, decision 

.making, dexterity and teach­
in g -

Under research, the 
“ magic” of intellectual pro­
ductivity is fostered-en- 
hanced-by the discovery of 
new knowledge and the 

^teaching of critical thinking. 
E x a m p le s  from the annals of 

medical history and other 
scientific areas of pain-staking 
reasearch attest to the bene­
fits derived for mankind 
because of those who have 
worked diligently and persis­

ten tly -p ressing  onward toward 
ideas and goals with an inner 
faith and confidence which, 
often, sustained and moti­
vated them through decades 
until the realization of final 
success.

. To teach critical thinking is 
’'•vital for day to day application 

in the treatment of patients 
and fosters all scientific 
investigation as the student 
learns the “ pleasure of 
intellectual productivity and 
the excitement of the discov- 

flfry of new knowledge.”
Decisions, as required in 

the surgeon’s arena, demand 
speed. Speed which has been 
“judged” within the “ balance 
of probabilities.” Caution, 
alertness and an awareness of 

<(jfarious probabilities, temper 
the surgeon’s decisions even 
as he acts in speed as 
distinguished from “ snap 
judgment.” Observation of all 
available information on the 
case, coupling that which is 
je en  with that which is not 

’’leen , gives balance and aides 
in diagnosis.

Deduction, the critical 
thinking of all aspects of each 
problem, leads a surgeon into 
the final step of his decision, 
action. Although the action, 
Usually, involves operating, 
changes in treatment and care 
may complete the decision

process.
Within the operating room a 

surgeon applies the concepts 
which have led him there 
along with the qualities of 
dexterity which have contrib­
uted to his competence: 1) the 
operative plan, 2) anticipating 
unexpected, stressful deci­
sions, 3) intensity of concen­
tration, and 4) the constant 
awareness that nothing in an 
operating room is neutral.

Notes, immediate post-op­
erative dictation of conditions, 
findings and steps in proce­
dure, should be made within 
fresh moments of memory for 
future reference and use. Use 
of such data is very valuable. 
Unexpected stressful situa­
tions must be anticipated to 
such a degree that when such 
do occur the surgeon is 
emotionally and intellectually 
prepared for them.

During surgical procedures, 
the intensity of concentration 
must not swerve. Although 
qualities of intense concentra­
tion do not lend one to idle 
chatter or careless movement, 
there is no cause for uncom­
fortable tenseness, temper, or 
rote speed.

Obviously, the operating 
room is not a social arena and 
those within its confines best 
be limited to the medical 
team, assistants and students. 
Dexterity is defined, basically 
as an eye-hand proprioceptive 
reflex. It is “ second in 
importance to decision mak­
ing” but crucial. A “ skillfully 
performed operation is about 
75% decision-making and 
approximately 25% dexter­
ity.” Serious deficiencies can 
be seen in the teaching

concept which minimizes ac­
tual participation in surgical 
procedures. Dexterity does 
not come automatically; it is a 
continuing process. Learning 
dexterity requires precise 
teaching. Mere observation is 
dangerous. Practice and more 
practice, hands moving re­
peatedly through procedures 
and motions until a reflex of 
precision and strength devel­
op; these prepare the surgeon 
for his work. Teaching tech­
niques which are adapted to 
“ learn by doing” are the 
concept of some surgical 
schools.

Of teaching, Dr. Spencer 
expressed “ a particular fond­
ness for teaching.” “ The goal 
in teaching is to teach how to 
learn, teaching concepts, not 
facts.”

Effective teaching involves 
enthusiasm, intensity of con­
centration and pace, sus­
pense, audience participation, 
and informality.

Competence and compas­
sion, seemingly contradictory, 
do reinforce each other; yet, 
the most often heard criticism 
of surgeons or physicians is 
that he is “ competent, but 
cold and indifferent.”

Some thoughts relating to 
the juncture of compassion/- 
competence follow: The im­
portance of campassion is 
rooted in the fact that illness 
creates anxiety: a sick patient 
is scared although he may not 
admit it, perhaps is scarcely 
aware of it. Placing one’s 
health-life in another’s hands 
does heighten anxiety and 
deserves more than indiffer­
ence.

Developing compassion 
may be difficult for the 
surgeon because of a feeling 
that getting “ too involved will 
interfere with his thinking and 
a feeling involvment is un­
sophisticated.” A quote from 
Dr. Francis Peabody puts 
these difficulties in proper 
perspective: The secret of 
caring for the patient is caring 
for the patient.

