Prices for cotton increased 
from a week ago, according to 
Garland Dye, Officer In 
Charge of the Munday Class­
ing Office. Demand was 
strong and local markets were 
active. Buyers were seeking 
cotton at prices from 2 to 3 
cents per pound above those 
of a week earlier. Grade 32, 
Staple 33 with 3.5 to 4.9 mike 
brought from 66.45 to 68.45 
cents per pound. Grade 42, 
Staple 33 brought from 64.15 
to 66.15 cents per pound. 
Cotton miking below 3.5 sold 
at prices from 8 cents above 
loan for 2.7 to 2.9 mike to 
17.50 cents above loan for 3.3 
to 3.4 mike.

The Munday Classing Of­
fice classed 9,643 samples for 
the week ending Januafy the 
24th. This brought the total 
classed for the season to 
179,469. An additional 16,000 
samples were classed at 
Abilene earlier in the season.

Grades were mostly in the 
Light-Spotted color group. 
Grade 42 accounted for 31 
percent followed closely by 
Grade 32 with 28 percent. 
Nineteen percent of the 
grades were in the Spotted 
color group and 15 percent 
were in the White color group.

Congressman Charles W. 
Stenholm today called the 
appointm ent of two 17th 
District men to positions on 
the national Cotton Board 
“ recognition of the area as a 
top cotton producing region 
and of the depth of leadership 
ability available within the in­
dustry.”

Billy Golden of Seymour 
was named a member of the 
board, which administers the 
national cotton research and 
promotion program. Named as 
an alternate was Jack Young 
of Stamford. Young will fill the 
2-year alternate’s term ending 
December 31, 1981.

“ It is no secret that cotton 
producers have been looking 
to Secretary of Agriculture 
(Bob) Bergland to strengthen 
the Board,” Stemholm said. 
Producer criticism and recent 
reports in the media have 
leveled charges of improper 
adm inistration by both the 
Cotton Board and Cotton Inc., 
which develops and carries out 
cotton research and promotion 
programs under contract with 
the Board.

“ I have always been a 
strong supporter of Cotton

In c .,”  Stenholm said, ‘‘and 
continue to believe in the im­
portance of its role in con­
tinued fiber research and pro­
motion. But, I am also aware 
of the distrust in the program 
that some producers have 
developed during the past 
months.

‘‘Cotton Inc. is solely 
supported by investments of 
producers and it is ultimately 
their own com pany,” 
Stenholm continued. “ As a 
member of the House Cotton 
Sub-committee and as a 
producer, I am particularly 
interested in seeing to it that 
the program is administered 
effectively and that producers 
are getting the most for their 
investment.”

Stenholm said the Cotton 
Sub-committee has scheduled 
hearings on the Cotton Inc. 
issue in Washington February 
26 and 27. “ I expect the issue 
to be dealt with thoroughly at 
that tim e ,”  Stenholm said, 
“ and then, we can either lay 
the matter to rest or see to it 
that whatever steps necessary 
are taken that will restore 
producer confidence in their 
cotton company.”

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Registeration-Election Set On Beef Referendum
f Agruments Against

The Independent C attle­
men’s Association of Texas is 
urging all cattlemen to regis­
ter to vote in the upcoming 
Beeferendum.

Cattlemen planning to vote 
must register first at the local 

^ ‘ ounty Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Conservation Service 
(ASCS) office from Jan. 28 to 
Feb. 6. The rules provide for 
one vote for each separate 
cattle business entity, be it an 
individual, family business, 
partnership or corporation. 
A bsentee registration and

voting will be permitted.
Voting dates for the refer­

endum, which could provide a 
check-off of 20 cents per $100 
sales of your livestock for 
promotion of beef if passes, 
are Feb. 19-22. For the 
referendum  to be valid, 50 
percent or more of those who 
register must vote. And for it 
to pass, a simple majority of 
those voting must favor the 
program.

1CA at the 5th annual conven­
tion this past summer voted 
overwhelmingly to oppose the 
Beeferendum.

1CA opposition is based 
primarily on these points:

1. The Beeferendum would 
allow the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture as a bureau to 
grow larger, more unwieldly 
and unresponsive to ranchers’ 
needs.

2. If the program is 
implemented, the Agriculture 
Secretary would be able to 
appoint members to the Beef 
Board from elegible organiza­
tions. The industry, even 
though it’s paying for the Beef 
Board, cannot elect anyone, 
and eligibility of organizations 
is determined by the Agricul­
ture Secretary.

