control. Thereafter he became 
somewhat of a live-in Orkin 
Man.

I am not sure yet whether 
we simply misjudged the 
intelligence of this particular 
eight-legger or whether he 
was simply testing our senti­
ments toward him. Whichever 
the case, the mishaps of our 
spider soon hurled our house 
into continual trauma.

Although we gave him the 
run of the house, he immedi­
ately situated himself in the 
bathroom and rarely ventured 
from that domain. This suited 
us quite well as that was the 
habitat also of his agreed 
prey.

I always looked for him 
when I went into the room. 
This habit was not entirely 
spawned by affection for him. 
It simply was not entertaining 
to me to reach for the tissue 
and have him leap suddenly 
from behind the roll as though 
he were attending a surprise 
party.

Things went along rather 
smoothly at first. Until one 
day my husband came upon 
him floating limply in the 
bathwater.

Perhaps to most it would be 
a peculiar sight to see an 
ordinary black house spider 
lifted gently from the water 
and, with the entire family 
standing by looking concern­
ed, blow dry the creature with 
a hair dryer. To us, however, 
it seemed quite natural.

We kept a more careful eye 
on him after that. He was 
really difficult to protect. One 
afternoon as he was taking a 
leisurely stroll across the 
bathroom floor, my son came 
charging through in his 
cleated shoes.

“ Watch it! Watch out for 
the spider!” we all cried at 
him. And with the usual ill 
luck of the creature, my son 
stopped abruptly and jumped 
back...landing squarely on top 
of our pet.

The entire family stared.

horrified. Then, slowly the 
spider limped out from be­
tween the cleats and we 
rejoiced.

He was placed on the 
windowsill to convalesce for a 
few days after that.

We began to think of him as 
nearly a member of the family. 
We rescued him from several 
more baths and a few nasty 
falls. We even began to think 
of ourselves as his noble 
defenders...prolonging his life 
out of kindness in a cruel and 
hard world.

The pale and drawn look on 
my husband’s face one morn­
ing told the final story.

Looking up at my husband I 
asked how he met his death.

Conservation Viewpoints
A bill extending the Great 

Plains Conservation Program 
(GPCP) from December 31, 
1981, to September 30, 1991, 
has become law.

The new legislation, Public 
Law 96-263, will increase 
GPCP funding from $300 
million to $600 million and will 
raise yearly cost-share limita­
tions from $25 million to $50 
million, nation-wide.

This is a positive step to 
.injure that farmers and 
ranchers throughout the Great 
Plains will have added incen­
tive to apply conservation 
measures on their land. /

Under the GPCP, land­
owners can speed up soil and 
waiter conservation work by 
sighing agreements for 3 to 10 
years. The contracts guaran­
tee cost-sharing by the gov­
ernment to apply and maintain 
conservation measures. Con­
tracts have been written for 
about half of the land eligible 
in the 10 states.

The Soil Conservation Ser­
vice has administered GPCP 
since the program began in 
1956. Through the program, 
working together with con­
servation districts, SCS has 
given technical assistance to 
55,000 Great Plains farmers 
and ranchers in treating 
critically eroded farmland and 
making appropriate land use 
changes.

195 landowners have taken 
advantage of the program in 
the local Haskell Soil and 
Water Conservation District. 
23 contracts are still in force, 
with conservation work being 
carried out each year. The 
Haskell Field Office of the 
SCS, currently has 11 applica­
tions on hand for assistance on 
5108 acres: Elmer Miller of 
Stamford, Leroy Casey of 
Rule, M. W. Sedberry and 
Van Sedberry of Rule, Larry 
Blackwell of Stamford, G. W. 
Wedeking of Stamford, 
Sargent Lowe & Sons of 
Munday, Mrs. Elizabeth 
Cofield of Haskell, Harry L. 
Haynes of Stamford, G. W. 
LeFevre of Sagerton, A. C. 
Denson of Stamford and Carl 
and Jerry Kainer (Kainer 
Farms) of Sagerton.

We are hoping to secure 
$40,000 to $60,000 for contract 
development in the Haskell 
SWCD for the coming year. 
Over the next 10 years, SCS 
and the district hope to help 
even more Great Plains 
farmers and ranchers plan for 
and install the most effective 
conservation practices on their 
land.

The hazardous climate and 
easily eroded soils, not only in 
the Haskell SW.CD, but the 10 
Great Plains states require 
lasting protection of soil and 
water resources. The droughts

of the 1970’s, and the summer 
of 1980, is a reminder that we 
must adequately protect the 
Plains from wind and water 
erosion to reduce the likeli­
hood of another disastrous 
Dust Bowl.

Despite a good record of 
sucoess for work done under 
the GPCP, much work remains 
in order to combat serious 
droughts and persistent ero­
sion problems.

Each applicant in the 
Haskell SWCD will be receiv­
ing a letter from me shortly 

'requesting a declaration of 
your intent and wishes con­
cerning the starting of con­
tract development. Due to 
limited funds available for the 
district in 1981, 1 want to give 
each applicant the opportunity 
to take up his option before I 
pass on to someone else. 
Please respond immediately 
after receiving your letter, so 
we can get everyone that is 
willing and able and ready to 
start now.

In order to apply for help 
with an electric bill, the 
applicant must provide proof 
of income in writing for at 
least the last three months, a 
statement from their doctor 
stating it is hazardous to their 
health not to have air condi­
tioning and the unpaid electric 
bill. Assistance is one month 
only up to $100.00.

