L Alvin Jenkins To
Speak In Haskell

Alvin Jenkins, a dynamic speaker

from Campo, Colorado, will
address farmers and
@ azribusinessmen  in  Haskell,

Monday night, March 9.

Jenkins’ speech starts at 7 p.m. at
the Haskell elementary school
cafeteria. Refreshments will be
served and door prizes given away.

Jenkins recently spoke to a
bankers convention in Detroit. He
likened agriculture to an old sow
with 10 pigs, and they were all sick.
The vets (the experts, the trade
advisors, the economists, the task

‘forces) were called in, and they

doctored the pigs until they were up
and frisky, but they didn’t doctor
the old sow. When the pigs nursed
the old sow, they got sick again and
some died. ‘“‘Bankers, we’re the old
sow—the largest industry in
America, and we’re sick,’’ Jenkins

@ told them.

Jenkins personally got
presidential candidate Reagan to

commit to appointing a board of
producers to advise the USDA on
farm policy.

Jenkins was asked to address the
Democratic state convention' in
Alabama and also the Republican
state convention in Michigan.

Jenkins is a moving force behind
one of the first cooperative fuel
alcohol plants in the United States.
Baca Food and Fuel in his
hometown will produce alcohol for
fuel and high protein byproduct for
food—all from locally grown crops.

Alvin Jenkins is one of the five
founding fathers of the American
Agriculture Movement. He held
American Ag meeting number 1,000
at Guymon, Oklahoma on February
26.

It’s a long way from being a
farmer and filling station operator
in the tiny southeast Colorado town
to being the feature of an Ann

Landers column, but Alvin spanned -

that chasm when Ann printed his
‘““Farmer’s Prayer’’ in her column

homeowners are eligible for a
$5,000 school homestead exemption
and that certain disabled persons
and those aged 65 or older may
qualify for an additional $10,000
exemption from the value of their
property.

““Taxpayers who were 65 or older
on January 1 of this year are also
entitled to a school tax freeze on the
tax bill for their house and yard.
The elderly must make application
to get the freeze in 1981 or retain
one acquired in 1979 or 1980, the
school assessor added.

Also, farmers and ranchers have
the option of having their
agricultural land taxed on its
productivity - rather than market
value.

To qualify for exemptions and
productivity valuation, however,
application should be made to the
school tax office before the district’s
rendition period ends on April 1.

‘‘District residents are
encouraged to review the pamphlet
and make application for all tax
relief to which they are entitled
before the rendition period ends,’’
Lanier said.

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Agriculture Census Reports

County Agriculture Products

Total *22.2 Million In 1978

The market value of agri-
cultural products sold by the
740 farms in Haskell County
amounted to $22.2 million for
1978 or an average of $30,010
each, up from $14.5 million in
1974 with an accompanying
increase in production costs,
according to a preliminary
report of the 1978 Census of
Agriculture released today by
the Bureau of the Census.
U.S. Department of Com-
merce.

A breakdown of the coun-
ty’s total agricultural sales for
1978 followed by that for 1974,
is as follows: Crops, $16.7
million compared with $9.8
million; livestock and livestock

products, $5.5 and $4.5
million; poultry and poultry
products, $12,000 and
$106,000.

While the value of gross
sales rose, the farmers’ costs
also climbed since 1974. For
example, expenditures for
fertilizer for 1978 were
$713,000 compared to
$610,000; costs of gasoline,
diesel and other petroleum
products were $1.8 million
compared to $1.6 million.
Farm energy costs of all types
totaled $2 million for 1978.
The estimated market value of
machinery and equipment per
farm increased from $23,088
to $33,208.

% Of the total farms in the
‘county, 160 had gross sales of
$40,000 or more and 310 had
‘sales of under $10,000. Farms
operated by individuals or
families represented 92 per-
tent of the total; farms

operated by corporations ac-
counted for 1 percent. Some
71 percent of the operators
owned all or part of the land
they operated.

In 1978 the-average age of
farm operator was 49.9 years.
Since 1974 the proportion of
operators listing farming as

the principal occupation
changed from 80 percent to 73
percent.

Data in the reports for
acreage and inventories for
1978 and 1974 are generally
comparable; ‘however, im-
proved coverage in 1978,
especially of smaller farms,
should be taken into consider-
ation in making direct compar-
isons of farm counts. Dollar
values have not been adjusted
for changes in price levels.

Other results of the census
show the 740 farms counted in
1978 had an average size of
665 acres. For 1974, 774 farms
were counted with an average
size of 624 acres. The land in
farms totaled 491,792 acres in
1978 and 483,310 acres in
1974. Crops were harvested
from 154,758 acres in 1978 and
206,259 acres in 1974.

The inventory of cattle and
calves changed from 29,161 in
1974 to 23,538 in 1978; the
number of hogs and pigs
changed from 4,377 to 2,803.

