Gary Lewis 
Sentenced To 
20 Years

Gary Lee Lewis pled guilty to 
aggravated rape July 18 in 
Stonewall County and received a 
twenty year prison sentence.

Lewis entered the plea before 
District Judge Joe Williams who 
issued the sentence.

Lewis was charged in connection 
with the March 13 rape of a 16 year 
old Aspermont woman. He was 
represented by Fort Worth attorney, 
Danny D. Burns.

District Attorney Joseph Thigpen 
said that a term of the plea was that 
Lewis waive the right to appeal.

Lewis was transported to the 
Texas Department of Corrections 
last week.

Thigpen said that he agreed to the 
plea bargain for three reasons: 1. To 
avoid the victim from having to 
relive the traumatic experience in 
open court; 2. To be assured that 
the defendant would be punished by 
confinement in the Texas 
Department of Corrections; and 3. 
To prevent the long and uncertain 
appeal process.

Lewis was found guilty of 
aggravated assault in December 
1979 and has been out on appeal 
since that time.

What is color? Color begins 
with and is derived from 
light-artificial or natural. The 
rays of light are projected 
through the prism to give us 
the spectrum of colors. 
W ebster’s New World Dic­
tionary takes approximately 
two inches to define color, 
starting with, “ ...differing 
qualities of the light reflected 
or emitted by them .” And 
ending, “ ...with flying 
colors.” How could those in 
our “ brightly pigmented” 
world make out without color? 
What a boring world we’d all 
face with the absence of color! 
Colors have been classified by 
their four chief qualities, hue, 
value, chroma and tempera­
ture. Hue is what we usually 
call color by name—red, blue, 
whatever. Value means the 
degree of darkness or light­
ness, regardless of color; a 
pastel yellow is light in value

CONGRESSMEN NOT HURTING

Members of Congress draw a salary of almost 
$61,000 a year. But if you think this is all their 
benefits, guess again.

That $61,000 is only the beginning.
Besides their $60,663 salaries, members of 

Congress qualify for a large number of additional 
benefits that cost you, the taxpayer, hundreds of 
thousands every year—for each lawmaker.

“ U.S. News & World Report” points out that 
in addition to salaries, congressmen get liberal 
staff allowances. Senators from small states draw 
at least $592,000, while those from large states get 
$1,190,000. House members receive a flat yearly 
allowance of $336,000 for staff salaries.

Taxpayers also foot the bill for office expenses in 
their home districts—not only the office space, 
but everything in it. Congressmen can even lease 
mobile offices at public expense.

And they enjoy free, unlimited telephone 
service.

They also receive free emergency medical care 
from the Capitol physician and his 
staff—including drugs, free electrocardiograms 
(anytime) and also free use of laboratory and X- 
ray services.

Congressmen are encouraged to “ keep in 
shape,” so they enjoy exclusive use of:

•Swimming pools;
•Gymnasiums;
•Steam rooms; and
•Masseurs and physio-therapy specialists.
All these services are provided free to the 

congressman, at taxpayers’ expense.
Male members and aides can get a haircut at the 

Capitol Barbershop for the unheard-of price of 
$3.50. Female members and aides enjoy a 
complete range of beauty services at comparably 
low costs.

Meals are provided at reduced rates in private 
dining rooms—with no sales tax.

If they want to make recordings for political use 
back home, congressmen use the low-rate radio 
and TV studios conventiently maintained at public 
expense.

These lawmakers have not only reserved 
parking space at the Capitol, but also in preferred 
locations at National and Dulles airports. They 
need parking places there because they do a lot of 
air travel. They have virtually unlimited 
opportunity for overseas and domestic 
travel—official business, of course. And they also 
get plenty of time off for vacations and 
campaigning.

And the benefits keep coming after they leave 
office. Congressmen qualify for liberal retirement 
benefits after five years’ service. Top pension after 
32 years in office is $48,530.

In their process of shorten­
ing the cotton season to 
complete harvesting before 
the late summer storms, 
Texas farmers are increasing 
their need for a chemical 
defoliant at harvest time, 
cotton specialists say.

“ We want to get the cotton 
harvested as soon as possi­
b le,” explains Dr. Robert 
Metzer, extension cotton spe­
cialist at Texas A&M Univer­
sity. “ But, desiccants used to 
prepare the plants for harvest, 
such as paraquat or arsenic, 
require a 75 to 80 percent open 
boll count to be economically 
effective and also to prevent 
yield reduction.”

To help beat the bad 
weather, Metzer says, grow­
ers can use a defoliant before 
the desiccant to hasten open­
ing of the mature bolls. The 
defoliant should be applied 
when 60 percent of the bolls 
are open.

Weather conditions are 
important for this application, 
according to Doug Nail, Mobil 
Chemical Company’s product 
manager for Folex defoliant.

“The ideal weather condi­
tions for applying defoliants 
are warm and sunny days with 
night time temperatures 
above 65 degrees F,” Nail told

the Farm American News 
Service. “ Average condi- 
tions-55 to 65 degrees-may 
require a higher rate of 
defoliant for good results.”

A desiccant is ensured 
better coverage on large 
plants when a defoliant is 
applied first. Once the desired 
defoliation has taken place, 
which may range from four to 
seven days, then a desiccant is 
applied.

Spray coverage is crucial 
with both defoliants and 
desiccants to get the full effect 
of the chemicals. The mater­
ials don’t translocate, so they 
have to reach each leaf at 
application. Experts recom­
mend five gallons of spray per 
acre minimum for aerial 
application.

At least 15 gallons of spray 
per acre should be used with 
ground equipment, and up to 
12 gallons by air or 30 gallons 
on the ground for a tall, rank 
crop. Large spray droplets 
help to get the defoliant down 
into the plants, where it can 
knock off bottom leaves as 
well as the upper canopy.

One important rule of 
thumb Metzer stresses if: 
don’t defoliate acreage faster 
than you can harvest it. “ For 
example, you shouldn’t defol-
