Last Saturday was the ninth
opening of deer season since I met
him.

Shortly before daylight on
opening day of the ninth year he
died.

For nine seasons we had planned
just how things would be, most
times beginning plans for next
year’s season when this year’s
season was only a few days old.

Each day of hunting started in the
black of morning, when over a
steaming cup of boiled coffee, I
listened intently to stories of
another day.

His stories were larger than life,
told with vivid detail which you
could see, feel and participate in.
But with the first hint of grey in the
east came the realization that I
would never see such sights. With

that realization came the
anticipation of another such
morning.

He taught me the meaning of
hunting. Not killing as some people
view it, but hunting in the purest
sense. He alone understood my joy
when I told of the first buck I could
easily have killed but didn’t.

Sitting around the campfire,
watching the firelight sparkle in his
eyes, you could see something
magical take place.

His conversation drifted back and
forth about guns and dogs and shots
and seasons.

" Listening to the stories of days
gone by, it was hard to remind
myself that times weren’t easier
then. The men worked themselves
into old age at fifty or so. They
struggled on with hurts we wouldn’t

tolerate a day and kept on because
that’s all the choice they had.

The wrinkles in his face and the
scars on his hands were proof, but
he never talked about the bad times.

Hunting to him was not the final
kill, but the enjoyment of being in
the midst of God’s creation
unaltered by man and absorbing the
beauty of nature.

He taught me to see the beauty of
the dew on the spiderweb, the doe
scolding the fawn, a quail bathing in
dust and countless other miracles
which are routine in nature but seen
by very few people.

He also taught me that planning
the hunt, packing and re-packing
gear (much of which was never used
but was taken just in case) and the
anticipation of the stalk were all
more important than pulling the
trigger.

As my understanding of nature
improved and his physical ability to
climb hills and chase turkeys
diminished, I became more and
more aware of his enjoyment of
hunting.

The joy of watching his children
see and experience the beauty of
nature and the joys of hunting
which he had enjoyed for a lifetime.

It also became apparent to us that
our duty to him was in teaching his
grandchildren, Jonathan, Jennifer,
Jessica, Kristi and Will, to
understand and appreciate the
beauty of nature and enjoyment of
hunting and fishing which he loved
so much.

Jiggs was more than a father-in-
law—he was a friend.

He was a gud’en.

is darker around the trunk.
Determine the source of light
and make light passages on
that side of the tree forms.
Soft areas in the tree area are
sometimes obtained by paint-
ing the sky into the tree tops.
Also bringing the sky into the
mountain tops will soften
those edges. Cool areas are
found in the background and
middle ground and warm
areas are in the foreground.
Check this carefully as it does
make a great difference.
Where you have a large tree,
large house or barn, try
placing a smaller one of the
same kind next to it. This
makes for good composition.
Delineate some details in the
foreground, like larger flowers
rocks, grass, etc. Always work
with your color wheel for
adjusting colors.

Q. Is it better to sketch in
color or in black and white?

A. The colored pencils are
so exciting and hard to resist
when visiting the art supplier.
You can make a black and
white sketch then treat it with
color, using felt tipped pens.
This is the quickest and most
convenient way to capture an
impression of. the subject and
using a minimum amount of
equipment. Make penciled
notations as to colors for a
guide to develop a painting
later in your studio. Some
painters use the lead pencil,
watercolors or oils. Georgia
O’Keeffe set aside her colors
and worked in black and white
for years to determine the true
values from dark to light. Try
it, then go to colors, as she
did.

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Larger Compensation
Allowed By New Law

Approximately 2.3 million
veterans, along with 240,000
surviving spouses and about

.. 83,000 children of deceased

veterans will receive larger
Veterans Administration com-
pensatlon amounts beginning
in November.

The increase and other
improvements in veterans
benefits are the result of a law
signed by President Reagan
October 17.

It provides for an average
11.2 percent increase in VA
compensation rates for service
disabled veterans, and de-
pendency and indemnity com-
pensation rates for surviving
spouses . and children of
veterans.

VA officials said the in-
creased amounts will not be
reflected in the regular Nov.
checks, but will be provided
by means of supplemental
checks to be issued shortly
after the first of the month.
The full amount of the
increase will be included in
the single monthly check,
beginning in December.

The rate boost means an
increase from $54 to $58 per
month for a veteran with a
disability rated at 10 percent.
A veteran with a 50 percent
disability will receive $328 a
month, up from $291, and a
veteran with a 100 percent
disability will receive $1,130 a
month, up from the current
$1,016.

The legislation also in-
creases the annual allowance
made to certain veterans
whose artificial limbs cause
wear on their clothing. It goes
from $274 to $305.

.VA’s  assistance allowance

toward the purchase of a
specially-adapted automobile
or other eligible vehicle by
certain handicapped veterans
was increased by the new
legislation to $4,400 from
$3,800.

VA may now make these
payments to certain veterans
suffering from service-con-
nected ankylosis of one or both
knees when specially-adapted
vehicles are deemed by VA to
be necessary in meeting state
drivers license requirements.

