be too surprising.
We're not blind to the fact that

our economy is less than booming.
Most people with only slight
intelligence can tell that. At the
present time, the cattle industry is
slightly depressed, which hurts our
area, and farm prices are less than
they could be, which takes away
from an otherwise excellent year for
the area's farmers.

But the way we see it, we still
have a lot more going FOR us in
this area than we have going
AGAINST us. It's the old story
about seeing the glass half full
rather than half empty.

One of our Chamber of Com-
merce speakers some years ago, Zig
Ziglar, used the phrase "You need
to stir what you've got," and that
has always stuck with Ye Editor.

In other words, those of us in
small communities need to take ad-
vantage of the positive things we
have going for us, and make them
work for our benefit.

When we see the news reports
from the Soviet Union that show
people standing in line for hours in
hopes of being able to buy what we
in America would consider the most
basic of necessities, we need to stop
and think "we don't have it so bad."

When we see news reports, like
we have in the past year, about the
Kurdish people who had been forced
from their homes, and their only
possessions were basically the
clothes they had on their backs,
then the fact that our unemploy-
ment is up by one-tenth of one per
cent isn't quite as drastic as it first
seemed.

We may run out of milk or bread
at our house, but just think: all we
have to do us is jump in our Amer-
ican-made car and within a very few
minutes, we'll have the problem
solved, usually without even too
much of a line at the checkout
stand. (That's one of the things we
can "talk up” about our small
towns!)

We thank God that we were born
in a country that has given us the
freedoms that we often take for
granted. Thanks to the anniversary
that our country observed this past
week, we were reminded once again
that these freedoms have not come
cheaply, nor without the loss of
lives.

So--while you're trying to decide
whether or not you should go ahead
and spend all that money on
Christmas, just remember that all
this "noise" is intended to discredit
the incumbent in an election year.

The scenario will be re-inacted
on the eve of the 1996 elections, so
try not to be too surprised--or frus-
trated--when you hear it starting up
again.

COW POKES

By Ace Reid
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‘“Now Jake fer yore second lesson
I’ll show you how to roll with yer falll’’

"Cowpokes" Creator

Asa "Ace"

Asa E. "Ace" Reid, 65, Hill
Country humorist whose "Cow-
pokes" cartoons illustrated cowboy
life, died November 10 at a San An-
tonio hospital from congestive
heart failure.

Reid had been hospitalized most
of the last two months and had suf-
fered a long fight with leukemia and
diabetes.

Reid's self-syndicated cartoons
once appeared in more than 400
newspapers across Texas, the coun-
try and the world. Today, it is es-
timated some 300 newspapers,
mainly rural weeklies, still publish
"Cowpokes."

"Cowpokes" was a regular fea-
ture in the Bovina Blade for a num-
ber of years, being sponsored by the
local bank. He had served as
Bovina's Chamber of Commerce

speaker.

He purposely left off references
to time or specific people to give
his cartoons appeal any time, any
place. Also, he would often recycle
cartoons from past decades to new
customers.

When he wasn't drawing
"Cowpokes," Reid was raising cat-
tle, drilling for oil or campaigning
to save the horned toads. He even
founded a pre-sweated hat business.
"The man who invented sweat," a
magazine once called him.

Reid was bomn at Lelia Lake in
the Panhandle and grew up near

Electra, west of Wichita Falls, dur-
ing the drought-ridden Depression-
era. He would draw after a day in
the fields but didn't develop his craft
until he was serving in the Navy
during World War II.

In the early 1940s, he worked in
oil, ranching and farming but in
1950 he was almost broke. He
turned to cartooning, he once said,
because unlike ranching, he could
do the work in the shade.

He married Madge Parmley in
1950 and moved to Kerrville.

Reid's inspirational, fun outlook
on life made him a popular speaker
across the country.

Among his ventures were setting
up trail drives along the Chisolm
Trail and organizing the Old Cow-
boys of America organization.

Cotton Classifying
Hits New Levels

Classifying the past week as a
busy one for High Plains cotton
people would be an understatement
to say the least. Cotton producers
found themselves going full speed
in an attempt to get the 1991 crop
out of the field. Ag leaders were
also hard pressed to attend many of
the numerous meetings held during
the week.

