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This may be our last chance. It’s
time for you to get involved and
forget “‘letting the other guy do it’’,
because that other guy has been a
terrible failure.

Today marks the regular visit of
the Red River Red Cross
Bloodmobile in Haskell.

During the past several visits of
the Bloodmobie, Haskell has fallen
short of the goal of 80 units per
visit.

Red Cross Blood Program

-officials are reluctant to say they
‘will discontinue service to this area

if the goal is not reached, but their

concern is easy to understand.

A typical mobile in Haskell
consists of about six Red Cross
people and a large truck of
equipment. To spend over four
hours driving time and another six
hours at the Bloodmobile and have
a total of 15 or 20 units of blood
donated is not cost effective to say
the least.

Three visits of the Bloodmobile
per year and a total of 80 or 90 units
results in the same cost problem.

ON TO STATE

While the total number of units
used locally varies, the biggest
advantage of being included in the
Red Cross system is the guarantee
to provide for our blood needs.

The guarantee does not consider
the number of units donated in
Haskell, only the number needed.
Our donor: quota is based on a
historical use but the Red Cross will
provide for blood needs in excess of
the quota.

To lose the services of the Red
Cross Bloodmobile would require
that blood be made available from
another source and the only obvious
source is from local people.

The problem with returning to a
local, walking blood bank is that
donors with the correct type blood
may not be available when the need
arises.

With either program, local people
must be willing to donate the blood.

The Red Cross program offers
many  advantages = and.  few
disadvantages.

better results. In an earlier
column we discussed how to

keep the brushes clean and °

store them. If you missed this,
please write and I will send
you a copy.

Q. What is a “blender”
brush?

A. Any good soft brush can
be used for blending. A good
red sable is the best, of
course. If you want a smooth
area, don’t try to a paint it and
smooth it at the time. Instead,
try it with a ‘‘painting’’ brush
(perhaps a bristle or sableine)
and then use a blender to
soften the patterns. Blenders
are never dipped into paint.
Use them dry, and make sure
you keep them immaculately
clean. Many soft brushes
serve as blenders and are
expensive. But if you care
them, they’ll last a lifetime.

Q. How are brushes made?

A. This process is much too
detailed for this column. If you
would like complete informa-
tion, write to M. Grumbacher,
Inc. 460 West 34th St., New
York, N.Y. 10001 and ask for
‘“‘How Brushes are Made”’.

Growing Child, the monthly
child development newsletter,
reports that although a
S5-month-old still frequently
cotrals an object by gathering
it in with both arms and
hands, he is now beginning to
reach for it with one hand.
Once he has grasped it, he will
usually bring his prize to his
mouth for further exploration
of its qualities. Before long he
will be transferring the object
from hand to hand.

A baby learns to grasp and
hold an object quite some time
before he learns to release it
on purpose. At first he
releases the object because his
grasp on the object will relax
gradually, or because his
interest was attracted to
something else. He first learns
to release his grasp on
purpose by throwing the
object-something to look for-

ward to!

While he is learning and
perfecting the skills of reach
and grasp-release, Baby will
use either hand equally well.
He will need lots of practice
with either hand before he is
ready to establish a preferred
hand. You can help give him
this practice by always pre-
senting him with a toy or
object from a point directly in
front of him, so that he can
reach for it easily with either
hand.

This early use of both hands
equally is necessary if Baby is
to establish a complete body
image of himself as a person
with two equal sides to his
body.

WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Agriculture of the State of Texas has
been directed by the Agriculture Code, Chapter 75, Section 75.018, to
promulgate the regulations governing the sale and use of hormone-type
herbicides; and

hearing on November 24, 1981 in said county as provided for in the
Agriculture Code, Chapter 75, Section 75.023; and

WHEREAS, it was ordered by the Commissioners Court that Haskell
County, in its entirety, be regulated under the provisions of the

. ‘Agriculture Code, Chapter 75; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioners Court of Haskell County requested
certain special provisions;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Reagan V. Brown, Commissioner of

Agriculture, State of Texas, by virtue of the authority vested in me by
the Agriculture Code, Chapter 75, do hereby amend Herbicide
Regulation No. 11.1 through 11.10 (dated January 1, 1980), to read as
follows: Persons in Haskell County using hormone-type herbicides are
required to comply with the provisions of the Texas Herbicide Law,
Agriculture Code, Chapter 75, and regulations promulgated thereunder
except that between the period November 1 and May 20, the year
following, no permits or other requirement will be in effect; and
further, that during the period May 20 through November 1, permits
are required for use of hormone-type herbicides; and further, aerial
application is prohibited June 2 through November 1 each year.

