Tips To Save Food
During Freezer Failure

Once you learn how to
properly prepare and package
food for frozen storage, your
freezer can be like a faithful
friend. But what happens
when it breaks down or the
power goes out?

First of all, try to find out
how long it will be before your
freezer is working again, says
Dr. Al Wagner, food technol-
ogist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, Texas
A&M University System.

A fully loaded freezer -will
stay cold enough to keep food
frozen - for two days, notes
Wagner, while one half-full
will only keep food cold for a
day. The main thing is to keep
the freezer closed and not to
check the food regularly.

Meats that still contain ice

crystals or that have been kept
at 40 degrees F. or below for
less than two days may Pe
safely refrozen. Some quality
may be lost but the product is
still wholesome, points out
Wagner. However, throw out
foods which have an unusual
or off-odor, and never refreeze
ice cream.

If it looks like the power will
be off for a long time or your
freezer cannot be repaired for
several days, use dry ice. If
dry ice is placed in the freezer
soon after the power goes off,
25 pounds should keep the
temperature below freezing
for two to three days in a
10-cubic-foot half-full freezer
and three to four days if the
freezer is full.

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One of the questions about -
and pertaining to art - is about
choice of frames. Of course, I
am a great believer in each
person selecting the frame of
their choice and without the
pressure from a framer. Many
times at shows I have been
asked to exchange a frame
because it did not harmonize
with draperies, color scheme,
or wall coverings. A frame has
to fulfill a number of require-
ments - it must protect the
painting and separate it from
its ground; it must remain
harmonious and unobstrusive
in color not to interfere with
the picture. A frame is
appropriate when it serves its
purpose of protecting, limit-
ing, and separating so neutral-
ly and quietly that the
spectator is not even conscious
of its task. And yet, it should
be handsome enough so that
when one does look at it, it is
agreeable and supports the
quality of the painting.
Harmony and subtlety are the
aims. of today’s good framers.
Most frame shops are 'staffed
with creative people who are
competent as good craftsmen.
Give your framer a chance to

between over-framing and
under-framing.

gphed a canvas painting
to the. textured side of a
Masonite panel. Now the
weave of the canvas is much
more pronounced and affects
the appearance of the paint-
ing. What did I do wrong?
A. It is very important that
you thoroughly sandpaper the
reverse side of the canvas to a
perfect smoothness. Also it is
important that you sandpaper
the rough side of the Masonite
and apply at least one coat of
varnish or shellac before
attaching the canvas.

Q. What is Montage?

A. A picture or abstraction
made by combining various
readymade elements such as
drawings, paintings or photo-
graphs. These are often cut
into pieces and applied to the
foundation. A good glue is
used such as Elmer’s or I
prefer Acrylic Gel Medium.
The Gel Medium is also used
as the final coat to preserve
the work.

Q. What is meant by value in
the painting process?

A. Degree of lightness or
darkness; artist’s equivalent
of scientists’ term brightness.
When we lower the value, we
mean to darken; to raise the
value is to make lighter.

In Maintaining Good Lawn

White, grub worms. . that
hatch from eggs laid by May
or June beetles will soon be
feeding on roots of bermuda
grass and St. Augustine grass
in home lawns. Once grubs
begin feeding, control meas-
ures should be taken, says an
entomologist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University
System.

Treatment: time varies with
the particular area of the state

and ranges from early July in
South Texas to mid-August in
the Panhandle, notes Dr.
Charles Cole.

White grubs in excessive
numbers can heavily damage
lawns, says Cole. Check for
white grubs by cutting a
square foot section of sod with
a shovel and examining the

roots and soil to a depth of 4
inches.

Computer Uses For Agriculture Producers

Farming and ranching is a
tough ball game, especially in
today’s complex environment.
Making the
isn’t

right decisions

casy, S0 farmers and
ranchers need all the manage-
ment information they can get
their hands on.

Enter the microcomputer.

This home or office-sized
computer can put a wealth of
information al the fingertips of
agricultural producers so that
they can manage their opera-
tions efficiently  and
effectively, says an economist
with the ‘Texas Agricultural
Extension  Service, Texas
A&M University System.

