While the collection of about
96% of the tax levy is certainly a
high percentage, the 4% which was
not collected in 1981 by taxing
jurisdictions in Haskell County
amounts to over $100,000.00. That

Haskell Unemployment Rate Down

The unemployment rate in
Haskell County hit 1.1 percent in
July 1982 according to figures
released today to Capitol News
Service.

That compares to a rate of 2.9
percent in June, the Texas

Employment Commission reported.
Out of a total local labor force of
3,532 persons, the TEC estimates 38
were actively seeking employment in
July.

The manufacturing, mining and
services sectors of the Texas

Haskell Sales Tax
Up 13.5% From 1981

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
Monday sent checks totaling $97.9
million to 967 Texas cities as their
share of the one-percent city sales
tax of August.

*‘So far, these monthly rebates of
local taxes are running nearly 12
percent ahead of last year’s totals,’’
Bullock reported. ‘‘As we predicted
last month, the oil glut has slowed
down the pace of this growth
markedly, especially in the places
that were experiencing oil booms.
But the general state growth rate is
still strong and healthy.”’

Houston received the biggest
share of the one-cent local sales tax
with a check for $20 million, based
on taxable sales of $1.96 billion by
51,166 business outlets. So far in
1982 Houston’s payments are up 14
percent over 1981.

Dallas got $11.1 million, bringing
the total received during 1982 to
$53.6 million.

The City of San Antonio received

a check for $5.3 million, up 5.4
percent from last August’s payment
of $5 million.

The City of Fort Worth and the
City of Austin each received checks
for $3.3 million.

El Paso received a $2.1 million
check based on taxable sales of
$217.5 million by 9,912 business
outlets.

Bullock also forwarded August
rebates to the ' state’s two
Metropolitan Transit Authorities.
The Houston MTA received $22.1
million, bringing the total received
this year to $115.1 million, up
nearly 10 percent over last year. The
San Antonio MTA got a check for
$2.9 million, bringing the 1982 total
to $14.2 million.

The city and MTA sales taxes are
collected along with the state sales
tax by merchants and rebated
monthly to the cities in which they
are collected by the Comptroller.

economy ' continued to show
employment declines in July, while

the picture for construction has

improved, said James Barnes, TEC
labor market analyst.

The release of the statewide
jobless rate of 7.3 percent for July
several weeks .ago sparked a
controversy between Gov. Bill
Clements and TEC Chairman Nolan
Ward.

The Bureau of Labor Statistics
estimates are based on' surveys
conducted monthly by the Bureau
of the Census. Ward’s figures, and
the local TEC estimates, are based
on actual unemployment insurance
claims.

The 7.3 percent July
unemployment rate was down from
the 7.7 percent rate announced for
June, the highest mark in the state
in the last 12 years. “As I
anticipated,”’ Clements said when
the latest rate was released, ‘‘the
strength of the Texas economy has
produced another 30,000 new jobs
for Texans during a time of rising
national unemployment.’’

An estimated 542,400 Texans out
of a total labor force of 7.4 million
were unemployed in July. The
national jobless rate remained
steady at 9.8 percent in July.

The Emergency Response Svstem
makes use of a cordless call button
which is carried or worn by the
client. The button is pressed, in the
event of an emergency, to signal for
help through a device attached to.a
telephone. The call button will send
a signal if it is anywhere within 500
feet of the home telephone unit. The
alarm message is also transmitted
automatically when the client is
unable to  signal after a
preprogrammed period of time.
Upon receipt of an alarm call from a
client, the system assures
appropriate response to provide
assistance to the client in the event
of an emergency.

Since the program is funded
under the Older Americans Act
through the West Central Texas
Council of Governments Aging
Department, the Emergency
Response System home units must
be placed in the homes of frail and
handicapped persons over the age of
60. A questionnaire has been
developed which aids in determining
whether or not the placement of a
unit in' a particular home  is
warranted. This ‘questionnaire
covers factors such as general state
of health, any illnesses or conditions
which may render a person unable
to telephone for help if it is needed,
and  the amount of time the
individual spends alone in his home,

Loosing

Millions To Theft

O

lhe Texas oil industry could
be losing a billion dollars to
crude oil theft every year, plus
another quarter million to oil
ﬁeld equipment theft accord-
ing to Ed Thompson of the
American Oil and Gas Report-
er.

