On the first play following the
kick-off, Haskell recovered a
Quanah fumble and scored three
plays later on a two yard run by
Sherman. The TD came :59 seconds
after the first Haskell score. Villa
carried for the two point
conversion.

Quanah fumbled on the kick-off

and Haskell had moved the ball to
the seven yard line when time ran

- out.

The Haskell defense stopped
Quanah throughout the night and at

the end of the third quarter had held .

them to -9 yards total offense. The
bulk of Quanah offensive yardage
came on back to back fourth
quarter plays of 23 and 52 yards.
Indian Toby Villa lead the
Haskell rushing attack with 112

yards. Dou§ Lanier had 36 yards
and Albert Sherman had 25 yards.

Indian James Davis caught the lone

Tribe pass for a 41 yard gain.
Haskell moved the ball to the 16

near the end of the first quarter and

a 26 yard field goal attempt failed.. .

The next Haskell threat came
early in the third quarter when the
Tribe moved the ball to the 9 yard
line only to be stopped on downs.

The Tribe will open District play
this Friday night at 7:30 in
Seymour. All Haskell fans are urged
to attend the game and boost the
Tribe to a victory.

Haskell ISD Receives Good
TEA Accreditation Report

Members of the Texas Education
Agency spent two days evaluating

" Haskell ISD this week and in their

report Tuesday afternoon
announced that the system’s status
as accredited would not change.

During the evalutation, the team

found no violations of accreditation
rules.

Although a written report will be
prepared and mailed to the school
later, the team members, Laverne
Morrison and Mickie Boyvey, spent
about two hours with
Superintendent James Lanier and
Principals Clayton Neal and Bill
Blakley in discussing the evaluation.
Also attending the meeting were
of Region = IX
Education Service Center and Don
Comedy of the Haskell Free Press.

The oral report Tuesday was

divided into three sections:
commendations, concerns, and
violations.

Commendations were listed as the
things which had been seen that
were above and beyond what. is
normally expected.

Concerns were listed simply as
suggestions which are not mandated
which could help provide a better
school.

Violations are areas which violate -

state board policy or state law and
specific steps must be taken to
correct the problem areas. The team
found no violations in their visit.

During the oral report,
commendations out-numbered
concerns by better - than two-to-one
and Mickie Boyvey summed her
feelings of the visit with ‘‘you have a
very good, strong system”’.

The concerns were listed as
suggestions which could possibly
improve the school and most
concerned utilizing existing
personnel in advisory capacities.
The two encouraged the band
director to provide leadership to
elementary school personnel; Janice
Browning to provide reading
'‘program advice to elementary
personnel and P. E. Teacher
Jeannine Comedy to assist in the
Kindergarten P. E. program.

Other concerns included: dating
school board policies; more use of
TEA elementary school frameworks
and carpet or appropriate furniture
for the elementary school library.

The accreditation survey is
conducted every five years by the
TEA and evaluators looked at the
curriculum, number of students per
class, electives, facilities, teacher
certification and confirmation to
state law and TEA guildelines.

Superintendent James Lanier said
following the oral report, ‘“There
were no surprises in the report, we:
know where we need to be going and:
are working in that direction’’.

Baby’s Logic Develops
Throughout Early Years

We have all marvelled at
how a magician can make
objects seem to appear or
disappear in his hand, hat or
pocket.

Our logic tells us that he is
not really creating things out
of thin air, or making them
disappear without a trace,
even though the visual illusion
of such magic is overpower-
ing.

A baby’s logic is not so
well-developed, and she lives
in a world of constantly

changing sights and sounds. -

She tries to make some sense
out of the world, to recognize
stability and order when she
sees it," and to discover rules
for explaining the strange
events that do not fit in with
her fragile new ideas.

Growing Child, the monthly
child development newsletter,
reports that a baby learns that
if something is moving, it is
likely to keep on moving
unless something else makes
it stop. So if a toy falls or rolls
behind an obstruction, she
may not find it at just the place
where it disappeared. She will
learn that an object looks
different from different view-
ing angles, but its true nature
hasn’t really changed,

This concept is called
‘“‘object constancy’’ and learn-
ing it takes time and expe-
rience. It is one of several
stages of mental development
that increase in complexity
throughout Baby’s preschool
and early school years.

At 8 months old, a baby is

still working on simple ideas,
like recognizing familiar ob-
jects and deciding whether

tends to accept changes in
appearance at face value,
without holding out many
long-range expectations. Her
‘“logic’”’ tells her that things
change unless’ they can be
proven to be the same. \

A proving process probably
has to happen for every object
that Baby encounters in her
early months. It happens first
for those objects she sees most
often, or are most important to
her like the faces of her
parents. She sees these faces
at different -angles, in light
and shadow, and with all kinds
of expressions on them.

But there tend to be certain
sounds and behaviors that
always go with them to
confirm that they are the
same. She learns to identify
what parts stay the same to
aid her recognition and what
changes occur but are unim-
portant (at least for recogni-
tion).

When she finds a new
object like a block, she turns it
at different angles and sees it
at different distances. At each
moment, it appears different

to her eyes. But the feel,
sound and other qualities stay
the same.

She learns that if she moves
or the object moves, it may
look different but the dif-
ference is not important
either.

Finally (and this takes a

little longer) if the object is-
ipartly hidden, ‘it will look

different, ‘but that does not
mean that it has disappeared,
or- changed into something

- else.

