Q. I am trying to paint 
flowers and the containers 
don’t look right. How do I 
draw them?

A. In the beginning artists 
tend to focus their attention on 
getting the two sides 
symmetrical. This is not as 
important as achieving the 
roundness. Anything must be 
drawn with curves—the 
bottoms must be curved and 
the corners must be slightly 
curved—no sharp angles. 
Although you know the bottom 
of a glass or vase is flat, in 
order to create the illusion of 
roundness you have to draw 
the bottom line as a curve. 
Then set the vase down with a 
shadow underneath. The 
container must be in 
proportion to the composition 
of flowers, not too small not 
too large. Keep the container 
simple. Ornate vases are 
beautiful but too often take 
away from the overall effect­
iveness of the painting. The 
flowers are the center of 
interest, not the container. 
Also, keep the background 
simple, it is not the center of 
interest, only the background.

Deficiency payments will be 
made to wheat, barley, and 
oats farmers who participated 
in the 1983 acreage reduction 
programs. Rand said the 
payment checks will be issued 
through local ASCS offices as 
soon as possible after Dec. 9.

Producers participating in 
the acreage reduction 
programs were eligible for 
advance deficiency payments 
at a rate of 32.5 cents for 
wheat, 20 cents for barley, and 
7.5 cents for oats. Final 
deficiency payments will be 
reduced by payments 
advanced to the producer for 
the respective crop. A total of 
$344 million has been paid in 
advance deficiency payments 
for wheat, $27 million for 
barley and almost $2 million 
for oats.

two new loan eligible grades 
would eliminate much of the 
disparity created by the 
current cotton grading 
system. In many cases, a 
judgement call made by 
someone in the government 
classing office is the reason for 
a substantial discount in 
prices received by the cotton 
farmer. The disparity is 
created by the distinction 
made in classifying some 
cotton as below grade.

“ Cotton that is designated 
as below grade is ineligible for 
the loan program, receives a 
lower price and is of little 
benefit to the producer. 
Additionally, the ‘green card’ 
which is the government 
classing office grade, affects 
only the first sale of the 
cotton. After the cotton leaves 
the farmers’ hands, the ‘green 
card’ grade us if no value. 
The implementation of the two 
new loan eligible grades 
would eliminate this discrim­
ination against cotton judged 
below grade by a government 
classing office.”

The Texas Democrat, whose 
congressional district is one of 
the most prolific cotton- 
producing areas of the world, 
closed by saying, “ I realize no 
cotton grading system can 
completely satisfy' all 
concerns, but the use of an 
antiquated grading system 
that so obviously discrimin­
ates between various classes 
of cotton must be changed. 
With the current economic 
problems plaguing the agri­
cultural community, every 
attempt must be made to 
ensure farmers the best 
available commodity price.”

Selecting the "perfect” 
ham for your holiday dinner 
can require some careful label 
reading.

Variations in the moisture 
content, style, cut and brand 
of ham affect its price and the 
quality of the product you put 
on the table, says foods and 
nutrition specialist Dr. 
Dymple Cooksey.

But these variations are 
clearly stated on the label so 
consumers can compare 
features and costs, says

Cooksey, a home economist 
with Texas A&M University 
Agricultural .Extension
Service.

The first choice you have to 
make is between a fully 
cooked or a cook-before-eating 
ham. The two types of hams 
are processed for different 
amounts of time, but both are 
pre-cooked long enough to 
make safe to eat, she notes.

Fully cooked hams offer 
convenience since they can be 
eaten as is, or baked for about

ten minutes per pound. 
Smoked or cured hams require 
further cooking to develop 
desired flavor and tenderness, 
usually 18 to 20 minutes per 
pound for whole hams.

Fully cooked and cook- 
before-eating hams equal 
amounts of moisture at the 
end of processing, but usually 
differ in moisture content by 
the time they are served, says 
the specialist.

Hams that contain no more 
moisture after processing than

before, are labeled “ cured 
smoked,” or “ fully-cooked,” 
with no further qualifying 
statement on the label.

Because cured or smoked 
hams require additional home 
cooking their moisture content 
at serving time is lower than 
fully hams. This means the 
meat will be somewhat denser 
and less juicy.

