Id Education Practices
hanged Under New Bill

(Editors Note: This is the second
in a series of articles intended to
discuss the impact of recent school
reform legislation on local schools
and taxpayers.)

Funding of the Education Reform
Bill signed into law recently by
Goyernor~White is 'still “uncertain:”
Legislators passed a tax bill to fund
H.B. 72 but much of the data
necessary to compute formulas is
not available.

This lack of data has made it
impossible for local administrators
to calculate how much money will
be received from the State and how
much will need to be generated
locally from ad valorem taxes.

Current indications are that most
small schools in the State will be
faced with major tax increases this
year. Further increases will be
needed in the future if drastic
changes are not made to the bill.

This week we will discuss the
major changes to our educational
system under the new bill. These
changes include changes to both
existing programs and guidelines for
new programs.

Virtually every changed
recommended by the SCOPE was
adopted in the new bill.

H.B. 72 includes a restructured
State Board of Education which will
be appointed and later elected;
competency tests and pay raises for
teachers including a career ladder;
pre-kindergarten classes for
students who need help; smaller
classes for young students; more
control of extracurricular activities;
and a ban on social promotion
which will require graduating
students to pass a test prior to
receiving a diploma.

Teacher competency testing has
struck a tender spot with major
teaching organizations and several
are considering filing law suits.

John Donaldson, Director of
Government Affairs with the Texas
State Teachers Association in
Austin, told the Free Press Friday
that TSTA attorneys are considering
two lines of action.

Virtually all teachers in Texas
now hold lifetime teaching
certificates issued by the Texas
Education Agency and TSTA’s
attorneys believe that the need to
revoke these certificates must be
documented by proving a risk that
cannot be addressed in any other
‘way.

The purpose of the competency
tests is to remove teachers from the
classroom who are not competent.

According to Donaldson,
incompetency was grounds for
firing a teacher prior to the

enactment of H.B. 72. Donaldson
added that TSTA has supported
legislation to require new teachers to
pass a competency test.

One major problem with the
requirements of teacher competency

testing is that the tests have not be
formulated and no one knows
whether or not they will adequately
or fairly test teachers abilities to be
effective in the classroom.

Currently TSTA attorneys are
considering either filing a law suit
attacking the competency testing

‘isstie “orasking” for “an attorney

general’s opinion concerning that
portion of the new law.

The bill also contains provision
for teacher pay rasises and a career
ladder. The pay raises will provide
new teachers with a $4,000.00 per
year increase over the old pay scale
but, experienced teachers will
receive less than $2,000.00.

Under the new bill, all teachers
will receive at least $170.00 per
month raise by there are no
provisions for administrators, aids,
secretaries, bus drivers, custodians,
or lunchroom personnel. If school
districts choose to give any of these
individuals raises, the costs will be
paid locally.

The pre-kindergarten classes will
eventually (probably beginning with
the 1985/86 school year) cause all
schools to hire at least one
additional teacher. This program
must be offered to disadvantaged
four year olds. The program is
mandatory if their are as many as 15
students who qualify but,
attendance is not mandatory so the
program could be offered with only
one or two students attending class.

The small size classes in early

grades will cause some districts to
hire additional personnel. This
determination can not be made until
after all students register each year.
This will place another unknown
factor in budgeting from year to
year as only one or two students
difference (either.more or less) may
“result-in- a district” having to“hire"a
teacher at the last minute or having
a teacher under contract which is

not really needed.
The ban on ‘‘social promotion’’
should result in high school

diplomas having more meaning in
the future, but again, no one knows
exactly what will be required in
order to pass the test. If the exit
level test is so simple that the
majority of beginning ninth graders
can pass it, then the whole purpose
of the program will be useless.

Control of extracurricular
activities is included in the bill but
again, the guidelines for the controls
have not yet been developed so no
one knows what to expect.
According to the bill, it will be
possible for the newly appointed
State Board of Education to adopt
rules which will halt athletic
practice and other such events
during the regular school day.

Elimination of athletics during
the school day was one goal of Perot
and the SCOPE Committee and the
final outcome will probably depend
entirely on who is appointed to the
State Board of Education.

and was taken to Abilene.

Earhart remained in the Abilene
City Jail Monday in lieu of a
$5,000.00 cash bond.

Additional charges may be filed
against the suspect at a later date
according to the U.S. Attorney’s
office in Ft. Worth.

According to Jones, Earhart
allegedly pried open a letter box at
the Haskell Post Office about 1:30
a.m. Tuesday, July 17 and left a
letter demanding $1.5 million or
“‘he would tear the rest of the post
office up’”’. The letter box was
empty at the time he left the letter.

