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Indians Lose By Five 
To Stamford Bulldogs

The Haskell Indians suffered a 

heartbreaking 26-21 loss to the 
Stamford Bulldogs. The loss 
prevents the Haskell Indians from 
going to the playoffs. The Bulldogs 
and the Hamlin Pied Pipers, who 
play this Friday, will represent 6-AA 
in the playoffs.

Even though 47 combined points 
were put on the board, the game was 
a defensive struggle. The Indians 
only managed 202 yards total 
defense, 64 yards rushing and 138 
yards passing. The Bulldogs 
mustered out a little more offense, 
241 total yards, with 119 yards 
rushing and 122 yards passing.

The rain played a big factor in the 
ball game. Although, only a fine 
mist fell during the entire ball game, 
the field was standing in water. This 
caused many miscues and fumbles.

Players from both teams could 
not get good footing and running 
backs from both teams slipped and

fell before they could find daylight.
The Bulldogs scored twice before 

the Indians had time to look up. The 
Indians kicked off to the Bulldogs, 
and on the Bulldog’s first play of 
the ball game, Bulldog quarterback 
Michael Young hooked up with end 
Greg Schoonmaker for a 76-yard 
touchdown pass. The PAT by Lupe 
Moreno was good. The Bulldogs 
were up 7-0 with 11:37 left in the 
first quarter.

The Indians received the kickoff 
and after three plays had to punt. 
Bulldog star running back Timmy 
Deice grabbed the punt on the 28 
yard line and raced 72 yards for a 
touchdown. The PAT was no good.

The Bulldogs now were up 13-0 
with 9:17 left in the first quarter.

The Indians drew within 7 when 
fullback Robert Ivey bulled his way 
in from 7 yards out with 6:46 left in 
the first quarter. The PAT was no 
good.

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FOOTBALL FANS ARE LIKE 
FIREMEN

Several years ago at Firemen’s 
Training School at Texas A&M 
University, I first heard a man from 
the Gulf Coast ask my class a 
simple question. That question has 
lived in my mind for almost ten 
years and is still appropriate.

The question was, “ What kind of 
fire department would your city 
have if every member was just like 
you?”

I thought of the same question 
about two weeks ago when Haskell 
and Hamlin were playing football. 
Rick Craig, publisher of the Hamlin 
Herald, is a close personnal friend 
and I had walked to the far sideline 
to visit and take pictures.

The question came to mind as I 
listened to a hand full of individuals 
in the Haskell stands booine 
officials, and criticizing players and 
coaches. The yelling was not only 
audible, but clearly understandable 
all the way across the field.

The question I asked myself was, 
what kind of reputation would 
Haskell have if all our fans were like 
those few?

For fifteen years I have walked 
the sidelines and taken pictures at 
football games in Haskell and there 
have always been a few people in the 
stands who vocally criticized 
officials, coaches and players yet in

the past few years their numbers 
have increased and their voices get 
louder.

In spite of these few, Haskell 
enjoys a reputation of being good 
sportsmen, on and off the field. 
How long will that reputation last if 
the few voices continue to grow? 
How long will we continue to 
receive compliments from other 
teams for exhibiting good 
sportsmanship on the field if our 
athletes adopt the same attitudes as 
these fans?

I refuse to believe that officials 
intentionally make bad calls or that 
coaches call the wrong play on 
purpose or that high school athletes 
should be able to perform at the 
same levels as professionals.

When you get to the game this 
Friday ask yourself what you can do 
to have a positive influence? Ask 
yourself what you can do to 
promote good sportsmanship and 
encourage each athlete to perform 
to their full capabilities?

If you can’t think of any positive 
influences perhaps you should 
consider taking up ice hockey.

High school football is a game 
and is supposed to teach our athletes 
something useful.

Hopefully, we won’t contribute 
to teaching them how to be bad 
sports as adults.

The Bulldogs scored what would 
be the deciding touchdown when 
Griffin danced in from 35 yards out, 
on a fourth and three play, with 
6:54 left in the ball game.

The Bulldogs tried a pass for the 
PAT, but it fell imcomplete.

