Construction on the Haskell Memorial Civic Center is rapidly taking shape. The foundation is complete 
and most of the supporting structure is in place.

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Hardly a day goes by that we 
don’t receive several offers to buy a 
syndicated column of some sort. 
Most of them are offered to 
community newspapers because the 
larger papers around the country 
didn’t buy them and small weekly 
and semi-weekly newspapers are the 
last hope of the author.

This week we received a unique 
offer for four regular columns 
written specifically for community 
newspapers in agriculture based 
areas.

COURAGEOUS COGITATOR

There is so much to worry about 
in this world—keeping your health, 
keeping your job, keeping the world 
from being blown apart, keeping 
static cling out of your socks—that 
the time certain people devote to 
feeling abject horror over relatively 
insignificant things astounds me.

A case in point: a recent national 
news report centered on whether 
farm animals whose genetic make­
up is altered to make them bigger or 
grow faster suffer psychological 
cruelty.

Geneticists using advanced 
techniques can now inject genes of 
human growth hormone into animal 
embyros that will produce and 
elephant-sized cow that gives three 
times more milk than a typical 
animal, or a steer that grows to 
maturity in only six months.

Genetic alteration has been going 
on since the dawn of history. We’ve 
always selectively crossed different 
breeds of cows, pigs or horses to 
obtain better livestock. But gene 
splices are like a breeder’s dream 
come true—a chance to speed the 
hybridization work leading to better 
animals that could take hundreds or 
thousands of years with present 
methods.

Of couse there are dangers in 
fiddling with the natural order of 
things. Thinking back to Dr. 
Frankenstein, it’s terrifying to 
contemplate the unintentional 
melding of a body the size of a panel 
truck with the brain of any one of 
several criminally deviant cows or 
pigs I have known personally.

However, I don’t think the 
commentator was as concerned 
about the physical perils as the 
psychological effects of animal 
high-tech hybridization.

He argued that the unfortunate 
results of these experiments would 
be that the hybrid animals would 
lose an essential part of their 
identification with their species; 
their cowhood or pighood, if you 
will. In effect, by manipulating their 
genetic pattern and disrupting their 
sense of oneness with their genetic 
compatriots, we would steal their

birthright to be whatever animal 
they were meant to be.

This stirs some interesting 
thoughts. There may already be 
maladjusted animals running loose 
on our farms, Yorkshires crossed 
with Poland-Chinas or Herefords 
bred to Angus, that are balanced on 
the edge of psychic disintegration, 
ready to explode.

Somehow though, I don’t think 
these animals, whether 500 or 5000 
pounds, are aware of their species- 
hood or lack of it. But in this 
somewhat absurd movement I 
detect a plaintive human whimper. 
For I don’t think it is the animals 
that are losing their identity. I think 
the profound identity loss is by our 
fellow humans inhabiting the 
planet’s cities and suburbs.

After all, the animal which has 
had to adapt the most rapidly to 
new environments and new 
circumstances is not the farm 
animal, but the human animal.

Eighty years ago the vast majority 
of Americans lived on farms, and 
the space of twenty square miles of 
small towns and farmland would 
often envelope a person’s entire 
world. Now, that has changed.

But urban America still retains a 
mystic connection, a sense of lost 
identity to an idealized farm life. 
They don’t particularly want to do 
anything to insure the family farm’s 
survival, but they want to believe 
that there always will be happy, 
hard-working farm families tending 
a few chickens in a country paradise 
that never existed.

This protest against high-tech 
hybridization of animals may be a 
way of protecting their fantasy of 
farm life from the realities of 
modern agriculture. After all, I 
suppose it’s just as hard to imagine 
Grandma down on the farm 
slopping a hog the size of a 47 
Studebaker, as it is to think that she 
owes half a million dollars on 
the place.

This idyllic conception of rural 
life would not be harmful if it was a 
city-dweller’s private tragedy to 
mourn while sitting in the traffic 
fumes. Unfortunately it affects 
farmers. In many ways, it is the 
urbanite’s belief that fresh air and 
nice sunrises are all that farmers 
need to live that disrupts our 
message about the need for positive 
farm reform.

We know it’s a far different world 
on the farm now, filled with much 
harsher realities than what our city 
brethren believe. There have to be 
technical changes to make us more 
productive and economic changes to 
keep us alive.

It’s a new age. If the farmer is to 
survive and the rest of the world to 
eat we’re all going to have to adapt 
to the fact that things have changed 
down on the farm.

Conservation viewpoints Superintendent’s Views
At least 30 local producers 

have made plans for their lazy 
days of summer for 1985. How 
can we tell? By the number of 
fish ordered from the Haskell 
Soil and Water Conservation 
District this fall.

2500 catfish, 400 bass, 500 
sunfish and 100 lbs of fathead 
minnows were properly 
stocked into 40 ponds in the 
past two months. These fish 
will provide many hours of 
entertainment to friends and 
family, along with nice 
changes in summer diets.

