An Open Letter...
(Note: The writer of this letter 

is a young woman whose 15 yr. 
old daughter shot & killed herself 
the night of Dec. 6. She has a 
teenage son, David, who is a high 
school Sr. She has been an 
Elementary teacher, for 14 yrs.)

As I opened the paper this 
morning (Dec. 9) the headline 
read “Tougher Reforms for 
Schools” .

My heart is breaking today 
because we lost our baby, 
Rhonda, 48 hours ago. She was a 
happy, laughing, 15‘/a year old 
who seemed to have everything 
going for her.

We loved her, she loved us, 
and I know that she knew we all 
loved her.

At 15, she was tired. School 
work was hard for her. She had 
to study two to four hours 
everynight. She was a cheer­
leader and she loved it. She was 
in vocational agriculture and 
band. She loved to dance and 
laugh. To everyone she was the 
life of a party-always ready to do 
“ do it” .

Why?
God wanted her life to make 

an impact and it did.
She was laughing and happy 

four hours before she left us. She 
and her dad delivered ag fruit. 
He hotrodded the pickup and she 
giggled.

We left the house to go to her 
brother’s ballgame and she was 
a happy little girl. She just had to 
stay home to get her lessons. It 
seems that, that is all she had 
done at home during the last 
three months...Everynight.

I hadn’t had her do house 
chores because she was just too

busy with school. I helped her 
with some busy work. I would 
answer questions for her in some 
classes and she would copy them 
off.

School work was hard for her 
and she just didn’t have the time 
or energy to do it all. 
Cheerleading was a strain on her 
but she loved it, so I felt that I 
could do some of her “busy 
work” assignments for her.

She loved everybody-she just 
got so tired and I lost her in just a 
short minute.

Make school reforms tougher?
Are the people in Austin 

crazy?
Our kids are under more stress 

at school today than any adult 
can ever know!

We are not a family that never 
talked. We talked all the time. 
We knew that things were tough, 
but oh, we adults just don’t take 
our kids problems as serious as 
they do.

Things must change.
Don’t get me wrong. I’m not 

blaming anyone, and certainly 
not Rhonda’s teachers. She 
loved everyone of you. I have 
never once heard her say that 
she did not like even one 
teacher.

I was just to much stress for 
her to get all that paper work.

Mr. Perot wants to poke 
through everybodies little minds 
because as he thinks “ every kid 
is just alike and they all need 
exactly ever course” .

Hogwash!
All kids are not college bound 

and shouldn’t be. Teach them to 
be carpenters and electricians 
or other skilled vocations that

our society must have.
Let kids that can not excel in 

“book learning” learn a trade so 
they can be ready for adulthood.

Not many kids will need to 
know the parts of a frog or what 
theorem answers how this 
triangle is congruent to that.

Teach kids something that can 
help them in life!

Don’t get me wrong. Learning 
is not fun. It is work! Hard work 
and that part of school we just 
must go through.

Even my fifth graders many 
times ask me “why do we have 
to learn this?”

This year the answer has been 
that it meets one of Mr. Perot’s 
essential elements (E.E.’s— 
Excedrin headaches).

The only things that many kids 
can excel in is high school sports 
and even that is trying to end.

Dear Editor:
We would like to take 

this opportunity to thank 
you and your publisher for 
allowing us the space to try 
to explain, particularly to 
families effected by 
Medicare, the effect of the 
new Medicare-related law 
according to physicians’ 
interpretation.
Dear patients and families, 

Most of us, as 
physicians, are practicing 
medicine because it is what 
we want to do. Through 4 
years of College, 4 years of 
Medical School, and 1 to 4 
years of residency (more 
training), we have wanted 
to practice the art of 
healing, and endured the 
hard study, long hours, 
self-discipline, and self- 
sacrifice required in 
medical career
preparation. Not many of 
us were bom with silver 
spoons in our mouths. 
Some went to school and 
studied in the day, and 
worked at night at a job. If 
we were married, our wives 
worked, and we lived hand 
to mouth to reach that 
sought-after goal. Contrary 
to what a lot of patients 
think, making a lot of 
money is not the primary 
reason most doctors 
practice. Seeing and 
hearing a new baby 
entering the world, 
watching an elderly stroke 
victim walk and talk again, 
seeing a child who had a 
crushed chest play ball 
again these are among the 
main reasons doctors 
practice medicine.

Recently, after these 
years of intense 
educational and clinical 
preparation, we have found 
Government agencies 
telling us who can, or can’t 
be admitted to the hospital; 
how many days a patient 
can stay in the hospital for 
a certain kind of illness, 
and how much Medicare 
might pay the hospital for 
the entire stay and 
treatment. For example, a 
patient may be allowed X 
number of days in the 
hospital for a heart attack.

If he has certain 
complications, little
consideration is made of 
his age, general condition 
and pre-existing conditions 
(diabetes, lung disease, 
kidney disease, etc.), and 
his stay beyond x days may 
be completely disallowed. 
If the medical record 
librarian and doctor do not 
use the exact medical 
numerical code for the 
patient’s reason for 
hospitalization (according 
to the Medicareinspector’s 
interpretation from reading 
the chart, .keep in mind the 
inspector has not seen the 
patient; he knows nothing 
except what is written 
black and white); payment 
may be denied to the 
hospital, and/or the 
physician may be held 
legally liable. We 
physicians have not all yet 
figured out what we would 
be liable for, unless it 
would be helping make 
someone more comfortable 
in his last days, or 
prolonging life.

