New Dumpsters In Place

Haskell will soon be changing to
a new system of garbage collection,
which will insure a more sanitary
means of collection, as well as save
the taxpayers money, in the long
run.

The Emco dumpster system will
be installed in the near future, as
the new Emco truck arrived ‘in
Haskell shortly after 9 a.m. on
Thursday, January 24.

The cost. of the new truck alone
was around $56,000, and the city
also bought a back-up truck for
$3500. The total cost of the
(780)> = units’ " is
approximately $150,000. ;

The old trash barrels will be
hauled away at the citizens request
by the city, City Manager Robert
Baker said Thursday.

Many of the reasons for the
change to this system of garbage
collection were that the old system
trucks were worn out and 'the
replacement cost was prohibitive.

Another reason was that the new
system is automated, and will
employ only one fulltime operator
and one part-time operator,
whereas the old type system was
employing five people and was
more costly in man-power.

‘““We are planning to utilize the
remaining personnel in street work,
as some of the streets in town are in

pIpe

need of servicing, and we feel that
this will be an added plus to the
citizens of Haskell by being able to
use more people to repair the
streets and fewer on the garbage
collection area,”” commented
Baker.

‘“We are also looking at the
tremendous cost savings to the

_ citizens of Haskell and to the City of

Haskell in the next years with this
system as we will be paying out less
workman’s compensation due to
job-related injuries, and we will
also save money on workers
salaries,”’” Baker concluded.

well; “dueto the fact that there will
be fewer animals to get into the
trash receptacles, and this system
will also be less .costly in the
number of runs made to the dump,
as the new truck will be able to hold
more refuse, and make fewer runs.

““This truck holds 30 cubic yards
of trash, whereas the old trucks
only held 15 cubic yards,”
remarked Baker.

The new truck has a diesel
engine, and this will be a fuel saver
for the city and the taxpayers.

Looking at the new dumpsters,
they will have plastic lids which are
easier to lift to load in the garbage.
These are not like the old type
dumpster, which were all steel,
with the heavy lids.

It’s legendary beauty
haunts the mind forever...
the lush green hills, the
patchwork farms which dot
the Celtic scenery.
For David and Kathleen

Green, these are the
memories of their
homeland they would

prefer to keep.

However, they also have
seen life on the other
side...the wartorn areas of
Belfast, their native home,
the murders, the pain.

And, while they do miss
their family and friends
back in Northern Ireland,
they do not miss the
horrors that war has left
them with memories of.

In speaking with
Kathleen Green, who lived
in Belfast most of her life,
she recalls that the horrors
of warfare in one’s own
homeland is almost too
painful to recall.

“This war, as the world.

knows it now, has gone on
since about 1969. But, the
problems between
Protestant and Catholic...
that was has gone on for
hundreds of years,”’ Mrs.
Green elaborates.

Kathleen says that the
real issues in the Northern
Ireland war are not racial,
they are not religious..they
are political.

‘“The real issue is
Communism,”’ says Mrs.
Green.

The Greens are parents
to two children, a son,
David, and a daughter,
Alissa.

When David was but a
small child, he could tell,

immediately, the
difference between the
backfire of a car, or the
firing of a gun.

‘‘Many times, I would
try to get little David to
believe that the sound he
heard was only a car, or the
firing of a gun.

ASCS Signup Due
To End On Mar. 1

In an effort to control
excess crop supplies and
maintain a better balance
between supply and
demand, the ASCS, on Oct.
15th, began accepting
application for the 1985

Feed Grain, Wheat and
Cotton reduction
programs. The sign-up

ends March 1st, 1985.

Farmers who meet the
acreage reduction
requirements will be
eligible to receive price
support loans and target
price protection, in
addition to land diversion
payments for wheat and
cotton.

By reducing planted
acreage and production,
farmers = minimize the
possibility of a return to
excess supply situations
and low prices, and also
maintain a level of stocks in
line with market demand.

