School Board Okays
'Resolution At Meeting

Members of the Board of
Trustees of Haskell Independent
School  District approved a
resolution Tuesday night in regular
session authorizing president David
Davis and secretary Mike Guess to
enter into a contract with
Superintendent James Lanier and

wife, Judy, for the purchase of the
Lanier’s home.

The contract is contingent on two
items, Lanier ceasing his
employment with Haskell ISD and
moving from Haskell and being
unable to sell the home prior to June
30, 1985.

City Council Okays Request
By Lone Star Gas Co.

Haskell’s City Council met March
12 in regular session with all council
members present.

Councilmen awarded the airport
renovation bid to the Stephens-
Martin Paving Company, in the
amount of $105,553.50. This bid
approval was subject to the previous
approval of the Texas Aeronautics
Commission.

Rick Vaughn of the Lone Star
Gas Company from Fort Worth,
and Roy Washburn of the local LSG
office were on hand for the third
time to_try to persuade the council
to go along with a 1.69% rate
increase.

After an hour and a half
discussion on the subject, the
Council decided to award the

increase, as set out in an ordinance
drawn up by the gas company, at
the City’s request.

The ordinance stated that the
general service rate for residential
anc commercial customers would be
fixed, and that the council would
have a chance on a year to year basis
to look at that increase and rate
structure, and to consider either
rejecting or approving any rate hike
asked for in future years.

Lone Star Gas had originally
asked for a 2.01% increase in the
total revenue generated, but the
Council twice turned down this
request.

Councilmen were concerned that
LSG was requesting an increase, but
was not willing to offer their
services to some of the potential
users in town whose homes exceeded
the 100 foot pipeline limit, set by
Lone Star Gas. For those residents
whose homes exceeded the 100 foot
pipeline limit set by the gas
company, there would be a charge
of $5.40 per foot after the first 100
feet, which the gas company would

provide at no charge.

Councilmen cited at least four
cases in which LSG would have
customers if they could change their
100 foot limit. They also made it
clear that they felt that the gas
company would have the increased
revenue if they would make an
effort to serve all of the customers.

Lone Star, however, explained
that their service was just one of
many alternatives that the customer
could use, citing electric service or
butane as the other options.

In the final stage of the discussion
the council decided to grant the
proposed rate increase of 1.69%, on
a motion made by Kenny Watson,
seconded by Jerry Stocks, and
approved unanimously.

Following a twenty minute closed
session 'to discuss personal, the
Council came back and agreed that
City manager Robert Baker should
have a salary raise. Baker has been
with the City for about one year,
and was due a raise after the first six
months, if his job performance met
with the Council’s approval.

Council members also voted to

donate some monies in the

. Hotel/Motel tax fund to the Haskell
Memorial Civic Center fund. Some
of the money from that fund was
.originally earmarked for donation
to the Civic Center. ;

The City is still looking for a
police ' officer to replace Monnie
Hise, who left to take a job in
Snyder. .

Robert Baker told the council that
the was still checking into the
insurance policies offered by the
Texas Municipal League.

There was an update given to the
Council on the progress of the
Creek project, and the burying of
waterlines.

Some discussion was given to the
condition of the pavilion at the City
Park, and to general renovations
that needed to be done there.

The Council also discussed the
possibly hiring a full-time landfill
worker to replace three part time
workers.

The subject of Haskell’s authority
to annex properties outside the city
limits was discussed by the Council
members.

IRA FACTS

You hear a great deal about Individual
Retirement Accounts these days. Here are
some little known but useful facts that may
interest you. :

* The maximum contribution for an
individual and his non-working spouse is
$2,250 per year. You can decide yourself how
much to put in each spouse’s account, with
the only restriction being that no more than
$2,000 can go into either account. Review
your overall objectives and if you want to
start drawing the money as soon as possible,
put the most dollars in the older spouse’s
account. On the other hand, if you want the
money to remain in the IRA as long as
possible and continue earning tax free

dollars, put the larges amount possible in the-

younger spouse’s account.

* You are not required to make
contributions every year simply because you
have established an IRA. If you find that you
are short of cash in any year, you may reduce
or skip your contribution.

* Not all IRAs are the same. Be sure that

you shop around and establish an IRA where:

your money will draw the highest yield
possible.

* You need not contribute to the same IRA
account each year. If you find a more
attractive IRA, open a new account for this
year’s contribution. You may even shift your
old IRA fund to the higher yielding IRA.

* Some financial organizations offer IRAs

that allow investment choices, a good option
to look for. Then monitor your investments
and move them around to get higher yields.
" * Once every 12 months you can withdraw
your funds from your IRA, and as long as you
put the same amount into another IRA within
60 days, you are not taxed on the withdrawal.
With careful timing, this can give you a brief
period to use your IRA funds once a year.

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Bicycle Safety Stressed
As Summer Approaches

By Janet Wilke

With the onset of
warmer weather, there is
going to be an increase in
the number of bikers,
joggers, and walkers who
will be sharing the streets
and: roadways  around
Haskell.

This presents a special
problem when it comes
down to safety.

Bicycle safety is very
important to all of us, but
especially to those of us
who have children.

The Texas Department
of Public Safety has
prepared a  pamphlet
entitled ‘‘Texas Bicycle
Driver Rules’’.

To many of us, the
thought of a bicycle being
operated like a car is a bit
unique, but actually a bike
is like a car in that is has to
share the same roadway.

Because of this, those
persons who ride bikes,
whether - motorized or
pedal-powered, have a
responsibility to obey the
rules of the road.

According to the DPS,
bikers must obey all traffic
signs, first. Their second
obligation, is to warn other
traffic when stopping or
turning by utilizing hand
signals.

It is also suggested that
the bikers always ride near
the right side of the
roadway, and in the same
direction as the flow of
traffic.

Bikers should also be
careful when  passing
parked cars or cars going in

the same direction as the

biker.

Bike riders should never
ride side by side, and they
should not, advises the
DPS, ride double on a seat.

The instructions also
state that it is advisable
that the riders ride only on
the seat, and to not hitch
their bikes. to  motor

vehicles. o

Bikers are warned not to
carry packages that will

bike. Fseie

It is also important to
remember that when riding
a bike, one should always
be alert for traffic from all
directions.

Pedestrians always have
the right of way.

In operating a bicycle, as
well as in operating a car it
is required . by law that
those sharing the roadway
yield to any emergency
vehicle,

The = Department  of
Safety  advises
bikers not to race with
others, or to play riding
games in the streets.

Common sense tells us
that bikes that are properly
cared for will be more
functional, as well as more
fun to ride. Keep all bikes
in good condition.

Every bicycle in the State
is required to have brakes
that will skid when applied
on dry, -clean, level
pavement; a white light in
front of the bike, when the
bike is' operated at night.
The light must have a
beacon which can be
visible at 500 feet.

And, when used at night,
a bike must have a red
taillight, which must be

visible for at least 500 feet,
and must have a reflector
visible for at least 300 feet.
Bikers must wear light or
reflective clothing at night.
A copy of these rules
may be obtained by
contacting the Texas Dept.
of Public Safety. :
For those who are eager
to get out and hit the open
road on their bikes, be sure
to review the rules of the
road, so that bicycle riding
can be a fun, rather than
fateful, experience. :
