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County voters endorse 
only eight amendments
Haskell County voters gave a 

resounding endorsement to the two 
water amendments in Tuesday’s 
election, but just as resoundingly 
they turned thumbs down on two 
more of the 14 propositions.

In all, Haskell countians favored 
eight of the amendments and 
rejected six of them. One was 
endorsed by a single vote.

Proposition 1, calling for the 
authority to issue bonds to create 
special water funds was favored 
591-129 in Haskell County.

Proposition 2, authorizing the 
issuance of agricultural water 
conservation bonds, passed here by 
a 546-171 count.

By about the same ratio, county 
voters turned down Proposition 5, 
which would allow the state 
legislature to regulate the provision 
of health care by hospital districts, 
and Proposition 13, which would 
provide for the reapportionment of 
the state’s judicial districts.

The hospital vote was 558 against 
and 134 for, while the judicial issue 
tally was 548 against and 136 in 
favor.

Reflected in the vote on those 
four issues was active local support 
of the water amendments and local 
opposition to the other two. In each 
case, county voters followed the 
desires of the local groups.

All other of the six amendment 
proposals favored here passed by 
narrow margins.

Proposition 4, authorizing 
proceeds from the sale of land 
dedicated to the permanent school 
fund to be used to acquire other 
land, was endorsed 357-309.

Proposition 6, which would 
permit state prisoners to be placed 
in penal facilities of another state 
was okayed 353-323.

Proposition 8, providing

tops city agenda

City councilmen will wrestle with 
the problem of the swimming pool 
at its meeting next Tuesday.

The State Health Department has 
requested that the swimming pool 
be equipped with a filtration 
system. City Administrator Robert 
Baker told councilmen at their Oct. 
8 meeting that it would cost $60,000 
to $75,000 to. meet the state’s 
requirement.

Since that time, at the request of 
Mayor Abe Turner, the adminis­
trator has been exploring ways in 
which the city may meet the state’s 
requirement at a lesser cost.

Proposition 10, authorizing the 
issuance of bonds to provide 
financing assistance for the 
purchase of farm and ranch land, 
passed by the narrowest of margins, 
338-337.

Proposition 11, which related to 
the manner in which a person is 
charged with a criminal offense, was 
okayed here 350-299.

Proposition 12, which would 
grant the Supreme Court of Texas 
and the Court of Criminal Appeals 
jurisdiction to answer questions of 
state law certified from a federal 
appellate court, was approved 349- 
289.

In addition to Propositions 5 arid 
13, county voters voted against 
Proposition 3, 7, 9 and 14.

No. 3 was the one authorizing the 
legislature to enact laws permitting a

city or town to spend public funds 
and levy assessments for the 
relocation or replacement of water 
laterals on private property. Haskell 
County voters rejected it 403-277.

No. 7 was one calling for 
Chambers County to be divided into 
two to six precincts. Haskell County 
said no by a 413-267 count.

No. 9 called for protection of 
public funds by authorizing prior 
approval of expenditure or 
emergency transfer of state 
appropriations. It was defeated here 
by 338-337 vote.

No. 14 provided for the abolition 
of the office of county treasurer in 
Andrews and El Paso counties and 
the abolition of the office of county 
surveyor in Collin, Dallas, Denton, 
El Paso, Henderson and Randall 
counties'. Locally, the vote was 306 
against and 274 for.

Altogether, 725 persons voted in 
Haskell County in Tuesday’s 
election.

A reader—who requests

anonymity— says he’s all for 
returning to the simplification of

He says he used to buy a 
half-gallon of bourbon, but now he 
has to settle for 1.75 liters, 
considerable less merchandise at 
the old familiar price.

Manufacturers are taking 
advantage of the public’s ignorance 
of the metric system, camouflaging 
a price increase by decreasing the 
amount of goods, says my 
informant.

And that’t not all. The packaging 
can also be deceiving. .

It was no challenge for a bottle 9 
designer to come up with a 
1.75-liter container which looks just 
as big, maybe bigger, then the 
half-gallon size.

