AUSTIN—Texas Gov. Mark
White was snubbed by Presi-
dent Reagan last week over the
oil tariff issue, even while Tex-
as Comptroller Bob Bullock
warned that local property
taxpayers may expect increas-
es next year because of falling
oil prices.

Reagan agreed to meet this
week with only three oil state
governors—and = White was
among the uninvited—follow-
ing the highly hyped energy
summit White hosted in Dallas
last week.

While Reagan does not sup-
port White’s oil tariff issue,
the White House snub was
probably aimed at keeping
White from making political
hay as he nears the May 3
primary election in Texas.

A Gallup poll released just
days before showed White los-
ing to all three of his Republi-
can opponents: Bill Clements,
Kent Hance, and Tom Loeffler.

A simultaneous ' Houston
Chronicle poll showed him fac-
ing a probable runoff in' his
own party with Don Crowder
or Andy Briscoe.

Republicans Debate

Republican  gubernatorial
candidates made statewide

gains with their televised de-
bate last week, shortly after
one poll showed 65 percent of
all Texas voters now view the
GOP favorably.

Meanwhile, Mark White
would not debate Crowder and
Briscoe on television, and the
same poll showed Democrats

behind in public. favor -at. 50:-

percent.

Crowder, who hopes to push
White into a runoff, told Capi-
tol reporters that several top
Democratic officials, including
Attorney General Jim Mattox,
are worried that Mark White
will drag down the other
candidates running on the
ticket. Mattox’s staff denied
it.

Property Tax Increase?

Meanwhile, Texas Comptrol-
ler Bob Bullock warned that
many Texas cities, counties,
and school districts may face
dramatic losses in local tax
bases because of lower tax
values on oil and gas reserves.

Bullock predicted local gov-
ernments will face the pros-
pect of raising local property
taxes, an impact even bigger
than the $1.3 billion deficit
predicted for state govern-
ment.

“When the shock does ar-
rive, it will hit the tax bases of
local government in virtually
every part of the state,” he
said.

Officials Split

Several state officials are
still split over how to spend a
$424.8 million offshore oil
windfall, but the courts will
decide.

The difference of opinion
pits Gov. White, Lt. Gov. Bill
Hobby, Speaker Gib Lewis and
Treasurer Ann Richards on
one side with Bullock and Land
Commissioner Garry Mauro on
the other.

Ask VA

Is there a charge for the opening
and closing of a grave in a national
cemetery?

There is no charge. However,
expenses related to preparation,
casketing or transportation of the

remains from the place of death to a

national cemetery must be paid
from private funds. The VA may
provide. reimbursement under
certain circumstances for burial
expenses. Social Security pays a
burial benefit to a spouse in some
cases.

How much can I borrow on a
Veterans  Administration-backed
loan? I have heard that there is a
$27,500 limit.

The amount that a lending
institution will loan on a
VA-guaranteed loan depends in
part on your financial situation.
Like other lenders, those making
VA loans will consider your income,
liabilities and credit standing. The
loan may not exceed the fair market
value of the property. The VA
guarantees 60 percent of the
mortgage up to a maximum
guarantee of $27,500 against loss if
the buyer defaults.

It’s less expensive to learn how to
win big in a lottery. Under a
heading which reads ‘‘Win
Millions,”’ you learn that for only
$14.9S you can buy a book which is
guaranteed to make you a winner.

How about having a spell cast?
Andreika will do it for you—for $13
plus S0 cents postage. But even
Andreika has her limits: “‘I will cast
only one spell. at a time, ’’ she
warns. “Do not ask for more. My
energies must be massed toward
one specific target.”’

Producers who participate in the
1986 commodity programs will not
be eligible for payments on
non-program crops planted on the
program crop permitted acreage,
says Glenn R. Brzozowski,
executive director of the Haskell
County Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Service.

will be served between 8 and 9

non-program crop on this acreage
before that date, will be eligible to
earn a deficiency payment with
respect to the underplanted
acreage.’’

Under the programs,
participating producers who plant
at least S0 percent of their
permitted acres to a program crop
and devote the remaining permitted
acreage to conservation uses will be
eligible to receive deficiency
payments on 92 percent of the
permitted acreage. This is referred
to as the 50/92 provision of the 1985
Farm Act.

Non-program crops include all
crops except wheat, feed grains,
upland cotton, extra-long staple
cotton, rice, peanuts and soybeans.

Conservation uses are any uses
on cropland except program and
non-program crops, ELS cotton,
soybeans, acreage conservation
reserve, land devoted to the Water
Bank Program and the
Conservation Reserve Program,
and prevented planted aceage.

Brzozowski said an exception
may be made to the 50/92 provision
when a state or local agency has
quarantined the planting of a crop.

The ASCS official said producers
who comply with the 1986
commodity program provisions will
be eligible for deficiency payments,
on the acres planted within the
permitted acreage, price support
loans, and land diversion payments
for wheat and feed grain crops.

