Water line
contract
awarded

A Breckenridge construction 
company has been awarded a 
$100,277.50 contract for the 
installation of water lines, valves 
and hydrants in the southwest part 
of Haskell.

^  The City Council accepted the bid
of Stegemoeller Construction Co. at 
its meeting April 22.

It’s the first phase of a 
water-street improvement project 
affecting approximately the 
southwest quarter of the city. It is 
being financed through a $270,176 
state grant.

Before construction can begin, 
the bid must be approved by the 
Texas Department of Community 
Affairs. City Administrator Robert 

^  Baker said he anticipated state 
approval within 30 days.

Included in the project will be the 
installation of 4,000 linear feet of 
six-inch water lines, 2,700 feet of 
eight-inch lines and 2,600 feet of 
10-inch lines. Twenty-four valves 
and 10 fire hydrants also are 
included.

New water lines will replace the 
undersized lines which now serve 

^  the area. Present water lines are 
not sufficient for the area’s needs 
and are not adequate for good fire 
protection.

After state approval, the city will 
advertise for bids on the second 
phase of the project, which includes 
23 blocks of paving.

Baker reported to councilmen 
that the premiums for general 

^  liability and auto liability insurance 
had increased 30 percent. He said 
the premiums for the policies, 
effective April 1, were $29,000, 
which is $6,300 more than a year 
ago. Other municipalities are 
experiencing even greater 
increases, Baker said.

Haskell coaches Jimmy Lisle, and 
Jim Raughton werq awarded a 
contract to operate the swimming 

^  pool during the summer. The same 
— two had the contract last year.

The city has recently spent 
$6,300 for sandblasting and 
epoxy-coating the pool. An 
application for a $126,000 grant 
from the State Parks and Wildlife 
Commission to completely renovate 
the pool and bring it up to state 
standards is pending. The city 
expects to hear something on the 

^  application in June, but approval, if 
granted, will not come in time for 
any work to be done this summer. 
Meanwhile, the State Department 
of Health, which requested the city 
to correct the filtration-system 
deficiencies, has granted the city a 
temporary waiver.

Councilmen accepted a $200 bid 
from Danny Payne for the purchase 
of the old police car. Payne was the 
only bidder for the 1980 Plymouth.

An ordinance was passed which 
^  allows local wrecker operators to be 

exempt from state requirements 
and licensing. (The last legislature 
passed a law which calls for wrecker 
firms to meet certain requirements 
and to be licensed by the state, but 
also allows cities to exempt local 
operators by ordinance.)

Baker reported to the council that 
work on North Avenue A to 
rechannel water to avoid

*  intersection collection has been 
completed. He also said that a 
concrete section on North 2nd 
Street would be finished in a few 
days.

With only one contested local 
race on the ballot, Saturday’s 
Democratic primary will be pretty 
much for state offices.

Ronnie Chapman, county 
commissioner of precinct 2, is 
opposed by Steve Alsabrook, but 
otherwise there are no local races.

Nearest thing to another local 
race is the one for state 
representative of district 64, which 
includes Haskell County. 
Incumbent Rick Perry of Haskell is 
seeking re-election and is opposed 
by Bob Hailey.

Despite the lack of contested 
races, absentee voting in Haskell 
County was a rather surprising 56, 
indicating considerable interest in 
the election.

Polls will be open Saturday from 
7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Precinct 1 voters 
will cast their ballots at the Haskell 
National Bank Community 
Building, precinct 2 at the Haskell 
County Library, precinct 3 at the 
Extension Building and precinct 4 
at the Justice of the Peace office in 
the courthouse.

Appearing on the ballot without 
oppositioh will be local candidates 
Charles Chapman for district judge, 
Carolyn Reynolds for district clerk, 
B. O. Roberson for county judge, 
Art Williams for county attorney, 
Willie Faye Tidrow for county 
treasurer, Woodrow Frazier for 
county clerk, C. A. Turnbow for 
commissioner of precinct 4 and Roy 
T. (Buck) Everett for justice of the 
peace of precinct 1.

Not only is there a shortage of 
local candidates, but this is one of 
those rare non-presidential years 
when not even a U.S. senator is 
being elected in Texas. Adding to 
the doldroms is the fact that U. S. 
Representative Charles Stenholm is 
unopposed in the primary.

