‘“There is no mystery,’’ said
Jerry Atkinson last Thursday in
response to a Free Press article
about the difference between the
amount of water the City of Haskell
pays for and the amount it actually
uses.

Atkinson is manager of the North
Central Texas Municipal Water
Authority, in which Haskell and
three other area cities are phrtners.

Spring rains, along with a more
economic-minded public, combined
with a more efficient local operation
to prevent losses, were reasons
cited by Atkinson for the 36 percent
difference between what the City
has used (and sold) and the
minimum 16-million gallon monthly

harge.

Munday, Knox City and Goree,
other Authority member cities, all

are down in thelr water
consumption this year, ‘Atkinson
said. He said Munday is about 12
million gallons below its minimum
charge, and Knox City about $
million. Goree is also down,
although he did not quote a figure.
Haskell, the largest of the
participating cities, has a
contractural quota to purchase 49

-percent of the water sold to the four

member cities. Atkinson said that
over the past five years, Haskell has

- used 48 percent of the water, which

he considers to be an excellent
fulfillment of the original estimate.

Atkinson’s figures for Haskell
differed somewhat from the City of
Haskell figures published last
week. The Free Press article stated
that the City so far this year has a

surplus of 26 million gallons of

e

each

water it has paid far and not used.
Atkinson put the figure at’
23,752,000.

Until recently, Atkinson said
Haskell had the by far the biggest
loss rate of any of the participating
cities (the difference between water
‘bought by the city and water sold by
the city). He complimented Haskell
for its successful efforts in reducing
losses.

He also said that the original,
contract which stipulated Haskell’s
minimum quota has been reviewed
frequently and has been changed at
least once. The minimum quotas

are established to guarantee

revenue for bond obligations and
city is assessed
proportionate share. ‘‘No city gets
an unfair advantage,’”’ Atkinson
said.

Rochester girl
attends D. C. meet
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15 jailed here following
three-county drug bust

All 1S persons arrested last week
on drug charges in Haskell County
remained in jail late Monday. They
were being arraigned in district
court Tuesday.

The 15 arrests accounted for most
of the 19 people involved in 33
indictments handed down
Wednesday by a Haskell County
Grand Jury.

Immediately following the sealed
indictments, law officials fanned
out to make the arrests. Personnel
from the sheriff’s office, police
departments of Haskell and Rule,
the highway patrol, the Texas
Rangers and the game warden’s
office were involved in the arrests.

Indictments and arrests were for
delivery and possession - of
controlled substances—cocaine,
methamphetamines,
amphetamines and marijuana.

As part of the same undercover
operation, 43 indictments involving
19 individuals, were issued in
Baylor County and 14 indictments,
involving eight individuals, were
handed down in Knox County.

Some of the alleged drug
violators were indicted in more than
one county. :

Grand Jury action and the
subsequent arrests were the results
of a two- or three-month
investigation by officers in the three
counties. Haskell County Sheriff
Johnny Mills said the investigation
began in Baylor County. After
investigations there revealed
connections in Haskell and Knox
counties, those areas joined in the
operation.

While commending all law
enforcement agencies, Mills gave
special credit to Rule Police Chief
Jack Whorton who had worked
previously with the undercover
agent involved.

Fourteen of the people indicted -

locally were arrested Wednesday
and Thursday. Another was picked
up Friday in Euless. Four others,
the names still sealed, had not been
arrested as of Monday.

Mills said the arrests should
make a good ‘‘dent” in the drug
problem in Haskell County.

Robert C. (Bobby) Albert III of
Wichita Falls, who at 33 is the
youngest of the 439 district
governors in the world, visited
Haskell on a stop on his tour of the
59 Rotary clubs in the district.

Addressing the noon luncheon of
the Rotarians, Albert stressed the
importance of active Rotary
membership. ‘‘All communities
want economic growth, and this can
be brought about with good morals
and good ethics,”’ said the speaker.
He explained how morals and ethics
can be fostered through the
philosophy of Rotary.

He challenged his listeners to
work for the good of their
communities. ‘‘Too often,’’ he said,

the pump when we need a new
water system.’’

Albert became district governor
July 1 and is in the early stages of
his tour of district clubs. He said he
spent 1,200 hours between Jan. 1

and June 30 in getting ready for his
new duties.

He is enthusiastic about Rotary
International’s programs. He is
particularly interested in the
organization’s “‘Polio-plus”’
project, designed to eradicate polio
worldwide. Rotary International
provides vaccines to people all over
the world. Although defenses
against other diseases are included
in the program, the ‘‘Polio-plus’’
name was adopted because the
name polio is easily recognizable.

Rotary was founded in Canada in
1910, the first service club ever. It
now has 22,000 clubs with a total
membership of more than 1 million.
More countries are represented in
Rotary International than in the
United Nations, Albert said.

Texas Farm Bureau
endorses tax bill

The board of directors of the
Texas Farm Bureau has endorsed
the Senate version of the tax reform
measures now being considered by
the House-Senate conference
committee.

Texas Farm Bureau supports the
Senate version of tax reform, the
board announced, provided the
final bill:

-Keeps individual tax rates of 15
and 27 percent;

-Permits the self-employed to
deduct payments of premiums for
health insurance policies;

-Allows farmers and ranchers to
use income average;

-Retains the present law
regarding deductions for multi-year
soil conditioners such as fertilizers
(as provided in the Senate version);

-Adopts the House bill treatment
of capital gains;

-Allows carry-forward of the full
value of all unused investment tax
credits (as contained in the House
bill);

-Permits timber producers to
continue treating proceeds from the
sale of timber as capital gains.
