Hospital lays off 9 employees

Nine employees were dropped from
the payroll of the Haskell Memorial
Hospital last week.

The Hospital Board made  the
decision to release the employees as a
belt-tightening procedure necessitated
by low patient census and erratic
medicare payments. {

Released were four nurse's aides,
and one each in the administration,
housekeeping, dietery, janitorial and
maintenance departments.

Bud Comedy, administrator,

pointed out that no licensed personnel
positions were eliminated and that
there should be no decrease in the
quality of patient care at the facility.

She also stated that the hospital
has continued to operate in the black,
unlike many similar institutions in
the area.

Tighter restrictions on medicare
payments have had a serious effect on
the hospital's income. Many medicare
claims are now being denied. As a
consequence, not as many patients are
being admitted.

The 30-bed facility had a average
daily patient load of only six for the
fiscal year which ended Sept. 30. The
average in September was only three.
A week ago Saturday, Sept. 27, not a
single person was in the hospital, the
first time ever that such a condition

existed for a full day. Mrs. Comedy
recalls a time in the past when the
hospital had no patients for a couple
of hours.

In past years, the daily average
patient load has been as high as 15 or
20.

"We're not in the red," said Mrs.
Comedy, "and we hope this will help
keep us in the black."

She added that she hoped the
released personnel could be re-
employed if the census increases.

With the reduction of nine
employees, the hospital now has 41
employees.

Plan could
alter tax
collection

State Rep. Rick Perry of Haskell
this week outlined the details of a
new plan to allow smaller cities and
counties to collect an additional sales
tax of one-half percent as a way of
reducing their property taxes. The
new tax plan was part of the overall
tax package enacted by the Legislature
during the recent special session.

Currently in Texas, all
incorporated cities may collect a one
percent sales tax. In addition, the
largest cities levy an additional one
cent tax to fund their mass transit
systems. Up to now, however,
neither the smaller cities nor counties
had the option of using additional
sales tax revenues to ease the burden
on property taxpayers.

Under provisions of the new bill,
the earliest the new half-cent tax
could be collected would be Jan. 1,
1988. To collect the tax, a city
council or a county commissioners
court must first call an election. A
petition drive can also initiate an
election, if it is signed by five percent
of the registered voters who voted in
the last county or city election. If a
county and a city within that county
each wants to collect the tax, it would
have to be approved by the voters
separately for each.

Perry explains that funds generated
by this new tax can only be used to
offset property taxes of that
jurisdiction. "For every dollar a city
or a county collects in new sales tax,
they have to reduce their property
taxes by a dollar," Perry said.

"Many people have complained
that property owners are shouldering
an unfairly large proportion of tax
collections," Perry said. "This will
shift some of that burden around. and
make it fairer for everyone involved."

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WTU announces
another rate refund

A continuing price decline in the
natural gas market means another

refund to West Texas Utilities Co.'s
retail customers in December.

WTU officials announced  last
week that a request was being filed
with the Public Utility Commission
of Texas for permission to refund a
total of $6.9 million in retail
revenues collected in excess of actual
fuel costs, and to lower its fuel charge
rate for the months of December
through April. The total includes
$6,740,467 in actual fuel cost
savings accumulated in July and
August, plus $149,003 in interest.

Under WTU's proposal, all
existing retail customers would
receive refunds through one-time
credits to their bills in December. A

typical residential customer would
receive about $17.

The fuel rate--known as the "fixed
fuel factor--is approved by the PUC.
When the actual cost of fuel is below
the approved rate, the over-recovery is
returned to the customers, with
interest.

WTU's base rates have not changed
since December 1984. Company
officials have indicated that a rate
increase likely will be necessary next
year after the new coal-fired
Oklaunion Power Station near
Vernon is completed and placed in
service. The assured supply of coal
under a long-term contract is expected
to stabilize WTU's power plant fuel
costs and partially offset the necessary
base rate increases.

The IRS is attempting to match certain documents to your social
security number and to the figures you reported on your tax return. If you
receive interest, dividends, rents, royalties, or any of a number of other
types of payments, you will probably be issued a "Form 1099." A copy of
each 1099 is mailed to you and to the government. The purpose of such
forms is to identify money transactions between two parties.

If the IRS can't readily locate information on your tax return which was
reported to them on a Form 1099, they will send you a notice for taxes
due. You may get such a notice even though the income is reported

Don't assume that you owe additional taxes, interest or penalties just
because you receive a statement from the government saying so. Because
of the possibility of both human and mechanical error, it's worth checking
to make sure you owe the amount billed before sending a payment.

If you've paid someone else to prepare yo
copy of all correspondence you receive from taxing authorities, even those
that do not request additional money. Your tax return preparer needs a full

School Board
sets tax rate

The Haskell Independent School
District board set the tax rate at .7992
during its Sept. 30 meeting.

The figure represents an increase of
slightly more than one cent over last
year's rate of .7889.

-Establishment of a tax rate came
immediately after the adjournment of
the special session of the state
legislature. It had been feared that the
legislature may curtail the funding of
case the kindergarten program, in
which the tax rate would have had to
be increased.

