Deadline to Sign
For Medicare Set
For March 31

People who didn't sign
up for Medicare medical
insurance when they
first became eligible
or who have cancelled
the protection once can
enroll now through
March 31 at any social
security office, accor-
ding to Franklin Upp,
social security dis-
trict manager in San
Angelo, Texas.

Medicare medical in-
surance is offered au-
tomatically to people
who reach 65 and are
eligible for social se-
curity benefits--and to
disabled people under
65 who have been en-
titled to monthly so-
cial security disabi-
lity benefits for 24
consecutive months or
more. Nine out of 10
people eligible are en-
rolled in the program,
according to Upp.

"But some people de-
cline the protection
when they're first eli-
gible," he said. '"And
some sign up once and
caricel later. They can
enroll in the first 3

months of any year."
Medical insurance helps
pay doctor bills and
other medical expenses
and is the voluntary
part of Medicare, fund-
ed by individual premi-
ums and Federal general
revenues. The basic
premium is $7.20 a month
through June 1977. It
will be $7.70 a month
for the 12-month period
starting in July 1977.

"People who decline
Medicare medical insur-
ance and delay signing
up for more than a year
pay a higher premium,"
Upp noted. '"People
who sign up and cancel
later can re-enroll on-
1y once."

Medical insurance sup-
plements Medicare hos-
pital insurance, which
is funded by social se-
curity contributions
from workers, employers,
and self-employed
people.

"People 65 and over
who are not eligible
for social security or
railroad retirement
benefits can apply at
any social security
office and get Medicare
hospital insurance by
paying a premium," Upp

said. '"The basic pre-
mium is $45 a month
through June 1977. It
will be $54 a month for
the 12-month period |
starting in July 1977.
People who buy hospital
insurance must also
sign up for the medical
insurance." he said.

People who have worked
long enough under so-
cial security of the
railroad retirement
system can get Medicare

if they have permanent
kidney failure. Their
wives or husbands or
children may also be
eligible for Medicare
if they have permanent
kidney failure.
Medicare is adminis-
tered by the Social
Security Administration,
an agency of the U. S.
Department of Health,
Education, and Welfare.

Mystery Disease
Halts Swine Flu

Vaccine Program

Public health offi-
cials investigating
the relationship be-
tween swine flu ino-
culation and a fairly
rare disease face pro-
blems because no one
knows much aboyt the
disease itself, the
Texas Medical Associa-
tion says. ;

The biggest mystery
is the cause of Guil-
lain-Barre syndrome,

a paralytic disease.
This syndrome, which
seldom is fatal, has
accurred after people
have had colds, flu,
measles and about 40
other diseases, one re-
port shows. Yet the
same 1966 study says
about one third of the
cases analyzed had not
been sick before they
got the syndrome. Ever
since scientists first
described the disease
more than 115 years a-
go, people have been
trying to pinpoint the
cause. Fairly popular
ideas blame viruses or
certain allergies but
these are just a few of
the theories. The di-
sease strikes all ages
and both sexes indis-
creminately and may be
increasing, a 1963 Ohio
study shows.

Symptoms vary but gen-
erally there is a ting-—
1ing in the hands or
feet, or both. ' There

may be weakness, muscle
pain, paralysis of some
body parts, breathing
problems, difficulty in
swallowing and other sy-
mptoms. Hospitalization
often is needed during
the worst part of the
disease but most vic-
tims recover. Doctors
can give supportive
treatment but there is
no known cure for the
disease itself. Recov-
ery generally ranges
from three weeks to two
months. A small number
die (2-5 percent) or
never fully recover
(about 10 percent).

Only isolated statis-
tics have been kept but
one researcher estimates
that there are 10-20

cases per million people.

This would mean 120-240
cases every year in Te-
xas.

GROW YOQUR OWN
POISETTIA PLANT
With some tender lov-
ing care, that poinset-
ta plant you received
for Christmas can be
brought into flower a-
gain next Christmas
season. Once the plant
loses its color, reduce
watering and store it
in a cool place. Cut
the stems back about
mid-April, repot the
plant, water it tho-
roughly, and place it
in a sunny window. As
new growth begins, fer-
tilize the plant every
two weeks. When danger
of frost is past, move
the plant outdoors and
pinch back new shoots
as they develop. Move
the plant back indoors
before frost in the
fall and put it in a
sunny location. Start-
ing the first week in
October and continuing
through Thanksgiving,
keep the plant in com-
plete darkness from 5
p.m. to 8 a.m.
