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Eating Out for 
A Healthy Heart

County Extension Agent
Persons on a low-fat, 
low-cholesterol or low- 
calorie diet may have 
difficulty selecting 
foods from menus when 
eating away from home.
First, try to eat in 
a restaurant, cafeteria 
or sandwich shop where 
a variety of foods are 
served. Inquire how 
certain foods are pre­
pared if you are not 
sure. Ask to substi­
tute margarine for but­
ter, if margarine is 
not available, eat your 
bread or potato plain. 
Ask that your meat be 
baked or broiled with­
out butter.
When your food is serv­
ed, trim the fat from 
meat and remove the skin 
from poultry. Remove 
breading and eat as 
little sauce and gravy 
as possible.
Try to select fruit 
compote, fruit juice, 
onion or vegetable soup 
or sonsomme as an ap­
petizer. Good entree 
selections include 
broiled or baked fish, 
chicken, beef, turkey, 
veal, ham or pork. Al­
so, London broil, boil­
ed or broiled crab, lob­
ster and oysters are 
good choices.
Salad choices might in­

clude tossed salad with 
Italian dressing, cole 
slaw, carrot and raisin, 
Waldorf or fruit salad. 
All vegetable except 
those fried in batter 
or cooked in butter are 
acceptable.
Good choices for bread 
include sliced bread, 
hard rolls, breadsticks,
saltines, English muf­
fins and French bread. 
And for dessert, select 
from fruit, fruit ice,
sherbet, gelatin or un­
frosted angel food cake.
Try to avoid the fol­
lowing: fried foods,
pizza, casseroles, ba­
con, sausage, cream 
soup, cheese, sour 
cream, gravy, pie, whip­
ped cream, cake, ice 
cream, pudding and but­
ter.

LABEL ON RETURNS 
SPEEDS UP REFUND
Taxpayers can receive 
their refunds faster by 
using the preaddressed 
peel-off label on their 
returns, the Internal 
Revenue Service said.

name, address and soci­
al security number.
‘ The 1RS emphasized 
that if any informa­
tion on the label is 
incorrect, the taxpayer 
should make corrections 
right on the label.
