New Classified 
Ad Rate Has 
Gone Into Effect
A long past due in­
crease in classified 
rates for the news­
papers of Coke County 
has gone into effect 
as of Feb. 1. So far 
as we have been able 
to remember during the 
28 years we have been 
acquainted with the 
operation of the Robert 
Lee Observer and the 
Bronte Enterprise, this 
is the first and only 
increase in the price 
of want ads.

Among the reasons for 
the economic downfall 
of many small towns 
are increased technology 
both in agriculture 
and in Industry that 
has changed the econo­
mic structure, reduced 
population and migra­
tion to urban areas, and 
reduced local re­
sources. A big problem 
is that rural areas fall 
to realize the need 
for public services to 
attact business and 
industry to strengthen 
the economy.
