Bovina Clinic to Close July 18
Patients Need to Get Records

According to Sherri Whiteaker, the Bovina Rural Health
Clinic will close July 18.

The clinic, which has been open about 1 1/2 years this
time, is managed by Baptist St. Anthony's Hospital.

According to iteaker, Baptist St. Anthony's will close
clinics at Bovina and Silverton due to a lower than required
patient volume, although Whiteaker says patient volume has
ggubled at the Bovina Clinic in the one year she has been

ere.

Don Spring, a member of the clinic board, said board
members were trying to find another hospital to take over
the clinic operation, but at press time, the outlook was bleak.
Spring was not optimistic that a replacement could be found.

The clinic was scheduled to close July 3, but Whiteaker
and some local citizens persuaded Baptist St. Anthony's to
extend the closing date until July 18.

Whiteaker, who has accepted a position with a hospital in
Childress, advises that patients of the Bovina Clinic should
Jarrange to pick up their medical records before the July 18
closing. Patients will need to have their records available for
their new doctor/clinic.

Combest: Farmers Left
Hanging On CRP Issue

High Plains farmers have
been left holding the bag on
the issue of re-bidding crop
acres into the CRP program,
when the U.S. Department of
Agriculture accepted only
about 1,800,000 bid acres out
of the 3,900,000 acres Texas
farmers proposed for the
program.

ombest addressed the
CRP situation recently with a
tele-conference with a group
of rural area editors in his
district.
.."I _don't know. what the
USDA is going to do, but I'm
not giving up. The congress-
man pointed out that Texas'
share of the national CRP
acres accepted was just over
ten per cent.

Combest said he was
asking the USDA to re-open
bids as soon as possible for
the three million acres it did
not accept for the CRP.

"I feel it is totally
unexcusable that farmers be
asked to plow up acres which
had been in CRP since 1985,"
the congressman said.

Roughly 55.7 per cent of
Parmer County's acres bid for
CRP was accepted. This
placed the county about "mid-
way" of the state's agri-
cultural counties in the
acceptance category.

Yoakum, which has mainly
pastureland, had the highest
percentage of acres accepted--

-99 ﬁer cent. On the other end
of t

e scale, Lubbock County's
acceptance percentage was
only 15 per cent, and Ochil-
tree County's farmers had
only 17.8 per cent accepted.

Other neighboring counties
fared in an "up and down'
situation. Bailey County had
63.5 per cent of its acres
accepted, while Deaf Smith
County snagged only 30 per

Dallam County (Dalhart)
gained 91 per cent, and
Gaines County (Seminole) had
92 per cent.

Combest told the editors
that generally speaking, the
USDA used wind/dust factor
in approving CRP acres. In
counties with "tighter soil,"
the acceptance ratio seemed
to be larger.

"It appears that the USDA
has no concept as to how
farming operates.

If the USDA
comes up with a 'new deal' in
mid-year, it leaves the farmer
holding the bag," Combest
said.

The congressman said he
would conduct a pair of
seminars in late June-early
July to hear from the farmers
and see what can be done.
He hopes that the USDA will
meet with the farmers, and
at least show them how they
can increase their "points" in
the bid race.

In the meantime, another
five million acres presently
included in the CRP program
will expire in 1998. Another
two million expire in 1997,
and three million in 1999.

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Horse Owners Will Need
EIA Regulation Update

It's been about seven
years since mandatory proof
of negative EIA status was
required on Texas horses
attending all Texas activities.
Effective July 1, the Texas
Animal Health Commission
will again require negative
EIA documentation. Horses
must have been tested within
12 months of the event,
contest, activity or gathering.

According to the TAHC's
Spring Newsletter," since
September 1996, a total of
265 horses, donkeys, mules or
asses have been detected to
have EIA. Of those, 44 per
cent were in the Southeastern
region and 24 per cent were
detected in Northeast Texas."

The TAHC appointed an
ad hoc committee to address
issues that are arising from
responses that are both pro
and con regarding the new
re?ulations. Doug House-
holder serves on the ad hoc
committee and should be

contacted with any comments,
concerns or suggestions.

In mid-March the com-
mittee met to assure that all
options had been fully
explored with regard to EIA
regulations enforcement. Con-
cerns exist about regulation
effectiveness, the fairness and
uniform application across all
components of the horse
industry and lastly the
economic ramifications of a
statewide control program
relative to the actual cost of
the disease to the industry.

At present, a proposal is
being considered by the
TAHC. Two suggestions deal
with the rule requiring
mandatory testing before
horses can be sold at any
auction or at private treaty
and one deals with whose
responsibility (activity coor-
dinator or horse owners) it is
to assure that all exhibitors
at a horse gathering have
adequate EIA documentation.

Access To Home Health Care Could Be Jeopardized

You may not be aware
that Congress is moving
quickly to change Medicare
laws in ways that will
drastically affect access to
home health care services.
Their goal is to make these
final changes before the end
of July.

We applaud the efforts of
Congress to cut federal
spending and to weed out
unnecessary expenditures.
However, we believe cutting
home health care is not only
"penny-wise and pound-
foolish," but will also have a
devastating affect on our
nation's ailing elderly and
their families.

