Bill to Help Ranchers, Consumers

Seldom is a congress-
man in a position to
introduce legislation
that will benefit groups
as diverse as the Amer-
ican consumer and the
Texas cattle rancher.

But this week I have
introduced legislation
mandating new, stricter
inspection standards on
beef being imported in-
to the United States
and forcing more specif
ic labeling for the
beef buyer who regular-
ly visits neighborhood
supermarkets. ‘

The bill I have intro-
duced in the House, if
adopted, will require
that countries import-
ing beef into the U.S.
meet the same inspection
standards to which do-
mestic producers are
subjected. Unfortunate-
ly, in the past the
U.S. has gone by a
double standard, and
our beef raisers have
gotten the shert end
of the stick, so to
speak.

My bill requires that

every fourth carcass
imported into the U.S.
must undergo inspection

by a U.S. inspector.

In the past, inspection
by an American inspec-

tor has been done only
on a random basis and,

I suspect, done all

too seldom.

My bill calls for a
30 day quarantine on
all foreign cattle be-
ing imported to deter-
mine if they are carry-
ing brucellosis, a
disease which has re-
cently been detected
with increasing fre-
quency in Texas cattle,
likely the result of
infectitious herds
coming into the U.S.
because of a faulty in-
spection system.

But the portion of my
bill which will be most
visible to beef eaters
is that it will require
foreign beef to be la-
beled as such, giving
consumers the opportun-
ity to choose between
foreign and domestic
beef, if they so de-
sire. This labeling
requirement will apply
to all processed meats,
canned meats and frozen
meats.

Funds to help with
last winter's unusually
high gas and electric
bills have been made
available to some
citizens of Coke County
who are faced with cut-
off of the services
because of non-payment
of bills. The finan-
cial assistance isg for
blind, disabled and
senior citizens who
are having problems
making their resources
meet the unusual demand
for fuel.

The money was approp-
riated by the U.S.
Congress in June as a

The Metric Conversion
Act was enacted in 1975
to encourage and coor-
dinate a gradual, vol-
untary change from the
use of English units
of measurement to met-
rics. And, the move-
ment has gathered momen-
tum. In the interven-
ing 2 years, metrics
have appeared on high-
way signs, in dress
shops, hardware stores,
and supermarkets. Miles
are becoming kilometers;

' quarts are being con-

verted to liters; and
the kilogram is replac-
ing the pound.

This growing change
to metrics is strict-
ly voluntary. The
Federal Government may
moniter the switch over,
but according to the
Act, it cannot direct-
ly control the move
to metrics. The dé-
cision--to switch or
not to switch--is en-
tirely in the hands of
the private industry
and the consumer.

The meat and poultry
industry is one that
has begun to switch
to metrics. Many manu-
facturers use metrics--
usually in combination
with English units of
measurement--on meat
and poultry product
labels. But, there
is no single system or
guideline for such use.

Should metric units
of measurement be used
on meat and poultry
product labels? If
used, should they be
the only units of
measurement, or should
they be combined with
traditional English
units? TIf combined,
how? The Food Safety
and Quality Service
(FSQS) of the U.S.
Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA) would like
you, the consumer, to
answer these questions.

FSQS has the respon-
sibility for insuring
that every word, state-
ment, or block of in-
formation appearing on
meat and poultry pro-
duct labels can be
easily understood by
consumers. If metrics
are going to be used
on meat and poultry
Product labels, FSQS
wants to be sure that
they will be used in a
manner that .confuses
no one.

FSQS is genuinely in-
terested in getting
your views. The agency
does not have a posi-
tion on the metrics
quéstion. Its only
Concern is that, if

Metrics are used on

Meat and poultry pro-

duct labels ,» use should

be uniform and easily

understood.

Suggestions from the
public will be used in
determining if FSQS
should draft standards
to be followed by manu-
facturers who voluntar-
ily place metric units
on their meat and poul-
try labels. If such
standards are drafted,
they will be made avail-
able for public review
and comment prior to
adoption.
