Building Held Thursday

Qualified voters who
reside in the West
Coke County Hospital
District were scheduled
to go to the polls
yesterday (Thursday)
to decide the issue of
building a new clinic
building to be opera-
ted in conjunction with
the district's hospital
and nursing home.

Election Called
On Courthouse
Annex Question

Coke County Commis-
sioners Court has
called an election to
determine the will of
voters on the matter
of building Court-
house annex on the
county square in Ro-
bert Lee. Balloting
has been set for Nov.
8, and the election
will be held in con-
junction with the con-
stitutional amendment
election set for that
day.

The election was call-
ed after petitions were
presented calling for
a referendum to deter-
mine if Coke County
citizens favor construc-
tion of the building.
The commissioners pre-
viously had announced
their intention of
building the structure
and paying for it with
revenue sharing funds
and issuing time war-
rants.

The commissioners
earlier had okayed the
structure to provide
space for federal of-
fices now housed in the
courthouse, in order
to alleviate crowded

conditions in the main
building. It was also
decided to add some
space onto the annex to
provide a home for the
Coke County Library.
County Judge W.W.
Thetford said the Com-
missioners Court deter-
mined that rent pay-
ments for the federal
offices will make pay-
ments on the time war-
rants proposed. ''The
county has always pro-
vided offices for the
ASCS and SCS free of
charge, but an agree-
ment already has been
reached for them to
pay for space used in
the new building," the
judge said. Also to be
housed in the annex
will be offices of the
two county Extension
Agents.

Judge Thetford said
cost of the additional
space in the proposed
building for housing
the library will be
minimal. The Coke
County Library Asso-
ciation already has
a substantial amount
of money on hand
which will be avail-
able for comstruction
costs, and other sub-
stantial donations
have been promised, if
a suitable home for
the library is pro-
vided.
