There may be merit to 
this opposition, despite 
the fact that the pro­
posal stipulates that 
no carrier routes may 
be curtailed until at 
least a decade after 
deregulation is enacted.

constantly calls on the 
best combination of 
production from these 
units to provide the 
most economical results.
Variables considered 
by the computer include 
fuel costs, individual 
boiler limitations and 
capabilities, speed of 
generator response, and 
the amount of energy 
demand being placed on 
the system by the cust­
omers .

Coronary arteries
AUSTIN, Texas (Spl.) -  A 

University of Texas scientist 
who does research on heart 
disease says the trouble with 
coronal^ arteries is that they 
are so small a wooden match 
stick would fit snugly inside 
one.

Dr. Walter K. Long says an 
obstruction does not have to 
be very large to block an 
artery. A common block is the 
formation of plaque, a com­
plex growth of smooth muscle 
tissue and other constituents.

“Like scale in a pipe, the 
plaque slows down the flow of 
blood through tiie artery, and 
slowly flowing blood tends to 
clot,” says the UT Austin 
scientist whose research in­
volves the study of genetic 
factors in coronary artery dis­
ease.
