Lows Must Change with Times
To keep our laws rigid 

and ever-fixed while 
our country attempts 
to move in new direc­
tions is folly.
A healthy country like 
America is constantly 
changing and growing.
And as our country's 
technology increases, 
as scientific discov­
eries unfold and as 
people open to an aware­
ness of new ideas and 
possibilities, our 
country's laws must 
change accordingly.
Yet we have one situa­
tion in the U.S. today 
where the law is not 
changing to reflect our 
needs.
The Bureau of Reclama­
tion, a part of the 
Dept, of Interior, has 
decided to enforce a 
law adopted in 1902 
which has no place in 
our country today. The 
law, never before en­
forced in Texas during 
its 75 years of exist­
ence, is certainly out­
dated. Worse, it is 
dangerous. This law, 
the Reclamation Act of 
1902, threatens the 
livelihood of Texas 
farmers and ranch own­
ers who make their 
living from the land.

A bit of background 
is necessary.
In 1902, this Reclama­

tion Act provided irri­
gation water for lands 
homesteaded in 17 West­
ern states. Texas re­
clamation projects la­
ter came under 
restriction in the 
original Act. How­
ever, the restrictions 
were never enforced in 
Texas.
Suddenly, 75 years 

later, the Bureau of 
Reclamation has an­
nounced it will now 
enforce the regulations 
in Texas.
Restrictions require 
landowners who use ir­
rigation water from the 
federal projects to 
own no more than 160 
acres per person. Own­
ers must live on or 
near the land.
So in El Paso, Tom 

Green County and Reeves 
County the ultimatum 
is this: either sell 
all land over the 160- 
acre limit, at a price 
approved by the in­
terior secretary to 
avoid windfall profits, 
or have federal irri­
gation water cut off.

At 
that time 160 acres 
was almost all a man 
could handle because 
today's modem farm e- 
quipment was non-exist­
ent.
In 1977 an average- 

size farm family can­
not even live on profits 
from 160 acres of 
crops.
These regulations 

were dredged up by the 
Bureau in an effort to 
break up huge corporate 
landholdings in Cali­
fornia.
In the process the law 

will have a profound 
effect on the Texas 
farmer who must have 
his land to survive.
Realizing this, I 

sent a latter in Oct­
ober to the Bureau of 
Reclamation urging it 
immediately to set a 
hearing date on the 
Reclamation Act and the 
intention of the Bureau 
to enforce acreage 
limitations.
Hearings are now sche­
duled for Nov. 16 in 
El Paso. At 9 a.m. in 
the Juarez Room of the 
El Paso Civic Center, 
farmers, government 
agents and private cit­
izens will gather to 
listen and testify.
The 160-acre limita­
tion may have been 
pracitical in 1902. In 
1977, the limit is un­
reasonable and unfair. 
Guidelines? Yes. Break 
up liuge corporate land- 
holdings? Perhaps there 
are extreme times when 
this is necessary, but 
let's not take away 
the hardearned acres 
of the farm families 
who raise our food.
We must listen to and 
leam from the landown­
er. That is why the

hearings in El Paso are 
so valuable. After they 
take place we then, and 
only then, should set 
intelligent standards 
of land ownership.
