BEEF
IMPORT BILL

WASHINGTON—This week in Washington, I testified
before the House Ways and Means Committee regarding
legislation of major importance to two seemingly diverse
groups of Americans: people in the meat-producing
industry and the average American consumer.

The bill I have introduced and about which I testified
is H.R. 8684, a bill which will provide relief to the
troubled financial plight of cattle ranchers and other
meat producers and which would assure consumers—
meat eaters—that the meat they purchase is healthy and
subject to high inspection standards.

If Congress does not soon enact legislation addressing
these two major concerns, the nation faces a continuation
of the economic strain that is steadily eroding the number
of meat-raisers in the U.S.A. and consumers continue to
run the risk of being victimized by impure meat.

The financial ramifications of this issue do not neces-
sarily begin and end with meat-raisers, either.

In recent years, many of the nation’s cattle-raisers
have been forced to take losses on sale of their beef
because the import of foreign beef has kept prices at
relatively low levels.

Now many of those cattlemen who have not been able
to make profits on cattle investments are having to mort-
gage their land and, unless they get relief in their battle
with foreign meat importers, many will not be able to
maintain their range and cropland and, at some point, the
banks and financial firms which have underwritten them
will be forced to foreclose. That is an awesome situation
for our farmers and ranchers to have to live with.

By the same token, the same leniency which threatens
the financial stability of meat producers is also exposing
the consumer to possibly impure meat and meat products.

What my bill will do is bring about significant change
in the 1964 Meat Import Act, changes that will at least
give American meat producers equal opportunities to
compete with foreign importers and will provide a form
of preventive medical insurance to the people who pur-
chase meat in supermarkets across the nation.

We all are aware of recent incidents in which impure
meat, impurity brought about by inspection standards
that are too lax, has resulted in, at best, recall of some
meat products and, at worst, severe illness. In today’s
world of technology, we must not tolerate such neglect.

Perhaps the most important element in H.R. 8684 is
that it calls for foreign beef imported to the U.S. to
undergo the same thorough inspection that domestic
meats must undergo and that all foreign meat be labeled
as such so the consumer knows if he is purchasing Amer-
ican-raised meat or imported meat.

This legislation would also bring under the Meat
Import Act meats currently exempted from regulation
under that act, including processed beef, goat and
sheep meat.

In it is also a provision dealing with another serious
threat which evidence indicates is coming from imported
cattle which have not undergone close inspection or
quarantine. H.R. 8684 calls for imported cattle to be
inspected and quarantined for brucellosis, a deadly
disease spreading all too rapidly through herds of Amer-
ican cattle.

The balance my bill seeks is nothing more than a
balance that hopefully will trigger an equity of oppor-
tunity that does not currently exist. It does not exist
because we import into our country far more meat than
we export, causing a significant trade deficit for meat-
raisers. And it does not exist because current legislation
regulating beef inspection is weighted in favor of import-
ers rather than our own domestic meat-raisers.

Already the cost of entering the meat-raising industry,
or of staying in it, is a major deterrent to Americans who
in the past would have been able to operate with a fair
margin of return.

If action is not forthcoming on bills such as H.R. 8684,
the individuals of Texas and the nation who have sup-
plied the rest of us with meat and meat products for all
of our history will face devastating consequences and
that confrontation is one we in Congress must not allow
to occur.

A person who needs a
duplicate social secu-
rity card to replace
one lost or to show a
new name must now pre-
sent evidence of iden- .
tity before the new
card can be issued, Fr-
anklin Upp, social se-
curity manager in San
Angelo, said today.

Previously, all a per-
son had to do was sub-
mit the stub of the
lost card, or the old
_card, and a new card
could be issued on the
spot. This can no long-
er be done, Mr. Upp
said.

In addition to submit-
ting evidence of iden-
tity, the person's ap-'
plication will be chec-
ked against the records
" at social security he-
adquarters. If all the
information checks out,
a new card will be is-
' sued.

Mr. Upp -said the new
rules are intended to
help protect the per-
son's social security
record, assure that- it
is complete and accu-
rate, and to prevent
anyone else from mis-
using or abusing the
person's social securi-
ty number.

Evidence of identity
should show the person-
's picture, signature,
date of birth or age,
or other identifying
information. All docu-
ments are subject to
verification with the
