Boone day, with a* -eye to hundred 
per cent Investments, Tinsley set sail

ton funeral resort of the great south­
west.

Millionaire Tinsley took a Russell 
Sage view of the situation. With a 
sort of Delaware and 1-ackawanna ey’e 
to economy, he discharged most of the 
laborers and installed hla own personal 
representative as secretary and man­
ager of the enterprise. With a keen 
railroading instinct ho cut off the wa­
ter whlrh was used on the flowers apd 
the Jaw ns. and turned It loose on the 
stork.

Still, he again tightened hla cinch,
