Gen. Miles, roTnmandirfg 
the army, that the beef supplied to the 
army during the wur was unfit for the 
use o f tha troops.

The most important feature of tbe 
report are:

The finding Is that the general's al­
legations that the refrigerated beef was 
treated with chemicals are not estab* 
llshcd; that his allegations concern­
ing tbe canned fresh or canned roast 
beef were sustained as to Us unsuit­
ability for food as used on the trans­
ports and as a long continued field ra­
tion; censure of Gen. Miles for "error" 
In falling to promptly notify the sec­
retary of war when he first forme«! 
the opinion that the food was unfit; 
censure of the commissary general 
(then Gen. Kagan) for the too exten­
sive purchases o f the canned beef as 

,nn untried ration; censure of Col. 
Mans of Gen. Vales' stuff; the finding 
that the packers wero not at fault and 
that the meats supplied to the army 
wen» the same quality as those sup­
plied to the trade generally, &pd the 
recommendation that jio further pro­
ceedings will be taken In the prem­
ises.

The conclusion of the court adverse 
to further proceedings based upon the 
charges Is us follows:

"It bas been developed in the course 
of the Inquiry ns recked In this re­
port that in some Instances some In­
dividual* fulled to perform th? full 
measure o f duty or to ooserve the 
proprieties which dignify high mili­
tary command, but the court Is of the 
opinion that the mere statement In the 
official report o f tbe facts developed 
meets Uts ends ot discipline and that 
the .Interests jit the seryite will be 
best subserved If further proceedings 
he not taken."

There Is more or less criticism of 
Gen.'Miles In various parts of the re­
port. Probably the most direct In­
stance is the one which states that be- 
y .H dJhe criticism of officers found 
e.lsewhVre Is the report: "The court
finds that against none o f the-officers 
commanding corps, divisions, brigades 
and regiments und their staff officers 
should a charge o f guilty be brought.