Campassion is expressed by 
tone and manner: grim facts 
can be related with gentle­
ness, sympathy, and under­
standing.

An honest and humble 
approach stating facts gently 
and simply, admitting to areas 
of lack of knowledge are

“ fundamental in developing a 
patient’s trust and confi­
dence.” "Almost everyone 
realizes that medicine is an 
inexact biological science.”

“ To help a sick patient get 
well, to make him more com­
fortable if he cannot be cured, 
to help him approach death 
with dignity if he must-this is 
the real essence of medicine, 
the vital spark of mankind.”

Physician-surgeons from 
throughout the United States 
and Canada attended this 
annual meeting. One such 
area physician, Dr. Ed Bebb of 
Wichita Falls reports that Dr. 
Spencer’s speech was re­
ceived with great enthusiasm 
and admiration by the medical 
group. Dr. Spencer’s mother, 
Mrs. Frank Spencer, Sr., 
resides in Haskell.

West Texas Utilities Co. has 
filed for an increase in 
wholesale rates for electric 
energy it supplies to 14 rural 
electric cooperatives and one 
municipality.

The increase would average 
10.6 percent, and for most of 
the co-ops would be the first 
increase in base rates in 15 
years. Most of them have been 
buying power from WTU 
under contract initiated in 
1965.

WTU, in its filing with the 
Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission in Washington, 
estimated that the increase 
would amount to $2,261,349 in 
additional revenue for the 
Company during the 1980 
calendar year.

The increase would be 
effective January 1, 1980. All 
of the existing co-op contracts 
expire on December 31, 1979. 
The contract with Sonora, 
which is the municipality 
involved, expires December 
31, 1983, but contains provi­
sions for rate changes.

W.P. (Bill) Sayles, WTU’s 
vice president for customer 
services, said rising costs of 
providing service made the

increase necessary. “ Fifteen 
years without an increase is a 
long time,” he said, “ espe­
cially in a period of inflation.”

He said the proposed rate 
structure is designed not only 
to bring charges to wholesale 
customers more in line with 
WTU’s increased cost of 
service, but to encourage the 
co-ops to level their loads.

This incentive is provided in 
a demand charge, based on a 
ratchet clause which allows 
WTU to bill these wholesalers 
for up to 80 percent of their 
peak demands over a 12- 
month period and helps level 
costs over the year. It also 
gives them the opportunity to 
actually decrease the unit cost 
of electric energy and mini-

mize costs to their customers 
by shifting load to off-peak 
periods.

“ We chose the demand 
charge because we feel it will 
be beneficial to the co-ops and 
their customers, and to the 
overall efforts to conserve 
energy,” Sayles said.

“ Without such a provision 
there is no incentive or benefit 
for the wholesale customers to 
implement load management 
programs.”

Sayles said the proposed 
new contract had been dis­
cussed with all of the co-op 
managers and their engineer­
ing consultants before the 
filing was made with the 
Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission.

Cotton prices were slightly 

higher on the local cotton 
market according to Garland 
Dye, Officer in Charge of the 
Munday Classing Office. De­
mand improved for most 
qualities of current ginnings. 
Grade 31, Staple 32 brought 
from 57.35 to 58.10 cents per 
pound. Grade 31, Staple 31. 
brought from 56.00 to 56.75 
cents per pound. Grade 41, 
Staple 33 sold for 58.20 to 
58.95 cents. Farmers received 
around 110 dollars per ton for 
cottonseed.

The cotton currently being 
ginned in the Munday Class­
ing Office territory remained 
high in quality. Grade 31 
continued as the predominant 
grade accounting for 42 
percent of the samples 
classed. Next came Grade 41 
with 30 percent.

Branding with eeufetti is
making things rougher , for 
grain thieves. Grain pro­
ducers are picking up the old 

i practice of marking small slips 
of paper with identifying 
numbers and mixing the con­
fetti with their stored grain 
crop. According to producers 
who have been using the 
confetti method for some 
time, it takes only about 
seven pounds of the paper to 
adequately mark and identify 
50,000 bushels of grain. 
Although the small slips of 
paper are virtually impossible 
for thieves to separate from 
the grain, mill operators 
report they have no problem 
in removing the confetti 
during their washing process. 
Agricultural authorities in 
areas where the grain identi­
fication program is used 
extensively report a re­
markable decline in the 
number of grain thefts.