3. Consumers would be on 
the board in addition to cattle­
men. Even though they are to 
be in advisory positions in the 
beginning, the government 
could pass a law at a later date 
making them voting members.

4. If the Beeferendum 
passes, the Secretary has the 
power under Sections 14 and 
18 to seize and confiscate 
records and take you to court if 
you do not follow the value 
added procedure properly.

5. The Beef Board must turn 
in a budget to the Secretary 
for his approval and must 
justify amounts spent for 
advertising, research, sales 
promotion and consumer in­
formation.

6. No funds collected by the 
Beef Board can be used to 
influence government policy 
or action.

7. Foreign meat cannot be 
assessed because foreign pro­
ducers will not be represented 
on the Beef Board. Since 
imported meat makes up a 
large percentage of the beef 
consumed in the United 
States, American ranchers 
would actually be advertising 
foreign beef at their expense.

Roy W heeler, ICA presi­
dent, said that cattle produc­
ers who vote in favor of the 
Beeferendum are inviting the 
government into their private 
business.

An administrator with the 
USDA admitted at a hearing 
Oct. 16, 1979, before the sub­
committee on Dairy and 
Poultry of the Committee on 
Agriculture in W ashington, 
that producers who enter a 
promotion program of their 
products, enter into a partner­
ship with the government.

The following is a direct 
quote taken from Barbara 
Lindemann Schlei, adm ini­
strator, Agricultural Market­
ing Service, USDA, at the Oct. 
16 hearing:

Ms. Schlei: “ While indus­
tries would like to have the 
greatest possible alternatives 
available to them, they have a 
recognition that when they 
enter into a program such as 
this, in partnership with the 
Government, that that in turn 
does bring with it certain 
restrictions.”

“ Cattle producers can do 
something to help themselves 
and assure a better future for 
their industry ,”  says O.J. 
Barron, Spur, Texas rancher 
and co-chairman of the Texas 
Beeferendum. “ They can vote 
on a self-help program of beef 
research, information and 
market development.”

To vote, Feb. 19-22, cattle­
men must register at their 
ASCS office before Feb. 6. 
They may register and vote 
absentee, however, by re ­
questing both forms from the 
ASCS office. Any person who 
owned cattle during 1979 is

entitled to vote.
“ Beeferendum is a national 

movement by cattlemen, seek­
ing to help themselves." says 
Barron. “ It’s a cattlem en’s 
program all the way—initiated 
by cattlemen, to be financed 
by cattlemen and run by 
cattlemen—all aimed at help­
ing cattlemen.”

“ If approved by a majority 
of those voting, 20c out of each 
$100 value added to an animal 
will be deducted at sale time,” 
explains Barron, “ but those 
not wishing to participate may 
request a refund and get it 
immediately."

The funds raised, estimated

at $40 million per year, says 
Barron, will be used to fight 
anti-beef propaganda...pro­
mote the nutritional value of 
beef...com bat beef substi­
tu te s .. .counter extremes in 
the cattle cycle...expand for­
eign markets...and increase 
demand for beef.

"We are disappointed." he 
said, "that some self-serving 
leaders are opposing the 
self-help program by cattle­
men. They either are mis­
informed about the program 
or are intentionally and mali­
ciously attempting to mislead 
cattlemen.”

"this program will be run by 
cattlemen and cattlemen only- 
through a Beef Board of 
60 cattlemen nominated by 
existing cattlemen's organiza­
tions." The Secretary of Agri­
culture will have only an over­
sight role, he added, to assure 
that producer funds are used 
to improve beef markets in 
accordance with the law. 
Refunds will be made prompt­
ly—within 60 days after a 
valid request is made, Barron 
said, no extra records will be 
required, no fines will be 
livied unless there is fraud or 
other violation of the law.

“ Cattlemen need this pro­
g ram ,"  concludes Barron, 
"our current efforts, through 
the National Live Stock & 
Meat Board, are not adequate 
to fight the anti-beef propa­
ganda—that beef causes 
cancer or heart disease. These 
false claims, by activists and 
government, are eroding our 
m arkets. If cattlemen don’t 
respond, if we cattlemen 
a ren ’t willing to help our­
selves, nobody else is going 
to.”