In order to apply for help 
with a fan, the applicant must 
not own any type of cooling 
device including (but not 
limited to) evaporative cool­
ing, refrigerated air, air con­
ditioning and fans. The 
applicant must provide proof 
of their income in writing for 
the last three months. Before 
any fans are issued, an 
investigation is made of the 
home, to see if the household 
is eligible.

All applicants must qualify 
under the Community Serv­
ices Administration poverty 
guidelines. All interested in­
dividuals may apply at 720 
Pine Street between the hours 
of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. or 
may call 673-5785 or may 
contact the Haskell Commun­
ity Action Program.

Set For 1980 Cattlemen’s Round-Up
After 21 years, the Cattle­

men’s Round-Up for Crippled 
Children has seen a few 
changes, but the objectives 
remain the same!

When the late Conda H. 
Wylie donated 20 steers to be 
sold to defray operational 
expenses of the West Texas 
Rehabilitation Center, it was 
the start of a big annual 
tradition. Now ranchmen from 
throughout the Southwest cut 
out a few head of livestock 
every fall and donate to 
WTRC. As a result, several 
hundred head are auctioned 
off with proceeds going to 
WTRC.

Cowboy movie star Rex 
Allen will be on the banks of 
the Concho River in San 
Angelo Sept. 6th to officially 
kickoff the 1980 Cattlemen’s 
Round-Up for Crippled chil­
dren.

Focus will draw to Abilene 
on Sept. 29 for CRCC cattle 
sale. CRCC Horse Sale will be 
Oct. 4 in Abilene and CRCC

Livestock Sale in Coleman 
Oct. 8. CRCC Sheep & Goat 
Sale will be Oct. 13 in 
Junction.

“ Last year, the cattlemen’s 
round-up sales raised $200,000 
for the Rehab Centers of 
Abilene, San Angelo, and 
Snyder,” states Shelly V. 
Smith, WTRC executive di­
rector. ‘‘When dollars are 
converted, the amount pro­
vides care for almost 8,000 
handicapped people from 
throughout the Southwest.”

No one had any idea what 
the late Mr. Wylie’s idea 
would spur 21 years ago. He 
came to Smith with the 
suggestion that 20 top steers 
be cut from his Fort 
Chadbourne ranch near 
Bronte that autumn of 1960. 
Other ranchers wanting to 
donate to WTRC but, broke 
from a long drought of the 
1950’s, had to find a way of 
giving other than money. A 
few head of cattle they could 
spare.

The response was deeply 
gratifying to Smith and other 
center officials. The gathering 
of the cattle was almost 
immediately called the 
“ Cattlemen’s Round-Up for 
Crippled Children.”

The unique method of 
funding the center was copy­
righted that first year and is 
now a vital part of the annual 
funding for WTRC.

Jim Alexander of Abilene is 
overall roundup chairman. 
Jim Franklin of San Angelo is 
roundup chairman in the 
Rehab Southwest Texas 
region. They have selected 
various county and area 
chairmen in almost every area 
of the Southwest.

Smith praised the West 
Texas ranching industry for its 
tremendous help in raising 
funds for the WTRC through 
the Cattlemen’s Round-Up 
program.

“ Gifts are the bulk of the 
WTRC income,” he added. 
“ The 1980 budget of more

than $2.5 million calls for 
about 75 percent coming from 
gifts."

WTRC is a private, non­
profit diagnostic and treat­
ment facility for the handi­
capped in the Southwest. With 
a goal for treating the whole 
patient rather than just the 
handicap, services offered 
include physical therapy, 
social services, psychology, 
orthotics, diagnostic services, 
education, adaptive equip­

ment shops, audiology,' 
medical clinics, genetics 
counseling and transportation. -

Food aid 
allows more people to live on land than that land 
can feed; it allows the receiving country to 
postpone measures which might stabilize its 
population. The inescapable result of such a 
policy is that by saving lives today, a greater 
number o f  lives will be lost tomorrow.

We believe it is morally inexcusable to provide 
food aid to any nation which has not committed 
itself to an all-out plan of action to reduce its birth 
rate. And this does not mean “ advocating family 
planning.”

Pecan Crop

County Extension Agent- 

Agriculture
Drouth conditions in Texas 

could easily put a serious dent 
in an already short pecan crop.

Dr. George Ray 
McEachern, horticulturist for 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, Texas A&M 
University System, said Texas 
pecans are currently exper­
iencing serious water shortage 
problems. He said the pre­
dicted harvest is already down 
about 40 percent in non- 
irrigated orchards and if the 
drouth continues for three 
more weeks harvest could be 
down as much as 80 percent.

Young trees have stopped 
growing and mature trees will 
have short crops of smaller- 
than-usual nuts. McEachern 
said trees growing in sandy or 
shallow soil are suffering the 
most. Young trees need a 
uniform soil moisture level 
during the growing season, 
from April to October.

Without question, irrigation 
is a must, and large trees that 
are producing need large 
volumes of water. He said 
large trees use over 100 
gallons per day in July and 
August.

Bearing trees should not be 
drouth-stressed. Important 
irrigation periods are early 
spring when growth begins, 
mid-summer when the nut 
develops and early fall as the 
kernel develops. A fall drouth 
can reduce the percentage of 
k e rn e ls  s ig n if ic a n t ly ,  
McEachern said.

Homeowners should apply 
two inches of water to lawn 
trees if over two weeks of 
drouth occurs. Shallow or 
sandy soil will need more fre­
quent irrigation. To avoid salt 
burn on leaves, homeowners 
should not sprinkle foilage, 
the specialist said.