Acreages of crops harvested
for 1978 and 1974 were as
follows: wheat, 12,868 acres
vs. 45,088 acres; sorghum for
grain, 17,852 acres vs. 29,759
acres; cotton, 114,279 acres
vs. 117,234 acres; hay, 7,131
acres vs. 3,862 acres.

Filing Deadline Extended
For Disaster Loans

The filing deadline for ob-
taining disaster loan assis-
tance from the U.S. Small
Business Administration has
been extended for 60 days.

The new filing deadline is
April 13, 1981, for physical
drought losses-crop losses,
pasture damages, loss of
livestock, etc. For economic
injury losses, the new dead-
line will be July 13, 1981. This
extension will allow farmers
more time to calculate losses
due to a late harvest season.

Make sure your
next loan is easier
to pay back

It’s safe to say that
absolutely nothing can be
more discouraging at planting
time than poor soil. Gardeners
all over the county are
constantly amazed at what
they are expected to grow
their garden vegetables in.
There are good. soils and poor
soils in Haskell County al-
though most are not that bad
for gardening if prepared
properly.

Regardless of the type of
soil in your garden, it can be
improved by adding plenty of
organic matter. This is one of
the real keys to growing
successful vegetables in your
backyard.

If your soil is a heavy clay,
adding organic matter will
improve drainage and aeration
as well as allow for better root
development. If you have a
sandy soil, liberal amounts of
organic matter will help it hold
water as well as nutrients.

Where do you get organic
matter? This magical stuff,
which does all the above
things plus serves as a source
of food for soil fungi and
bacteria, comes in the form of
peat moss, compost, hay,
grass clippings, barnyard fer-
tilizer, shredded bark, leaves
or even shredded newspapers.

When adding organic mat-
ter to soil, be sure to apply
enough to physically change
the soil structure. Ideally, at
least one-third of the final soil
mix in your garden should be
some type of organic material.
To accomplish this, spread a
2- to 4- inch layer of organic
material over the garden
surface and till it to a depth of
at least 6 to 8 inches. Apply
the recommended rate of
fertilizer over the garden
surface at the same time and
till it in along with organic
material.

This is also a good time to
treat your soil for nematodes if
they have been a problem in
the past. More about that
later.

Last week the article on
gardening talked about work-
ing up the garden soil and
mentioned using rototillers. It
indicated they weren’t abso-

lutely necessary for garden-
ing, but they sure do make soil
preparation a lot easier. Many
local gardeners prefer the
shovel or spading fork to the
rototiller and really enjoy
getting out and working up the
ground. But there are many
who look for a simpler and
easier way to handle this
chore. For you folks who own
rototillers or those of you
thinking about renting or
buying one, here are some tips
to make the tilling job a lot
easier.

1. Tilling the garden will be
easier if you leave a row
untilled between passes.
There are two reasons for
doing this: wide turns are
easier to make with a tiller
than ‘‘about faces,’”’ and the
machine won’t be pulling
itself and you toward the next
row (which it will do if you
even come close to overlap-
ping rows).

2. In tilling heavy clay soils’
or breaking up ground for a.
new garden, reduce the
engine speed of the tiller so
that it will dig better and buck
and bounce less. -

3. When tilling ground for
the first time, don’t try to work
it to its maximum depth in the:
first pass. The first time
around, set the brake stake
half the depth you desire.
Then set it to full depth and go
over the ground a second
time.

4. 1t’s important to till only
when the soil is somewhat dry.
and friable. Tilling when it’s
too wet will leave behind large
clods which will become rock
hard when dry. Also, mud
clumps clinging to the blades
of the tiller will upset its
balance, causing undue wear
on you and the tiller. 2

The next column will deal
with controdling soil-borne
diseases.

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Early Detection Vital
For Toxic Shock

You can reduce your
chances of getting toxic shock
syndrome by avoiding the
super-absorbent varieties of
tampons, but if you use any
kind of tampon at all, you
should still know how to
recognize the signs of the
disease.

According to a new booklet
by the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration, the symptoms
can look a lot like flu. During
your period, you may develop
a sudden fever--usually 102
degrees or higher. You might
also experience vomiting or
diarrhea. Either of these two
symptoms is a sign that you
should immediately remove
the tampon and see a doctor at

once. Toxic shock syndrome
must be treated quickly. To
learn more, send for a free
copy of ‘‘Toxic Shock Syn-
drome and Tampons,”’ from
the Consumer Information
Center, Dept. 636], Pueblo,
Colorado 81009.

Other signs of the disease
are severe muscle aches,
bloodshot eyes, and a sore
throat. It’s also possible to
develop a rash that looks like
sunburn. And within a day,
there may be dizziness or a
sudden drop in blood pressure
than can lead to shock.

Patients suffering from
toxic shock syndrome are
usually placed in intensive
care units, where they are

A New Food Plan developed
by Weight Watchers Interna-
tional was just unveiled.