In another area, the legisla-
tion increases to $35,000 the
maximum amount of Service-
men’s Group Life Insurance
and Veterans’ Group Life
Insurance that may be pur-
chased by eligible veterans.

The legislation also permits
VA to guarantee, for the first
time, graduated-payment
home mortgage loans, and it
increases to $32,500 the
assistance the agency may
provide to certain disabled
veterans for adapting their
residences to, for example,
the requirements of wheel-
chair-bound individuals.

VA may furnish a headstone
or marker to commemorate
veterans whose remains have
not been recovered or identi-
fied, were buried at sea, were
donated to science, or were
cremated and the ashes
scattered without burlal of any
portion.

VA officials emphasized
that full details of all changes
in the compensation regula
tions and eligibility require-
ments are available by con-
tacting the nearest VA region-
al office.

Superintendent’s Views

BY JAMES LANIER
Superintendent Haskell ISD

One of the problem curricu-
lum -areas throughout the
educational system of the
nation is composition. This
includes Haskell ISD. Our
TABS results reflect this area
to be our weakest. As a former
language arts teacher, this
deficiency has always grated
on my disposition. All English
and language arts teachers
have been distressed over this
fact. Last summer, Mrs. Pat
Quattlebaum, our Junior and
Senior English teacher de-
cided to take positive action on
this deficiency.

Mrs. Quattlebaum began to
attack the problem by attend-
ing a three week work shop in
Abilene at her own expense of
time and money. The work-
shop was conducted by Dr.
Joyce Carroll, professor at
McMutty, who works with the

-national writing. project. The

project is involved with
‘‘teaching teachers to teach
writing.”’

Most English teachers sim-
ply assign a composition;
students write and turn in
their papers; the teacher
returns the papers with
corrections and a grade. Little
is actually taught, and once
the grades are seen, students
usually deposit their papers in
the wastebasket, The next
composition contains the same
errors. However, the National
Writing Project emphasizes
writing as a ‘‘process’’ rather
than a ‘“‘product’’, and stu-
dents - are taken through the
process step by step.

First, students do pre-writ-
ing. Mrs. Quattlebaum’s stu-
dents write for twenty minutes
every Monday. Sometimes the

students write more during
the week, but, on Monday,
they have a regular writing
time. We may see a film and
write about it, or the teacher
may list some topics on the
board. Mostly, this is a free
writing’ time so students can
practice expressing them-
selves on paper. All work is
kept in a folder and filed in the
room.

During the next step, called
writing, students are given
specific things to look for in
their papers. The students use
colored pencils to circle ‘‘to
be’’ verbs, underline repeated
words and sentences. The
students cross out words like
‘‘very’’ and ‘‘alot’’. This is the
process of self-evaluation, and
there are thirteen techniques
the class will cover during the
year. Through self-evaluation,
students learn to take the
responsibility for their writ-
ing. They see colorfully,
(through the use of their
pencils) that they have re-
peated a word six times, for
example, and on their own, go
to the Thesaurus to find a
synonym. The student always
puts a star beside something
they like so they learn to
recognize their good work, as

.well as their errors.

The class also does group
work during the writing stage.
Students read their papers to
others in their group and,
through peer help, solve
problems they are. having
with their papers.

Next comes the re-writing.
Students rewrite their papers
eliminating the errors they
have identified. This is also a
time for personal conferences
with Mrs. Quattlebaum.

By the time the
teacher gets the finished
paper to grade, it is a fairly
good paper. Mrs.
Quattlebaum can concentrate
on what the student has to say
rather than marking careless
errors. Mrs. Quattlebaum
believes that students today
have good ideas, they simply

Discuss New Program

A public meeting will be
held at the Olney High School
Auditorium in Olney at 9:30

a.m. on December 10 to
discuss the Secretary of
Agricultures preferred soil

and water resources conserva-
tion program which was put
together as a result of the

. Resources Conservation Act

(RCA) of 1977.

The Secretary of Agricul-
ture has invited the public to
comment on the USDA’s
proposed program features,
expanded roles of local and
state government and the
targeting of USDA dollars and
personnel to conserving criti-
cal resource problems.

Results of the comments
received following the March
1980 RCA meetings held
throughout the United States
have been reviewed and
condensed into three basic
plans. These three will be
reviewed for discussion at the
Olney Meeting.

Alternative one calls for
continuing the current trends
in USDA soil and water

conservation programs. These

trends, if continued, would
result -in" lower funding and
further degradation of soil,
water and related resources.
Under alternative two the
USDA would redirect its
programs so that it would
target a larger share of its
assistance to- solving critical
resource problems. Under this
alternative, resource condi-
tions would improve only
slightly from what they are
now. The third alternative, the
Secretary’s preferred pro-
gram, would concentrate more
USDA assistance in areas
where soil erosion and other
problems threaten to reduce
agriculture productive capa-
city and to increase agricul-
ture production costs. Basic
US DA technical and financial
assistance would continue in
all areas.