At press time, it appears that the
High Plains crop will be 70 per
cent harvested by weeks end. An
additional 10-14 days of clear
weather will allow the remainder of
the crop to be harvested. In addi-
tion to the harvesting activities of
area cotton producers, there were
also several meetings of interest to
producers.

One of the biggest events of the
past week was the Texas Farm Bu-
reau's Annual Meeting at the Lub-
bock Memorial Civic Center. Hun-
dreds of area producers found time
to attend the meeting. Also during
the week two separate meetings oc-
curred between area congressmen
and local Ag officials.

On Monday, December 2, U.S.
Senator Charles Stenholm met with
area producers, Ag leaders, and area
Soil Conservation Service person-
nel to look at the question of Con-
servation Compliance. Tuesday
found Congressman Larry Combest
in a meeting with area Ag officials
to discuss some of the important
issues affecting the High Plains.

Among the topics discussed at
the Combest meeting was the ne-
cessity of getting a disaster program
signed and the funds available to
High Plains cotton producers as
quickly as possible.

PCG has been very active in the
effort to get a disaster program im-
plemented that will benefit High
Plains cotton producers. Details of
the regulations USDA will develop
for implementation of the disaster
program are not known at this
time.

It is known that the disaster pro-
vision waiting for the President's
signature includes $995 million in
disaster funds. The money is to be
available immediately to help com-
pensate producers for disaster related
crop losses in either 1990 or 1991.
An additional $755 million in dis-
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cretionary assistance for 1990, 1991
and 1992 crops was also provided
for in the measure.

Eligibility for the program will
be based on provisions of the 1990
Farm Bill. In general, producers
who failed to make 60 per cent of
their established yields (65 per cent
for producers who had Federal Crop
Insurance) will be eligible to re-
ceive payments equal to 65 per cent
of the target price for that commo-
dity. Payments are likely to be
prorated if the initial $995 million
dollars proves insufficient to cover
all claims. Other provisions are
expected to be similar to those con-
tained in previous disaster bills.

In other activities across the
Cotton Belt, the next USDA Crop
Report was scheduled to be released

Wednesday, December 11.
The High and Rolling Plains of

Texas are now the only sizeable
cotton growing regions with cotton
still in the field. As a result, a
much clearer picture of the overall
U.S. crop is expected. Estimates of
production for the High and Rolling
Plains of Texas are also expected to
be the most accurate so far. Har-
vesting and ginning activities in the
region are now beginning to pro-
vide a clear picture of the 1991

Education Is The Key To

International

By James F. Veninga

In thinking about Texas' interna-
tional agenda, it is commonplace to
focus on the need for new markets
to ensure a vibrant, expanding
economy, and on the need to ensure
a skilled work force for this global
thrust.

But we cannot overlook other
dimensions of international leader-
ship, including:

*The ability of Texans to be
strong and articulate advocates for
democracy and free market
economies throughout the world.

*The ability of Texans to offer
knowledge and expertise toward the
resolution of major international
problems that threaten peace and
prosperity.

*The ability of Texans to under-
stand and respect the diverse per-
spectives of other nations as the ba-
sis for international dialogue in
meeting mutual challenges.

From this perspective, global
leadership in the 21st century will
depend upon far more than eco-
nomic acumen and abundant scien-
tific knowledge and technological
skills. The new global leadership
will require deep pockets of know-
ledge and expertise for which Texas
heretofore has not generally been
known.

In its January 1991 report to the
Govemor and the Texas Legislature,
Texas in the 21st Century: The In-
ternational Agenda, the Texas
Committee for the Humanities re-
commended:

*Establishing a Texas Academy
of Foreign Language and Culture to
promote international and foreign
language studies and educational and
cultural exchange programs.

*Increasing international studies
in the public school curriculum and
requiring foreign language study of
all students.

*Establishing a Texas Foreign
Language Scholarship Fund for
university juniors and seniors to
help ensure enough well-qualified
foreign language instructors in the
years ahead.