Promulgated in the City of Austin this 30th day of December, 1981.

Effective January 1, 1982, to continue until changed by proper hearing in
the Commissioners Court of Haskell County.

Sunday Is Last Chance
For Spring Gobblers

Many Texas hunters are
finding out that using a call to
trick a spring turkey gobbler is
not nearly as difficult as much
of the traditional woods lore
would suggest.

Turkey calling as a hunting
technique is indeed steeped in
tradition. Its practitioners
were tricking spring gobblers
in the east before Texas was a
state.

Hunters in Texas can try
their skill at turkey calling in
121 ocounties April 17-May 2,
and one official of the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment believes the harvest will
be an all-time high, partly a
result of increased calling
skills of the hunters.

“Turkeys can be difficult to
call at times,”” said Don
Wilson, the department’s
turkey program leader, ‘‘but
there are times when a

gobbler is going to come to
your call no matter what.”’

Wilson said calling a spring
gobbler can be easy if a few
basic rules are followed.

“I think ‘the difficulty of
operating a turkey call has
been overrated in the past,”’
Wilson commented. ‘‘Anyone
can operate a call adequately
with just a little instruction
and practice.”’

For beginners, Wilson re-
commends using a simple,

inexpensive slate call, al-
though a variety of hand-held
and mouth-operated calls are
effective.

He also contends that only
one calling technique is
necessary. ‘‘A simple hen
cluck or yelp is all you need,’’
Wilson advised. ‘“You should '
hit three to four yelps, and
allow two to three minutes
between series of yelps.”’

Movement is the other key
to successful calling, Wilson
believes. The hunter should
remain motionless while call-
ing and utilize blinds and/or
camouflaged clothing when-
ever possible.

Scouting the area to be
hunted in advanced can give
the hunter clues as to where
turkeys might be found.
‘““Walk or drive through the
area early in the morning and
stop to listen for turkeys
gobbling. If you hear no
response in a few minutes,
move to another area and
listen again,’”’ Wilson said.

Wilson advised that once a
gobbler is heard, the hunter
should find a place of
concealment nearby without
approaching too close to the
gobbler’s location. “‘It’s also a
good idea to avoid trying to
call a gobbler across a
net-wire fence or  running
creek, because the birds often

refuse to fly to answer a call,”’
he said. :

Once a gobbler appears the
hunter should avoid "any
movement while the bird is
within the line of sight. ‘‘This
is especially true if you’re

hunting with a shotgun,
because the turkey has to
come fairly close,” said
Wilson.

Turkey calls can be pur-
chased at sporting goods
stores, and demonstration
records are available if advice
cannot be obtained from an
experienced caller.

COLLEGE STATION — In-
vesting in small firms whose
outstanding shares seldom
change hands could bring great-
er stock market returns than
investing in the so-called “blue
chips,” says a Texas A&M Uni-
versity finance professor.

“There’s some evidence that

this might be the case, although

when you invest in the smaller
firm you're usually taking more
risk,” said Dr. S. Kerry Cooper
of Texas A&M'’s College of Busi-
ness Administration.

Grain Producers Must
Evaluate Marketing Program

With a new crop year
dawning, Texas farmers face
low grain prices because of a
record U.S. crop last year and
good crops throughout the
world.

‘‘High = interest rates,
strengthening of the dollar
and the worldwide economic

situation also have had
negative effects on grain
prices,”” says Dr. Roland

Smith, economist-in agribusi-
ness and marketing with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, Texas A&M Univer-
sity System.

‘‘“The market concern now is
on how fast corn and sorghum
supplies can be used before
the ‘82 harvest season,”
Smith explains.

How much grain is fed to
livestock will be important this
year, he says, especially since
corn exports are off to a slower
start than in the last two years
even though sorghum exports
are running ahead of last year.
Corn exports are down 26
percent from a year ago while
sorghum shipments are up 22
percent.