“*Many farmers and
ranchers currently do not have
all the management infor-
mation and decision-making
tools

more

they need, such as
enterprise budgets, -various
production records, market

analyses aids and cash flow
statments, to do the best job in
controlling and  managing
their operations,”’ points out
Dr. James McGrann. **There-
fore, the greatest area of
potential innovation in agri-
culture in the '80s is farm and
ranch management, and the
microcomputer. can be an
important tool in improving
this management.”’

An increasing number of
farmers and ranchers are
turning to computers due to
advancements in hardware
(computer and related equip-
ment) technology and in-
creased availability of agri-
cultural software (instructions
or programs for computers),.
notes the economist. And
more producers will be able to
profitable use microcomputers
in the future.

“With a deductible
investment $6,000 to
$10,000, a producer can put
togather a  fairly complete
management information
system,”” points out McGrann.
“Used effectively, such a
system can’ pay for itself in a

tax
of

few yecars by improving

management decisions. It also

can increase the motivation of

the decision-maker to more
adequaltely evaluate produc-
tion, marketing and financing
alternatives.”’

Of course, with the many
selections of microcomputer
software and hardware now
available, choosing the right
system for a particular farm-
ing or ranching operation can
be a difficult task, says the
economist. So getting a good
handle computer termi-
nology is the first major step.

**Once a producer under-
stands some of the basics
about computers, the first and
most critical consideration is
selecting software,”’ empha-
sizes McGrann. ‘‘Computers
have no use if software is not
available, and software costs
will exceed hardware costs
over the useful life of the
system.”’

The economist recommends
“hands on’’ experience to
give producers a ‘‘feel’’ for
various computer systems and
to become familiar with their
capabilities. Software support,
including  'a - good  user’s
manual and overall dealer
service « is critical to the
general feasibility of the
system.

‘**The Extension Seryice has
conducted workshops on com-
puter applications that have
provided -hands on experience
from many farmers and
ranchers,”’  notes ‘McGrann.
**Such workshops and training
sessions will continue in the
future. These have provided
valuable information to help
producers more effectively use
the computer in managing
their operations.’’

Since the amount of disk
storage is a problem with a
large record system, McGrann
advises producers to allow for
sufficient storage capacity to
meet anticipated needs and to
purchase a system with
storage growth potential.

HELPING THE STUDENT
DRUG ABUSER

The problems of identifying
drug abuse and what to do if
drug involvement is suspected
should be of special interest to
parents and teachers. Early
detection of a drug problem is
vital to preventing serious
damage to the emotional
well-being of the abuser and
those close to him. Drug abuse
_is often a symptom of a deeper
problem. v

- Chronic  abusers  often
exhibit three traits. First, they
have low self-esteem. They
don’t feel good about them-
selves and are dependent on
others for their self-worth.
Second, they lack emotional,
control. They allow negative
feelings to drag them along
and feel chronically miserable.
Third, they have difficulty.
establishing close relation-
ships.

Some common physical
symptoms of student abusers
are: changes in school attend-
ance, discipline and grades;
change in character of home-
work turned in; unusual
flare-ups or outbreaks of
temper; poor physical appear-
ance; secretive behavior re-
garding possessions; wearing
sunglasses at inappropriate
times; long-sleeved shirts
worn constantly to hide needle
.marks; association with known
drug abusers; borrowing
money from students to
purchase drugs; stealing small
items; finding the student in
odd places, such as closets
and storage rooms.
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If you discover a child is
using drugs, calling the police
usually isn’t the answer. You
may be relinquishing respon-
sibility when the child needs
your support the most. ‘Also
remember that some young
people experiment with drugs
in response to peer pressure
without developing a serious
problem, But don’t ignore the
situation. Get outside help
quickly.

Check with your local
mental health and mental
retardation center or family

service center for drug prob-

lems. For problems with
alcohol, Al-Anon Family
Groups are listed in most
telephone directories. i
toll-free number of the Drug
Abuse Prevention Division of
the Texas Department of
Community Affairs if you
don’t know the location of a
drug treatment service in your
area. In addition to directing
you to help in your area they
publish over 200 informative
pamphlets, booklets and
posters suitable for Junior and
High School students and
parents, in addition to highly
technical research on drug
abuse. They also have films
available for free loan to
groups and individuals. You
may write the Drug Abuse
Prevention Division at: P.O.