Thompson was one of a
group of oil industry represen-
tatives, Railroad Commission
«officials, Department of Public
Safety officers and others
interested in the oil field theft
problem in Texas which
appeared before the House
Energy Resources Committee
chaired by State Representa-
tive Joe C. Hanna of

__ Breckenridge on Friday, Aug.
\

‘““North Central Texas is
experiencing the problem with
the rest of the state”,
Representative Hanna stated.

The object of the meeting

was to consider the problem of
oil field theft and see if
legislation will be necessary in
the coming 1983 legislative
session to combat the situa-
tion:

Most agreed that oil field
equipment theft has lessened,
but crude oil. or liquid
hydro¢arbon theft is on the
rise. Principal theft appears to
be in two areas: haulers of
Tiquid hydrocarbons, and em-
ployees who are - actively
involved in stealing’ or get
kickbacks through
aiding thieves.

The public does not recog-
nize how serious the problem
is, and many producers are
not even aware they are being
ripped off in some cases. One
‘man said he believed that
85-90% of crude oil theft was

an inside job. Another partici-.

pant of the meeting said he

"believed that 3-18% of Texas

oil was sold illegally.

Problems in both oil and
equipment theft are in prose-
cution. Those in attendance
said that district attorneys and
juries do not understand the
problem and it is hard to
convict someone of theft. The
group agreed - that stiffer
penalties were necessary and
hoped that local district
attorneys would call on the
State Attorney General’s Of-
fice for assistance in convict-
ing thieves.

Representative Hanna said,
‘‘The Energy Resources Com-
mittee will work with the
industry and the Railroad
Commission and be ready to
introduce new laws in the
coming session of the Texas
Legislature to help to deter oil
field theft.’’

““Use extreme caution with
fire of any kind.” He
especially urged people who
work outdoors and sportsmen
to use care whild the threat of
fire is great.

Any wildfire should be
reported immediately to the
nearest authority, the spe-

‘cialist said.

Ragsdale urged county
governments to develop or
update rural fire fighting
plans so wildfires can be
effectively controlled. Equip-
ment should be in order and
easily located.

Also, management of
burned areas should be
planned to insure reestablish-
ment of forage plants. This
should include grazing and
wildlife management and pos-
sibly grass seeding to insure a
ground cover.

‘‘Fire, prescribed for use
under specific conditions and
controlled, can be a useful tool
in land and natural .resource
management,’’ Ragsdale said.
‘“‘But uncontrolled wildfires
can do severe damage and
mar an area for a long time.;”

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More Sait Needed With
Increased Activity

Athletics usually mean pro-
fuse sweating. Watch sodium
and potassium when this
occurs.

During the hot summer,
profuse sweating--particularly
in the athlete, can lead to
deficits of the principle miner-
als, sodium and potassium.

Amounts of these two
minerals in sweat varies from
one person to another by the
amount of exercise, tempera-
ture and humidity. Ranges of
concentration may vary wide-
ly, in fact.

INCREASE SODIUM
INTAKE

An ordinary diet may
furnish from six to 10 grams of
salt (sodium chloride).

However, during periods of
profuse sweating, an intake of
13-15 - grams = of salt is
recommended daily.

A person may increase the
sodium intake by using more
salt at the table and by eating
foods with a high salt content,
such as salted crackers, chips,
nuts, pickles, olives, sauer-
kraut, cheeses and cured
meats.

Increased sodium can lead
to potassium depletion, too, so

Control For Nematodes
Vital For Gardens

Nematodes are small, mi-
croscopic, worm-like animals
that live in the soil and feed on
plant roots. Signs of their
damage include decayed spots
on roots, enlarged root tips,
sparse root systems or galls
(knots or swellings) on roots.

Root knot nematodes which
cause galls on plant roots are
the most damaging. These
pests cause plants to be
stunted and yellow in color
and to often die prematurely.

Nematode control is based
on resistant varieties, soil
fumigation and cultural prac-
tices. Whenever possible, use
resistant ' varieties in nema-
tode-infested soil. Tomato
varieties having resistance to
root knot nematodes include

Jackpot, Big Set, Bonus and
the cherry tomato Small Fry.