All of these learnings help a
baby.come to. grips with the
world. She begins to sort
things out. She forms stable
ideas and expectations. Her
picture of concrete reality is
developing steadily, and in not
too many months she will be
ready to take a giant step
forward in gaining control
over' her environment-using
words to label the objects and
experiences she so silently
contemplates today.

Texas A&M engineer
fears chemicals may
affect water quality

COLLEGE STATION —
The quality of some drinking
water is a big question mark,
says a Texas A&M University
environmental engineer.

The average person con-
sumes about half a gallon (two
liters) of water every day from
the kitchen tap, cooked food,
coffee, tea and soft drinks.

But researchers in water
quality aren’t sure what effect,
if any, is caused by minute

. levels of chemicals now being
found - with- regularity-in- the-

nation’s underground water
tables, says Dr. Bill Batchelor
of Texas A&M'’s Civil Engineer-
ing Department.

HASKELL COUNTY, and Texas as a whole, are facing some
difficult times. Recent layoffs in our oilfields and other major
industries and the problems confronting our farmers, ranchers
and older Texans must be addressed without delay.

These major problems, combined with federal budget cuts and
the demands of our growing population, are affecting state
spending and will require careful decision making on the part of
your government leaders.

being reduced daily by 21 bil-

lion gallons more than rainfall .

Chamber Plans Giant Parade

The only NIGHT CHRIST-
MAS PARADE in the nation,
according to national Chamber
of Commerce affiliates, will be
in Haskell, Texas on Saturday,
December 4, beginning at 6:00
p.m.

Theme of the parade will be
“THE MUSIC OF CHRIST-
MAS’’. Wanda Dulaney is
coordinator/director of the
parade, Charles Thornhill is
Christmas program chairman
and Bill Lane is Retail Trade
Committee chairman, for the
Haskell Chamber  of Com-
merce. Parade marshall is
Grace Womack, with nine
deputy marshalls being ap-
pointed to be responsible for
the line-up and start in the
parade routes of all entries in
their respective categories.
They will use walkie-talkies
for communications in as-
sembling and procedure for
the giant parade which is
expected to be about two miles
in length.

Three months before the
parade date, twenty-nine
floats = have already been
signed up for participation,
with others expected to do
likewise as word spreads
about the activity. Among
those already in are eight
service clubs and other orga-
nizations.

Letters have been sent to
twenty nearby towns inviting

to be judges for the Haskell
floats, and seeking their
school’s band to march and
play. David Mooney, Haskell
band director has confirmed
that both the High School
Band Qnd the Junior band will
be a part of this activity.

Hardin Simmons Cowboy
Band and Sheppard Air Force
Band have also been invited.

Riding Clubs with decorated
horses and riders will be
invited.

The THEME FLOAT DIVI-
SION (major category) will
have three components: Com-
mercial, Youth, and Organiza-
tions. Standards are set high
and rules are very strict to
insure a first-class parade.
Both the large trailer and the
vehicle pulling it must be
completely covered in corre-
sponding material to give the
appearance of one very large
unit. Each float is assigned a
specific Christmas carol which
itis to depict. No one carol will
be heard twice in the parade
since even the bands are being
assigned their tunes. Each
float is to be lighted. Music
from tape recorders on board
the float or live music are also
required.

The Parade will be pre-
sented as a pageant with each
float stopping in a spotlight at
each of the S viewing area, one
on each side of the square and
one in front of the Christian
Church. The usual parade
route will be followed and

lighted all the way, but the
musical presentation by the
floats and the bands will only
be-at the five viewing areas.

There IS considerable com-.-
petition, however, among our
service clubs, each deter-
mined to be a winner. We'll
see-when the trophies are
awarded at 8:00 p.m. on the
south side of the courthouse
the night of the parade..
Merchants will compete with
merchants in the commercial
division; kids with kids in the
youth division; age groups
with their own ages in the
decorated Dbicycles; riding
clubs against other riding
clubs.

In almost every Chrlstmas
parade you will see new cars
which automobile dealers like
to display.

Tax advisors are often asked whether it is
better to own a business vehicle in the name of
the company or in the name of the individual

Th deductibility of a business vehicle is not
going’to be determined by who owns:the car. It
will be determined by the business usage, and
upon close examination by the IRS, that usage
will determine the percentage of the business
deduction. It is possible that a vehicle taken as
a deduction on your personal return would be
more of a red flag than it it were listed on a

is used for business and
personal, you will be required to pro-rate ail the
tax benefits appropriately. It should be noted
that all travel to and from “work” is personal
and nondeductible even in company cars.

If you have a 100% business use vehicle, the
actual after-tax cost is determined by your tax
bracket. A 50% bracket taxpayer purchasing a
$20,000 business vehicle would have an after-
tax cost of $8,800 plus one-half of the operating
expenses over a three year period of time. The
current tax laws permit you to write off light-
weight cars or trucks over three years with no
consideration for salvage value, and you're
entitled to an investment credit of six percent
of the purchase price of the vehicle.

A business vehicie may also be leased rather
than purchased. The portion of the lease
payment attributable to business use of the
vehicle will then be deductible.

Instead of depreciating the vehicle and
expensing the actual operating costs, you may
choose to deduct the “standard mileage rate”
of 20¢ a mile for the first 15,000 miles of busines
use each year and 11¢ a mile for each additional
mile. The use of the standard mileage method
does away with the need for keeping detailed
records of expenditures, though it remains
necessary to keep a diary of business mileage
and total mileage. This method is limited to
self-employed individuals or employees who
use only one automobile