“ The ‘water added’ state­
ment on fully cooked hams is 
there to call attention to the 
amount, rather than the 
presence of water,“ says

Cooksey.
If more moisture is added to 

a ham than is removed during 
processing the label must 
carry the words, “water 
added.” Even then, the 
weight of the finished product 
cannot exceed the weight of 
the fresh ham by more than 
1-percent.

The choice of a bone-in or 
boneless ham has a great 
affect on yield, notes the home 
economist.

In a semi-boneless ham, 
bone is removed to the joint at 
each end of the ham, leaving 
only the long bone in the 
center. These hams yield four

to five servings to the pound.
Boneless hams may be 

purchased in a wrapper or in a 
can. Wrapped boneless hams 
have about five servings to the 
pound; but canned hams yield 
only four, because the net 
weight will include the con­
gealed juices in which the ham 
was packed.

Shank or butt portion hams 
are often not the good value 
they appear to be because 
they are ham ends with center 
cuts removed. Yields vary, 
says Cooksey, but an estimate 
of two and one half serving per 
pound is usual for shank or 
butt hams with bone.

Firearms are deadly 
weapons, deadly enough to 
kill 19 Texas hunters in 1981 
and 23 in 1982.

Texas hunting accidents 
also result in up to 100 
non-fatal disabling injuries 
each year.

“ With increased fall and 
winter hunting activities at 
hand, it’s appropriate to recall 
the basic rules of hunter 
safety,” reminds Dr. Gary S. 
Nelson, safety engineer with 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System.

Nelson points out that 
although basic hunter safety 
rules may seem elementary

and a matter of common 
sense, the occasional violation 
of these simple rules by 
otherwise safe hunters results 
in both fatalities and injuries.

He lists these basic firearms 
safety rules:

1. Treat every gun with the 
respect due a loaded gun, 
even if you “ know” it’s not 
loaded.

2. Guns carried into a camp 
or home, or put into auto­
mobiles, must always be 
unloaded.

3. Always be sure that the 
barrel and action are clear of 
obstructions before loading.

4. Always carry your gun so 
that you can control the

direction of the muzzle, even if 
you stumble. Keep the 
“ safety” on until you are 
ready to shoot.

5. Always be sure of your 
target and your background 
before putting you finger on 
the trigger.

6. Never point a gun at 
anything you do not intend to 
shoot.

7. Unattended or stored 
guns should always be 
unloaded; guns and ammuni­
tion should be stored safely 
beyond reach of children and 
careless adults.

8. Never climp a tree or 
fence with a loaded gun.

9. Never shoot at a flat, hard

surface or the surface of | 
water.

10. Never mix gunpowder 
with alcohol.

“ Safety costs nothing while 
carelessness can lead to 
devastating results,”
emphasizes Nelson. “ So 
practice safety every day.”

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Jail Terms Become
Mandatory For DWI

Pamphlet Offered On Microwave Oven Use

A minimum jail term is 
mandatory for any person 
convicted two or more times 
for DWI under a stricter Texas 
law effective January 1, 1984.

Colonel Jim Adams, DPS 
director and chairman of the 
task force which recom­
mended tougher DWI legisla­
tion, said the new law should 
close the back door in the 
criminal justice system for 
repeat offenders.

“ Deferred adjudication, 
which allowed repeat violators 
to wipe the slate clean after 
each DWI arrest, will be 
eliminated under this new 
statute,” Adams pointed out. 
“ Even if probation is given, a 
conviction record will be 
established for the offender 
and this record can be used in

subsequent prosecution of any 
additional drunk driving 
charges. Jail time is manda­
tory as a condition of 
probation beginning with the 
second DWI conviction.

The new law provides 
increased penalties for DWI 
convictions. Conviction on 
first offense DWI carries a fine 
of $100 to $2,000 with a jail 
term ranging from 72 hours to 
two years. A second offense 
conviction is punishable by jail 
time ranging from a minimum 
of 15 days up to two years with 
a fine of $300 to $2,000. 
Conviction for third and 
subsequent DWI offenses 
carry a fine of $500 to $2,000 
and confinement in jail for a 
minimum of 30 days to two 
years or in the state

penitentiary for 60 days to five 
years.