On Wednesday at 3:30 p.m.,
Earhart allegedly returned to the
post office and left another note.
This note demanded $2.5 million.

The notes instructed postal
employees to deliver the money to a
Haskell address, which helped
authorities identify Earhart.

Earhart was released from the
Texas Department of Corrections
six months ago after serving 2%z
years of a four-year sentence for
aggravated assault with a deadly

" weapon. The suspect was convicted

of attacking a Haskell County
deputy sheriff with a machete on

Colors are
usually softer but so heavenly!
One seldom sees a painting of
the dawn—possibly because
too many of us do not want to
get up early, but it is a subject
well worthy of the artist’s
brush. Whether we paint it or
not, a beautiful sunrise sczne
coupled with God’s gift of a
new day makes one glad to be
alive!

Q. What is a siccative?

A. I have written on this
before in Col. #32. However,
some of you perhaps were not
subscribers to the Free Press
at that time. A siccative is a
dryer, such as Japan Dryer,
Cobalt Dryer or Pale Drying
Oil, which may be mixed into
the painting medium or some
painters mix a very small
amount into the paint itself to
cause the paint to dry more
rapidly. It should be used in
all areas, if at all because it
has a tendency to cause
cracking and crazing if paint
with dryer is put over paint
without it. It is perhaps best
not to use it at all unless
absolutely necessary.

about the very basic principles
of art. The three are 1. hue; 2.
value; 3. intensity or chroma;
4. temperature.

1. Hue is the color we see on
the outer edge of the color
wheel. 2. Value is the most
important. It is the scale of
light to dark—white to black.
If you have good values, you
can get by with errors in other
areas and still have a fair
painting. 3. Intensity or
chroma is the degree of
greyness. This is also aerial
perspective and it helps give
you distance. It is achieved by
diminishing the brilliance of
colors as you go back into the
background. This is done by
using the complementary
color and white. I prefer using
complementary colors as they
are cleaner greys than to use
grey from the tube.

HINT: For accumulated
dirt, wipe the painting with a
piece of soft white bread. For
sticky stains, rub with a cut
potato and then wipe with a
cotton swab. For very dirty
paintings, call an expert! M.

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Eating On The Run

. Can Ruin A Budget
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More and more Americans
are eating on the run without
realizing what it costs, says
home economist Bonnie L.
Piernot.

Nearly 35 percent of the
food dollar is now spent in
away-from-home eating
places, with an increasing
amount going to fast food
restaurants, says Piernot, a
specialist with the Texas A&M
University Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

The fast food market—with
33,000 franchise outlets in the
country—is growing at a much
faster rate than the food-at-
home market and is expected
to increase the size of its bite
from the consumer, she adds.

In one recent study, the
United States Department of
Agriculture compared the cost
of selected fast food items

prepared at home. The cost of
a special hamburger, french
fries and a soft drink in this
study cost $1.61 at a franchis-
ed restaurant and 83 cents for
an equivalent meal at home.

ment,’’ says the specialist.

Such fast food favorites as
fried chicken, pizza, cookies,
pies, milk shakes or french
fries prepared from fresh
potatoes were not included in
this study, notes Piernot.

Other studies indicate, how-
ever, that a meal eaten away
from home costs an average
on 2.6 times that of a
comparable meal prepared at
home, she points out.

Pick That Perfect
Watermelon

For some people, picking
the ‘‘perfect”” watermelon is a
fayorite summer rite that
involves thumping and shak-
ing and looking for telltale
signs of what could be inside.

But, judging the quality of a
watermelon is very difficult
unless it’s cut in half or
quartered, says Texas A&M
University Agricultural Exten-
sion Service food and nutrition
specialist Mary K. Sweeten.

In fact, one recent produce
industry study showed that
about forty percent of con-
sumers find melons the most
difficult fruit to judge for
ripeness and freshness, she
adds.

According to Sweeten, there
are a few appearance factors
which may be helpful—but not
totally reliable—in guiding
you to a good, ripe, juicy
watermelon.

The surface of the water-
melon should be relatively
smooth, she says. The rind
should have a slight dullness,
neither shiny nor dull. The
ends of the melon should be

It’s easier, but usually more
expensive to buy a cut melon,
says the specialist. Even then,
you may not get the best
melon for your money unless
you inspect it well. The best
melon has firm, juicy flesh
with good red color, she says.
Look out for white streaks and
whitish seeds since these
indicate immaturity.