A roughing-the-kicker call on the 
Haskell Indians changed the tempo 
of the ball game at the end of the 
third quarter.

The Indians made a heroic 
comeback to try to win the ball 
game. Harris teamed up with 
Rodriquez again on a 16-yard 
touchdown pass play with 2:17 left 
in the ball game. The PAT by Harris 
was good making the score 26-21, 
Bulldogs.

West Texas Utilities Co. 
residential customers are paying 
slightly less than the state average 
for their electricity this fall, 
according to surveys reported by the 
Public Utility Commission of 
Texas.

In September and October, 
WTU’s standard residential rate for 
1,000 kilowatt-hours was $74.74, 
while the state average was over $76, 
the PUC report shows. For 500 
kilowatt-hours, WTU charged $41, 
while the state average was $40.41 in

September and $40.25 in October. 
Average monthly usage for WT‘ 
residental customers was 1,020 
KwH in September 1983 and 701 
KwH in October 1983.

The survey included 19 utilities, 
among which were 10 investor-owne 
companies. Highest rates in the state 
were those of El Paso Electric Co., 
which charged $98.37 for 1,000 
KwH. Lowest rates reported were 
by the Lower Colorado River 
Authority, which charged $53.09 
for 1,000 KwH.

Self-Exam For 
Improving Parenting

Most of us are so busy being 
parents that we rarely have 
the time to reflect on this 
important task, says a Texas 
A&M University Agricultural 
Extension Service home 
economist.

“ Taking ‘time out’ for some 
observation and self-examina­
tion can shed new light on the 
job of parenting and give 
parents another perspective 
on their relationships with 
their children,” says Diane T. 
Welch, a specialist in family 
life education.

One type of parenting 
self-exam takes about a week. 
The first three days are spent 
observing your friends who 
have children near the ages of 
your children, she explains. 
As you observe, check the 
following points:

•How do these parents qct 
toward their children? Is their 
attitude friendly, courteous 
and pleasant? Do they appear 
to enjoy the children and 
approve what they are doing, 
or do they appear critical, 
impatient and nagging?

•How many parents 
request their children to do 
something or stop doing 
something and how many 
habitually order the children 
around?

•How many embarrass 
their children in front of 
others?

•How many expect conduct 
beyond their child’s years, 
such as making a two-year old 
share his toys in order to teach 
him to be generous?

•How often do you see 
parents who show approval 
more often than they correct, 
and who seem to like and 
enjoy their children?

•How many give orders so 
endlessly that a child has to 
develop deafness in self- 
defense? How many punish 
children for disobedience 
when the child fails to know 
which order was important 
enough to follow?

For the next three days of 
the week, observe how you 
and/or your spouse parent

your own children, says 
Welch. Without changing 
anything about the way you 
normally manage your 
children, ask the same 
questions about your 
parenting behavior.

The final day is for thinking 
earnestly about what you 
observed in others, in each 
other and in yourself. Discuss 
whether you are satisfied with 
the way you are bringing up 
your children or whether you 
feel changes are needed in 
this important business, she 
says.

Not all parents will want to 
devote an entire week to this 
self-examination, observes 
Welch. But most can afford 
some time to reflect on their 
parenting skills, she adds.

Study Shows 
Condo Owners 
Want Homes

COLLEGE STATION — 
Owners of apartment-style con­
dominiums are generally less 
satisfied with their housing 
than owners of townhouses 
with yards, but neither are as 
satisfied as people who have 
houses, says a Texas A&M Uni­
versity professor.

In a study for the Texas Real 
Estate Research Center head­
quartered at Texas A&M, Dr. 
James Leigh said apartment- 
style condominium owners 
aren’t as satisfied partly be­
cause they may have wanted to 
buy a house but couldn’t afford 
one.

“More than 60 percent of 
those studied were first-time 
buyers who preferred to pur­
chase a single-family detached 
home on the next round,” said 
Leigh. “In other words, the 
condominiums were serving as 
starter homes, allowing the 
household to build equity.”

that is suitable for the student
to work. It can be any place 
approciate-the dining room 
table if there is room, a desk in 
the bedroom-as long as there 
is space and quiet for the 
student to work.