The catfish should reach 1 
pound to 1 Vi pounds by fall of

85 which is edible but most 
will not be harvested until 86. 
However if someones 5 year 
old grandson or grand­
daughter catches a 3/4 to 1 
pound fish, 1 believe it will 
probably be fried.

Many ponds in the county 
still have not filled and 
producers are interested in 
putting fish in these tanks. Do 
not hesitate to call the Soil 
Conservation Service if you 
need assistance in stocking 
fish or other matters of 
concern in proper 
management.

Views From  
City Hall

The City Council is 

currently inquiring into the 
feasibility of instituting a new 
automated garbage collection 
system. Bids have been 
requested on this sys+em to 
determine if the City can 
afford it. If the cost of the 
equipment does not require a 
rate increase, then the 
purchase will probably be 
made.

Our current collection 
system consists ot two trucks, 
one of which is almost worn 
out. Four and sometimes five 
men are assigned to operate 
the trucks and pick up the 
garbage. This system is very 
expensive to operate. The fuel 
comsumption is high because 
of the frequent trips to the 
dump. The men are routinely 
going to the doctor for 
treatment of cuts, strained 
backs, etc. It takes the two 
trucks nearly all week to pick 
up the garbage.

Under the proposed 
automated system only one 
man will be assigned. He 
would never have to leave the 
cab of his truck. The diesel 
truck has a larger container, 
therefore, less trips to the 
landfill. In addition to 
purchasing the truck, 
approximatley 760 containers 
would be bought. The larger 
containers are designed to 
service four households. 
Smaller containers would 
service two houses. Also, for 
isolated houses, a small 
rollout container will be 
assigned.

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instituted, no employees will 
be laid off. They will be 
absorbed into other 
departments and thru attrition 
will not be replaced.

This new system should be 
able to pick up every container 
in approximately three days.

This system should alleviate 
the problem of dogs turning 
over barrels. Also no burning 
of garbage would be allowed. 
The user can put anything into 
the containers that will fit. 
This includes leaves and small 
limbs.

The Council will open bids 
on this system on December 
11, 1984. Let’s hope we can 
afford it.

Among the many programs 
and changes mandated by HB 
72 was one concerning tutorial 
services. It dictated that any 
student failing a course or an 
element of a course be 
provided with a tutorial 
program at least twice a week. 
The local board of education 
was provided the option of 
making attendance
compulsory or voluntary. The 
board and administration set 
down in session and 
established a policy. The 
board opted to make tutorial 
optional, we established 
a payscale for tutoring 
teachers, and a method of 
selecting these teachers. 
We, then embarked upon this 
new adventure in education.

The staff involved wondered 
how many and who would 
want these services. Would 
we face an empty classroom? 
Would our students refuse to 
attend? Could we help these 
students in the limited time 
we had established?

After six weeks in the 
program, we have found many 
of our fears unwarranted. We 
have averaged about 25 
students in attendance at each 
session at each campus. The 
students have been prompt. 
They have shown a valid 
interest for self improvement. 
The tutoring teachers have not 
suffered from the fatigue 
figure as gravely as I feared. 
We definitely feel that we 
have helped some students 
that were having some 
problems.

What has been some of the 
problems? One problem has 
been a couple of sessions were 
overcrowded. (We have two 
tutors at each session). 
Another problem has been, in 
some cases, the tutor was 
simply out of their field and 
could not provide the 
expertise. Another problem 
has been the inconvenience to 
parents especially at the 
elementary campus. (We 
don’t provide transportation 
after the session). One of my 
gravest worries proved 
unfounded; the concern of 
social stigma. Out students 
accept the program for what it

is: an attempt to help them 
overcome a hurdle in their 
path to better education and 
meeting the stiffening 
requirements of our local 
school system and HB 72.

As parents and students, 
how can you avail yourself of 
this service? At this time, the 
tutorial programs are meeting 
twice a week at 3:30 p.m. for a 
period of 45 minutes to an 
hour on Tuesday and 
Thursday. We have two 
tutor-teachers in each 
building. We have all faced 
situations in our educational 
growth in which just a little 
extra help - would push us

down the path of 
understanding. Hopefully all 
students who need this^help 
will use it. We are committed 
to improving the education of 
our students. If more students 
desire this type of help, we 
will add additional sessions 
and more tutor-teachers. We 
are committed to the improved 
learning as a school board, 
administration, and teaching 
staff. This is one more method 
provided for the improved 
learning climate for Haskell 
ISD.

they should spend on food, 
clothing, shelter, transporta­
tion and other items, because 
all families are different, says 
family finance expert Nancy L. 
Granovsky.

But financial counselors at 
some of the non-profit 
consumer credit counseling 
services have developed a 
simple, easy to understand 
system called the 25 percent 
budget, says Granovsky, a 
home economist with the 
Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension
Service.

While using this set of 
budget guidelines may not be 
helpful to every family, it does 
provide a benchmark, 
especially for those who are 
not budgeting at all and may 
be experiencing some finan­
cial difficulty, she notes.