All of this is suppose to 
help contain medical costs. 
What Medicare has
forgotten is that hospital 
medical costs began their 
rapid ascent after Medicare 
was started with all its 
rules and regulations. 
While everything is being 
carefully documented black 
and white with unending 
paper work, the
consequences suffered by 
the patient and his family 
hae been forgotten. The 
tender, human element has 
been lost.

Now we doctors find 
ourselves the objects of an 
apparent intensive effort of 
the Government’s
uncontrolled bureaucracies 
to control physician 
charges (and ultimately 
practices). In a well- 
meaning attempt, the 
AARP has apparently been 
chosen to act as a leader to 
try to “ teach” physicians 
to quietly agree to support 
this mass, organized effort 
to scozialize medicine by 
intimidation and coercion.

What you as readers 
probably aren’t aware of is

1) You as consumers are

already being
discriminated against by 
your Medicare insurance 
carrier by the fact that such 
an unfair method of 
determining
reimbursement is used. If 
your doctor is one of those 
who resisted raising prices 
routinely, because he was 
concerned about his 
patients’ ability to pay, he 
and you are suffering the 
consequences because 
Medicare assigned him a 
low “ profile.’’...(allows 
lower charges than other 
physicians with high 
profiles)... If he recently got 
out of medical school and 
residency, and just began 
practicing medicine with 
current prices for charges, 
or he practices in a larger 
city, he has a higher 
“ profile” and he and his 
patients receive a much 
higher reimbursement. 
Sound unfair? Certainly it 
is. Both we, as doctors, and 
you, as patients, are being 
discriminated against. If 
you want to contact your 
legislator, you might 
mention this practice. (You 
certainly pay the same 
insurance rate, and have 
the same deductible as 
patients in other areas and 
those who have doctors 
with “ high profiles.”

2) As a Medicare
beneficiary you are 
expected to recover from 
any outpatient illness 
within two office calls a 
month. Has your AARP 
official bothered to explain 
that Medicare will 
reimburse most of a 
doctor’s fee for the first 
visit of a month, perhaps 
2/3 the second visit, and 
theoretically nothing for a 
third. Sometimes the 
Medicare computer (or 
person) changes codes
submitted by the doctor’s 
office, and a long visit, 
which might have lasted 30 
minutes or more, is
changed to a brief visit 
code with the result that 
much less of a charge is 
considered “ reasonable” 
and much less
reimbursement is made.

3) If your doctor partici­

pates, you should probably 
forget about requesting 
house calls, because 
Medicare certainly doesn’t 
fairly reimburse those 
charges, or those for 
making a nursing home 
visit. What self-respecting 
doctor should want to make 
a house call for less 
reimbursement that that of 
a plumber, TV repairman, 
phone man, or visiting 
nurse. To a professional 
person, it is degrading. 
You will note, we said, 
“ Should.” Again, a lot of 
physicians are dedicated 
and do care about patients, 
and practice medicine 
according to the way it 
should be practiced; not 
the way some desk-based 
Government committee 
decided it should be.

It is true that health care 
costs have risen tremen­
dously. But you must 
remember the marvelous 
technological advances: 
cardiopulmonary units, 
bum units, neurosurgical 
and perinatal units, to 
name just a few. People 
who would have died from 
injuries and disease 15-20 
years ago are now being 
saved, and frequently 
rehabilitated to lead useful 
and fulfilling lives. This 
type of quality health 
service is not cheap, and 
when you add inflation, 
population increase
(increase of births, people 
living longer, illegal aliens) 
and Government require­
ments in all hospitals, it is 
easy to understand why 
health care costs have risen 
so. Some of you older 
citizens would not be alive 
today, or enjoying the 
quality of life you lead 
without the excellent 
medical care you have been 
receiving.

Add to this the fact that, 
according to SOUTHERN 
MEDICINE, SUMMER 
‘84, 11% of the population 
of the U.S. is over 65, and 
the over 65 age group 
consumes 35% of the 
health care dollar. 
Medicare was originally 
designed to care for people 
65-70 years old. With 
people living longer, more 
people are continuing to

to postpone a day or so of 
school. The purpose of this 
column will be to inform 
you of the procedure we 
will use.

At this time of year, the 
administrators watch the 
weather forecasts
carefully. If the possibility 
exists for bad weather, 
especially hazardous roads, 
the alarm clocks are set 
early, and we check the 
roads very early. Our buses 
roll out at about 7:00 a.m. 
so the decision must be 
made before that time. If 
we are forced to make the 
decision to shut down, we 
have established a 
procedure for informing 
the public. The key 
element will be our fine 
local radio station KVRP. 
They will be informed and 
will broadcast the closing 
of school. They will not 
broadcast a message if we 
are having school. We will 
also call the Stamford radio 
station and KRBC-TV in 
Abilene. You should not 
call KVRP or the local 
administrators for
information. The
telephones of these people 
do not need to be tied up at 
this time. It would be
better to not call the ioca'l 
school numbers also, as we 
may be needing to use 
those lines.

We should not have to 
turn out school very often 
due to the fact that we only 
run two buses. However, 
the possibility always 
exists. We have had a 
problem in the past with 
gas curtailment. Hopefully, 
this event will not occur 
this winter.

need Medicare benefits at 
least 5-7 years longer than 
previously anticipated.”