The 1985 commodity
programs call for a 30
percent reduction in wheat
and cotton, and a .10
percent reduction in feed
grain.. As a part of that
reduction, program
participants will receive
payments for diverting 10
percent of the wheat and
cotton bases. Farmers may
request at sign-up, one half

of the land - diversion
payment and one half of
the projected 1985
deficiency = payment
cotton, feed grains and
wheat.

Cropland idled by the
programs is placed in an
acreage conservation
reserve (ACR) and planted
to certain grasses,
legumes, small grains or
maintained in other cover
to prevent soil and water
erosion. The contract also
requires farmers maintain
these acres through normal
control measures  for
insects, weed and rodents.
Harvesting ACR land is
prohibited, and grazing is
prohibited during the
principal growing months
of May 16 through October
1S.

To apply for the 1985

acreage reduction
programs, or obtain further
details, farmers may

contact the Haskell County
ASCS Office between 8:00
AM. and 5:00 P.M.,
Monday through Fnday
Brightly colored — attention
getting — Open-Closed Signs
for . your . office or business.

with. Many people were
shot ““mistakenly’’,
Kathleen said.

The Greens, at the peak
of the war, lived in the city
of Belfast, on the border of

~a Catholic neighborhood.

In recalling the terror
that stalked those who

lived in that area of
Northern Ireland at that
time, Kathleen

remembered how one of
their church members was
murdered.

. ““The terrorists came
into this man’s home, and
shot him through the head,
while his two young sons
watched. The man was a
former member of the IRA
(Irish Republican - Army),
and after he left the
faction, he received many
threats on his life.
Apparently, they made
good on one of their
threats. His wife was in
another part of the house at
the time he was shot, and
the screams of their two
sons was what brought her
running, only to find her

.husband had been
murdered.’’ : ;
According to  Mrs.

Green, such horrors were

an everyday occurrence.
Those living in Northern

Ireland were = checked

‘before they entered stores,

and re-checked before they

left, to make sure they
were not concealing
weapons.

It was an almost daily
event to have to evacuate to
a bomb shelter, especially
when shopping in a
department store.

Gasoline could not be
sold in cans if a person

were to run out, for fear
that the gasoline would be
used to'make petrol bombs.

Kathleen recalls that
children were not ever
allowed to play in the parks
because they feared they
would be killed.

Much of Belfast’s beauty
was fenced off with barbed
wire, because of the fear
that these places were too
much of a target for the
terrorists to aim at.

““It was heartbreaking to
see 100 year old buildings
blown up. Places which can
never be replaced,”’
Kathleen lamented.

No parents would take
their children to see Santa
Claus during the Christmas
season, in the large
department stores,
because this was the most
likely time that the IRA

‘------------
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would bomb a building,
when there were many
people around, and they
could make the most
profound *‘statement’’.

Kathleen says that she is
that Communist
backing is involved in the
struggles in  Northern
Ireland.

‘“‘Most all of the IRA’s
guns, and other weapons
are Russian made. Some
people think that if Britain
gets out, the war will end.
However, if Britain gets

out, ‘Ireland = will '~ be
overtaken by
Communism.’’

David and Kathleen

Green still have relatives in
Ireland. ~ And, ' although
they are still in danger,
Kathleen says they really
don’t fear for the lives of
their loved ones.
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 Life In Ireland Haunts Green Family:

‘“You ' cannot® live in
constant fear. We, just as
they, have to lead as

normal a life as possible.”

Kathleen said 'it was
common to ' see  children
taking prescription nerve
medications, just so they
could deal with the daily
stress of living ' with war
everyday.

However, Kathleen said
that schools were about the
only place the IRA had not
bombed.

““It is not ‘'uncommon for
the ‘IRA ‘to’ ‘come ‘into‘“a
church, ! Hhospital, “or: ‘a
public place’and just open
fire, or plant’ a  bomb:
Schools ““are: about '
safest place for the kids to
be LRl

Kathleen saids, ‘‘Picture,
if you can, someone
walking into, church on
Sunday and gunning down

“the sheriff or blowing up

There are many small
children, - whose parents
are both in jail, and are
living in  foster' homes: or
orphanages.