“ Everyone knows that a quart of 
whiskey contains the same amount 
of liquid as a quart of milk,” says 
he. “ But in appearance, the 
whiskey bottle can be two or three 
times larger.”

It’s just an old trick of marketing 
ingenuity. Many products we buy* 
today are packaged in such a way as 
to make them look like the package 
contains more than it does.

It’s apparently no trick for a meat 
processor to turn out a 12-ounce 
package of bacon which looks every 
bit as large as the standard 
one-pound size.

Store-bought ice cream is sold in 
volume, not liquid, measure. Take 
the air out of a half-gallon of it and 
you can put it in a much smaller -p 
carton.

Box manufacturers rival bottle 
makers when it comes to peddling 
their wares. Whereas the bottle 
people rely on a distorted visual 
concept which makes the bottle 
appear larger than it is, the boxers 
are often more straight forward.

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They just put out a box which is too 
big for its contents and then print a 
disclaimer saying if the box isn’t 
full when purchased, it is due to 
“ settling” in shipping and 
handling.

This “ settling” is eating the 
cereal maker alive, forcing him to 
buy bigger boxes and pay higher 
shipping costs which are passed on 
to you-know-who. If one of them 
would just wise up and set up a 
“ pre-shrinking department’ so he 
can do all the “ settling” before 
shipment he would save everybody 
a bundle.

Some goods are priced in such a 
way as to make the price appear 
lower than it is. A sign advertising 
gasoline at 119.9 per gallon is more 
attractive to a consumer than one 
that reads 120. It is lower, of 
course, but the difference is 
negligible. It’s a new twist to the 
age-old custom of merchandising 
items at $2.49, $3.49, $2.98, $3.98, 
etc.

There’s something to be said for 
candy bar makers. When the nickel 
candy bar went to a dime and then 
kept on going beyond, they at least 
increased the size of the bar. And 
chewing gum companies increased 
the number of sticks, as well as the 
package size—and the price.

Ever wonder how the govern­
ment comes up with all those 
figures revealing what you earn, 
what you spend, etc.? It’s another 
numbers game.

Averages, the medium so many 
government agencies accept as 
gospel truth, can be absolutely 
meaningless.

You can put nine penniless bums 
in a group with a person who earns 
$1 million a year and the average 
net worth of the group is $100,000.

By the same reasoning, you can 
put one foot in a bucket of ice water 
and the other in a bucket of hot 
coals, and yoii will be, on the 
average, quite comfortable.

field. Why is their percentage pass

rate higher than the average? 
Because the coaches, whose own 
performance is evaluated each 
week when their teams compete, 
worked with their players in 
tutorials and helped them make the 
grade. My office advocated this 
kind of teamwork in a “ play book” 
mailed each Texas coach, and I 
think we have found a winning 
formula that produces results.

As parents, teachers, coaches 
and students, we can improve the 
pass rate during the second grading 
period if we extend the same 
attention and “ scholastic 
coaching” given our varsity 
athletes to every child experiencing 
difficulty in the classroom.

Discovering this key to academic 
achievement is no less significant to 
Texans than the discovery of the 
Spindletop oil gusher. Educated 
minds are the “oil and gas” of 
Texas’ future, and we must work 
harder—and encourage our young 
people to work harder—to better 
prepare for the challenging jobs of 
the future. The real issue for our 
children and grandchildren is not 
going to be “ no pass-no play.” The 
real issue is going to be “ no 
leam-no earn.”

This is no time to retreat from 
education reform. It took courage to 
raise the standards, and it’s going 
to take courage to stick to them. I 
think the vast majority of Texans 
want this state to have the best 
schools, and I remain committed to 
seeing Texas achieve that goal.

taxes on homestead
By simply filing a sworn affidavit 

with the Haskell County Appraisal 
District, homeowners age 65 and 
over in Haskell County can defer 
payment of property taxes on their 
homesteads.

If an elderly taxpayer has already 
been sued to collect delinquent 
taxes on his homestead, he can still 
take advantage of the “ over-65 tax 
deferral” by filing an affidavit with 
the court in which the suit is 
pending.