Applications and additional
details may be obtained from the
local ASCS office.

Haskell County winter wheat
producers who meet the 25-percent
acreage reduction requirement
under the 1986 wheat program and
divert an additional five-to-10
percent of their wheat acreage base
from production, will be eligible to
receive payments of $2 per bushel
on such acreage.

‘““Producers may request all of
their land diversion payments when
they sign up for the program,‘‘ said
Glenn R. Brzozowski, executive
director of the Haskell County
Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service.

Land diversion payments will be
paid in commodity certificates.
Brzozowski said the certificates will
not specify a particular commodity,
and must be redeemed from any
commodity under regular, special
or farmer-owned reserve loans held
by the producer.

The program also offers
producers advance deficiency
payments and price support loans
on their 1986 wheat crop. They will

have until Sept. 30, or until
maturity date of their loan,
whichever is earlier, to redeem
loans needed to satisy advance
deficiency and/or diversion
payments paid in commodity
certificates.

‘“‘Producers who have commaodity
loans outstanding after signup
closes April 25 must redeem the
loan to satisfy program payments,’’
Brzozowski said.

The quantity of the loan collateral
redeemed will depend on the value
of the crop as determined by the
Commodity Credit Corp. at the time
the loan is repaid with the
certificates. Farmers who do not
have commodity loans, or those
whose commodities under loan are
insufficient to meet their certificate
value, will be issued negotiable
certificates for the remaining
monetary amount due them.

Local woman
helps AARP
in tax project

Augusta Owens of Haskell was
among 79 district volunteers who
helped more than 3,700 older
persons prepare their 1985 tax
forms. He is a retired Civil Service
accountant.

Sponsored by the AARP
(American Assn. of Retired
Persons), the Tax-Aide program is
the largest of the association’s
volunteer programs. It began 17
years ago in response to the need
for free assistance to the elderly in
filling out their income tax returns.

It has grown each year. In 1985,
volunteers assisted older persons in
filling a million and a half federal,
state and local returns.

Nationwide, 23,000 volunteers
work in the program. The number
of visits for assistance to shut-ins
and the handicapped now exceeds
28,000 annually.

Purpose of the assistance is two
fold: To help older persons who
either cannot complete their tax
returns or who wish to learn how to
fill them out, and to assure that
elderly taxpayers are aware of the
tax provisions under which
Congress meant them to receive
special benefits.

Program expansion has been
facilitated by a cooperative
agreement between Tax-Aide and
the Internal Revenue Service,
under which the association

conducts the tax counseling for the .

elderly program. Under the
agreement, funding is previded to
reimburse volunteers’ expenses for
training. Instruction in tax matters
is provided by the IRS with the
assistance of growing numbers of
Tax-Aide volunteer instructors.

Mrs. Owens points out that this
week is National Volunteer Week
(April 20-26). Anyone wishing to

Spring means more
tractor accidents

The sharp increase in agricultural
activities in the spring means more
tractor accidents.

Overturns- still cause the most
tractor-related deaths, says a safety
engineer with the Texas
Agricultural Extensions Service.

International law enforcement
officials have had about as much
trouble catching up with Gyula
Gyorgy Polgar as they have had
trying to pronounce his name.

‘‘Georges,”’ as he is known to
investigators, is wanted by police
departments in three countries on a
variety of fraud and theft charges.
He was momentarily brought to
ground by the Houston Police
Department’s Cargo Theft Detail in
August 1985, but managed to slip
back into the shadows a short time
later.

Houston detectives say the
45-year-old Polgar is a slick con
artist, who preys on impressionable
women and runs a variety of scams.

‘‘He comes across as a slick,
sophisticated European-type man,’’
Sgt. Michael Hurley of the HPD
Cargo Theft Detail said recently.
‘“He likes to hang around
foreign-speaking sections of town
and eats at fancy French
restaurants.’’

Polgar first came to the attention
of Houston police last year when he
picked up a consignment of $32,000
worth of clothing from Continental
Airlines at Houston’s
Intercontinental Airport. The clerk
on duty apparently did not have
Polgar sign for the clothing. The
company paid for that mistake.
Polgar filed an insurance claim for
the clothing, alleging that it never
arrived in Houston. The claim was
paid.

Later, when the whole story of
the mistake was revealed, a warrant
was issued for Polgar’s arrest,
charging him with felony theft (over
$20,000).

Detectives caught up with him in
Los Angeles, where he confessed.
At the time of his arrest, Polgar had
almost $500,000 worth of fur coats
in his possession. The coats had
been stolen in New York.

Law enforcement officials in
Paris, France, and Brussels,
Belgium, also would like to get their
hands on Polgar. They have seven
outstanding felony theft warrants
for the elusive fugitive. Most of the
charges stem from fraudulent
insurance claims, remarkably
similar to the Houston case.