As usual, most local interest in 
state races centers around the race 
for governor. Local teachers, as 
well as teachers throughout the 
state, have been extremely vocal in 
their opposition to the 
re-nomination of Gov. Mark White.

«

Put on your walking shoes, 
lightweight hiking boots, or 
running shoes. Put a tape of Sousa 
marches in your portable cassette 
player. Now march! That’s one way 
to walk for exercise.

While most of us walk to the 
breakfast table or stroll around the 
neighborhood, th a t’s not really 
exercise. You need to put out some 
effort.

Yet walking could very easily be 
the most popular form of exercise 
today. Of the 165 million American 
adults who exercise regularly, 
two-thirds of them list walking as 
one of their activities. Walking to 
keep fit is so popular because it 
doesn’t take any special equipment 
and doesn’t require any special 
skills. Almost everyone cart do it. 
And walking, or any other form of 
exercise, will make you feel better, 
not only physically, but mentally as 
well.

If you think you might like to turn 
your everyday walking into 
exercise, but want to make sure you 
begin "on the right foot,”  the 
President’s Council on Physical 
Fitness and Sports has a booklet for 
you. "Walking for Exercise and 
Pleasure” (Item 122P, $1) gives 
suggestions on how far and how 
fast you should walk to get the best 
results.

You might also want to check out 
"Plain Talk About Physical Fitness 
and Mental Health (Item 577P free) 
from the National Institute of 
Mental Health, which discusses the 
importance of exercise for mental 
well-being.

Although walking does take 
longer to achieve the same results 
as running and other more 
strenuous activities, studies have 
shown that the difference is not as 
great as many people believe. For 
instance, it has been found that a 
person jogging a mile in eight and a 
half minutes burns only 26 more 
calories than a person walking a 
mile in 12 minutes. Walking has the 
lowest dropout rate of any form of 
exercise and is virtually injury-free.

Dairy buyout 
not expected 
to affect prices

Although the government’s dairy 
buyout program will send some
952.000 dairy cows to slaughter 
over the next 18 months, the 
increase in slaughter numbers 
should have little effect on the fed 
cattle market, says a Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
economist.

Dr. Bud Schwart points out that 
some of the recent figures 
regarding the buyout program have 
been falsely inflated and have 
caused a negative reaction on the 
cattle futures market. That, in turn, 
has created real problems for the 
cattle market, driving prices down.

“The buyout program, aimed at 
reducing the number of dairy cows 
across the nation so as to curb 
surplus milk production, has two 
provisions designed to lessen the 
impact of dairy cow sales,” Schwart 
points out.

The first ensures orderly 
marketings so that slaughter does 
not occur during the months of 
heaviest beef cow culling. About 
two-thirds of the dairy cows—some
633.000 head—will be sold from 
April to September and the rest will 
move to market during the 
remainder of the 18-month period.

The second provision to help 
reduce additional supplies of 
process beef was the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture’s 
purchase of an extra 400 million 
pounds of red meat, only half of 
which could be used domestically. 
(This 400 million pounds 
represents the amount of beef from 
a million cows.)

With the dairy buyout program, 
total commercial cow slaughter for 
1986 should be about 7.9 million 
head, only a seven percent increase 
over last year, Schwart points out. 
And, remember that cow slaughter 
was down 14 percent in 1985 
compared to 1984, he adds.

"All things considered, this 
relatively small increase in cow 
slaughter numbers combined with 
the increased USDA meat 
purchases should have little 
adverse effect on the beef 
industry,” says Schwart.

receive benefits from walking you 
should move at a steady pace that 
makes your heart beat faster and 
causes you to breathe more deeply. 
Remember to hold your head erect 
and keep your back straight and 
abdomen flat.

The only "special equipment” 
required to walk is a good pair of 
shoes. Your shoes should be 
comfortable, provide good support 
and not cause blisters or calluses. 
Good running shoes are good 
walking shoes, as are some of the 
lighter trail and hiking boots and 
casual shoes with heavy rubber or 
crepe soles. The shoes you select 
should have arch supports, and the 
uppers should be made of materials 
that breathe, such as leather or 
nylon mesh.