The School Board also revised its
policy on teacher appraisals. Under
the revision, appraisals will be
scheduled in advance and teachers will
receive 24 hours advance notice.

The evaluation instrument for the
school librarian, similar to that used
by the Lubbock ISD, was approved,
and there was further discussion on
the air conditioning and heating
facilities at the secondary school.

In remarks to the Board, Supt.
James Kemp discussed the possibility
of employing outside help to assist in
teacher evaluations.

He also discussed the need to
replace the doors on the bus barn and
rapair the lockers in the secondary
school.

Louie Torres took the opening
kickoff on his 32 and returned it 44
yards to the.Knox City 24. Stephon
Brockington picked up 6 yards in two
stabs and then Mark Young scooted
18 yards for a touchdown. When Joel
Torres kicked the extra point to make

the score 7-0, the game was less than

a minute and a half old.

Knox City came right back. It -

took the Greyhounds eight plays to
drive 63 yards for the tying score.
Quarterback David Gonzales passed
24 yards to Brian Correll for the
touchdown which came on a fourth-
and-11 situation after it had appeared
the Indians had stopped the drive.
Correll's extra point kick tied the
score.

Early in the second quarter, Knox
City went ahead when Gonzales ran
62 yards for a touchdown.Correll's
kick was blocked, but the Greyhounds
were out front 13-7.

Three possessions later, the
Indians almost tied the score. After a
43-pass from Young to Steven
Rodriquez had put the ball on the
Greyhound .9, Young picked up 4
yards to the 5. On the next play,
Young bolted into the end zone, but
the Indians were called for clipping at
the 2 and the ball was moved back to
the 17. Two plays later, on fourth
down, Joel Torres booted a 32-yard
field goal to complete all of the
game's scoring with 3:10 to go in the
second period. .

Budget
problems
unsolved

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
said last week that the recently ended
special legislative session improved,
but did not solve, the state's financial
problems.

"The tax bill and spending cuts and
bookkeeping maneuvers have chiseled
away at the problem and the projected
deficit is now about $983 million,"
Bullock said.

He said the spending cuts and
temporary tax package reduced the
deficit in funds affecting certification
from $2.3 billion to just below $1
billion. Preliminary calculations, he
said, show that the spending cuts will
amount to about $482 million and
the tax bill will bring an additional
$764 million between next Jan. 1 and
Aug. 31.

AUSTIN—The two special
tax sessions blew a cockeyed
note into the traditional Texas
election rhythm, but after the
curtain rang down on the Leg-
islature last week, political
campaigns finally kick-started

The confusion
and misinformation that came
out of these two special ses-
sions may have tried the pa-
tience of voters a little more
than tolerable.

Lawmakers who dealt
straight with their constituen-
cies will hopefully be re-
elected. And certainly, some
who indulged in fun and games
in a budget crisis situation will
be re-elected, as always. Maybe
some won’t, this time.

What it boils down to is who
do the voters believe? Mark
White, who pushed a “tempo-
rary” tax hike? Bill Clements,
who says no tax hike was
needed ? Treasurer Ann Rich-
ards, who warned the state
would write hot checks in De-
cember ? Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock, who said the budget
would hold until the regular
session.

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°ctober is Fire Prevention Month
and is emphasized in the schools. But
fire safety shouldn't stop at school —
you and your children should know a
home escape plan and review the plan
routinely. Here are some tips:

® Make a fire drill fun, but serious at
the same time. Making a game of it
will avoid frightening children. Use
races. Try a blindfold race — can you

find your way out when wearing a

blindfold?

® Use the smoke alarm to start the
drill. This acquaints the family with the
sound of the alarm — and gives you
a chance to test it.

® Sleep with bedroom doors cloted.
Smoke is the greatest enemy in a night
fire. Teach children that the door is
their castle gate to keep them safe.
® Teach children two ways out of each
room. Tell them to feel the door as
high as they can reach. If it is warm
or hot, don't open it. If it's cool —
open it cautiously.

® Stay low in smoke. The cooler and’

fresher air is near the floor.

® Teach children how to open win-
dows and take out screens. And teach
them to stay near the window if they
can't open it. Be sure children have
something to climb upon to reach the
window.

® Once out, stay out! Never, never,
never re-enter a burning building for
anything or anyone!

® Have a meeting place outside. Go
to the meeting place and stay there
until everyone is found. (Fire fighters
have died searching for people who
were already safe.)

® Practice calling the fire department.
Use a role-playing technique to help
children learn their home address and
how to report an emergency clearly.
Teach them not to hang up until the
dispatcher tells them to.

® Visit the fire department. Fire fight-
ers enjoy meeting kids and teaching
fire safety.

Fire losses down for
first nine months of '86

Through the first nine months of
1986, insured fire losses in Haskell
have been only $21,500. The biggest
individual loss has been $4,000.

Fire Chief Tom Watson says this
is one of the lowest figures ever for
this length of time.

During the nine months, the
department answered 64 calls. Only
eight of these have been general
alarms (structure fires).