Some of the proposals
under serious consideration
which will cut access to care
include:

*Requiring patients to
pay a S5 per visit copay for
home health services. This
will fall particularly hard on

- poorer, older, frailer Texans
“who may be forced to drop

home health services because
of the financial burden, As a
result, these people are more
likely to suffer acute episodes
requiring hospitalization, or to
be forced into nursing homes.
Either choice is more
expensive to the taxpayer
than home health care.

*Denying home health
benefits to a person unless
first he or she is sick enough
to be confined to a hospital
for at least three days. Home
health care helrs prevent
expensive hospital stays, but
this proposal would make
such preventive care
impossible.

» Asking federal bureau-
crats to tighten up on who
can qualify for home health
by writing a stricter definition
of "homebound." No one
should qualify for home
health if they are capable of

easily reaching medical
services elsewhere. But
persons should not be made
prisoners in their home in
order to receive needed home
health care.

*Raising the age of
eligibility for Medicare from
65 to 67, leaving man
Americans with no healt
insurance coverage upon
retirement at 65.

Some members of
Congress are concerned
because the use of home
health care services has
grown over the last several
years. But there are good
reasons for this growth:

*Home health care saves
money, because it allows
people to go home from
hospitals sooner, and to avoid
unwanted moves to nursing
homes. Both hospitals and
nursing homes are more
expensive than home health
care.

eHome health care works.
There is evidence people get
well faster at home.

*Home health keeps
families together, helping
each other.

Please act quickly. Tell
our representatives in
Congress how valuable home
health care has been to your
family and urge them not to
limit access to home health
care services.

Only by hearing from
people like you can they come
to realize that these proposals
will be terrible for our elderly
and their families, and will
not save taxpayers money.

Aquifer Depth Shows

Continued

Farmers and ranchers
who depend on water from
the Ogallala Aquifer on the
High Plains of Texas have
likely experienced dramatic
decreases in well yields since
1992.

Annual static water level
measurements in wells in the
last ten years indicate the
largest rate of decline since
the early 1980s.

Since 90 per cent of the
ground water in the High
Plains Water District is used
in agricultural production,
this sector provides great
potential for savings through
water conservation.

Conservation tillage: con-
servation tillage helps retain
soil moisture by leaving crop
residues on the soil surface.
The plant stubble reduces
wind and water erosion. Soil
moisture losses are reduced
because the soil is not turned
over and exposed to the air.

Furrow diking: furrow
diking conserves water by
forming small earthen dams
that trap irrigation water or
rainwater that would other-
wise run off. This water can
slowly infiltrate into the soil,
increasing soil moisture.

Low energy precision
application (LEPA): center
pivot sprinkler systems can
achieve irrigation application
efficiencies as high as 98 per

rectly in the furrow, reducing
losses associated with wind
drift and evaporation.

Soil moisture monitoring:
this is a simple, cost-effective
technique producers can use
to improve irrigation water
management. Gypsum blocks
and tensionmeters help pro-
ducers determine how much
water they need to apply
during irrigation to fill the
root zone soil profile thus
helping reduce applying too
much or too little water.

I already know more
about the gay and lesbian
movement than I need to
know. I have been to
Disneyworld many times, and
1 grew up a Baptist.

I don't remember us being
classified as Southern Baptists
back then except my home-
town of Hillsboro, Texas was
in the South. . When I got
married the first time at the
age of 20, my new wife was
a Lutheran so I forsook the
Baptists and became a
Lutheran for the next 10-plus
years.

The next wife was a
Methodist, as was the third
one, S0 have been a
Methodist, too, though not a
very good one, for over 20
years.

I understand the concept
of Disney. I even have an
intermediate understanding of
organized religion.

What has eluded me,
however, is the concept
adopted by corporations such
as Disney, IBM, and others,
that gay '"life partners" are
entitled to be included in
corporate benefit programs
such as medical plans,
401K's, and other perks that
were reserved for "families"
made up of one man, one
woman and miscellaneous
kids they might produce.

In fairness to all, may I
say that I believe that gay
people are born that way. It
has to be something in a
man's genetic makeup that
makes him want to wear
Revlon makeup.

I'm sorry, I cannot buy
the theory that any man
would simply decide one day

that women are a turn-off "so
I believe I'll find me a nice
guy to sleep with."

If we think that men
choose men and women
choose women like a flip of
the coin, then we've got some
real communications barriers
here.

Don't believe me? Then
spend the next 24-hours
convincing yourself that you
probably had rather be gay.

We don't understand
them. Never will. But they
are here. We can't erase
them, stamp them out, or kill
them all.

We do have the right to
call the cops when they stomp
across our front lawns in
protest carrying signs that
say "Life's not fair. We are
people too."

My advice is that we all
stay on your own lawn and
leave others alone.

It is not any of my busi-
ness, or anyone else's, how
Disney and IBM spend their
money. If they want to in-
crease their costs by allowing
"life partners" the same
company benefits as married
folks, that is their business.

What does bother me,
though, is how easy it is to
declare oneself gay or lesbian.
From what I can see, all you
have to do is go in and tell
the boss that you now have a
"partner" and they send you
down to personnel to fill out
the forms.

There are no wedding
rings, wedding dresses or
rehearsal dinners. No wed-
ding announcements in the
newspapers, secret honeymoon
arrangements or state
licenses.

Just, "hey, we're a pair.
Sign us up."