‘“‘A member of a test class
for the New Foods Plan told
me that she hardly realized
she was on a weight loss
program. Her exact words
were, “‘...For the first time I
felt like a real person.”” When
she went to parties or out to
dinner, she had a glass of
wine. She ate a sandwich in a
coffee shop with friends and
she was the only one not
taking off the second slice of
bread. The new choices made
it possible for her to stay on
this program until she reached
goal weight. She looks teg-
rific.”

Studies have shown that
toxic shock syndrome affects
between 3 and 15 out of every
100,000 menstruating women
per year. While it’s more
likely to occur in women under
30, cases of it have even been
reported in men and boys.
Researchers know that it’s
brought on by the presence of
bacterium Staphylococcus
aureus, which produces a
toxin, or poison, which in turn
causes the disease. What
remains ungxplained is why
toxic shock syndrome is
associated with tampons.

Still, all tampons have been
associated with cases of the
disease.

You need to be
familiar with these four food
groups.

The first group we are going
to discuss is the Bread and
Cereal Group.

Nutritional
Value

Foods in the bread and
cereal group furnish protein,
iron, several B-Vitamins and
food energy. Eat four servings
of whole grain, enriched or
restored breads and cereals
every day. Read the label to
insure that these products are
enriched or restored. En-
riched describes the addition
of the B-Vitamins and iron to
white flour, macaroni, rice and
cornmeal. Whole grain means
that all the nutrients found in
the grain are there. Restored
is defined as total replacement
of certain nutrients lost in the
processing or refining of food.

Buying Tips

Compare the cost per serv-
ing of ready-to-eat cereal with
to-be-cooked cereal. General-
ly, you can save money by
buying the to-be-cooked in-
stead of the dry cereal.
Sugar-coated products cost
more. You can add sugar at
home for less.

Longer cooking, short-grain
rice is less expensive than
instant or converted rice.
Noodles, macaroni and rice
can be used as a meat
extender.

The cost of prepared mixes
should be compared with that
of homemade mixes, and
home-prepared yeast bread
with commercial'y baked
bread. Often - is saved
by preparing thes. ixes and
breads at home instead of
buying them at the super-
market. However, it is helpful
to watch for specials on bakery
products at the supermarket.

Leftover bread can be used
for bread pudding, croutons,
French toast or bread crumbs
for making stuffing, topping
casseroles or coating cro-
quettes.

In order to help stretch the
food dollar, start making more
pancakes, waffles, muffins,
cornbread and buscuits, which
add taste as well as nutrients
to meals. Extra waffles or
muffins can be frozen and
reheated.

Preparation

When cooking breakfast
cereals, noodles, pastas and
rice, use the proportions of
ingredients and the recom-
mended cooking times on the

Breads may be prepared at
home from commercial mixes
or by using yeast or other
chemical agents such as
baking powder or soda.
Breads leavened by yeast are
known as yeast breads; breads
by chemical agents, quick
breads. Yeast breads should
be mixed and kneaded to
develop the gluten to insure a
high-quality product.

In preparing quick breads
such as cornbread or muffins,
follow the recipe. Too much
mixing will toughen quick
breads.

1 cup cooked black-eyed peas

If desired, sprinkle
cheese on top. Serves six.

1% cups flour

*“The public education pro-
gram involves the State
Property Tax Board, local tax
assessors throughout Texas,
and the print and broadcast
news industries,’’ Graeber
said.

He added that the aware-
ness program consists of two
elements, the first of which
involves distribution of a com-
prehensive 12-page pamphlet
entitled, Taxpayers’ Rights,
Remedies, Responsibilities,
while the second phase of the
program consists of efforts by
news media to inform all
Texans of tax rendition dead-
lines and the procedures and
requirements to apply for
homestead exemptions and

productivity values.

Graeber said that local tax
assessors are cooperating in
this part of the: taxpayer
education program. The ef-
forts are being conducted in
March to provide sufficient
time for taxpayers to apply for
all tax relief to which they may
be entitled before local tax
rendition deadlines.

To qualify for most home-
stead exemptions and produc-
tivity valuation for agricultural
land, Graeber noted that
applications should be made
to each jurisdiction which
taxes a particular piece of
property before the rendition
ends. ‘‘Most of the states local
taxing units have rendition
deadlines of April 1 or April 30
(April 1 for Haskell ISD) and
failure to make timely appli-
cation may cause loss of the
tax relief until the next tax
year,”’ he added. ;

‘‘In 1982, when the new
Property Tax Code will be
fully implemented, all taxing
jurisdictions will have a rendi-
tion deadline of April 1,”’
Graeber said.

Free copies of the Tax-
payers’ Remedies pamphlet
are available by contacting
local offices. Supplies are
limited, however, and may be
quickly exhausted in some
jurisdictions.

The pamphlet covers a
broad range of tax-related
matters and is designed to
help Texans become more
knowledgeable on how the
property tax system operates.
If a local tax office runs out of
copies, citizens may request
single copies by writing the
State Property Tax Board at
P.O. Box 15900, Austin,
Texas 78761.