The program would use
local and state conservation
coordinating boards to identify
critical problem areas, set
proprities, and develop pro-

grams for local and state
action to solve the problems.
Based on the recommendation
from these local and state
boards and national priorities,
more USDA assistance would
be aimed at reducing the most
serious soil erosion and
related problems

Reference copies of the full
RCA program report are
available for review in the Soil
Conservation Service and
ASCS offices and in the
Haskell County Library. Feel
free to stop by and discuss
these issues and review
alternatives with your local
SCS, ASCS and SWCD board
of directors. The future of
conservation programs is at
stake and the review period
runs thru January 15, 1982.
Do not sit back and wait to see
what kind of conservation
programs you are given,
attend the meeting, discuss it
with your neighbors and make
your comments to the Soil
Conservation Service State
Office in Temple,
76503.

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Cotton Deficiency Payments Likely

Cotton farmers will likely
collect 5 to 7 cents a pound
from the government for their
crop this year. The money will
be in the form of deficiency
payments--the difference be-
tween the target price set by
the government and the actual
market price.

If payments are necessary
due to poor market prices,
they will be the first since the
target price program was
established in 1974.

‘““The 1981 target price for
cotton is 70.87 cents a
pound,’’ explains Dr. Carl
Anderson, economist in cotton
marketing with the Texas

SBA To Place
Emphasis On Quality

‘“‘Quality’’ will be the new
watchword  in  directing
Agency loans to:small busi-
ness, the U.S. Small Business
Administration (SBA) an-
nounced today.

“In the past,”” SBA Admini-
strator Michael Cardenas ex-
plained from the Agency’s
headquarters in Washington,
‘““SBA put far too much
emphasis on ‘quantity’ in its
loan programs. The philo-
sophy was, ‘“‘Get the Money
Out”’, regardless of whether
or not the client had a real
chance of succeeding in his or
her small business.

‘“That philosophy resulted
in approval of far too many sad
loans. We cannot permit such
an approach to continue. SBA

. is a business organization, not

a social organization.”’

Phil O’Jibway, = District
Director of Lubbock’s District
Office, said Cardenas already
has relayed the new Agency
philosophy to all field offices.
““Our .numerical goals have
been abolished,”” 0O’Jibway
said. ‘‘Operating plans for our
own SBA office will incor-
porate this new philosophy of
quality over quantity.”’

At the same time, Cardenas
said the Agency will eliminate
a policy of quotas for loan
making. ‘‘That is not to say we
will abandon our help to
women, minorities, the handi-
capped and veterans.

Harvest activity continued
to increase, reports B.B.

Tarps Offer Protection

For Cotton Modules

With winter weather mov-
ing in, tarpaulins offer good
insurance against weather
damage to cotton modules,
says an agricultural engineer
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service

Rain and snow may cause
excessive damage to cotton
modules stored in the field or
gin yard, said Elston K.
Grubaugh, the Extension spe-
cialist. He cautioned that
moisture may penetrate the
module and result in serious
deterioration of lint and seed
quality due to rotting and
heating.

‘‘Since the harvest season
on the Plains is usually

characterized by dry weather,
many modules aren’t covered
with tarps,”’
‘‘Nevertheless,

Grubaugh said.

Snow or rain on unprotected
modules can endanger more
cotton than any given gin can
handle before damage to lint
and seed occurs, the agricul-
tural engineer warned.

Cotton tarps are usually
best suited for protecting
modules, he said. In addition
to protecting the module, a
cotton tarp will permit air
movement and eliminate any
buildup of condensation under
the cover.

““A tarpulin should be at
least twelve feet wide and six
feet longer than the module so
it will still cover the sides and
ends of the module after
shrinkage,”’ Grubaugh said.

some manufacturers are offer-
ing vented weave polypropy-
lene tarps suitable for tarping
modules. When considering
polypropylene tarps, be sure
they are woven, vented types,
not  solid polypropylene
sheets, he suggested.

Tarps are difficult to hold in
place in the windy regions of
West Texas. Bringing the
tarps down over the sides and
ends of a module will help
keep wind from blowing under
the tarp and loosening it,
Grubaugh said. A wire looped
around the module and
through the tarp pins provides
additional ussurance of keep-
ing pins and tarps in place, he
advised.

Securing tarpaulins with
ropes placed under the mo-
dule as it is set on the ground
will also help keep tarps in
place during windy periods,
he said. Only cotton ropes
should be used for securing
tarps, he noted.

‘‘Make sure black poly
twine is not used to tie down
tarps. Serious lint contamina-
tion resulting in lower lint
value can result if poly twine
gets mixed in with seed cotton
prior to ginning,”’ Grubaugh
warned.

Standing water will event-
ually penetrate tarps. Water-
holding depressions can be
eliminated, he said, by placing
the last stripper dump in the
middle of the module builder.
“Doing so permits a firmly
packed, rounded top that can
be protected better with a
tarp.”’

Check the tops of modules
after every rain and snow and
remove all collected water, he
urged.

In considering cotton mo-
dule protection during the
period from harvest to gin-
ning, a producer should
consult his insurance company
for their specific requirements
regarding field or gin yard
storage of modules, the