*Appropriating funds to school
districts for the purchase of new pa-
pers, magazines and journals needed
in the teaching of foreign languages
and cultures and international is-
sues.

*Establishing summer institutes
for elementary and secondary school
teachers to improve expertise in the
teaching of foreign languages and
cultures, international issues and
regional studies.

*Ensuring a strong cross-cul-
tural, international emphasis in all
college and university general edu-
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cation programs.

*Increasing funds for university-
based research in international is-
sues and foreign developments, and
to develop high quality graduate
programs in regional studies in the
state's major research universities.

*Developing traveling photo-
graphic exhibitions on contempo-
rary Texas, with accompanying
print resources in foreign lan-
guages, for touring overseas.

* Appropriating funds for cultural
and educational exchange.

These initiatives will help Texas
develop the educational infrastruc-
ture that is needed in order to
achieve this new international
agenda.

This is the tenth in a series of

To Connect With Mexico

Southwestern Public Service
Company has filed a request for a
"Presidential Permit" that would al-
low an interconnection with the
electric system of the Republic of
Mexico.

The interconnection is part of a
proposal being made to Mexico,
which, if accepted, would result in
an increased market for fuel re-
sources in New Mexico and Texas
for electric generation, numerous
construction jobs and growth for
the border region.

To facilitate the interconnection,
SPS would build and operate two
parallel 345-kilovolt transmission
lines that would extend 208 miles
from the SPS electric system in
New Mexico, crossing the interna-
tional boundary with the Republic
of Mexico,

The permit application was made
to the U.S. Department of Energy
on November 22. Copies are being
furnished to federal and state regula-
tory agencies which regulate SPS
utility service.

The transmission lines would be
part of a much more extensive pro-
posal being made to Comision Fed-
eral de Electricidad (CFE)--Mexico's
national electric utility--to provide
electricity to that country, said SPS
President and Chief Operating Offi-
cer Coyt Webb.

CFE has expressed interest in
the proposal, but is examining
other options as well, Webb said.

As proposed to CFE, a separate
energy development group would
purchase firm power from SPS for
sale to CFE. This group also
would provide financing for much
of the project. SPS subsidiary
Quixx Corporation is one of the
participants in the group.

Mexico is predicting a signifi-
cant growth rate and corresponding
increase in the need for electricity in
its northern region, particularly in
Ciudad Juarez.

"This proposal is consistent
with the philosophy of the pro-
posed Free Trade Agreement be-
tween the U.S. and Mexico," Webb
said. "We believe it will further in-
ternational trade and add to the eco-
nomic vitality of the border regions
of both nations."

New Mexico and Texas would
benefit as well from the economic
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impacts of this proposal. Besides
extensive construction activities on
the lines, operation of SPS's elec-
tric-generating plants in New Mex-
ico and Texas would be increased,
expanding the market for local fuel
resources, added SPS New Mexico
Division Manager Bill Pope.

In addition, the proposed sale
would create increased flexibility on
the SPS system through market di-
versification, allowing the company
to maintain a reliable, low-cost
supply of power for its customers,
Webb said.

As part of the proposal, the en-
ergy development group would
build and finance a major high volt-
age direct current (HVDC) intercon-
nection in Mexico, as well as sev-
eral miles of transmission lines.

The HVDC facility would allow
the interconnection of the Eastern
electrical grid of the United States
with the electrical grid of Mexico.

The proposed SPS transmission
lines would run from SPS's Eddy
County interchange near Artesia,
New Mexico, crossing the interna-
tional boundary, north of Ciudad
Juarez, near the proposed Santa
Teresa crossing. At the interna-
tional boundary, the SPS lines
would connect with the lines and
HVDC facility in Mexico being
proposed by the energy develop-
ment group. :

In order for the proposal to be
considered, and to meet required
deadlines, permitting procedures--
which could take up to 24 months--
are being initiated now, Webb said.

If the proposal is accepted by
CFE, construction of the new SPS
lines would begin in October 1993.
The lines would be energized by
June 1994. :

Insofar as has been determined,
according to the permit request, the
proposed route would not impact
any federally designated wetland,
critical wildlife habitat or historic
site, and would not cross Indian
land. :
Southwestern Public Service