Add to this the fact that
forward sales are considerably
behind last year and the
picture for feedgrains in 1982
looks bleak, says the econo-
mist. 2

‘Of course, there is concern
among . livestock producers
about the profitability of
livestock feeding-even at low-
er grain prices,”’ says Smith.
‘““But it appears grain price
levels early this year will be
low enough to encourage more
use.”’ ;

However, Smith does not
expect major increases in
grain use until April-Septem-

ber because of the time it
likely will take to increase the
grain feeding base and grain
consumption.

‘‘Carryover levels of corn
and sorghum probably will
expand sharply in 1982,”’ says
Smith. ‘‘However, we could
see some seasonal price
increases this spring provided
demand follows projected
patterns.”’

But the economist cautions
producers to evaluate in-
creased holding costs against
potential seasonal price in-
creases.

Wheat producers also must
deal with a large world and

domestic crop from last year.-

However, early export projec-
tions for the current year are
up 18 percent at 1.8 billion
bushels.: Nevertheless, wheat
carryover still will rise some
this year due to the record
large 1981 crop.

Wheat prospects will de-
pend greatly on the size of the
‘82 crop in Texas and
elsewhere in the U.S., says
Smith. Texas’ wheat crop was
estimated at 178 million
bushels in a special April
survey, down 3 percent from
1981. The rest of the *U.S.
winter wheat crop will be
surveyed in May. :

Where is the world’s largest
airport hotel? Where is the only
airport resort? Where is the
largest hotel in Texas? Where is
Grapevine, Texas?

The answers to these four ques-
tions are very much related. The
answer to the first three is
‘“‘Grapevine, Texas.” And where
is Grapevine? Well, it is a city of
14,400 located between Dallas and
Fort Worth. The much better
known Dallas/Fort Worth Airport
just happens to be in Grapevine.

And, the world’s largest airport
hotel, only airport resort and
largest hotel in Texas is the
Amfac Hotel and Resort at the
DFW Airport.

Travelers discovering this
unique bit of Grapevine real es-
tate are well rewarded. The
1,450-room Amfac is not only
quantity — it is quality. Sporting
the American Automobile As-
sociation’s (AAA) four diamond
rating, the hotel pampers guests
with luxurious rooms, superior
service, seven restaurants, a
couple of pubs and Whispers for
dancing and cocktails.

Folks in the local area are com-
ing “to the airport” for dinner too.
The seafood buffet on Friday,
Saturday and Sunday nights in
Papayas’ in Amfac’s West Tower
draws a hungry crowd.

$15.95 for adults and $7.50 for
children under 10. Be prepared to
wait 30 minutes or so for seating
on Saturday night. It is well worth
the wait.

The seafood buffet is just one of
the Amfac’s dining highlights.

Others include il Nonno's with its
northern Italian specialties and
singing waiters and waitresses, Le
Cassoulet with country French
cuisine and Sunday brunch at the
Branding Iron.

The resort part of the Amfac,
Bear Creek Golf and Racquet
Center, is located five minutes
away from the hotel (transporta-
tion provided) on the southern
part of the airport property. Two
manicured 18-hole golf courses,
seven Laykold tennis courts

(three indoor) and ten indoor rac-
quetball courts provide a choice
of activities. The first 18-hole
course opened in July 1980 and
was immediately rated among the
top 50 in the U.S. by Golf Digest.
The second course opened in May

If you’re in an accident or
suddenly taken ill, what do
you have in your posession to
guide police, paramedics or
doctors to the fastest and
safest way to help you?

The National Safety Council
has produced an answer to
this problem - the new
““National  Safety Council
Medical Information Card.”’
This wallet-sized card carries
vital medical data on a strip of
microfilm and has a built-in
lens system which allows the
card to be read anywhere. In
an emergency, a rescuer need
only bend the plastic card to
bring the lens and microfilm
together to read the accident
victim’s medical history on the
spot. The Texas Safety Associ-
ation (TSA) will distribute and
market the card in Texas.

TSA President Dean Ward
said a typical card contains
identification information,
medical data (including any
complication conditions), and
a signed authorization from
the card bearer allowing for
treatment and surgery in case
he or she is in an accident and
is unconscious or unable to
sign a release form at the
hospital. It also contains the
organ donor release.

Carriers of the medical
information card are provided
with a set of self-adhesive
stickers that can be placed on
a wallet or a driver’s license.
In an emergency, the stickers
will alert rescuers that the
accident is carrying a card
with vital medical information.
A similar sticker may be
applied to the windshield of
the card bearer’s motor
vehicle.