Booklet Available To ;
Explain Medicare Program

Medicare is a federal health
insurance program available
to anyone 65 or over who is
eligible for social security
benefits, even if the person is
still working; or who is 65 or
over, does not have enough
social security credits, but is
willing to pay for
insurance; or to anyone at any
age who has been on social
security disability payments
for 24 months or who needs
kidney dialysis or a kidney
transplant. :
> Medicare is made up of two
parts: hospital insurance and
medical insurance. The Social
Security Administration has a
pamphlet that describes the
two parts of the program,
what benefits are available,
what is not covered, and the
requirements for participation
in this insurance program. For
your free copy of ‘““A Brief
Explanation of  Medicare,”
send a postcard with your
name and address to the
Consumer Information
Center, Dept. 539K, Pueblo,
Colorado 81009.

The cost of Medicare
hospital insurance is financed
as.part of your contributions to
social security. The insurance
covers up to 90 days of
in-patient care in any partici-
pating hospital during each
benefit period. A benefit

the

period begins when you enter
the hospital, and ends when
you have been out of the
hospital, or any other facility
giving skilled nursing or
physical rehabilitation ser-
vices, for 60 consecutive days.
There is no limit to the
number of benefit periods you
can have.

Under certain conditions,
hospital insurance also covers
an unlimited number of visits
from a home health agency
such as the Visiting Nurse,
and up to 100 days in a skilled

nursing facility--one  that
provides  skilled nursing,
skilled rehabilitation, and

many other related health
services. But hospital insur-
ance does not cover a nursing
home that is primarily resi-
dential.

Medicare medical insurance
helps to pay for doctor’s fees.
Unlike hospital insurance, it
costs $11.00 a month ($12.20
as of July 1982). If you are
receiving social security bene-
fits, you will automatically be
enrolled in the medical insur-
ance at the time you turn 65,
unless you specifically. with-
draw. If youuate eligiblej for
social security when you turn
65 but are still working, or if
you have not worked under
social security long enough to
be eligible, you will have to

apply specifically for the
medical insurance. This is also
true if you have been on
disability payments or live in
Puerto Rico or abroad.

Medical insurance generally
pays 80 percent of the
approved charges for treat-
ment, after you meet the
annual deductible. It also
covers certain necessary med-
ical supplies and therapy. &

Medicare does not cover
routine checkups and tests nor
supplies or services that are
not necessary for diagnosis or
treatment of an injury or
illness. , B

It is wise to check with your
social security office two or
three months before you turn
65 to find out if there is
anything you need to do to
enroll in Medicare. And of
course, they will be happy to
help with any other questions
about social security pro-
grams. F,

Mrs. Salmon 'is with the

Bureau of Dental Health of
the Texas Department of
Health. She said brushing is
necessary to remove dental
plaque. Plaque is a sticky,
colorless film of bacteria
that attaches to teeth and
gums and causes dental
disease in both.

The primary (baby) teeth

. start to come in at about six

to 12 months and flossing
should begin as soon as two
teeth are side by side. By the
age of three, all 20 primary
teeth have usually erupted.
*‘Many parents think pri-
mary teeth are not worth be-
ing concerned about,’’ Mrs.
Salmon said. ‘“That is a mis-
conception. A child's pri-
mary teeth are important for
chewing, speaking, appear-
ance, and most imporantly
for saving space for perma-
nent teeth.”

““A child should never be
put to bed with a bottle con-
taining anything but plain
water. Liquids such as milk,
juices, sodas, and formulas
pool around the new teeth
and cause dental decay to
start,” Mrs. Salmon said.
“This is called nursing bot-
tle mouth.”

If the parents are living in
an area with fluoridated
water, they may want to buy
a concentrated formula tha
can be mixed with the fluor-
idated water, instead of buy-
ing one that is ready to use.

Mrs. Salmon said thumb
sucking is a natural reflex
that may make a child feel
secure and happy. ‘‘Thumb-
sucking should gradually
disappear after the age of
two," she said. If it doesn't,
see your family dentist. But
don't scold the child since
this may cause increased
anxiety."

She said parents may
want toprovide an orthodon-
tic pacifier. ‘Do not buy the
long, firm pacifiers, because
they will influence the shape
of the mouth,” she said.
“Instead, shop around for
the shorter and broader
models."”’