Cultural practices that help
reduce losses to nematodes
include rotations with such
nematode-resistant crops as
corn, onions and garlic and
turning the soil and letting it

A cover crop such as cereal
rye grown during winter
months also helps reduce
nematodes. Do not use com-
mon rye grass as it may
become a weed problem. After
the first killing frost, plant
cereal rye (Elbon) in the
garden area previously occu-
pied by cold-susceptible vege-
tables.

Superintendent’s
Views

Superintendent, Haskell ISD

One of the problems for
some , school districts. _ in
planning school budgets is
loss of ADA (average daily
attendance). This is definitely
one of our problems. We had
an ADA of 664 last year in
comparison of 693 the pre-
.vious year. My first thought
was the percent of attendance.
However, upon . checking, I
found the percent was 94.47
which was almost exactly what
it was the previous year. We
then did a quick five year
survey and found our ADA
had dropped from 780 to 664
over this period of time with
only a small change in percent
of attendance.

" What does . this mean
fiscally to a school district?
We lose approximately $1100.
for everv loss of one ADA.
This loss comes from fewer
PU’s (teacher units), loss of

If Vapam is applied during
high temperatures and low
humidity, additional watering
during the first 48-hours
increases the chemical’s ef-
fectiveness and prevents ex-
cessive loss ' to the atmo-
sphere.

Farmer Input Needed
For ’83 Cotton Program

Cotton . farmers have a
chance to guide their own
destiny by offering sug-
gestions for the 1983 Upland
Cotton Program.

Farmer input is needed by
Sept. 14 so that the U.S.
Department of Agriculture can
announce program plans for
the coming year around Nov.

‘““A number of major deci-
sions will be made regarding
next year’s cotton program, so
comments from farmers are
vital,”” said Dr. Carl
Anderson, economist in cotton
marketing with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M Umver51ty
System. ‘‘A major issue is
acreage set-aside.”’

Farmer input. is needed on
the following: mandatory or
voluntary acreage reduction,
paid land diversion, base loan
rate for Strict Low Middling
one-one sixteenth inch cotton
with a 3.5 to 4.9 mike, 1983
target price and the loan rate

- for seed cotton. Comments

should go to Director, Analy-
sis Division. USDA-ASCS,
Room 3741-S, P.O. Box 2415,
Washington, D.C. 20013.

Anderson noted that the
financial implications of a
set-aside program. are far
reaching. ‘‘Producing less
may well mean that farmers
will make more money,”’ he
said. ‘‘Base cotton acreage
would have to be reduced in
the range of 25 percent or
more to be effective in
reducing surplus stocks.’’

The cotton market is cur-
rently in the doldrums and
may remain so another year or
so, noted the economist.
Demand is weak because of
this nation’s high unemploy-
ment and the current deep
recession which is straining
consumer budgets for needs
other than clothing. Mill
usage in the U.S. has dropped
to the lowest level since the
1930 depression.

‘““High interest rates have
also been the enemy of cotton
farmers,’”” Anderson pointed
out. ““They make it expensive
for the cotton trade to hold

large inventories of raw cotton
or manufactured textile goods,
so such inventories have been
reduced. Consequently,
farmers or the government
end up holding cotton which,
then, hangs over the market
and holds down the price.”’
Cotton farmers also are
having to put up with an
undependable export market
and a growing level of
imported manufactured textile
goods, said the economist.
Exports have suffered be-
cause foreign governments
are temperamental in deciding
on cotton production and use.
Furthermore, the strong U.S.
dollar has pushed up the
American price in terms of
most foreign currencies, so
overseas buyers are reluctant
to purchase U.S. cotton. At
the same time, the strong
American dollar has made
foreign textiles a good buy so
that imports are cutting

ﬁ
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deeply into domestic mill
usage, Anderson noted. "
‘““Faced with huge cotton
stocks and other circum-
stances that have weakened:
demand, cotton farmers need:
to be wary of the devastating:
financial effects of a large:
1983 cotton crop,’”’ Anderson:
said. ‘“Without a sizeable _
cutback in the base acreage
for 1983, any price improve=«
ment this season could result
in a big increase in cotton
acreage and production next:
year which would almost.
certainly push pnces well
below production costs.’ Z
Adverse weather has se-
verely reduced cotton acreage
this year so that the crop could
be below use levels. That, said ¢
Anderson, could reduce carry-
over stocks and cause the
USDA to decide against an;
acreage set-aside program,.
which would be a mistake.