Minimum terms of confine­
ment are increased by 60 days 
and fine limits are raised by 
$500 if the DWI offense 
results in serious bodily injury 
to another person. If a drunk 
driver is found to be responsi­
ble for a traffic fatality, the 
law prescribes a mandatory 
term for the violator.

Adams said the revised 
DWI statute will aid in the 
prosecution of drunk drivers.

“ Under the present law, a 
person is only presumed to be 
intoxicated if tests reveal a 
blood alcohol concentration of 
.10 per cent or more,” Adams 
said. “ The new law 
establishes that a driver is 
definitely too drunk to drive at 
the .10 per cent level.

The revised statute also 
contains provisions for auto­
matic 90-day suspension of 
driving privileges for refusal 
to submit to an alcohol 
chemical test. The refusal also 
will be admissible evidence in 
the driver’s trial. The drunk 
driver’s vehicle may be 
confiscated and sold upon the 
fourth DWI conviction.

The DPS director predicted 
that the statute will help deter 
DWI violations and provide 
the means to identify repeat 
offenders.

“ Despite increased DWI 
arrests and enhanced public 
awareness about this problem, 
far too many people still 
believe that there are no 
unfavorable consequences to 
drunk driving,” Adams said. 
“ Texas law enforcement 
agencies do not have enough 
resources to adequately police 
all streets and highways. 
However, when these changes 
in the DWI law take effect, 
drunk drivers who are 
detected can count on being 
punished in a meaningful 
fashion. This should help 
discourage drunk driving,” 
concluded Adams.

Quietly you place the 
meatloaf in the oven, quickly 
you push the starter button, 
and madly you dash for cover. 
If that’s your idea of how you 
have to cook with a microwave 
oven, think again.

The Food and Drug Admin­
istration set safety standards 
for all microwave ovens in 
1971. The standards limit the 
amount of microwave leakage 
over the lifetime of an oven to 
a level far below that which 
would harm anyone. The FDA 

' has also published a pamphlet 
that describes how you are 
protected and how to use 
microwave ovens safely. For

Microwaves are not very 

mysterious or very 
complicated. They are, in fact, 
electromagnetic energy. The

energy particles travel 
through the air in waves just 
like radio waves. These waves 
are reflected by metal but pass 
through glass, paper, and 
ceramic cookware.

In your oven, microwaves 
are produced by a magnetron. 
The waves bounce off the 
metal interior walls until they 
are absorbed by the food. Only 
the outer layers of the food 
actually absorb the micro- 
waves and become heated. 
The inner layers are cooked by 
the conduction of heat from 
the hot outer layers.

For this reason special steps 
are needed when cooking thick 
foods, such as roasts. To 
insure more even cooking, 
turn the roast a couple of 
times while cooking, and then 
let it sit covered with foil for a 
few minutes after removing it 
from the oven. The Depart­
ment of Agriculture has 
always warned consumers 
against eating undercooked

pork, and it’s particularly 
important to make sure that 
pork roasts cooked in a 
microwave reach a uniform 
internal temperature of 170° 
F to rule out the dangers of 
trichinosis.

While undercooked pork 
can be a cause for concern, 
you don’t have to worry about 
the oven itself. All microwave 
ovens sold after 1971 are 
required to pass standard 
safety tests established by the 
FDA.

If you have an older oven, or 
if the hinges, latch, or seal to 
your oven door is defective, 
the booklet, “ Microwave 
Oven Radiation” notes that 
you should contact the oven . 
manufacturer, your state 
health department, or your 
nearest Food and Drug 
Administration office. They 
will test your oven or tell you 
where to go for testing. 
However, be careful if you 
decide to test your oven

yourself. The FDA has found 
that many of the home testing 
devices sold on the market are 
unreliable or inaccurate.

If you follow the manu­
facturer’s instructions for 
recommended operating use 
of a microwave oven, you 
should be able to put away 
your worries and have extra 
time to sit down to a relaxing 
dinner.