Also avoid a melon with dry,
mealy flesh or watery, stringy
flesh, she says. These are
signs of overmaturity or aging
after harvest.

The peak watermelon sea-
son is here so there are plenty
of delicious melons to choose
from at the supermarkets and
produce stands. With prices
low and likely to get lower as
the season progresses, you
may have several chances to
pick the ‘‘perfect’” melon.

The Tax Reform Act of 1984 made several
changes in the area of depreciation or cost
recovery and depreciation related provisions.

The Tax Equity and Fiscal
Responsibility Act of 1982
(TEFRA) makes participation
in abusive tax shelters more
hazardous than ever, with
penalties and interest ap-
proaching S0% when IRS
disallows the claims. °

IRS defines abusive tax
shelters as marketing schemes
that involve artificial transac-
tions with little or no economic
reality, frequently making use
of unrealistic allocations, in-
flated appraisals, or losses
in connection with nonre-
course loans.

Investing in an abusive tax
shelter may be an expensive
proposition when all of the
consequences are considered,

TRADE REQUIRED
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About 75 percent of the
water used in the home is used
in the bathroom. The West
Texas Chamber of Commerce
lists the following ways that
water use can be decreased
and your water bill reduced
without any great sacrifice:

1. Repairing leaky faucets
can result in large water
savings. A slow drip can waste
as much as 170 gallons each
day, or 5,000 gallons per
month. Repairing a faucet
which leaks a small drop can
save you $10.00 or more per
month on your water bill.

2. Your toilets may be
leaking and need repairs and
you may not know it. Add a
few drops of food coloring in
the storage reservoir. If the
colored water moves into the
toilet bowl between flushings,
you will know you have a leak.
Repairing a leaking toilet can
result in a decrease in water
use and a savings of several

dollars a month on your water
bill.

3. Using the toilet as a trash
disposal for facial tissue and
other trash results in many
unnecessary flushes. Each
time you dispose of trash in a
trash basket instead of flush-
ing the commode, you save 5
gallons or more of water.

Three or four unnecessary
flushes per day would result in
a waste of 400 to S00 gallons of
water per month.

4. Bathing in the shower
instead of the bathtub will
reduce water use by S to 10
gallons.

S. Shampooing your: hair
while taking a shower will
require only a little more
water than a normal shower
and save the 10 to 20 gallons
of water normally used in a
separate shampoo.

shaving instead of letting the
faucet run will reduce water
use for these activities by
about half.

7. When brushing your
teeth, turn the water faucet on
only when you need to rinse
your toothbrush, rinse your
mouth or clean the sink rather
than letting the water run
continuously. This will de-
crease water use during this
activity by almost two-thirds
for most folks.

Ten to twelve percent of
in-home water use takes place
in the kitchen.

8. Running water from the
tap until it is cold enough to
drink is probably the easiest
waste habit to break. This can
be done by storing water for

drinking in the refrigerator. If

you have problems remember-
ing, tie a colored ribbon on the
faucet to remind you of the
nice cool water in the
refrigerator.

9. Wait until you have a full
load of dishes before using
you automatic dishwasher.
Not only will you save water,
but you will save expensive
detergent and energy.

10. The washing maching
constitutes from 12 to 14
percent of in-home water use.
Automatic washing machines
use 30 to 60 gallons per load,
so it is important to wash full
loads to obtain maximum
benefits from your water,

energy and detergent.

If you implement a good
water conservation program in
your home but still find your
water consumption is high,
you might have a water leak [
between your meter and the
house. It is easy to check.
Turn off all faucets, indoors
and out, and then check your
water meter. If it continues to
run, you have a leak and need
to have it repaired.

1972, but there were many
problems because the original
guidelines were “mot clear.
Often the labels in garments
gave incomplete, inconsistent
or sometimes inaccurate in-
formation. With the improved
labels, ccasumers should be
able to save money by taking
better care of their clothes.

Consumers will find the new
labels give specific instruc-
tions on machine or hand
washing of garments. If an
article cannot be washed in
hot water, a water tempera-
ture must be recommended.
Bleaching instructions. must
be given if regular bleaching
will damage the garment.

Drying instructions must
state whether the item can be
dried by machine or by some
other method. If machine
drying is recommended, but a
high temperature should not
be used, the label must
suggest the correct tempera-
ture.

If ironing will be necessary,
the label must say so. An
ironing temperature is requir-
ed if regular use of a hot iron
will harm the garment.

When dry cleaning is
recommended, specific in-
structions must be noted if all
solvents cannot be safely
used.