If the children are young, 
spend study time with them. 
Older students need to be 
working on their own skills, 
but still need the support of 
the parents.

Have books at home on 
school subjects and on other 
subjects. When possible have 
other learning activities such

as games and projects so that 
what is being learned in school' 
can be practiced at home too. ^ 

Look at the work th£>-' 
youngster brings home as well1? 
as at the homework. Thisi^ 
gives parents direct contact - 
into what is being taught scK 
that they can help the students, 
apply it at home. H

Landfill

At a recent meeting of the 
City Council, a decision was 
made to charge commercial 
users of the landfill a fee for 
dumping. These fees are only 
for commercial operations and 
do not include any citizen 
hauling their personal 
garbage, trees, junk or any­
thing to the landfill. The fees 
will be charged for operators 
of demolishing services, tire 
companies, septic tank 
cleaning service, roofing 
companies, building contrac­
tors and any other commercial 
users of the landfill. The fees 
were set at $3.00 for a pickup 
load, $7.00 for a truck load. 
Also small tires are .10 each 
and truck or tractor tires .20 
each. An option to these 
charges is a permit that can be 
purchased for $60.00 (Sixty) 
dollars which is good for one 
year.

As I have mentioned before, 
the landfill operation is very 
expensive. The State and 
Federal governments have 
imposed on us very stiff 
requirements for disposition 
of garbage. In addition, the 
City is in the process of 
burying accumulated trash 
that was dumped before the 
strict regulations were

imposed. Our landfill has been 
in use since 1908.

Sewer Plant
For the past few months, 

the sewer treatment plant has 
been receiving an inordinate 
amount of grease and oil from 
our sewer system. This grease 
is very difficult to do anything 
with other than skim it off and 
bury it. The processing plant 
just cannot handle it.

I would like to caution 
everyone to be careful of what 
they put into the sewer 
system. We feel that most of 
the grease and oil is coming 
from commercial establish­
ments. There is a city 
ordinance that requires grease 
traps on certain establish­
ments. Every effort will be 
made by the City to insure 
these traps are
installed and working
properly. Cleaning the sewer 
lines is very expensive in 
addition to causing stoppages 
that are annoying to the users 
of the system. City employees 
have found bed-sheets, 
diapers, beer cans and many 
other items in the system.

I will be discussing the 
creek project in the next few 
weeks.

We don’t ask any other segment of our economy 
to sell their products for less than what it costs to produce 
them, but current farm policies have done that for three years 
running and still cost U.S. taxpayers six times more last 
year than the average farm program costs throughout the 
entire decade of the ’70s. When our farmers are paid a fair 
price, the rural economy will boom and it will cost taxpayers 
much less.”

Lloyd will fight for a 1985 Farm Bill that will get a handle 
on overproduction and assure our family farmers of at least 
recovering their production costs and give them a chance 
to make a fair profit.

He supports reasonable debt restructuring and a morato­
rium on farm foreclosures by FmHA until fair price and 
production policies can be put into place.

In the Texas Legislature, he fought to grant property tax 
relief to family farmers and ranchers and to deny the relief 
to giant corporations and land speculators. In the U.S. Senate, 
he will continue fighting to eliminate tax breaks that give 
agribusiness conglomerates, “pinstripe farmers” and land 
speculators a competitive advantage over our farmers and 
ranchers who aren’t in a position to “ farm the tax code.”

Lloyd authored the Resolution of the Texas Senate to veto 
a nuclear waste dump in the farmland of the Panhandle.

Lloyd Doggett is the only candidate in this race who has 
ever had a vote against gun control and he will continue 
in the U.S. Senate to oppose gun control.

PHIL GRAMM and two big-city Republicans were the only 
Texas Congressmen this year to support the Dannemeyer 
amendment designed to gut agriculture. In voting for the 
Dannemeyer amendment, Gramm in one stroke voted to:
• Slash agricultural price supports and eliminate deficiency 

payments.
• Reduce federal price support payments and loans to farmers 

by $16 billion (60%) over three years.
• Phase out farm ownership and operating loans by the 

Farmers Home Administration and replace them with loan 
guarantees.