To make this budget work, 
you divide your monthly take 
home pay into four equal 
parts. Assign 25 percent for 
housing, 25 percent for food, 
25 percent for monthly loan 
payments and 25 percent for 
everything else, explains 
Granovsky.

Allowing 25 percent1 fo r ' 
housing, including taxes and if > 
possible; utilities, means you 
won’t exceed one week’s take 
home pay for housing costs.

Allow 25 percent for food, 
including groceries, children’s 
lunches, and other meals away 
from home.

Allow 25 percent for 
monthly p a y m e n ts e v e r y ­
thing you are buying: on fime, 1 
such- -as a car, furniture, j 
television, appliances; home i 
improvements or credit card 
charges. \£

The final 25 percent should 
cover everything else like 
savings, insurance, education, 
recreation, contributions, 
child care, personal expenses 
and emergencies.

The percentages in each 
budget category are flexible, 
she points out. For example, 
some families may spend 
30-35 percent on housing. This 
means that each of the other 
parts on the budget will have 
to be reduced.

But no matter how you 
divide up your take-home 
income, says the home 
economist, your expenses will 
have to add up to 100 percent.
If they don’t, you’ll have a 
personal case of deficit 
spending on your hands.

compensate when we’re busy 
or tired, or to keep the 
children distracted or quiet.

But that doesn’t mean we 
need to give up birthday 
cakes, or put carrots in the 
Christmas stockings. In fact, 
some recent research from 
Cornell University shows that 
giving children sweets in 
“ positive contexts,” is not the 
only reason for their attraction 
to sugared foods.

Far more important, 
according to the research 
study, is how often children 
actually eat sweets. And this 
is determined mostly by the 
parents’ own comsumption of 
sweets, and how much 
television the family watches.

What and how parents eat 
has a powerful effect on 
children. Children learn to be 
sweet-eaters from their 
parents, just as they learn 
many other food preferences, 
such as liking meat or 
disliking vegetables.

The researchers also

suggest that children who 
watch more television tend to 
eat sweet foods more often 
because they are bombarded 
with commercials for highly 
sweetened foods, especially 
during Saturday morning 
cartoons. Because they watch 
at least some of the shows 
their children see, parents 
may become more familiar 
with the foods advertised and 
more receptive toward eating 
the foods themselves and 
serving them to their children.

So if you really want to 
change some of the sweet­
eating habits of your young 
children, you will probably 
need to cut back yourself. You 
may also need to talk with 
them about the differences in 
the variety of foods we eat for 
good health in “ real life” and 
what they see in the make- 
believe world of television.

The people who helped 
shape Texas were as varied 
and as colorful as the
wildflowers that sweep the 
state. Take, for example. Belle 
Boyd, the beautiful
Confederate spy who used her 
feminine wiles to lure
information from Union 
soldiers. Or how about
"Choctaw Bill” Robinson, a
Baptist minister who came to 
Texas in 1848 and preached 
with a gun beside his Bible 
until his death at the age to 89.

These figures and many 
others are brought to life in a 
new book published by the 
Texas Historical Commission 
entitled Shadows on the Land, 
an Anthology of Texas 
Historical Marker Stories. The 
book is a compilation of more 
than 50 stories written from 
research information available 
through the THC's Marker 
Department.

The stories first appeared in 
the newspapers across the 
state, where they generated 
widespread interest in the 
state’s historical marker 
program. Each story includes 
the location of the historical 
marker discussed, and 14 
photographs illustrate the 
tales.

Chicken Pox Virus 
Can Cause Shingles

When your childhood case 
of chicken pox ended, you 
were probably glad to hear 
you would never get it again.

You won’t, but the herpes 
zoster virus that caused 
chicken pox remains in the 
body and can strike years later 
in the form of a disease called 
shingles, says the Texas 
Medical Association. (This 
virus is different from genital 
herpes.)

A typical case of shingles 
begins after age 50 with four 
or five days of fever and 
sometimes chills and an upset 
stomach. A rash resembling

area-often the chest or back- 
and on only one side.

The rash turns into small 
blisters that usually begin to 
dry out and crust over after 
five days. A funny feeling or 
sharp pain can precede the 
rash, but pain more often 
occurs during or after the 
rash.

Normally, the pain will 
gradually go away as the rash 
disappears, and recovery 
follows. But this is not always 
the case.

Older people can experience 
pain for months or even years 
after the rash clears up. The 
rash can involve almost any 
part of the body and can lead 
to blindness if it occurs near 
the eyes and is left untreated.

The virus that causes 
shingles remains dormant in 
the body because the virus is 
never totally eliminated after a 
person recovers from chicken 
pox. Instead, the virus re­
treats to nerve cells next to the 
spinal cord. There, the virus is 
held at bay by the body’s 
immune system.

But sometimes the virus 
gains the upper hand, and 
infection occurs again, this 
time as shingles. Generally 
the infection is restricted to 
the group of nerves containing 
the virus and to the skin 
served by those nerves. The 
result is pain and a rash.