Taking care of Medicare- 
aged people is not easy. 
Many have several severe 
medical conditions which 
complicate their care; some 
are hard of hearing; some 
are forgetful, and instruc­
tions have to be repeated 
over and over, and then 
reinforced by a telephone 
call or visit with another 
family member. Some are 
grumpy, and can never be 
pleased. Nearly all aged 
people take much longer to 
care for individually than 
do younger office and 
hospital patients. In spite 
of these factors, most of 
you are delightful; we care 
about you, and we want to 
take care of you. As 
Medicare would have us 
think, not everything in 
medical care is black and 
white; there is a lot of gray 
that we doctors can never 
lose sight of.

We have tried to explain 
that we do care about our 
patients, and are 
concerned about their cost 
of living. However, the 
practice of medicine is a 
business. We have 
expenses just like you, and

cannot afford to keep an 
office open just for the joy 
of it. Most of the doctors in 
organized medicine (Texas 
Medical Association and 
American Medical
Association) already have 
voluntarily frozen their 
prices. However, nothing 
has been done to keep our 
suppliers (medicine,
bandages, cast materials, 
X-Ray and laboratory 
supplies, water, electricity, 
gas, telephone, taxes, 
insurance) from increasing 
their prices. You are all 
aware of interest rates. If 
your doctor has bought a 
large piece of new 
equipment, or occupies a 
new building, he is 
probably paying 12-18% 
interest. The government 
didn’t tell his banker or 
supplier to cut back their 
charges by 1/3, because 
the Medicare program has 
run out of funds.

During the past few 

weeks we have had to turn 
the water system off to the 
entire town on several 
occasions. When a leak 
exists in one of the main 
trunk lines, it is usually 
necessary to turn off the 
whole system so the repairs 
can be made. Sometimes, if 
the leak is not too severe or 
repairs to fix fire hydrants 
or valves is needed, the 
system shut down can be 
planned. In case of a major 
break it becomes necessary 
to shut the water off 
immediately.

When we have a leak 
that does not require an 
immediate shut down, 
every effort is made to 
notify the citizens. This is 
done by using the local 
radio station and the bank 
marque. Also several 
businesses are called that 
depend on water. These 
calls include the hospital, 
schools, dentist offices, 
rest homes, beauty shops, 
restaurants, etc.

In emergency situations, 
city employees also try to 
notify as many people as 
possible. We always call 
the hospital first and as 
many others as time will 
allow. On a recent 
occasion, we notified 
everyone possible that the 
water would be shut off at 
1:00 p.m. Of course not 
everyone got the word and 
City Hall was inundated 
with calls to find out what

government sets, it is 
doubtful that many of us 
who depend on Medicine 
for a living can afford to 
continue to keep our doors 
open. You see, the 
government again has 
forgotten a human 
element. In this area 
probably another 25% of 
our patients don’t pay their 
bills, or they receive 
services as a charity or 
professional courtesy. If 
40% of the Medicare-aged 
patients receive services 
and supplies at a reduced 
rate, another 20-25% 
receive services and 
supplies for nothing, that 
leaves 35-40% of the 
remaining patients to keep 
the doctor’s practice 
solvent. That is not only 
unfair to those remaining 
patients and the doctors, it 
is poor business.

Government agencies 
are working diligently to 
impose regulations which 
will eventually close all 
small hospitals. If you do

was wrong and how long 
the water would be off. We 
cannot tell how long the 
water will be off but I can 
assure you that every effort 
is made to get it back on as 
soon as possible.

A few days later it 
became necessary to shut 
the water off again. This 
time we tried something 
different. The water was 
turned off at 4:00 a.m. We 
still received quite a few 
complaints but it did seem 
to go somewhat better. %

After this shut down, 
there was a major break in 
a six inch line and we had 
no choice but to shut down 
immediately. The water 
was shooting out of the 
ground about three feet.

We don’t like these like 
breaks, as I’m sure you 
don’t either, but they do 
happen and all we can do is 
repair the lines and wait for 
the next one.

There is a partial
solution to turning the 
entire town off. That is to 
place shut-off valves in 
strategic locations where 
only certain parts of the 
town could be shut off 
without bothering the other 
sections. This is certainly 
the way we need to start 
looking. It will be
extremely expensive to set 
these valves and the city 
just can’t afford it at this 
time.

You can be assured this 
proposal is in our long 
range plans.

The Stamford Loop and an 
extension of State Highway 70 
on the east side of Sweetwater 
to Interstate Highway 20 were 
brought closer to reality by 
recent Highway Commission 
action according to 
department officials.

Roger Welsch, District 
Engineer for the Abilene 
District of the State 
Department of Highways and 
Public Transportation, said 
that funding had been 
reconfirmed for contruction of 
the Stamford Loop and 
funding approved for plan 
development on the SH 70 
project in Sweetwater. The 
funding approvals, Welsch 
stated, were included in a 
state wide nine-year program 
involving more than 600 
projects among which are new 
loops, bypasses, interchanges 
and reconstruction to 
accommodate heavy traffic 
volume. The nine-year

program is broken into two 
parts, Welsch said. The first 
four years will involve moving 
ahead with actual construction 
which will include the 
Stamford project. The 
remaining five-year portion, * 
including the SH 70 project, 
directs the department to 
proceed with design work and 
right-of-way designations.