J.L. Grissom, chief appraiser of 
the Haskell County Appraisal 
District, explained that once an 
over-65 taxpayer properly files the 
tax deferral affidavit, state law 
prevents taxing units from 
initiating or pursuing delinquent 
tax suits on the homestead for as 
long as the applicant owns and lives 
at that property.

Grissom said that elderly home- 
owners can obtain forms for the 
deferral affidavit at the district 
office. The homeowner should fill 
out the form and have his signature 
witnessed by a notary public or 
other official authorized to take 
oaths, he added.

Grissom stressed that the tax 
deferral only postpones tax 
payments. It does not dismiss 
then.

“ Elderly homeowners should 
understand that the taxes, penalties 
and interest will continue to add

up,” he explained. “ Once the 
homeowner no longer qualifies for 
the deferral—that is, if he no longer 
owns or resides at that home­
stead—all those deferred amounts 
must be paid. At that time taxing 
units may sue to collect the 
delinquent taxes, penalties and 
interest, and can foreclose on the 
property.”

Just in time for Texas’ forth­
coming sesquicentennial year, 
when Texans will be looking back 
on their colorful heritage, the folks 
at the travel division of the state 
highway department have come up 
with a new folder capturing the very 
meat of the state’s epic heritage.

Titled “The Flags of Texas,” the 
folder pictures in high-quality detail 
the famous six flags of Texas 
history, and for good measure 
includes bits about the state seal, 
bird, tree, flower, grass, gem, 
stone and dish. (The official Texas 
state dish is—what else—chili.)

“ Speaking of birds” , said Tom 
Taylor, director of the highway 
department’s Travel and Informa­
tion Division, “ this little folder may 
well get two or three with the same 
proverbial toss. It’s not only timely 
for next year’s Sesquicentennial, 
but it’ll answer a lot of questions we 
get from millions of travelers at our 
Texas Tourist Bureaus.”

Taylor explained that most of the 
state’s 12 tourist bureaus began 
flying all six of the historical flags in 
recent years. Among non-Texans, 
they generate perpetual questions 
about what they are and which is 
which.

“ We Texans took it for granted 
that everyone would recognize the 
flags of Spain, France, Mexico and 
so forth,” said Taylor, “ but after 
thousands of questions, it’s 
apparent that folks from Ohio or 
Illinois have no idea, but they do 
want to know.”

Acknowledging that the folder 
was produced primarily for out-of- 
state visitors who come by the 
millions each year, Taylor added, 
“This little folder also may become 
a ‘must’ for school youngsters 
studying Texas history. But that’s 
all right, we printed enough to 
supply our tourist bureaus a lots of 
mail requests, too.”

Since our parents teach us to eat 
our vegetables when we’re 
children, it’s difficult to imagine 
that they may not be eating right in 
their later years.

Gifts from the 
Frost estate and other donors also 
are helping to make this building 
possible.

At the fall meeting of the Board 
of Trustees and Board of 
Development, Dr. Fletcher 
announced that Mrs. Charles 
Logsdon of Abilene has committed 
$2 million toward the construction 
of a new classroom and office 
building for the Logsdon School of 
Theology.

Following the announcement, 
trustees in a business session gave 
the “ go-head” for preliminary 
plans on the proposed new theology 
building with final approval on the 
architect’s drawing, costs and 
related items expected at the 
February meeting of the trustees.

affluent, sophisticated and willing 
to experiment. Extremely image 
conscious, they set high standards 
of excellence and for them the 
presentation of food is almost as 
important as taste.

Both groups see chicken as a 
good protein source, low in calories 
and cholesterol. While fried chicken 
is still America’s favorite, the 
collective effects of both health and 
lifestyle influences have resulted in 
new trends in cooking chicken.

Broiled chicken is becoming 
increasingly popular. Poaching and 
baking, often without the skin, 
meet demands for decreased calorie 
count. Light sauces made from 
pureed marinades and wine 
reductions give chicken a gourmet 
touch. Burritos, enchiladas and 
pasta salads are made with chicken 
as an ingredient or teamed up with 
chicken.