Investigators say Polgar has
several semi-legitimate businesses
that act as a cover for some of his
more devious practices. He runs
small, expensive fashion shows at
major hotels in many large
American cities.

He also is in the import-export
business with Mercedes
automobiles. Detectives say these
are ‘‘grey’’ Mercedes that do not
comply with American exhaust
emission standards.

The Hungarian-born Polgar is
described as a white male, 5-8, 150
pounds, with brown hair and blue
eyes.

Despite his 1985 arrest by
Houston police, Polgar is believed
to be still travelling around the
United States putting on his fashion
shows. :

Polgar has been added to the
Texas Most Wanted List. A reward
of up to $1,000 is being offered by
the governor’s office for
information leading to his
capture.

Most elderly live at
at home or with family

‘“Warehousing’’ of the elderly, a
subject given considerable
attention in recent years because of
scandals within the nursing home
industry, is a serious problem
demanding careful study.

Regardless of the attention,
however, so-called warehousing is
more the exception than the rule.

A question of greater magnitude,
if only because of the numbers of
elderly involved, is the provision of
home care for the elderly, the
preferred choice of a vast majority
of both adult children and their
aging parents.

The truth of the matter is that
only five percent of the nearly 28
million Americans older than 6S live
in nursing homes. Approximately
14 million live with their spouses,
while nearly four million elderly
persons live with other relatives.

Although the rest live on their
own, it is estimated that 80 percent
of the elderly have children, and
about SS percent of those who don’t
live with their adult children do live
within 30 minutes of them. A recent
survey showed that more than
three-quarters of the elderly who
took part saw one of their children
within the previous week.
Moreover, as much as 50 percent of
home help services received by the
elderly are provided by family and
friends. And a great deal of care is
provided by social workers and
other health and mental health

professionals outside the family.

But despite best intentions, home
care of the elderly can be
problematic if those involved do not
fully understand the complexities of
the situation and guide their
behavior accordingly.

Elaine Brody, an expert in
gerontology and a social worker
who heads the department of
human services at the Philadelphia
Geriatric Center, says the prime
social work role in care of the
elderly should be counseling.
‘‘Unfortunately, the main thing that
gets neglected (by families) is the
counseling. It may be old
fashioned, but it’s necessary. It’s
just underestimated,’’  she
explains.

Brody says there are also
emotional and psychological
problems that impede services to
the elderly. An older person, for
instance, may try to assert his or
her independence by refusing help
from a home attendant.

Isabel Levow, a social worker and
the program director of services for
the aging at the International
Center for the Disabled in New
York, says that ‘‘for some who have
been very independent, it is
stressful to be taken care of...to
turn around and become very
dependent on someone.’’ She adds
that stress can be minimized by
adjustments in the way in which
family and caregivers address
sensitively such issues as giving up

driving.
Levow says tht because of family
dynamics an outsider may

communicate with an elderly
person easier than a family
member. She recalls being told by
the daughter of one elderly woman
that her mother ‘‘might take things
better from you folks.”’ She says,
however, that some element of the
mistrust shown by elderly people is
more likely an expression of
resistance of their loss of control

over their lives. The family can
better cope with the resistance if
the reasons for it are understood.

In addition to the stress felt by
the elderly is the stress often
experienced by their family. They,
too, have undergone a change in
roles. Levow believes many adult
children enter some form of
mourning period for their parents,
even though they haven’t died. She
says they also may feel anger at
having to assume a long-term
caregiving role, guilt over not being
able to accept their new role
without qualms, and fear that, like
their parents, they will spend their
last years needing someone to
provide care.

Brody says the decision to
assume long-term care of the
elderly should be made by the
family because that decision will
have far-reaching effects on every
member of the adult child’s family.
She says it may mean giving up
regular vacations or altering a
family’s finances. If the immediate
family isn’t supportive, she says, it
could elevate the level of stress
already felt by the adult child.

According to Brody, traditional

" values also affect family dynamics

when the aging parent requires
extra care. The women’s rights
movement notwithstanding, the
person most often expected to
provide care for the elderly is a
woman—either a daughter, a sister
or another female relative or friend.
Although males will take
responsibility for providing -care
when necessary, both Brody and
Levow agree that even when the
son is willing to assume
responsibility for care of his
elderly parent, his wife or another
woman will usually perform certain
needed roles such as housekeeping.

With the gradual aging of the
American population, it is likely
that the person providing care for
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the elderly, male or female, will
also be older. That could mean an
even greater role in the future for
outside caregivers.

The National Assn. of Social
Workers is sponsoring a public
service campaign entitled ‘‘Aging
Parents: Return the Gift of
Caring.’’ The association urges
adult children, their parents, public
policymakers and health care
professionals to  use this
opportunity to focus attention on
the means of coping with problems
associated with the aging and the
impact they have on families.