Walking generates lots of body 
heat, so you will want to wear 
lighter clothing than the 
temperature seems to indicate. In 
cold weather, it is best to dress in 
several layers of light clothing. The 
layers will trap heat, and are easy to 
shed if you get too warm. Wearing 
a wool cap when walking in cold 
weather also helps trap body heat.

"Walking for Exercise and 
Pleasure” describes conditioning 
exercises designed to increase 
flexibility and strength and to serve 
as a “warmup” for walking. You 
should do these every time you 
walk, especially when you are just 
starting out.

Exercise, either walking or 
another activity, is a key factor in 
keeping both physically and 
mentally fit because it can help 
relieve emotional stress, anger, 
tension and hostility. "Plain Talk 
About Physical Fitness and Mental 
Health” gives you some other ideas 
about keeping in shape, along with 
some suggestions about making 
physical activities an enjoyable part 
of your lifestyle.

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School Board grants 
teachers more leave

Amending and adopting new 
policies highlighted the April 22 
meeting of the Haskell School 
Board.

New policies adopted included 
one which adds five days of leave to 
the five already granted by the state 
to professional personnel. Intended 
as an extension of sick leave 
benefits, the new policy will also 
allow professional personnel to use 
as many as two of these five days 
for personal business reasons, but 
not as vacation time. These two 
days may not be used on Monday or 
Friday, on the first or last day of 
school or on the day before or after 
a holiday.

Another policy approved grants 
similar leaves for non-professional 
employees.

In all cases, leave may be accured 
up to 30 days. It cannot, however, 
be “ cashed in.”

Also approved was an 
amendment to a policy on vacation 
leave. Twelve-month employees 
will be eligible for vacation at the 
same rate of two weeks per year, 
but now will be able to take vacation 
time after having worked six 
months instead of a full year.

Still another policy change 
provides for a policy for acquisiton 
of materials for the library and 
specifies the role of the teacher in

making recommendations to the 
librarian. It defines the librarian’s 
role, as well as the principal’s, in 
handling challenges.

In other action, the board:
Approved the transfer of two 

kindergarten level students, one 
from Rule and one from Rochester.

Approved the contracts of the 
professional staff.

Changed the date of school board 
meetings from the Tuesday of the 
first full week of the month to the 
Tuesday of the second full week.

Passed a resolution honoring 
Haskell students who placed in the 
University Interscholastic League 
competitioin.

Approved salary schedules for 
maintenance and custodial 
personnel.

Approved a request to seek bids 
on consumable school supplies.

Approved a request by the 
superintendent to seek bids for 
liability insurance for board 
members.

Updated the five-year priority 
plan to include the consideration of 
the physical well being, citizenship 
and competitiveness of students.

Heard a report from Supt. Dr. 
James Kemp on proposed school 
board workshops which board 
members are required to attend 
under the stipulations of House Bill 
72.

Before leasing a car, furniture or 
other household items, it can pay to 
study the lease agreement, says 
family economics expert Nancy 
Granovsky.

“ Leasing may seem less 
expensive than buying, but can cost 
you more money in the long run,” 
she explains.

“ If you rented a $400 television 
set for a year and a half at $18 a 
week, for example, the leasing cost 
would be $1,404. Your cost would 
definitely be lower if you bought the 
set.

“ Even at an 18-percent interest 
rate on a credit card, the set could 
be paid off within a year for much 
less money than the $1;404 you 
•would pay by leasing,” says the 
Texas A&M specialist.

The Consumer Leasing Act for 
personal property requires rental 
companies to inform shoppers on 
the lease agreement that they may 
be able to get cash or credit terms 
and pay less for ownership.

Granovsky says this act also 
requires full disclosure of all costs, 
including any advance payments or 
security deposits, the total amount 
of payments due and any fees for 
license registration, delivery 
charges or taxes.

You must also be informed of the 
terms of the lease, including what 
insurance you will need, 
warranties, who is responsible for 
maintenance, how to cancel the 
lease and at what price you can buy 
the property you are leasing.

Leasing can often 
cost much more

Farmers who want to bid to enter 
their highly erodible cropland into 
the USDA’s conservation reserve 
program may do so during the 
program’s second signup period 
May 5-16.