Watson attributes the lack of

He retired two years ago, but he
still spends a good part of every day
at the fire department.

Floyd (Satch) Lusk spent 40 years
with the Haskell Volunteer Fire
Department. He joined the department
as a fireman March 13, 1944 and
became supervisor Aug. 1, 1949. He

served in that capacity until he retired

Aug. 31, 1984,

Upon his retirement, he’told an -

interviewer, "I would not take
anything for all of the experiences

during the time I was a fireman."

And the people of Haskell
probably wouldn't take anything for
the services Lusk has rendered to the
community.

He saw the department grow from
two trucks to six trucks, from 100
feet of two-and-a-half-inch hose to
6,000 feet, from 300 feet of inch-and-

a-half hose to 2,600 feet and another .

1,200 feet of red line. Pumping
capacity increased from 800 gallons
per minute to 2,700 gallons.

In the old days, Lusk recalls,
firemen were summoned to a siren on
top of City Hall. Now firefighters are
called by a dispatcher who sends
messages via a Plectron receiver in
the fireman's home.

For more than 25 years, Lusk
attended the annual Texas: Firemen's
Training School at-Texas A&M to
keep abreast of the ever-changing

: ﬁreﬁghting procedures.

There are no excuses for missing a
fire. On any structure fire, when a
hose of an inch and a half or larger is
used, an attendance record is taken.

As part of a fireman's oath upon
coming into the department he agrees
to resign voluntarily if there ever is a
time when he cannot comply with the
requirements.

Becoming a fireman
requires dedication

Becoming a member of the
Haskell Volunteer Fire Department is
no easy task. And once a man has
joined the department, he gives a big
part of his life to the job.

The fire department does not
solicit members. Anyone interested
may' make application for
membership on the force, but his
application must be signed by two
members, whose signatures represent
an endorsement of the applicant.

When there is a vacancy, members
study the applications on file and then
select (by vote) a person to fill the
position.

Once a person joins the
department, he begins basic fire
training. It requires 162 hours of
training, divided into about 25
categories, before a fireman completes
his basic certification requirements.

Training includes classes in
operation of breathing apparatus,
rescue, first aid, inspections, driving,
report writing and many other
categories. i

Training continues after the basic
certification as the fireman advances
to intermediate and then advance
preparation. These courses are much
more advanced, and include such
subjects as chemistry and math.

It takes about three years, under
normal conditions, for a fireman to
complete the basic courses. He can
expedite certification by attending
seminars and training courses
elsewhere.

Upon completion of all levels of
certification, a Haskell fireman will
have virtually the same training as a
professional fireman.

Fire department started before city

Haskell had a fire department
before the city had a charter.

The Haskell Volunteer Fire
Department was organized in 1906, a
year before the city charter was
granted.

Bob Robertson was named the the
department's first fire chief.

After getting its charter in 1907,
the City created a "Water and Fire
Commission." R. C. Montgomery
and A. C. Foster served on that
commission.

In 1909, the City Council
appointed Jack Simmons fire chief.
Later that same year, J. L. Odell and
W. M. Stephens were appointed to
contract for a hose and reel house.

R. E. Sherrill was the first person
appointed as fire marshall. His

appointment came on June 16, 1910.

Not until 1923 did the city
purchase its first fire trucks. Two
Dodge Brothers' trucks, equipped with
Northern fire apparatus hose and
chemicals, were bought for $3,350
each.

In 1939, an American LaFrance
500-gallon pumper was bought. In
1951, a Ford truck with American
LaFrance apparatus was purchased and
in 1970, the department added a 1970

Ford truck with apparatus built by

Texas Fire Appliance.

In 11957, the department built its
first rural grass fire truck, which was
paid for by the volunteer fire
department and through donations
from area farmers and ranchers.

Another rural truck was built in

HELP PREV

1972 to serve for grass fires and as a
tank truck on rural residential fires
and oil fires.

Today, the department has six
trucks, including a 1980 750-gallon-
per-minute pumper, a 1970 and a
1965 500-gpm pumper, a rescue van
and two trucks for fighting rural and
grass fires. :

The Haskell Volunteer Fire
Department consists of three
companies, totaling 32 firemen, each
equipped with the most modern
protective clothing and equipment to
fight any type of fire.

The department is 2 member of the
Texas State Firemen and Fire
Marshal's. Association. It has a
mutual assistance agreement with fire
departments in nearby cities.

Members of the Haskell Volunteer
Fire Department are furnished
helmets, coats, pants, gloves, boots
and radio receivers. They also are
allowed 5,000 gallons of water per
month.

Otherwise, they get nothing,
except for the satisfaction of serving
their community, helping their fellow
citizens and the fellowship which
comes from within the closely knit
organization.

Most firemen buy extra protective
gear so they will have one set

available at home and another at work
since they never know which place
they will be when they are called.
They also buy their own sirens and
vehicle lights, radios and other
necessities.

The City pays the reglstratlon fees
for any out-of-town meetings the
fireman attends. The City also
reimburses firemen for part of the
expenses incurred by attending the
annual Texas Firemen's Training
School at Texas A&M University.