Christmas tree lights, glass

“ Young children need close

supervision during the 
holidays to prevent accidents 
like burns, electrocution and 
poisoning,” said Marc 
Hanfling, M.D., a pediatrician 
at Baylor College of Medicine.

He advises parents to take 
some extra time to make their

home safe for young children.
Christmas trees are one of 

the biggest hazards for small 
children. Chewing the cords of 
the twinkling lights can cause 
severe burns on the face and 
mouth, and in some cases 
electrocution. Children who 
try to eat glass ornaments may 
have cuts in their mouth, 
throat and intestinal tract. 
Hanfling said that putting the 
tree in a playpen is a good way 
to keep it out of a child’s 
reach.

“ Scalds are the number one 
cause of burn injuries to young 
children,” said Hanfling. 
“ It’s important to turn pot 
handles away from the stove

and to keep the cords to 
electric skillets and percola­
tors on cabinets where they 
can’t be pulled down by 
inquisitive hands.”

Poisoning is another 
common holiday accident and 
mistletoe is probably the most 
dangerous holiday plant,” 
Hanfling said. Children who 
eat it may have reactions as 
serious as heart failure. 
Poinsettias and holly berries 
are also poisonous, but usually 
cause only upset stomachs.

He advises parents to keep 
the Southeast Texas Poison 
Control Center’s phone 
number (713-654-1701 or 409- 
765-1420) posted at all times.

“ If your child eats any of 
these plants or if you even 
suspect he may have eaten 
them, call the center immedi­
ately, Hanfling said. “ They 
will advise you of danger signs 
to watch for, first aid care you 
can provide, and if the child 
should be taken to an 
emergency room.

“ It’s a good idea year-round 
to have a medication, such as 
Ipecac, which promotes 
vomiting in children who have 
swallowed something
poisonous.”

Another wise safety pre­
caution, he said, is to be sure 
to remind friends and relatives 
who visit during the holidays

to put their medications in a 
safe place. "Medicine should 
be kept out of the reach and 
sight of children,” he said. 
“ Don’t rely on child-proof 
caps to stop kids from getting 
into medicine.”

Hanfling offers these other 
holiday safety tips: Buckle up 
your child and yourself while 
driving long or short 
distances. More auto acci­
dents happen during holidays 
than any other time and more 
accidents happen within five 
miles of home. Turn off 
Christmas tree lights before 
going to bed or leaving home. 
Tree lights can cause holiday 
fires; Purchase toys that

specify the age child for which 
they are considered safe. Be 
certain there are no small 
pieces that could be swallowed

and cause choking; Make sure 
homes you visit are as saf£fqf 
your children as your own 
home.

Toys Should Be Kept 
Within Child’s Reach

Toys should be kept in a 
place that is easy for a child to 
reach. Op\“n shelves are best, 
according to Growing Child, 
the monthly child develop­
ment newsletter.

Toys on an open shelf are 
inviting. A child can reach 
them without help, and can 
put them away (maybe with a 
little help!)

Don’t use a toy chest. It may 
keep the toys out of sight and 
make the room look neat, but 
toys will get jumbled inside, 
parts will get lost, and worst of 
all, there is danger of the lid 
falling on the child’s head or 
hands.

Open toy shelves can be 
used to teach a child many 
things. You and the child can 
decide where each new toy 
will “ belong.” In this way you 
can help a child understand 
categories: blocks go here; 
cars, trains and trucks nearby. 
Balls and outdoor toys go 
here; books and records there. 
Later on, whenever a new toy 
is received, the child can 
figure out its category and 
where it should go. This kind 
of orderly thinking is helpful 
in learning mathematics and 
reading.

To help a child remember 
where each toy goes, you can 
put a picture of it in the right 
place—either directly on the 
shelf or on the wall behind. As 
the child puts toys away, he 
will learn to match the toy to 
its picture. You can use the 
cover illustration if the toy 
came in a box, or take photos 
or make drawings. If you print

the name of the toy near the 
picture, the child will get used 
to the idea that everything has 
a name. All these activities are 
pre-reading skills.