• Eliminate the wool and mohair payment program.
Gramm and a Dallas Republican were the only two 

members of the Texas delegation to oppose, on March 15 
of this year, the Small Business Authorization bill which 
gave the S.B.A. the authority to make disaster loans to Texas 
farmers and ranchers being wiped out by the disastrous, 
ongoing drought.

On Sept. 9, 1982, when he was still calling himself a 
“Democrat,” Gramm voted against allowing farmers to defer 
their FmHA loan payment if they could prove they were 
in trouble due to circumstances beyond their control. Gramm 
was one of only 39 who opposed the bill; 372 voted for 
it!

On June 6 of this year, Gramm voted for an amendment 
to slash the Agricultural Research Service, the Extension 
Service and a variety of other vital* federal/state research 
programs.

Gramm, who has received more money from the nuclear 
power industry than any other Congressman, even voted to 
weaken Texas’ right to veto a nuclear waste dump in the 
farmland of the Panhandle.

Superintendent’s
Views

BY JAMES LANIER 
Superintendent, Haskell ISD

I would like to cover 
contracted services in this 
column. Contracted services 
are things or services we buy 
under contracts. The total of 
projected expenditures under 
contacted services for the year 
is $322,710. Of this total 
$136,450 are in the area of 
instruction. $130,000 of this 
total goes to the Haskell-Knox 
Consortium for the purchase 
of special education services 
which includes the salaries of 
the teachers and paraprofes- 
sionals assigned to our school. 
Also, out of this total we pay 
our part of the administration 
and maintenance and opera­
tion of the consortium. $6,450 
are projected for inservice 
contracts and consultant 
services. $16,025 is projected 
in instruction related services. 
Most of this money will be 
used for our percent of the 
salaries for the school nurse 
and the accreditation assis­
tance we receive from the 
service center. This figure of 
$16,025 also includes our 
contract with the Regional

Service Center for media such 
as films, filmstrips, etc. In the 
area of pupil services, we are 
estimating we will spend 
$18,635. This figure includes 
$6,235 for repair of buses and 
vehicles, $10,700 in co-cur- 
ricular which includes of­
ficials, game workers, extra­
curricular bus drivers, film, 
video tapes, equipment 
repairs, etc. Under admin­
istration, we are projecting 
expenditures of $49,400. This 
basically is our part of the 
Haskell County Appraisal 
District ($35,000) and the 
school fiscal audit required by 
the law. It also includes repair 
of equipment and some other 
services. Under the function of 
plant services, we are pro­
jecting $102,200. This 
expenditure is mainly for 
electricity, gas, telephone, 
water, sewage, and garbage.

The contracted services 
constitutes 16% of the total 
budget. Of course, this figure 
includes salaries for special 
education personnel.

“MUNICIPAL BONDS”
The stated interest rate paid on many 

municipal bonds is generally lower than 
taxable investments. But don’t be fooled by 
this lower interest rate! In the long run you 
will probably get more from the tax-free 
bond.

Important: Figure out what the actual 
after-tax yield is on the taxable investment. 
The result will give you a more accurate 
basis for comparison. And you won’t miss 
out on any of the hidden benefits.

How to do it: Use this simple formula, 
which takes your tax bracket into account for 
a true analysis.

Step 1. Find out your tax bracket.
Step 2. Substract this number from 100.
Step 3. Find out what the interest rate is on 

the municipal bonds that you are thinking of 
investing in.

Step 4. Take this interest rate and divide it 
by the amount from Step 2. The answer tells 
you the amount that a fully taxable 
investment would have to yield in order to 
end up with the same final income as a tax- 
exempt investment.

Example: You are in the 50% tax bracket 
and you are trying to decide which 
investment would be better for you-a tax-free 
municipal bond with an interest rate of 9%- 
or a fully taxable instrument with a 13% 
interest rate.