Most cases of shingles clear 
up naturally, but serious cases 
may require drugs such cr 
amitriptyling, carbamazepine, 
interferon, or acyclovir to 
control the symptoms.

Estimates are that up to L. 
of all people who reach 1 
have suffered a case 
shingles. Fortunately, only 
about one-tenth of a percent 
have a second attack by that 
age. Shingles can occur at any 
age.

A&M educators 
develop stress tests 
for adolescents
The “carefree days of youth” 
that adults like to remember 
are for many teenagers filled 
with anxiety and pressures, say 
two Texas A&M University ed­
ucators who have developed 
one of the first stress tests de­
signed especially for adoles­
cents.

Increased pressure to go to 
college, to grow up earlier and 
to succeed have all placed more 
stress on teenagers than ever 
before and some measures 
must be taken to help make 
youths aware of this stress, 
contend Drs. Sue Beall and 
Gayle Schmidt, both associate 
professors of health and physi­
cal education, who developed 
the Youth Adaptation Rating 
Scale.

Government statistics show 
that suicide is the third leading 
cause of death among 15- to 24- 
year-olds behind motor vehicle 
accidents and other accidents.

With the help of several hun­
dred adolescents, Schmidt and 
Beall have identified  and 
categorized by degree of sever­
ity 59 events that place stress 
on the lives of teenagers.

The researchers said they 
would like to make the test 
available to teachers to use 
with their students so that the 
issue of stress management can 
be brought up and discussed in 
the classroom.

The American College of 

Physicians (ACP) advocates 
the passage of legislation that 
makes seat belt use 
mandatory in all motor 
vehicles, the national medical 
society announced in a 
recently released position 
paper.

The statement-part of a 
series of studies of various 
health promotion and disease 
prevention activities-also 
examines the physician’s role

in supporting seat belt use. 
Physicians should encourage 
patients through counseling 
and by example to wear seat 
belts, says the ACP, and 
medicine should be involved 
in researching reasons for the 
low frequency of seat belt use 
and the motivations for 
wearing seat belts.

'Automobile-related injuries 
are the greatest single cause 
of death and disability among 
young adults and children, the

Cotton Harvesting

Receipts were heavy this 
week. Quality of cotton 
classed was similar to last 
week. Predominant qualities 
of cotton classed this week 
were; Grade 41, 34 percent; 
grade 32, 21 percent; grade 
52, 15 percent, and grades 41 
and 31 with about 10 percent 
each. Around 19 percent was 
reduced in grade because of 
Bark. Staple 31 was 11 
percent, staple 32, 33 and 34 
had around 18 percent each 
and staple 30 with 11 percent 
represent the predominate 
lengths. Micronaire readings 
were very good, with 90 
percent in the premium range, 
and ten percent falling below 
3.5. Average strength was 25 
grams per tex which is 
considered good.

College reports, adding that 
the risk can be reduced 
substantially (50% to 60%) if 
seat belts are used. Although 
some claims of negative 
effects from seat belt use are 
made, these effects are minor 
in comparision to the risks 
involved in neglecting to wear 
them.

The College cites two 
primary ways of motivating 
people to buckle up: by
making it the law to do so and 
by teaching them-through 
media campaigns, television 
advertisements and the like- 
the importance of using seat 
belts.

Studies of existing 
mandatory systems show that 
they not only induce many 
more people to wear seat 
belts, they bring about 
marked reductions in 
automobile-related deaths and 
injuries and reduce the cost of 
health care. For example in 
Victoria, Australia (one of the 
first countries to decree and 
enforce the wearing of seat 
belts), the compliance rate is 
about 75% and road fatalities 
have been reduced by 20% in 
urban areas, 10% in rural.

“ There is no doubt that the 
use of seat belts can save 
many lives and prevent 
serious injuries,” claims the 
College-but despite the seat 
belt’s effectiveness and low 
risk, few people are willing to 
use it. (According to the ACP, 
even the most generous study 
estimates that only 10% to 
15% of drivers and 
passengers wear seat belts.)

The reasons for this are not 
fully clear, but “ medicine can 
and should play an active role 
in discovering the reasons for 
low use and the motivation for 
increased use as well as 
attempting to increase the use 
of seat belts,” the statement 
says. .

The ACP supports all efforts 
of public education and the 
establishment of laws 
requiring seat belt use in

order to lower the toll of 
automobile-related deaths and 
injuries. To protect those who 
still will not wear seat belts, 
the College recommends 
“ that mandatory passive 
restraints be instituted with all 
possible speed.”

Copies of the complete 
position paper on seat belt use 
are available from the ACP.

What kind of gun is legal for 
deer hunting in Texas?

This is a question which 
often bounces around hunting 
camps and sporting goods 
houses this time of year when 
thousands of Texas hunters 
are heading for the deer lease.

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department officials said the 
regulations are fairly liberal 
but there are some types of 
guns and other devices which 
are prohibited for deer 
hunting.