Right-of-way is currently 
being purchased for the 
Stamford project and the 
project is scheduled to be let 
to contract sometime in 1985.
The route of the extension of 
SH 70 at Sweetwater has not 
been determined at this point, L  
but the recent funding will 
allow development of plans to 
begin. The project, which will 
be a cooperative effort 
between the City, County and 
State must undergo quite an 
extensive study making an 
estimate of any probable 
letting date impossible.

When Toddlers Are EatingChild development does 

not preceed evenly and 
smoothly. Children have 
spurts and plateaus in their 
maturation.

When they are starting 
to walk, their energy is 
needed for movement. 
During this time speech 
may not increase in 
frequency or fluency. In 
fact, there may be less 
speech for a time, 
according to Growing 
Child, the monthly child 
development newsletter.

Once walking is well 
underway, a toddler

redirects her energies 
toward speech
development. She develops 
a gesture language to help 
out and convey her needs. 
She points, pulls you 
toward what she wants, 
screws up her face in 
different ways.

Between the first and 
second year, a toddler’s 
sentences are most often 
single words. “ Ball” is 
likely to mean “ I want the 
ball” and “ more” is used 
to indicate “ I want more.”

by practicing “ expansion.” 
When the toddler says 
“ car,” meaning “ I want to 
go in the car,” the parent 
can respond by repeating 
the word and developing 
the meaning into a full 
sentence, “ Yes, we’re 
going to ride in the car.”

These expansions are 
made on the basis of 
various cues—what is 
going on in the toddler’s 
life at the moment. Adults 
read the situation and 
provide the toddler with a 
proper sentence form for 
what she isn’t yet able to 
express.

Just because a toddler 
only uses single words, we 
must not assume that her 
undertanding is limited. 
Her comprehension
exceeds her production of 
words, and this is generally 
true for the rest of her life.

Does she understand all 
the words in the sentence? 
No. She depends on a 
variety of cues, too.

If you say to her, 
“ Would you like some 
juice?” she may go to the 
refrigerator where there is 
a container of juice. But 
she might have done the 
same thing if you had said 
“You don’t like juice” or 
“ Colorless red juice swings 
furiously.”

“Juice” is the 
significant word. She 
knows “juice” and 
associates it with the 
refrigerator. Separate 
words are not attended to.

In fact, up to the age of 
ten a child rarely tries to 
understand each word- 
she simply incorporates 
what she hears into the 
general scheme of her 
perceptions at that time.

Other cues that a toddler 
uses for purposes of 
understanding are the tone 
and rhythm of your voice, 
body postures, facial 
expressions, and hand 
gestures. As adults in a 
foreign land, we may also 
find ourselves depending 
upon early types of 
learning such as these in 
order to understand an 
unfamiliar language. In the 
same way, extra linguistic 
cues help a toddler 
understand what we say.

Parents who consider 
safety when buying their 
children’s toys, or who 
carefully keep small objects 
out of the reach of little 
hands, often forget to use 
the same caution in 
preparing children’s food.

“ Food asphyxiation 
accounts for as many 
childhood deaths annually 
as poisoning, says Dr. 
Mary Ann Heussner, a 
health education specialist 
with the Texas A&M 
University Agricultural 
Extension Service.

About 66 to 77 children 
die by choking on food 
each year, she reports. A 
recent study of children’s 
food-related choking 
fatalities conducted by 
Johns Hopkins University 
found that more than 90 
percent of the victims were 
under five, Heussner says. 
The risk was highest in 
one-and two-year olds and 
dropped substantially at 
age three.

The children choked 
most often on hot dogs. 
Other foods on the list were 
candy, peanuts and other 
nuts, grapes, cookies, 
meat, carrots, apples, 
popcorn and peanut butter, 
she notes.

Foods such as peanuts or 
hard, round candies should 
not be given to children 
younger than four or five, 
she advises. Foods that 
must be chewed should not 
be given to children until 
they have developed a 
complete set of teeth 
around age two.

Besides causing choking, 
another danger is that the 
food can go deep into the 
bronchial tubes or into the 
lungs themselves, says 
Heussner.

“ It’s not always easy to 
recognize that a child has 
inhaled food,” cautions the 
specialist. the initial 
coughing fit may end and 
the child will appear to 
have recovered. However, 
more serious symptoms 
such as pneumonia, may 
show up days or even 
weeks later.

“If you suspect food 
inhalation and the food 
particle is not coughed up, 
contact your pediatrician or

family physician,” advises laughing, talking, running 
Heussner. or playing, adult

Overhaul Family 
Budget To Include 
Savings Plan

People who say they “just 
can’t seem to save any 
money,’’may need a plan to 
get in the savings habit, says 
family finance expert Nancy L. 
Granovsky.

“ Waiting to see if you have 
any money left over at the end 
of a pay period is seldom an 
effective way to save,” ex­
plains Granovsky, a home 
economist with the Texas 
A&M University Agricultural 
Extension Service.

If you feel uneasy about not 
saving enough money, either 
for financial emergencies or 
long-term goals like a down- 
payment or your child’s 
college education, take some 
steps now to develop a savings 
plan, she advises.

Begin by taking a hard look 
to see where your money has 
gone over the last several 
months. Look at old bills, 
cancelled checks and credit 
card statements to decide if all 
the spending was necessary or 
whether some of that money 
could have been saved, says 
the home economist.