In any form, chicken is in step 
with today’s dietary demands.

“The need for nutrients does not 
change with age, but a decreased 
sense of taste and a less activity can 
result in a loss of appetite and lead 
to a less than adequate nutritional 
intake,” she says.

Adult children should be 
concerned about older parents’ 
eating habits because a prolonged 
poor diet can reduce their ability to 
fight disease, advises Hunt.

The nutritionist lists seven signs 
that an elderly parent may not be 
eating right:

•Have your parents lost weight?
•Have their eating habits 

changed? Do they skip meals or 
snack throughout the day? People 
can rarely eat a healthy diet while 
following these eating patterns.

•Do either of your parents live 
alone? Preparing and then cleaning 
up after a balanced meal for one 
person three times a day is 
unusual. Healthful convenience 
foods or a community meal service 
can reduce the burden of food 
preparation.

•Do either of your parents seem 
depressed? If so, they probably lack 
motivation to eat well. Some 
company at mealtime may help.

•What type of physical limita­
tions do your parents have? Use of a 
walker or arthritic joints can make 
shopping or preparing food 
difficult. Check into community 
service or private housekeeping 
agencies for help.

•Are either of your parents 
taking medications? Many drugs 
alter the way the body uses food or 
affect the appetite. Encourage them 
to discuss the problem with their 
doctor.

•Do your parents have dentures? 
Often when chewing is difficult, 
soups and soft foods, such as 
pudding, are eaten instead of high 
protein meals and vitamin-rich 
fruits and vegetables. Encourage 
your parents to have regular dental 
check-ups to avoid problems.

“ With just a little assistance, 
adult children can help their elderly 
parents maintain good nutrition and 
their independence,” says Hunt.

The Board of Directors of the 
Haskell Soil and Water Conserva­
tion district met Oct. 18 to 
reorganize the board and view 
the progress of the past year.

R.V. Earles was elected chairman 
of the Board. M.W. Phemister is 
vice chairman and F.A. Ulmer is 
secretary-treasurer. Other
members are Dan Wadzeck and 
Johnny Wheatley.

“ The year 1985 started out wet 
and slow in terms of conservation 
work,” said Earles, “ but when 
spring came many producers were 
busy preparing land for establish­
ment of critical conservation 
practices.”

The need for waterways and 
other practices used to remove 
excess water from cropland fields 
again was a major area of work for 
the SCS staff. Jim Hudson, district 
conservationist, reported 221 acres 
of waterways were successfully 
established to grass while another 
200 acres were shaped but have not 
been planted to grass.

Parallel terraces were con­
structed on 24 farms in the district 
this year, amounting to 380,269 
feet. Four hundred and one acres of 
critical area were established in 
grass and 163 acres of range and 
pasture land were seeded. Brush 
management was applied on 5,000 
acres, four livestock ponds were 
constructed and 6,281 feet of 
irrigation pipelines were installed.

In the area of conservation 
contracts, 17 applications on 8,053 
acres were received for assistance 
through the Great Plains Conserva­
tion Program. Three new GPCP 
contracts were funded on 1,161 
acres with four contracts on 2,307 
acres expiring. Two long-term 
agreement contracts were funded 
on 632 acres with two being 
completed on 563 acres.

“ Last year we decided to move 
into some new areas and to try to 
promote the wise use of our soil and 
water through more public 
awareness,” said Earles. “ In 1985 
we held our first ever Conservation 
Awards banquet to honor our local 
people for their accomplishments 
and interest in the land.”

Awards were presented in 
several categories to people who 
have practiced and promoted 
conservation and its benefits. 
Categories in the program include 
conservation rancher, farmer, 
teacher, homemaker and a public 
media award. Also recognized were 
winners in the Conservation Poster 
Contest and Land, Range and 
Pasture contests.

“ The year 1986 looks very 
promising, at least for conservation 
treatment,” said Earles. “ If we can 
keep our heads above water, we will 
see the installation of much needed 
conservation work and the 
reinforced commitment of rural 
people to keep America strong.”