Producers will be offered the 
option to bid for a conservation 
reserve program contract beginning 
with either the 1986 or 1987 crop 
year.

For contracts which are effective 
immediately, annual payments will 
be made beginning Oct. 1. 
Producers cannot harvest any 1986 
crop planted on land to be placed in 
the program. Any producer who has 
had or will have a crop mechanically 
removed from the designated area 
L ineligible for a 1986 contact.

For contracts which become 
effective Oct. 1 or later, producers 
will be allowed to harvest their 1986 
crop, and no annual payments will 
be made before Oct. 1, 1987.

USDA will establish maximum

acceptable rental rates after the end 
of the signup and after bid data has 
been evaluated. Addtional signup 
dates for the 1987 crop year will be 
announced later.

For the 1986 signup, designated 
cropland may be grazed until the 
Commodity Credit Corp. enters into 
a conservation reserve program 
contract with the producer and 
notifies him that livestock must be 
removed to comply with contract 
provisions.

Land which is designated for 
1987 contracts may not be grazed 
after Oct. 1 of this year.

Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation state committees may 
re-establish pool boundaries for the 
second signup period.

The only acreage limitation which 
applies for the second signup is that 
a maximum of 25 percent of the 
cropland in the county may be 
entered into the program.

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Social Security 
numbers widely used

The Social Security number, 
which is now being used as a means 

t  of identification by schools, banks, 
the Internal Revenue Service and 
numerous other organizations, was 
originally intended for use only by 
the Social Security program.

About 25 years ago, 1RS began 
using the number as a means of 
identifying taxpayers. Later, the 
idea was picked up by the military 
services, the Treasury Department 
and agencies responsible for 
administering public welfare and 

h various social service programs that 
depended on federal funding.

Any state or any of its political 
subdivisions is permitted to use the 
Social Security number for 
purposes of identification in 
relation to tax administration, 
general public assistance 
programs, the issuance of drivers’ 
licenses or motor vehicle 
administration. The use of the 
number for identification purposes, 
however, does not affect the 

1 confidentiality of Social Security 
records.

Misues of the Social Security 
number for any purpose is a 
violation of the Social Security Act. 
The penalty for misues or fraud is a 
fine of up to $5,000 or 
imprisonment of up to five years or 
both.

In an effort to avoid issuing more 
than one number to the same 
person, the Social Security 
Administration requires applicants 
18 or over and applying for an 
original number to apply in person.

All applicants must furnish 
evidence of date of birth, identify 
and United States citizenship or 
alien status. Those who claim to 
have lost their card or who request 
a new card because of a change in 
name must furnish evidence of their 
identity. If foreign born, they must 
also provide evidence of citizenship 
or current alien status.

Parents who apply for a Social 
Security number for a child must 
provide proof of the child’s date of 
birth, his or her identity and 
citizenship, as well as their own 
identity.

Sugarless 
doesn't mean 
no calories

“ Sugarless” and “ sugar-free” 
food products may still contain 
calories from sweeteners, in spite 
of their label claims.

The Food and Drug 
Administration (FDA) defines 
sugar as sucrose, which is common 
table sugar, says nutritionist Dr. 
Alice Hunt.

However, other sugars such as 
glucose and fructose, and related 
natural sweeteners called “ sugar 
alcohols,” including xylitol, sorbitol 
and mannitol, can be used in food 
processing, says the Texas A&M 
specialist.

All these sugars and sugar 
alcohols contain as many calories as 
table sugar and break down in the 
body in a similar way, Hunt 
explains.

But because, of the narrow 
definition of sugar used by the 
FDA, a food can be labeled 
“ sugar-free” and still be high in 
sugar-contributed calories.

The nutritionist points out that 
sugar alcohols do not contribute to 
the development of cavities in the 
teeth, which is why they are often 
used in “ sugarless” gum and 
candy.

Runoffs possible 
in governor races

AUSTIN—Three days prior 
to primary Election Day, both 
parties expected light voter 
turnouts that could possibly 
make runoffs necessary in the 
gubernatorial nominations.

Polls indicate that former 
Gov. Bill Clements might 
squeak by in the Republican 
primary without a runoff, but 
the race for second place has 
remained too close to call be­
tween Tom Loeffler and Kent 
Hance.