(While you are putting 
pictures of the toy on the 
shelf, flatten out the part of 
the packaging that has the 
manufacturer's name and 
address, the toy name and 
model number. Having this 
information on file will make it 
much easier to order repair 
parts or return merchandise.)

Putting toys away can be a 
learning game. One day you 
could suggest, “ Let’s put 
away all the red toys first,” 
Then, “ Now can you put away 
all the blue toys?” Another 
day, it might be square toys 
first, then round ones. Other 
categories are soft/hard,

heavy/Iight, big/Iittle. These 
variation turn clean-up into a 
form a play while the child 
learns about categories, 
likenesses and differences.

When toys are easy to 
reach, always ready to use, 
and easy to put away, a child 
is learning independence and 
responsibility, and parents 
will be avoiding a lot of 
playtime hassles!

USDA To Sell Corn To 

Drought-Affected Farmers

Deputy Secretary of 
Agriculture Richard E. Lyng 
recently announced an emer­
gency feed assistance 
program to distribute Com­
modity Credit Corporation- 
owned lower grade com to 
livestock producers whose 
feed harvest suffered because 
of drought, hot weather or 
related disaster.

To be eligible to buy corn, 
livestock producers must be 
located in a county designated 
by the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture as a disaster area 
due to drought and must have 
received an emergency 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion loan or be eligible to 
receive one. According to 
Glenn Brzozowski, Haskell
County__is not presently
eligible.

There are approximately 27 
million bushels of U.S. No. 4, 
U.S. No. 5 and Sample grade 
com that will be sold to 
eligible livestock producers. 
The bulk of this corn is located 
in Texas, Iowa, Minnesota, 
Nebraska and Illinois.

The cost to eligible pro­
ducers will be 75 percent of 
the current basic county loan 
rate for the average quality of 
available com in the county 
where the com is stored. 
Producers are responsible for 
transportation costs to move

the com to their farms.
Producers also need to show 

that their feed production is 
inadequate to maintain 
foundation livestock and 
poultry during the remainder 
of the current 90-day feeding 
period, which begins the day a 
farmer applies for assistance.

A signup period will be held 
from Dec. 6 through Dec. 14 at 
couiity offices of USDA’s 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service, which 
also will provide producers a 
list of counties where they 
may choose to pick up their 
grain.

Producers should contact 
ASCS offices for program 
details and applications for 
assistance, beginning Dec. 6. 
At that time, they should 
present authorization of 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion loan eligibility, i f ' 
approved, when making appli­
cation, or provide the county 
ASCS office with production 
evidence necessary to make an 
unofficial eligibility
determination.

Superintendent’s
Views

The sale of crude oil and natural 
gas from Haskell County wells 
made an important contribution to 
the county’s economy in 1982 and 
accounted for $47.2-million of the 
$41.1-billion wellhead value of 
Texas petroleum production last 
year.

In its annual survey of the 
economic impact of oil and gas 
industry operations in the 
significant producing counties of 
Texas, Texas Mid-Continent Oil & 
Gas Association reported that the 
county ranked 148th among Texas’ 
254 counties on the basis of value of 
its marketed petroleum production. 
Such production includes 
condensate and casinghead gas.

The county’s wells produced 1.5- 
million barrels of crude oil, valued 
at $46.4-million, 405.1-million cubic 
feet of natural gas, valued at 
$845,759. Owners of royalty in the 
county received $5.9-million as their 
share of the output, the Association 
noted.

“The figures cited in this survey 
offer graphic evidence of the 
continuing importance of petroleum 
production to nearly every county in 
Texas, a situation which should 
continue indefinitely,” said the 
Association’s chairman, Joe C. 
Walter, Jr., Houston independent 
producer.

“There are a number of 
encouraging signs indicating that 
the oil and gas industry’s protracted 
slowdown in activity is coming to an 
end. A general economic recovery in 
the United States and other 
industrialized countries will increase 
the demand for petroleum products, 
thereby stimulating geophysical and 
drilling activity here and abroad. 
The domestic petroleum industry 
stands ready to drill more wells as 
drilling projects become 
economically feasible,” Walter 
said.