Using the formula: 100%-50% = 50%; 9% 
+ 50% = 18%

9%. So, the tax-free municipal bond is the 
better choice in this instance.

In all such negotiotions, 
vyith no exceptions, the 
interested parties insist that 
all transactions remain con­
fidential until a decision has 
b'een made to move here.
•' THE INDUSTRIAL

FOUNDATION was organized 
to solicit contributions in the 
$ 7 0 ’s for an industry, with 
the balance of the needed 
funds borrowed from the 
Wank. According to Darold 
Roberson, treasurer, the 
Industrial Foundation has 
current liabilities of $70,000 
secured by a ten thousand foot 
biiilding and five acres of 
land.
XTHE INDUSTRIAL
DEVELOPMENT COM­
MITTEE OF THE HASKELL 
CHAMBER OF COMMERCE 
ijpheaded by Abe Turner and 
rtett only tries to attract new 
industrial prospects via 
inimediate follow up on all 
leads, along with the Indus­
trial Foundation, but also 
ptpvides training for the 
Industrial Teams who are the 
community's sales force to 
interest new industries to

locate here.
This past year, the Chamber 

of Commerce co-hosted a 
seminar to learn the best 
approaches to be used with 
prospects. It was co-sponsored 
by the West Texas Utilities 
Company, Lone Star Gas Co., 
and the Texas Industrial 
Commission. Experts in 
industrial development from 
the three companies were the 
instructors from Ft. Worth, 
Abilene and Austin.

Those who completed the 
course were; Abe Turner, Tom 
Watson, Sue Pate, Darold 
Roberson, Steve Roper, Ben 
McGee, Bud Lane, Dr. Ed 
Harris, Tom and Lois 
Richardson, Hugh and Sandy 
Horton, Ruby Turner, Dr. 
Wm. J. Kemp, Don Comedy, 
Bob and Anita Herren, R.C. 
and Jerrene Couch, J.B. and 
Iva Lee Gipson, Pat Hale, 
Grace Womack and Wanda 
Dulaney.

Prior to a meeting with a 
prospect, an effort is made to 
learn as much as possible 
about them: how many
potential employees, will they 
be hired locally, what is their 
projected contribution to the 
local economy, what space and 
what type structure will they 
need, and the location they 
prefer.

They, in turn, will ask 
questions about local services, 
our population, housing, 
medical facilities, religious 
facilities, hotel/motel/
restaurant accomodations,

services, education, labor, 
transportation, etc.

One prospective industry 
last year said they wanted the 
town to donate them a 
building and the land, that 

i they planned to bring into the 
company three out of town 
employees, at minimum 
wages, that they could forsee 
no expansion to add other 
employees locally. They also 
informed the local committee 
who met with them that they 
were not interested in the 
schools, churches, housing, 
shopping area or community 
spirit. A member from Haskell 
replied, “ You’ve outlined all 
you want us to give you, yet 
you are not interested in our 
town or its people, do not plan 
to use local labor or merchan­
dise.” It is reasonable to 
expect something from a 
town’s investment.

The number of industries 
outside the larger cities are 
few in number and in each 
case many towns will vie for 
each one. We heard of a 
decision that was made by 
Hagger Slacks to open a 
branch factory in Cisco, 
simply because of what a 
waitress in a restaurant said to 
them there. While eating in 
the cafe, they asked her why 
she lived in that particular 
town. She replied, “ I wouldn’t 
live anywhere else in the 
world. I had moved away for 
awhile and couldn’t wait to 
move back. The people here 
are wonderful.” Such a sales 
pitch, such a positive 
testimonial, and she 
influenced an industry to 
decide that’s where they 
wanted to locate.

This points out the impact a 
service station operator, a 
restaurant employee, a clerk 
in a store or anyone else for 
that matter can make on a 
stranger, who will judge 
Haskell by the pride, courtesy, 
assistance that one contact 
gives him.

West Texas Utilities Co. 
and Lone Star Gas Co., 
provide community audits 
which are a very effective tool, 
along with city maps and

brochures provided by the 
Chamber.