“ Probably the most-asked 
question is can I use a 
.22-caliber rifle to hunt deer,” 
said Capt. Harold Oates, 
inland game and fish law 
enforcement supervisor. “ The 
answer is that only firearms 
utilizing centerfire
ammunition can be used, 
therefore, rimfire .22s are 
definitely prohibited.”

Another frequent question 
involves automatic weapons. 
“ Semi-automatic rifles or 
shotguns which require the 
trigger to be pulled and 
released for eafch shot are 
legal, but true automatic guns 
of the machine-gun type are 
not,” Oates said. There is no 
restriction on number of 
cartridges or shells loaded in 
firearms for deer hunting.

Shotguns are limited in 
range but they can be used for 
deer hunting in all counties,

loaded either with buckshot or 
rifled slugs. They are 
especially popular in thick 
East Texas woods where shots 
generally are close and 
telescopic sights are not as 
effective.

“ Handguns are legal for 
taking deer as long as they use 
centerfire cartridges,” Oates 
added. However, as with 
archery, a hunter should not 
attempt to hunt deer with a 
pistol unless he or she has 
practiced enough to be an 
accomplished shooter.

Archery provides fodder for 
more confusion among 
hunters. A long bow and 
arrow may be used both 
during the archery only deer 
season and the general gun 
season. During the archery 
only season archers may take 
antlerless deer without an 
anterless deer hunting permit, 
but during the general gun 
season archers must obtain 
anterless permits in counties 
where they are required, 
Oates explained.

Crossbows are prohibited 
for taking all game species.

For further information on 
hunting and fishing 
regulations, consult the 
various hunting regulations 
booklets now available at 
department offices and license 
outlets across the state.

of these problems is health 
care, affordable health care. 
One of the solutions to this 
problem, as yet, too seldom, 
thought of, is home care. Here 
is a source of assistance 
available to rich man, poor 
man, every man.

The home health agency 
offers many services that 
could possibly shorten your 
hospital stay or could, 
conceivably, prevent the 
necessity of hospital 
confinement. For those with 
prolonged or chronic illness, 
agency care can provide him 
comfort at home and give 
respite to those administering 
to him, by skilled assistance, 
instruction and supervision. 
The home health agent is an 
extension service to your 
physician, carrying out his 
orders, reporting changes to 
him, assisting him in every 
possible way in his efforts to 
control and/or dissipate any 
disease process present.

The TVMDL case load con­
tinues to grow about 10 percent 
a year, explained Eugster, and 
the lab has saved livestock own­
ers in Texas at least $15 million 
since it was established almost 
20 years ago.

For the first time since 
1952, deaths from heart 
disease in 1983 accounted for 
less than 45 percent of all 
deaths in Texas.

In the last 29 years, the 
percent of all deaths 
attributable to heart disease 
slowly rose, peaked in the 
early sixties and then slowly 
fell again to its current new 
low. Over half of all deaths 
were caused by heart disease 
as recently at 1966.

The American Heart 
Accosiation credits this
dramatic turnaround to
improvement in lifestyle and 
related cardiovascular risk 
factor levels, increased efforts 
in prevention, and innovations 
in diagnosis and treatment. 
However, it is not possible to 
determine whether the
declines in heart death reflect 
a reduction in the frequency of 
attacks, an improvement in 
life expectancy after an attack, 
or both.

American Heart Association 
computations using Texas
Department of Health vital 
statistics show that 51,416 
people died of heart and blood 
vessel diseases in 1983.

Of those deaths, diseases of 
the heart accounted for 39,849 
deaths; hypertension caused 
344 deaths; cerebrovascular 
disease caused 8,914 deaths; 
and atherosclerosis 1,315 
deaths. Other diseases of the 
arteries, arterioles and 
capillaries caused 944 deaths.

Just over 11,000 (21.5
percent) of all deaths from 
cardiovascular diseases in 
Texas occurred in individuals 
under age 65. The American 
Heart Association defines 
death prior to age 65 as 
premature.

Despite the common 
misconception of heart disease 
striking mostly men, 26,479 
victims were male and 24,937 
were female.

Heart disease affected over 
43 million people in the United 
States this past year, and is 
expected to cost our economy 
$72.1 billion in 1985. Cardio­
vascular disease is a serious 
and significant health problem 
in need of attention and

action.
The American Heart 

Association belives that heart 
disease is largely preventable, 
and states its mission as “ the 
prevention of premature death 
and disability from cardio­
vascular diseases.”

The major underlying cause 
of heart disease is arthero- 
sclerosis—a build-up of fatty 
deposits inside the blood 
vessels that restricts and 
blocks the flow of blood. 
Studies have shown that high

levels of cholesterol in the 
blood, smoking and high blood 
pressure all contribute greatly 
to the chance of developing 
atherosclerosis.

Farm Loan Applications

Applications for emergency 
farm loans for losses caused 
by this summer’s drought and 
extremely high temperatures 
are being accepted at the 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion (FmHA) office located in 
Haskell, FmHa county 
supervisor Larry McDaniel 
said today.