Then overhaul your family

budget so some savings 
money can be set aside each 
month before you do anything 
else, recommends Granovsky. 
Make it a routine, like paying 
a bill. The amount doesn’t 
have to be large, she says, 
what matters is that money is 
set aside regularly.

If your willpower is limited, 
try a payroll savings plan or 
have automatic withdrawals 
made from your checking 
account, she says.

Also reduce the temptation 
to spend by separating sav­
ings from checking account 
money. If necessary, put your 
savings in a different financial 
institution than the one which 
handles your checking ac­
count.

In addition to getting some 
money into a savings fund, 
make sure you put those 
savings to work for you, 
Granovsky says. Compare 
interest rates, and as soon as 
you have enough saved, move 
your money to higher paying 
accounts so your nest egg will 
continue to grow.

This year don’t settle for 
just any type of Christmas 
tree. Instead, make sure it’s'a 
genuine Texas-grown
Christmas tree.

‘ ‘T exas-grown Christmas 
trees should be available in 
most areas of the state this 
year,” says Dr. Mike 
Walterscheidt, forester with 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System. 
“Although most are grown in 
eastern counties, consumers 
should find them in retail lots 
throughout the state.

‘ ‘ T exas-grown Christmas 
offer a number of 
advantages. ” “They are 
fresher, more fragrant and 
usually less expensive than 
those shipped in from other 
states. Most are cut around 
Thanksgiving while those 
shipped in from northern state 
are cut in October.”

More than four million 
Christmas trees are sold in 
Texas each year, imported 
mainly from northern and 
western states. Nearly 300,000 
Texas-grown trees should be 
available this year and should 
push sales beyond the $3

million mark.
Texas currently boasts 

about 3,200 acres of Christmas 
trees, with some 1,000 trees 
per acre. Most of these are 
Virginia pines native to the 
Appalachian area of the 
southeastern U.S. Another 
species, the Afghan or 
Elderica pine, is now being 
grown in central, western and 
southern areas of Texas. The 
trees are generally ready to 
harvest in about four years.

“ While the availability of 
Texas-grown trees continues 
to increase, most shoppers 
will likely have to go to the 
larger cities in Texas or to 
smaller communities in 
eastern areas where most of 
them are grown.” Texas 
boasts some 50 “choose-and- 
cut” operations in which the 
shopper selects the tree, cuts 
it and takes it home. These are 
popular, says the forester, 
because they restore the 
old-fashioned idea of making 
the selection of a Christmas 
tree an outing the entire 
family can enjoy.

check-out charities just as they 
would any other type of 
business of investment, she 
says.

The Philanthropic Advisory 
Service of the Council of 
Better Business Bureaus 
(BBB) and the National 
Information Bureau (NIB) 
both serve as voluntary 
watchdogs for the charity 
industry, Granovsky explains. 
They rate charities according 
to their use of funds, 
fund-raising practices, public 
accountability and ethics.

The NIB believes the cost of 
fund-raising should be no 
greater than 30-35 percent of 
the funds collected. Both 
groups publish lists telling

which charities meet their 
standards and which ones fail.

Before giving to local 
charities, check with the local 
Better Business Bureau or 
Chamber of Commerce for 
imformation, Granovsky
suggests. You can also ask the 
charitable organization for a 
statement of how
contributions are spent, 
including the percentage that 
goes to administration.

Holiday Buffet Serving 
Requires Safety Precautions

Holiday buffets offer both a 
creative and efficient way to 
entertain a large number of 
guests in a limited space.

But serving meals buffet 
style requires extra food 
safety precautions, says a 
Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service 
food and nutrition specialist. 
The two basic rules to 
remember are to keep hot food 
hot and cold food cold, 
explains Marilyn Haggard.

Instead of setting out large 
buffet servings, try smaller 
ones, replenishing the food as 
needed from the stove or 
refrigerator, she suggests. If 
meat, poultry or egg dishes 
are left at room temperature 
for more than two hours, food 
poisoning bacteria may have 
an opportunity to grow. 
Frequent refilling ensures that 
these foods will remain safe to 
eat.

Heated serving dishes, such 
as hot trays or chafing dishes, 
are great for keeping food 
warm and tasty, Haggard 
says, but they may not keep 
foods at a high enough 
temperature to prevent the 
growth of harmful bacteria. 
Hot foods should be kept hot 
(between 140 degrees F and 
165 degrees F) until served.

Cold meats, potato salads, 
meat salads and other cold 
foods should be stored in the 
refrigerator at 40 degrees F or 
below until served, notes the 
specialist.

After eating, cover and 
refrigerate all perishables

immediately, especially meat 
and poultry products. Divide 
large meats and other foods 
into smaller portions. Food-in 
smaller portions cools more 
quickly to temperatures where 
bacteria quit growing, advises 
Haggard.

Of Transplant Organs

ASCS Now Issuing 
Deficiency Payments

Senator Ray Farabee, 
citing the shortage of 
organs for transplant, 
today prefiled two bills 
relating to organ transplan­
tation. One bill allows a 
justice of the peace or 
medical examiner to make 
a. donation of a decedent’s 
transplantable organs if the 
family does not object. The 
other bill makes it illegal to 
buy or sell human organs 
for profit.

“ An infant who lived on 
the border of the 30th 
District recently died 
because his doctors could 
not find a liver for him. 
This case, along with many 
national pleas for help, 
have heightened my 
awareness of the need for 
organ donations,” Farabee 
said.