Major V.J. Cawthon, commander 
of the Dept, of Public Safety, 
Region 5, said, “ Winter driving is 
more hazardous than we realize, 
there are longer hours of darkness, 
freezing temperatures, and sleet 
and snow. These are real handicaps 
for the driver.”

The National Safety Council 
suggests that drivers adjust their 
driving habits to fit the weather. 
Start gently, and when stopping, 
apply the brake pedal lightly when 
ice and snow conditions exist. 
Jamming the brakes will only send 
the car into a skid.

Many accidents and deaths are 
caused by driving too fast for 
existing conditions and losing 
control of the vehicle. Even though 
the speed limit is 55 the safe speed 
might only be 25 or 30.

When temperatures drop below 
the freezing point, drivers must 
guard against reduced visibility 
caused by frosted windows and 
windshields. To prevent this 
condition, idle your car long enough 
for it to warm up and for the 
defroster to become effective before 
starting to drive.

The Texas Dept, of Public Safety 
reminds motorists that this winter 
can be wonderful if they are able to 
make it safely from point “ A” to 
point “ B” without an accident. It is 
in your hands, the defensive driver, 
to make for a safer winter.

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Texas Baptists are big business
the largest private university in the 
state, Baylor University which also 
is the largest Baptist university in 
the world. Also Buckner Baptist 
Benevolences, headquartered in 
Dallas, is the largest social services 
agency in the United States.

Baptists come to Texas in 1824 
and organized their first Sunday 
School in 1829. The first church was 
started in 1837 and from that point 
Texas Baptists took off starting 
churches at a remarkable pace.

By 1890 Texas Baptist numbered 
150,000 with 2,221 churches. Not 
only were Texas Baptists involved 
in evangelistic efforts in Texas, but 
they were and continue to be active 
in the affairs of government.

General Sam Houston, first 
president of the Republic of Texas, 
was a member of the old 
Independence Baptist Church near 
Brenham. Pat M. Neff served as 
governor of Texas from 1919 to 1923 
and later served as president of 
Baylor University from 1932 to 
1947. Currently Mark White serves 
as governor of the state and also is 
an active Baptist layman at Hyde 
Park Baptist Church in Austin.

Texas Baptists also have

church property valued in 1982 at 
$2 billion.

In addition, the Baptist 
Foundation established in 1930 
encourages, receives and manages 
gifts and bequests for the benefit of 
all institutions, agencies or under­
takings supported by Texas and 
Southern Baptists. Total assets of 
the foundation exceed $417 million 
(book value) and during 1984 the 
foundation distributed more than 
$27.7 million to Baptist causes.

Texans are often accused of 
bragging about having the biggest 
and best of everything under the 
sun.

And Texas Baptists are up­
holding the tradition this week as 
they celebrate the 100th anniver­
sary of the Baptist General 
Convention of Texas during their 
annual meeting Nov. 5-7 in San 
Antonio.

Since Dec. 9, 1885, when several 
regional Baptist groups consol­
idated into a statewide Convention 
to coordinate the work of Texas 
Baptist, the membership has grown 
to 2.3 million in nearly 5,000 
churches and missions.

Messengers at the annual 
Convention in San Antonio are 
considering a $63.5 million 
Cooperative Program budget to 
help support 7,000 Southern Baptist 
missionaries, six seminaries, 27 
Texas Baptist institutions and a 
statewide program of state missions 
efforts.

And that’s just the beginning. 
Texas Baptists also claim the 
largest private hospital in the state, 
Baylor Medical Center, second 
largest in the nation. They operate

influenced public policy in the state 
taking active roles in legislation 
dealing with gambling, drug and 
alcohol abuse, church and state 
issues, family problems, child 
abuse and care for the poor.

The scope of the work of Texas 
Baptists might be easier to 
understand when one takes a closer 
look at their finances. The net 
assets of the 27 institutions 
affiliated with the Baptist General 
Convention of Texas is

Enrique Calderoni

Murder 
suspect 
on ‘list’

Law enforcement officials in 
Brownsville and Cameron County 

^  have had a frustrating time trying 
to track down Enrique Calderoni Jr.