In the Democratic primary, 
Gov. Mark White’s support has 
been slipping for weeks. How­
ever, White’s campaign still 
predicts no runoff will be 
needed.

But Democratic challenger 
Don Crowder, who has collect­
ed formal support from thou­
sands of educators and state 
employees in the final weeks, 
said the light voter turnout 
will increase the impact of the 
anti-Mark White protest vote 
and benefit him and Andy 
Briscoe.

Voters will tell us Saturday 
who was right and who was 
wrong.

Teachers’ Vow
Of all the opposition groups, 

teachers have the most at 
stake.

They have publicly vowed to 
teach Mark White a lesson, 
singling him out as the man 
who broke promises to them 
when he forced the Legislature 
into special session to pass the 
HB 72 education reforms.

Last week, thousands of 
teachers, coaches and princi­
ples held a rally at the Capitol 
and, in speech after speech, 
blasted the governor for rais­
ing taxes, utility rates and 
fees.

Several candidates spoke to 
the orderly crowd, including 
Crowder, Hance and Loeffler, 
to court their votes.

And long-time political 
watchers are predicting that if 
teachers do not unseat Mark 
White, they will have zero po­
litical influence for years to 
come.

Supreme Court
Besides the gubernatorial 

combat, the ra ft of candidates 
competing for seats on the 
Texas Supreme Court are pro­
viding the most action.

The issue of ethics on the 
court continues to surface as 
the press and a legislative 
panel probe the conduct of 
some justices.

Last week, one Texas news­
paper reported six justices a t­
tended a debutante ball in ’83 
as guests of an attorney, who 
only the day before received a 
favorable landmark decision 
from them.

All nine justices were invited 
by attorney Bill Edwards, but 
only William Kilgarlin, C. L. 
Ray, Ted Robertson, James 
Wallace, Sears McGee and 
Franklin Spears attended.

Some of the weekend ex­
penses were also paid for by 
Edwards. At the time of the 
ball, Edwards still had four 
personal-injury cases pending 
before the court.

Later, Justices Ray, Robert­
son, Spears and Wallace voted 
for the attorney’s position in 
all those cases.

At question is whether the 
justices violated the spirit of 
keeping an “arms length” rela­
tionship with lawyers with 
cases pending.

The town of Haskell was chosen 

as the county seat of Haskell 
County in an election held Jan. 13, 
1885.

It had been a favorite watering 
place since it was first known and 
was considered a fine location for a 
town.

Fifty-seven votes were cast in 
that first county election. J. L. 
Jones and John Norris were 
candidates for the office of county 
clerk and the election resulted in a 
tie between these two candidates so 
another election was ordered. 
Norris withdrew from the race in

IMPROVING CASH FLOW
Most businesses go through tight money periods from time to time. 

The fact that your business is profitable will not necessarily keep you 
from feeling the money crunch on occassion.

Whether it's a slowdown in the economy, a seasonal trend, an 
industry slowdown, or any of several other factors, there are steps you 
can take to ease the cash crunch.

Many of us develop bad spending habits when there's plenty of 
money in the bank. A well-defined spending policy will be healthy for 
the company in both good times and bad. Learn to buy smarter.

If you stock inventory, classify it as fast, average, or slow-moving. 
This will help you analyze your purchase quantity, quantity discounts, 
and reorder time problems. If items are readily available, it makes little 
sense to tie up a lot of money and storage space for slow-moving 
inventory.

Make sure that all employees are well-informed about what you're 
trying to accomplish. If an employee has a money saving idea, see that 
s/he receives an on-the-spot cash reward.

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Charge it!
Credit cards can be expensive

“ Charge i t ,” has become a 
byword (or is it buy-word?) of the 
American consumer.

But that can be an expensive 
phrase if you are not careful in 
choosing and using your charge 
cards. The Consumer Federation 
of America recently noted that 
average charge card interest rates 
have climbed in the past five 
years—although other interest 
rates have fallen substantially—and 
you may now pay an annual fee as 
well, a change from a few years ago 
when most cards were free.