In addion to paying property

taxes to cities, counties, and school 
districts, producers in the county 
supported state government through 
production tax payments estimated 
at $2.2-million, according to the 
Association survey. Crude oil taxes 
amounted to $2.1-million, while 
natural gas levies totalled $63,432.

Based on Texas Employment 
Commission figures, some 92 oil 
and gas industry employees in the 
county received wages of about $2- 
million in 1982.

In the search for new petroleum 
reserves in the county, oil and gas 
producers spent a reported $ 18.4- 
million in the drilling of 142 wells, 
including nine wildcat, or 
exploratory, wells. This effort 
resulted in the completion of 65 oil 
wells, although some $8.1-million 
was lost in the drilling of 77 dry 
holes. As of April 1, 1983, thère 
were 488 producing wells in the 
county; 478 oil and 10 gas.

The Haskell Board of 
Education, on the recommen­
dation of the administration, 
made some changes in this 
year’s school calendar. One of 
the changes voted on was to 
change January 2 to a school 
holiday and resume classes on 
January 3. The fact that this 
date was a national holiday 
was overlooked by the admin-. 
istration (me) at the time I was 
planning this year’s calendar. 
We are in the process of 
planning next year’s calendar 
now. I simply overlooked that 
date last December. With this 
change, we will have final 
semester tests on December 
19 and 20 and dismiss for the 
Christmas holidays on the 
afternoon of the 20. The 
elementary school will have 
their parties on the afternoon 
of the 20. Classes W i l l  resume 
at the regular time on January 
3.

Another change was moving 
the inservice day for teachers 
from Monday, February 13 to 
Monday, February 27. The 
reason for this move was an 
opportunity to provide a better 
inservice program. We will 
spend the day working with

consultants from Region XIV 
and implementing the 
curriculum changes of House 
Bill 246.

We will make up the extra 
holiday at Christmas by 
having regular school on April 
9 which was scheduled as a 
workday. The workday has 
been rescheduled for May 5.

I hope these changes will 
not inconvenience anyone, but 
we felt they were necessary. 
Since school calendars are 
planned almost a year in 
advance, it is sometimes 
difficult to not overlook 
something.

“ While a host or hostess 
probably can’t do much about 
guests who arrive with a ‘let’s 
g *  smashed’ attitude, the 
responsible host and hostess 
can influence most guests to 
drink and drive responsibly,” 
says Debbie Darby, 
community service coordin­
ator of the Hendrick Medical 
Center Care Unit and an 
expert on holiday drinking.

“The holidays provide some 
sort of incentive for even the 
most temperate person to 
drink more than they normally 
do and should,” Darby says. 
“ And it is the hosts or 
hostesses responsibility to 
make sure none of their guests 
drive home drunk.”

Party hosts can help their 
guests to drink more respon­
sibly and with less ill effect by 
planning their parties wisely 
and following some basic 
steps during the party. The 
Care Unit alcoholism treat­
ment staff made the following 
suggestions for the most 
successful party.

Party Planning: Plan to 
offer more than drinks. When 
the focal point of the party is 
liquor, consumption will 
increase. Stir up conversation, 
draw out a talented guest or 
play games, such as video or 
table games.

Serve food. Many hosts and 
hostesses wisely serve a late 
dinner so their guests can 
ingest something substantial 
before leaving the party.

Do drinkers and non­
drinkers a favor by having a 
non-alcoholic beverage
available. While canned soda 
is acceptable, a more festive 
offering, such as punch, might 
draw more attention and 
consumption. Also, punch is 
likely to cost less than soda.

If you are planning on 
having a bartender, pick one 
with whom you are familiar 
and who will make the drinks 
“ light” . The bartender should 
also be a person who is 
assertive enough to deny 
drinks to a partygoer who is on 
the verge of being drunk.

If guests are going to be 
mixing their own, have a 
jigger available. Guests who 
“ eyeball” their drinks usually 
overpour and end up drinking 
more than they’ve planned.

Encourage your guests to 
carpool to the party, 
designating one person as 
driver.

During the Party: If you are 
supplying champagne, do so 
at regular intervals. 
Champagne is absorbed into 
the bloodstream faster than 
any other alcoholic beverage. 
Remember that the body can