The audits contain such 
information as the names,
products, year established and 
total number of such indus­
tries as: Trammel Bit and 
Spur, 1977, horse bits, spurs 
and tack, 20 employees;
Anderson Construction, oil 
field equipment, 8 employees; 
Strickland Bridge 1967
concrete plaster, 7 employees; 
Haskell Free Press 1886 
newspaper 5 employees,
Haskell Custom Processing 
1976 meat processing 4 
employees.

They further point out 
non-manufacturers such as 
West Texas Utilities 39 
employees, electric genera­
tion; Haskell National Bank 30 
employees; Matador Pipeline 
oil service, 25 employees.

Listed also are the three 
schools, 693 enrollment, 53 
teachers. Other large enter­
prises include 10 peace 
officers, County, and with the 
city 35 volunteer firemen, 2 
municipal police. Others with 
large numbers of employees 
are Commodore Savings, 
Haskell Clinic, Haskell 
Hospital, Haskell Nursing 
Center, Rice Springs Care 
Home and the City of Haskell.

Meetings between the 
prospects and the Industrial 
Development Committee of 
the Chamber and Industrial 
Foundation are ususally held 
in Haskell, but out of town 
conferences can also be 
arranged when necessary.

Some cities have developed 
Industrial Parks, which is 
always a consideration here 
also, but thus far all prospects 
have had different ideas about 
where they want to locate: 
some need to be near an 
airport, others want to be on 
the railroad line, some say 
they have to be on a highway, 
with each decision based on 
the type of industry they 
propose.

Gary Vest, supervisor Area 
Development WTU Abilene 
works closely with the Haskell 
Chamber and Industrial 
Foundation in preparing flyers

on Haskell facilities for lease, 
including picture, floor plan 
and a building data sheet. 
These are distributed widely 
by WTU along with informa­
tion on other availabilities in 
other towns in the area, 
included in the packets given 
to prospects through the 
Chamber and Industrial 
Foundation, usually in the 
initial contact.

The Texas Industrial Com-

mission, Austin, has also 
prepared a community data 
profile on Haskell and other 
cities for distribution to 
persons interested in 
establishing, branching out or 
relocating industries.

“ It’s a big team effort, one 
that is constantly in opera- 
tione,” Abe Turner pointed. 
“ We only regret that we 
cannot divulge the information 
each time we work with

prospects, but each one 
emphasizes the confidentiality 
of such negotiations until and 
if they make a decision to 
locate here and at that time 
give permission to announce 
it.”

We appreciate all leads for 
prospective industries and will 
follow through on all of them, 
he added. Turner reported 
that the Chamber is still 
searching for one or more

additional doctors, in co­
operation with Dr. Frank 
Cadenhead, Dr. Joe Thigpen, 
Dr. Wayne Cadenhead and 
Dr. R.C. Colbert, looking for a 
general practictioner who is 
interested in either a group 
practice or a private practice.

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Gas Hydrates 
New Energy Source 
Discovered In Gulf

COLLEGE STATION — 
Texas A&M University ocean­
ographers have reported the 
discovery' of gas hydrates, an 
icelike formation of methane 
and water that some feel could 
be an a lte rn a tiv e  energy 
source, under the ocean floor 
in the Green Canyon area of 
the Gulf of Mexico.

In the current issue of Sci­
ence magazine released this 
week, Drs. James M. Brooks, 
Mahlon C. Kennicutt II, Roger 
R. Fay, R. Sassen and others 
report the occurrence of ther­
mogenic gas hydrates in ocean 
sediments retrieved during 
geochemical surveys in the

northwestern area of the gulf. 
The gases that form these hy­
drates have seeped up from 
much deeper reservoirs, Ken­
nicutt said. The samples, he 
said, are the result of tempera­
ture and pressure under the 
ocean floor. io

The temperature and pres­
sure ranges in the sediments 
where the hydrates were re- 
covered are very close to the, 
stability limit of methane hy-, 
drates, Kennicutt said. Their 
recovery gives scientists the’ 
challenge of discovering what' 
conditions allowed the ex­
istence of this frozen gas at, 
elevated temperatures.