Haskell and Throckmorton 
Counties are two of thirty in 
Texas recently named by 
Secretary of Agriculture John 
R. Block as eligible for loans to 
cover part of actual production 
losses resulting from the 
drought.

McDaniel said farmers may 
be eligible for loans of up to 80 
percent of their actual losses, 
or the operating loan needed 
to continue in business, or 
$500,000, whichever is less.

For farmers unable to 
obtain credit from private 
commercial lenders, the 
interest rate on the first 
$100,000 borrowed is 5 per­
cent; interest rate is 8 percent 
on the balance borrowed over 
that amount. For farmers who 
can obtain commercial credit 
but who choose to borrow from 
FmHa, the interest rate is 
13.75 percent.

As a general rul6,1 a farmer
'l'(/3 t- h'ff-: l ■' st’JS 'M>'if-‘,1 3,

must have suffered at least a 
30-percent loss of production 
to be eligible for an FmHA 
emergency loan, McDaniel 
said. Farmers participating in 
the PIK or federal crop 
insurance programs will have 
to figure in proceeds from 
those programs in 
determining their loss.

Applications for loans under 
this emergency designation 
will be accepted until June 3, 
1985, but farmers should 
apply as soon as possible. 
Delays in applying could 
create backlogs in processing 
and possibly carry over into 
the new farming season, 
McDaniel said.

FmHA is a credit agency of 
the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture. It is authorized to 
provide disaster emergency 
loans to recognized farmers 
who work at and rely on 
farming for a substantial part 
of their living. Eligibility is 
extended to individual farmers 
who are U.S. citizens, and to 
farmirig partnerships, ; corp­
orations or cooperatives in 
which U.S. citizens hold a 
majority interest.

Property taxes totaling 
nearly $7.2 billion were levied 
in Texas during 1983 by some 
3,118 local ' taxing units, 
according to the State 
Property Tax Board’s 
(SPTB’s) annual report for the 
1983 tax year.

As Ron Patterson, SPTB’s 
executive director, pointed 
out, “ The property tax 
continues to be the primary 
revenue source for school 
districts, cities, counties and 
special districts such as junior 
colleges, utility districts, etc.”

Overall, the statewide 
property tax levy rose by 
more than $637 million from 
the $6.5 billion in property 
taxes levied in 1982, 
representing a 9.72 percent 
rate of increase. That rate of 
increase, however, is down 
from the 14.4 percent increase 
in levies from 1981 to 1982.

“ During 1983,” Patterson 
said, “ 50.15 percent of all 
property taxes in the state 
were levied by school districts, 
while the city share of the levy 
was 20.38 percent. Counties 
levietf 17.95 percent of the 
taxes, while special districts 
accounted for 11.52 percent of 
the 1983 levy.”

The reported property tax 
levy per capita in Texas for 
fiscal year 1983 was $416.86, 
compared to $376.61 in 1982. 
However, when adjusted to a 
base year of 1970 for changes 
in the consumer price index

(CPI), the real per capita levy 
for 1983 falls to $162.47, 
compared to $151.50 in 1982 
and $129.27 in 1970.

Patterson noted that the 
property tax accounted for 
41.54 percent of the total state 
and local tax burden in 1983, 
compared to 38.06 percent in 
the previous year. “ Revenues 
from some state taxes, mainly 
the sales and oil production 
taxes, dropped in 1983,” he 
explained, “ and resulted in 
the property tax representing 
a larger portion of the total 
state and local taxes.”

Using levy information 
reported by school districts, 
SPTB calculated the
distribution of the 1983 school 
tax levy among the various 
classes of taxable property.

The figures indicated that 
business taxpayers including 
mineral producers paid just 
over 52 percent of the school 
taxes in 1983, while owners of 
single-family residences paid 
slightly over 30 percent. Farm 
properties, including rural 
acreage, were allocated less 
than eight percent of the 
school tax burden while other 
classes of property together 
paid over nine percent of the 
levy.

Complete reappraisals by 
county appraisal districts can 
change a property category’s 
share of the tax levy. 
Reappraisals were conducted

“In the interest o f  providing 
a service to the people o f Texas 
and to the insurance industry, 
this brief survey .reviews the 
developm ent of the insurance 
business and seeks to identify 
and explain the choices availa­
ble to the public,” notes D e ­
thloff, adding that no attempt is 
m ade to advocate any particu­
lar kind of insurance.

in 35 county appraisal districts 
during 1983.

Paterson explained that 
reappraisals help ensure that 
the appraisal roll meets the 
constitutional requirements 
that values be equal and 
uniform, and that all property 
be appraised in accordance 
with market value.

“ When local taxing units 
reduce their tax rates in 
proportion to the increase in 
values, a reappraisal will not 
produce an overall increase in 
tax revenues. Rather, it serves 
to equalize taxes among the 
various property categories,” 
he said.