‘ ‘ Organ transplantation 
has become an accepted 
and highly successful treat­
ment for many diseases 
which affect vital organs. 
This has resulted in a hugh 
demand for transplantable 
organs. Unfortunately, the

supply of organs has not 
kept up with the increased 
demand. There are 
thousands of people whose 
only chance for a healthy 
and happy life depends on 
an organ transplant which 
they can’t get.”

Farabee noted that there 
are 6,700 patients currently 
awaiting kidney trans­
plants nationwide. Every 
year approximately 20,000 
people in the United State 
die under circumstances 
that make organ donation 
possible, but only 10% to 
15% (2000 to 2500) of these 
potential donors acturally 
make organ donations.

“A single organ donor 
can save the lives of 
many,” Farabee added. 
“ If the number of donors 
can be increased even 
slightly, without
interfering with the 
family’s rights, it will 
result in a significantly 
greater increase in the 
number of organs available 
for transplant. The gift of 
life can be given to more 
people than ever before.” 

Farabee said he would 
welcome comments on the 
proposed legislation from 
any interested persons. 
The bills will be considered 
during the 1985 legislative 
session, which begins on 
January 8.

Cotton Prices, Trading Weakens

Eligible wheat farmers 
will receive approximately 
$1.1 billion and barley 
producers about $50 
million in deficiency 
payments on their 1984 
crop, according to Everett 
Rank, administrator of the 
U.S. Department
of Agriculture’s
Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service.

Rank said deficiency 
payments are required 
under the 1984 wheat and 
barley programs because 
average market prices 
received by farmers during 
the first five months (June 
through October) of the 
marketing year were below 
established target price 
levels of $4.38 per bushel 
for wheat and $2.60 per 
bushel for barley. For oats, 
the average farm price for 
the first five months was 
above the $1,60 per bushel 
target price so producers 
are not eligible for 
deficiency payments.

The deficiency payment 
rate is based on the

difference between the 
established target price 
and the higher of either (1) 
the national weighted 
average market price for 
June through October or 
(2) the established loan 
rate.

National weighted 
average market prices for 
the first five months of the 
marketing year are $3.38 
per bushel for wheat, $2.34 
for barley, and $1.70 for 
oats. Eligible wheat 
producers will be paid a 
deficiency payment rate of 
$1.00 per bushel for their 
1984 crop, based on the 
difference between the 
$4.38 target price and the 
$3.38 farm price. The 
eligible barley producers’ 
deficiency payment rate 
will be $.26 per bushel, 
based on the difference 
between the $2.60 target 
price and the $2.34 farm 
price.

Rank said payments are 
now being issued through 
the Haskell Co. ASCS 
office.

Local cotton prices have 
been weak to two cents per 
pound lower since the 
middle of this past week 
according to B.B. Manly of 
the USDA Cotton Classing 
Office in Abilene. Trading 
slowed as prices weekened, 
being moderate to mostly 
slow late in the week. Most 
cotton sold at 600 to 850 
points over loan values. 
Premium mike, grade 42, 
staple 31 cotton sold 
around 55 cents per pound. 
Cottonseed prices paid 
producers were steady to

10 dollars per ton lower at 
85 to 110 dollars per ton.

About 19,000 cotton 
samples were classed in 
Abilene during the past 
week; which brought the 
seasons total to 75,000 
classes. Inclement weather 
slowed harvest operations, 
but Manly expects cotton

harvesting to finally reach 
capacity volume next week 
if fair weather prevails.

The quality of Abilene 
area cotton has been high 
considering the amount of 
rain received during the 
past two months. Grades 
have been 70 percent 
light-spotted and 27

Widows Must File 
Claim Promptly With VA

According to Aubrey L. 
Bullard, Executive Director of 
the Texas Veterans Affairs 
Commission, the widows of 
many veterans will fail to 
receive monetary benefits 
important to their welfare if 
they do not file claim with the 
Veterans Administration with­
in 45 days following the death 
of their husband.

Under new procedures ef­
fective October 1, 1984, the 
death pension award can be 
made effective from the first 
day of the month in which the 
veteran died, providing the 
widow’s claim is received by 
the VA within 45 days after 
the veteran’s death. If the 
claim is received more than 45 
days after the veteran dies, 
pension benefits can be paid 
only from the date the claim is 
received by the VA.

In many instances, a widow 
is unable to file for VA pension 
within the 45-day limit. In 
such a case, the widow, 
through her local Service

Officer and the recognized 
veterans organization she has 
elected to represent her, 
should file with the VA an 
“ Informal Claim,” which will 
establish the earliest possible 
effective date of benefit 
payments. This informal claim 
must be filed with the VA 
within the 45-day period after 
the veteran’s death. After 
filing the informal claim, the 
widow would then have a 
period of one year to complete 
her formal claim and prove her 
eligibility to pension benefits 
from the first day of the month 
in which the veteran died.

All Veterans Service 
Officers and others who assist 
veterans and their families 
should be aware of this new 
change in VA policy, and be 
prepared to take the action 
that will enable a widow and 
minor children to receive the 
maximun monetary benefits to 
which they might be entitled 
because of the veteran’s 
military service to his country.

NEW SOCIAL SECURITY FIGURES
In 1985 income tax rates will be “ indexed” 

for Inflation; however, the reduction in 
income tax will probably be more that offset 
by the increase in income tax will probably 
be more than offset by the increase in social 
security taxes.