Calderoni, who is wanted in 
Cameron County on warrants 
charging him with capital murder, 
is so tantalizingly close and yet so 
far away from police hands.

Investigators say they have 
reliable information that Caleroni is 
living in nearby Matamoros, 
Mexico, and occasionally crosses 
into the United States. They are 
hoping that on one of the fugitive’s 

^  forays into the Brownsville-South 
Padre Island area they can get their 
hands on their elusive prey. 
Meanwhile, investigators say 
Calderoni should be considered 
extremely dangerous.

Calderoni, 22, is charged with the 
July 11, 1983, murder of David 
Solis, a Brownsville shopkeeper.

Police reports indicate Solis was 
gunned down outside his store as 
he closed down for the night. 
Detectives theorize that robbery 
was a motive, since the victim was 
carrying the receipts for the 
business day.

Police officials say one offender 
has been convicted of capital 
murder in connection with Solis’ 
death. However, detectives believe 
Calderoni was the triggerman in the 
killing and desperately want to 
apprehend him.

Calderoni is described as being 
5-11, 160 pounds, with black hair 

» and brown eyes.
This week he has been added to 

the Texas Most Wanted list. A 
reward of up to $1,000 is being 
offered by the governor for 
information leading to Calderoni’s 
arrest.

Anyone with information 
concerning Calderoni’s where­
abouts is asked to call the Texas 
Crime Stoppers Advisory Council 
toll-free at 1-800-252-8477.

In all cases, callers do not have to 
V' reveal their identities.

Crime Stoppers programs 
throughout the State of Texas offfer 
cash rewards on a regular basis for 
information leading to the arrests 
and indictments of major crime 
offenders and the capture of wanted 
felons.

Currently a major crime is being 
solved every 42 minutes in Texas 
through a tip to Crime Stoppers 
programs in the state and almost 
$9,000 an hour worth of stolen 

4 property and narcotics are being 
recovered through citizen 
information to the programs.

Texas Most Wanted is a 
cooperative program between the 
Department of Public Safety and 
Texas Crime Stoppers.

U.S. Sen. Phil Gramm, in an 
interview to be broadcast to Europe 
and the Soviet Union by Voice of 
America, said the Gramm-Rudman- 
Hollings budget bill will “force the 
Congress and the President to make 
the hard decisions.”

The senator was interviewed by 
Washington journalists Tom 
DeFrank of Newsweek, Fred 
Barnes of the New Republic, Clive 
Small of the British Broadcasting 
Corp. and Julia Malone of the 
Christian Science Monitor.

(The interview will be seen in . 
many Texas television markets in 
November as a segment of the 
public affairs program, The 
Washington Report.)

The budget bill, which passed the 
Senate on a 75-24 vote, is currently 
being considered by a House- 
Senate conference committee.

“ What my budget is saying is

this: Let’s draw the line this year,” 
Gramm said.

“The power I’m taking away 
from Congress and the President is 
the power to not make a 
decision,... to pass the cost of 
government along to our children 
and grandchildren.”

“ If we don’t make the system 
work, then we deal with the 
problem with across-the-board 
reductions,” Gramm noted. Thus 
no one, the senator said, will have 
the ability to simply allow the 
deficit to increase in the future.

“ My belief is that after the first 
year, we’ll have Congress and the 
President adopt budgets that don’t 
generate automatic cuts.” 

“ Forty-three states of the union 
have processes under which they 
meet their responsibility on deficits 
in basically the same way.”

“ It’s a lot easier to cut the heart

out of the family budget with a tax 
increase than it is to cut the fat out 
of the federal budget. We have a lot 
of people who want to do that, but I 
don’t Support it and neither does 
the President and we’re going to 
make sure they don’t get away with 
it,” Senator Gramm said.

Gramm said when he first spoke 
to President Reagan about the 
Gramm-Rudmann-Hollings 
proposal, “ every special interest 
group in America was against it.”

“The President said, ‘Phil, I’ve 
always thought we’d have to go in 
this direction.’ And he did it,” 
Gramm said.