The Federal Reserve Board has a 
free booklet that explains your 
rights when it comes to applying for 
and using credit. ‘‘The Consumer 
Credit Handbook” discusses some 
ways to determine what you will 
have to pay for the credit, what 
creditors must tell you when you 
get credit, your rights if you are 
denied credit and how to check your 
credit history, how to correct billing 
errors, and much more. For your 
free copy, send your name and 
address to F. James, Dept. 513P, 
Consumer Information Center, 
Pueblo, CO 81009.

Before you sign up for any credit 
card, read the fine print. Find out 
whether there is an annual fee. 
That fee is a real cost of credit, and 
it can be as much as your total 
finance charges for the year, so it is 
just as important to check as the 
interest rate.

Of course, you do need to find out 
what the interest rate is. Rates now 
vary as widely as 10 percent, 
depending on the laws of the state 
and the company’s policy. And how 
that interest rate is applied affects 
how much finance charge you pay.

If your finance charge is based on 
the adjusted balance, that means 
you just pay interest on the amount 
you still owe after your monthly 
payment—generally a smaller 
balance than before. If, on the other 
hand, the finance charge is based 
on the previous balance, then your 
payment is not taken into account, 
and you pay interest on whatever 
you owed at the start of the 
payment period. However, if your 
finance charge is based on the 
average daily balance where the 
creditor adds up what you owe for 
each day and divides by the number

of days in the billing period, the 
interest will generally fall in 
between.

These differences can be 
substantial. For instance, on three 
accounts charging 18 percent with 
identical patterns of activity—a ' 
$400 balance, $300 payment in the 
middle of the payment period, and 
a $50 purchase—your interest could 
range from $1.50 to $6.

Finally, does the card have a 
grace period before you start 
paying interest? With some cards, 
interest starts building from the day 
you make your purchase. With 
others, you have until the payment 
due date to pay without incurring 
any interest charge. It is important 
to have this grace period if you 
usually pay your bills in full every 
month.

And once you have any credit 
card, protect it. Never give the card 
number to anyone who calls out of 
the blue. Tear up the carbons from 
any credit card transaction. Try to 
pay more than the minimum 
balance due on the bill. That way, 
you will build a good credit record 
and you won’t find yourself deeply 
in debt.

Although no 
contracts were awarded in Haskell 
County through the first period, 
Jim Hudson, district 
conservationist with SCS, believes 
interested producers should make 
their interest known by “ signing 
up.”

“ We know that the average bid 
accepted in Texas in the first go 
round was $35, but we do not know 
what will be accepted this time,” 
said Hudson. “ Various rumors of 
changes in the program are floating 
about the area, but nothing definite 
has been received.”

Eligibility requirements remain

the same—cultivated land in 
capability classes VI, VII or VIII, or 
land that is eroding at three times 
the tolerance for that soil. Haskell 
County received 67 applications on 
9,013 acres during the first 
application period with about 80 
percent of this being eligible. “ I 
believe we probably have 
20,000-30,000 acres that are eligible 
due to erosion factors at this time,” 
Hudson said. “ I hope the producers 
will come in and at least try to * 
participate.”

CRP is a 10-year contract 
program designed to return highly 
erodible land to grass, reduce 
erosion, reduce production and 
increase the future supply of timber 
for some areas and grazing lands 
for others.

Pointing to the importance of 
recognizing and remembering the 
pioneer farm and ranch families in 
Texas, Agriculture Commissioner 
Jim Hightower has invited 
long-time farming families to 
participate in the Texas 
Department of Agriculture’s 1986 
Family Land Heritage Program.

Basic requirements of the 
program include continuous 
agricultural production on the farm 
or ranch for 100 years, land 
ownership within the family, 
complete operation or supervision 
of the farm/ranch production by 
family members who are Texas 
residents, and a size of at least 10

“ These families are living, 
productive symbols of our family 
farm unit,” said Hightower. “ We 
celebrate their past achievements, 
and acknowledge the importance 
that such family farms hold for us in 
the future.”

This year’s certified registrants 
will be honored at a state ceremony 
at the LBJ Library Oct. 15.

Honorees will receive a certificate 
with an official sign-marker to be 
placed on the recipient’s gate or 
home designating their property as 
a “ Century Farm” or “ Century 
Ranch.” A Family Land Heritage 
registry will later be published and 
distributed to all honorees.