He added that the relation­
ship between appraised values 
and tax rates is maintained by 
the state’s “ truth-in-taxation” 
statute contained in the 
Property Tax Code.

The truth-in-taxation
provisions require all taxing 
units to calculate and publicize 
an effective tax rate before 
adopting their actual tax rate. 
The effective tax rate 
produces the previous year’s 
revenue for maintenance and 
operations, using current 
values of property that was 
taxable in both the previous 
year and the current year. It 
also includes the tax rate 
needed to pay the taxing 
unit’s debt obligations for the 
upcoming fiscal year.

“ Closely tied to truth in 
taxation are the rollback 
provisions of the Property Tax 
Code,” said Patterson. 
“ These provisions give tax­
payers an opportunity to limit 
tax increases in all taxing 
units.”

In all units except school 
districts, the rollback process 
can be used in the same tax 
year to reduce a tax increase 
to only eight percent over the 
calculated effective tax rate. 
In school districts the tax 
increase limitation is 
implemented in the following 
year.

SPTB figures show 1983 tax 
increases were challenged in 
nine tax rollback elections 
which were held in early 1984. 
Voters approved rollbacks in 
six of these elections and 
rejected, them in three others.

In last week’s edition we 
printed the numbers of deaths 
each year which were attribu­
ted to DWI. This week, we will 
explain the operation of a 
group called MADD (Mothers 
Against Drunk Drivers), who 
are working to rid the 
highways of this nation of 
drinking drivers.

MADD came into being on 
May 7, 1980, just four days 
after its founder, Candy 
Lightner, lost her 13 year old 
daughter to being killed by a 
drunk drive.

Cari Lightner was walking 
to church in the bicycle lane 
near her home of Fair Oaks, 
California, when a car 
swerved off the roadway and 
struck her from behind. The 
driver of the car, Clarnece 
William Busch, did not stop.

He was apprehended by the

California troopers 4 days 
later, and it was determined 
that he had been drinking at 
the time of the fatal accident 
which took the life of Cari 
Lightner. When he killed her, 
he had been Q.ut pf jail for only 
two days, having been 
incarcerated earlier for driving 
under the influence of alcohol.

In April of 1982, Busch 
faced a parole violation 
hearing in California, because 
of his past record of DWI 
convictions, and his violation 
of probation in conjuction with 
the DWI charges. The most he 
could face on the violation was 
one year.

In the incident involving 
Cari Lightner, he was charged 
with felony drunk driving, 
felony hit and run, and felony 
vehicular manslaughter. A 
married man with a family of 
his own, Busch has been an

alcoholic for the past several 
years.

According to information we 
received from the national 
headquarter of MADD, which 
is in Hurst, a quarter of a 
million Americans lost their 
lives in alcohol-related crashes 
over the past decade.

About 26,000 are killed 
annually, and one person is 
killed every 23 minutes in an 
alcohol-related accident.

On the average weekend 
night, one out of every ten 
drivers on the road is drunk, 
and 80 percent of all fatal 
crashes occur between the 
hours of 8 p.m. and 8 a.m.

The above stats were taken 
from information obtained for 
MADD from the National 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration and the 
National Safety Council.

And, in another project 
carried out by the National 
Institute of Alcohol Abuse and 
Alcoholism, more than 75 
percent of all public school 
students are drinkers by the 
age 16. Sixty percent of all of 
the high school seniors in this 
country drink at least once a 
month, and twenty five 
percènt of all seniors have 
been found to take a drink as 
often as once a week.

Forty nine percent of the 
teenaged drinkers drank while 
in their vehicles, and 23 
percent drove after having 
consumed alcohol.

But, the saddest statistic of 
all is that 8,000 teen and 
young persons are killed each 
year because they mix alcohol 
and cars, and 40,000 are 
injured because of the same 
lethal combination.

Perhaps, at this point, we 
should interject that MADD is 
not a crusade to eliminate the 
use of alcohol, but it is a 
crusade to eliminate the use of 
alcohol when a person usés it 
whilé operating a vehicle.

MADD pushed to get the 
legal drinking age raised to 
21. They felt, based on facts 
gained from several sources,

that if the legal drinking age 
were raised to 21, the number 
of alcohol-related accidents 
would fall.

On June 28 of this year, 
President Ronald Reagan 
signed into law House 
Resolution 4616, which raised 
the legal drinking age to 21.

The new law, which will 
become effective in two years, 
upholds the 21 year old 
drinking age by witholding 5 
percent of the state’s federal 
highway funds (not including 
their highway safety fund) in 
fiscal 1987 and by witholding 
10 percent of their highway 
funds in fiscal 1988. Those 
funds could be restored if the 
state subsequently raised its 
legal drinking age to 21.

Additionally, the new law 
could also add a state 
sponsored program to combat 
driving while under the 
influence of a drug to the 
criteria under which states 
could receive incentive grants 
under Public Law 97-364 to 
combat drunk driving.