Both the social security tax rate and the 
wage base on which it is calculated will 
increased in 1985. The tax rate goes up from 
6.7% for employees and 7.0% for employers 
to 7.05% for both. The wage base increases 
from $37,800 to $39,600. Therefore, the 
maximum pay-in for 1985 will be $2,791.80 
each for employee and employer. That’s a 
hefty combined increase of $406 over 1984.

Self-employeds will see a rate increase 
from 11.3% to 11.8% on a wage base of 
$39,600. Their maximum pay-in will be 
$4,672.80.

On the benefits side, those receiving 
social security will get a 3.5% increase 
beginning in 1985. Retirees will also be 
permitted to earn more in 1985 without 
losing social security benefits. Those under 
age 65 can earn $5,400 and thost 65 and 69 
can earn $7,320 without losing benefits. As 
in the past, individuals aged 70 and older can 
earn any amount without losing benefits.

In 1985 an individual must earn a minimum 
of $1,640 to be credited with four quarters of 
coverage; one quarter of coverage requires 
earnings of $410.

For the first time, taxpayers may find 
themselves paying income tax on some of 
their 1984 social security benefits. A special 
computation must be done to determine the 
taxable portion, if any. To one’s adjusted 
gross income, add (1) tax exempt interest 
income and (2) one-half of the social security 
benefits received. If this figure exceeds 
$25,000 for singles, $32,000 married, filing 
jointly, or $0 married, filing separately, the 
lesser of half the benefits or half the 
adjusted income figure that exceeds these 
limits will be taxed.

“Any serious discussion 
of reducing funding for 
agricultural programs by 
50 per cent does not 
recognize the reality of the 
economic problems facing 
farmers,” Texas Farm 
Bureau President S.M. 
True, Jr. said Friday.

True responded to 
proposals made by the 
U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, that funding 
for agricultural programs 
be reduced by roughly half 
of the present level by 
1988.

The head of Texas’ 
largest farm organization, 
with 317,575 member 
families, said the proposal 
by Agriculture Secretary 
John Block was 
“ unsettling, but not 
surprising.” True said 
farmers expect some 
modifications in farm 
policy when Congress 
passes the new farm bill 
next year, but cannot 
accept cuts of the 
magnitude suggested by 
USDA.

The Texas Farm Bureau 
completed its annual state 
convention in San Antonio 
on Nov. 29, and the 
delegates reaffirmed 
support for the concepts of 
loan rates and target 
prices in federal farm 
programs. True said, “The 
Texas Farm Bureau 
convention adopted
policies that did not reflect 
any support whatsoever for 
severely reducing the price 
support system that has 
served farmers well for so 
many years.”

The price support system 
was originally designed to 
provide farmers with a 
marketing tool in the form 
of loans to pay off 
production expenses
following harvest. Farmers 
could avoid post-harvest 
price drops and repay the

loans after selling when 
prices were higher.

True said that most 
farmers believe that loan 
rates and target prices are 
basic provisions necessary 
in a new farm bill because 
of serious economic 
circumstances which 
continue to plague U.S. 
agriculture. “ Reduced 
exports, domestic
surpluses, increased
production costs, and low 
commodity prices are 
reasons enough not to 
tamper with farm policy in

any sort of drastic 
manner,” he said.

The Texas Farm Bureau 
supports the
Administration’s efforts to 
gain control of the federal 
budget, according to True, 
but the Farm Bureau 
president said it is “ unfair 
and unreasonable to slash 
agricultural support
programs by 50 per cent, 
while others escape. 
untouched.”

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Campbells Remember Kids As Christmas Time Appears

j Although the Campbells, 
j  Duward and Gwen, had 
* four daughters of their 
J own, they have also raised 
,» eleven other kids over the 

past seven years.
Since 1977, the 

Campbells have housed 
! four from Wisconsin, four 
. from Illinois, one from 
| France, one from 
. Denmark, and now have a 
student living with them 
from Sweden.

While some might shake 
, their heads and mumble 

something about the 
i Campbells being gluttons 
■j for punishment, Gwen says 

they have throughly 
enjoyed every kid they 
have ever kept, and keep 
on doing that just for the 
fun of it.

Gwen and Duward got 
. started when they accepted 
their first kids as 

,«exchanges with the 4-H 
:• program. This started with 
•the four from Wisconsin. 
Then, later they received 

¿four more kids, this time 
? from Illinois who were in 

the 4-H program.
•; But, later, they decided 
,* to get into foreign 
¿exchanges, and when a 
¿friend saw an ad in the 
>! paper about getting a 
>’ European student she 
Cimmediatly called Gwen.
. Thus, the Campbells 

became parents to a French 
girl for five weeks.

Last year, they were 
parents to a student from 
Denmark for about 10 
months.

After this one left, Gwen 
and Duward both agreed 
that there would be no 
more.

But, then came 
Elizabeth!

Gwen says that all of 
these experiences have 
taught them many things. 
They have learned much 
about other countries since 
they have had kids live with 
them from three foreign 
countries.

“ We have learned that 
we have had to be 
broad-minded about things 
with these kids. They have 
been accustomed to 
another way of life which is 
different than we are used 
to here. The northern and 
European kids are a lot 
alike in that they have a lot 
the same ideas on things. 
We have had to learn, 
through much study, about 
the homelands and 
customs of the kids we’ve 
kept. It makes you really 
get interested in a country 
when you have a kid 
coming to live with you who 
is from another country,” 
Gwen said.