And, it also provides 
incentive grants, up to five 
percent of current highway 
safety funds, for states (hat 
enacted mandatory minimum 
sentences for persons 
convicted for drunk driving 
offenses. Sentences for the 
first conviction would be two 
days in jail or 100 hours of 
community service and a 90 
day license suspension; 
second conviction would carry 
a ten day jail term and one 
year license suspension, and a 
third conviction would carry a
120 day jail sentence and a 
three year license suspension. 
Those convicted of drunken 
driving while their license was 
suspended would face a 
mandatory 30 days in jail.

And, while this is not a cure, it 
certainly should be a 
consideration.

Mothers Against Drunk 
Drivers conducts a variety of 
programs designed to help 
those who have been affected 
by drunk drivers, either by 
having lost a family member 
to a drunken driver’s attempt 
at driving. It has something 
for the young, old, and all 
ages in between.

One type of program which 
MADD offers is the public 
awareness and education 
program, in which the basic 
idea that driving while under 
the influence of alcohol is not 
socially acceptable behavior is 
stressed. The local chapters 
work to educate the 
community about the serious­
ness of DWI and to the fact 
that all Americans have a 
responsibility to act, in adult, 
intelligent manner when faced 
with the decision as to 
whether to drink and drive or 
not.

MADD also works to see 
that legislatation is passed to 
make DUI (driving under the 
influence of alcohol/drugs) 
laws stiffer and makes sure 
that the judicial system does 
not let these offenders off the 
hook.

Chimneys with heavy 
creosote deposits are a leading 
cause of home fires in the 
United States each year.

Chimneys should be 
inspected annually for 
creosote build-up, and now is 
a good time to do so, says Dr. 
Gary Nelson, safety engineer 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System.

Cresosote is produced when 
wood burns. It escapes from a 
stove or fireplace in the form 
of smoke and condenses on 
the inside of the chimney. 
Creosote is highly flammable, 
and deposits one-fourth of an 
inch deep or more should be 
removed, emphasizes Nelson.

Once ignited, creosote can 
burn at temperatures up to 
3,000 degrees F. The strong 
upward draft caused by 
high-temperature chimney 
fires can lift burning creosote 
out of the chimney and onto 
the roof, possibly spreading 
the fire to the rest of the 
house, or even neighboring 
houses.

Chimney cleaning is a 
messy and sometimes 
dangerous ta;sk which may 
require cirmbihg onto the roóf. 
Although' chemical cleaners 
aie available, most have been 
proven ineffective.

Nelson suggest steel 
brushes to clean a chimney, 
u^ipg.qxteijsjqn rods,to:reach 
the entire length of the flue.

chimney damage, notes 
Nelson.

Once the chimney has been 
cleaned, proper use of the 
stove or fireplace can reduce 
creosote buildup, he adds.

The newer, more efficient 
stoves and fireplace inserts 
allow less heat loss through 
the chimney. This lower 
temperature inside the 
chimney encourages the 
accumulation of creosote, 
Nelson explains. With hotter 
fires, creosote is burned as it 
is produced, leaving less to 
condense in the chimney.

If the chimney and stove 
pipes are free from excessive 
creosote deposits, accumula­
tion can be controlled by 
burning a hot fire for about 
15 minutes each day to bum 
off any thin layers of creosote 
which may have formed the 
previous day.

Should a chimney fire occur, 
call the fire department 
immediately. If possible, shut 
off the air supply to the stove 
or fireplace but do not close 
the damper since this will 
force smoke into the house. If 
ther is still a fire in the stove 
or fireplace, extinguish it with 
an ¡approved fire extinguisher 
or throw baking soda onto thb 
fire, Nelson says.

MORE THAN 50% REQUIRED
An important provision in the 1984 Tax Reform 

Act concerns property used partly for business 
and partly for personal use. Such property must 
now be used more than 50% for business, or no 
investment credit or accelerated depreciation 
deductions will be allowed.

Therefore, computers, boats, airplanes, 
automobiles, trucks, and other property used 
partly for business and partly for personal 
entertainment or recreation will be subject to this 
test.

You may be wondering how the IRS will know 
if you use a boat or computer 40% or 75% for 
business. The burden of proof, beginning in 1985, 
will be on the taxpayer. You are required to keep 
adequate “ contemporaneous records” to 
substantiate your business usage.

If a taxpayer doesn’t have adequate 
contemporaneous records—that is, records kept 
currently during the year as the business usage 
occurs—no credit or deductions will be allowed 
for the item. If a taxpayer claims credits or 
deductions without adequate records to support 
them, he will be subject to negligence penalties.

The contemporaneous records must state the 
business use of the property as well as the business 
purpose.

Where business usage of equipment is more 
than 50% in the first year but decreases in later 
years, recapture of investment credit and 
deductions is required.

Tax return preparers will be required to advise 
taxpayers of the rules and get from their clients 
written certification that the taxpayer has kept 
adequate records. If you haven’t already done so, 
you will want to check with your accountant for 
assistance in making this recordkeeping 
requirement as simple as possible, while still 
complying with the law so as not to lose your 
deductions.