The most basic thing that 
Gwen said she saw in 
common among the kids is 
that even though they have 
housed kids from other 
parts of the U.S. and other 
countries, kids everywhere 
are all the same, when you 
get right down to it.

Some of the more 
comical memories Gwen 
has of having played 
hostess to these kids 
include their first reaction 
to Duward, and his “yarn 
spinning” about such 
creatures as horned toads 
and tarantulas. Gwen 
also recalled that there 
were two visitors who, 
when coming from the 
airport in Dallas, wrote 
down everything Duward 
said, so they could keep a 
diary of Texas language.

Another funny incident 
happened when Klavs 
Nielsen, the native of 
Denmark first arrived in 
Texas. He came home one 
day, recalled Gwen, and 
pointed at his skin and 
said, “ What are these 
things? I want them off.” 
He was pointing to 
freckles. After having been 
in the hot Texas sun for a 
while, the fair skinned 
Dane had a few freckles to 
take home to Denmark with 
him.

Many of the other

students who the
Campbells have kept over 
the years have grown to 
like hairy vegetables (okra) 
and cattle food (black eyed 
peas) while in the 
Campbell home.

When asked if they ever 
got just plain tired of the 
company of these
“foreigners” in their 
home, Gwen said at times, 
but certainly not very 
often!

When the students make 
arrangements to come over 
to the U.S. to stay with a 
host family, they are on 
their own to assume their 
own financial responsi­
bility. Some of the 
exchange students who the 
Campbells have kept have 
held down part time jobs to 
earn extra money.

“ We have paid for trips 
like to Six Flags, etc., but 
the bulk of the financial 
responsibilities rests on the 
kids shoulders,” says 
Gwen.

When asked if they had 
to dish out parental advice, 
Gwen said yes, they have 
had to set some of the kids 
straight about things in the 
past, but they never had a 
kid not listen to them. She 
said sometimes it was hard 
for the foreign kids to 
understand the differences 
in their homeland and 
Haskell, but usually there 
were very little problems in 
the transition.

When asked why they 
kept on hosting the 
students, Gwen grinned 
and said, “ It’s fun! With 
everyone we have hosted 
over the years, you learn 
more things. We have kept 
in contact with all but one 
of the students we have 
hosted the last seven years. 
Many of them come back 
and visit. We have even 
had visit from friends, 
relatives, and acquain­
tances of those kids we’ve 
kept. We might not know 
them when they show up 
on our front porch, but

before long, we become 
friends.” Every kid has his 
own scrapbook in the 
Campbell home.

Even though some of the 
time there has been a bit of 
a language barrier when 
these visit take place, 
Gwen said that all people 
smile in the same 
language.

TFB Does Not Support 
Proposed Pesticide 
Application Standards

Texas Farm Bureau Presi­
dent S.M. True Monday urged 
the Texas Department of 
Agriculture to withdraw its 
proposed pesticide application 
standards.

In a statement prepared for 
presentation at a TDA hearing 
on the proposed regulations, 
the Plainview cotton and grain 
farmer said the regulations 
governing the application of 
ag chemicals must be “work­
able and effective” and should 
always be accompanied by 
“ an economic impact state­
ment proving that they will 
solve more problems than they 
create.”

True said current law 
provides adequate remedies 
for those who have a legiti­
mate grievance against ap­
plicators and that fact makes 
these new regulations un­
necessary.

“We urge your considera­
tion of our views on this 
important matter to Texas 
agriculture and we request 
that the TDA withdraw the 
proposed rules,” True said.

The hearing at Austin was 
the first of four scheduled by 
TDA statewide regarding pro­
posed pesticide application 
standards. The others are 
scheduled for Nov. 15 in 
Lubbock, Nov. 19 in San Juan 
(the Rio Grande Valley) and 
Nov. 20 in Bay City.

TDA is accepting comments 
on the proposals which were 
printed Oct. 23 in the Texas 
Register and which could 
become official Nov. 23.

Texas Farm Bureau is one 
of several Texas agricultural 
organizations seeking to 
prevent the implementation of they mean.

one of “ farmers and ranchers 
against safety or safe use of 
chemicals,” nor one of 
farmers and ranchers against 
farm laborers nor necessarily 
one of farmers and ranchers 
against the commissioner of 
agriculture.

“ It is an issue of what is 
right; what is scientifically 
proven; and what is in the best 
interests of all citizens of this 
country who enjoy a plentiful 
supply of food and fiber,” 
True stressed.

“ We believe that the TDA’s 
function in the area of 
pesticides could more properly 
be one- of education, infor­
mation, supervision and 
enforcement of existing 
regulations...the TDA should 
seek to increase proper 
pesticide use in a more 
constructive manner.”

True said the proposals go 
“far beyond what is necessary 
and reasonable for protection 
of workers and the public.” 
He said the proposals— 
“whether by design or by 
accident” —provide a number 
of opportunities for harass­
ment of agricultural 
producers through lawsuits 
arising out of the “ ambiguous 
language of the regulations.”

True said the proposals 
would have an impact on 
agriculture “ far beyond” the 
Lower Rio Grande Valley and 
the “ so-called Tabor 
intensive’ crops.” He said 
while some crops are 
exempted from notification 
requirements, the conditional 
exemptions are extremely 
limited, and have created 
much confusion as to what
