Washington.— Who is Col. Edwnrd 
Mnndell House who la to gather war 
data for fhe United States government 
for service on a future day of pence! 
This Is n question that Is being asked 
by a very large proportion of the peo­
ple o f the United States and In fact 
o f ail the allied nations..

Colonel House does not wear the 
record of his deeds on his sleeve. It 
la prohnhle that If this unofficial coun­
sellor to the president of the United 
8tates were to be elected to congress 
the autobiography which he would pre­
pare for the congressional directory 
Would read like this:

Edward Mandril House. Democrat of 
Austin. Texas; horn 1858; elected to 
th e ------- - congress, November. ------—

In this brief, ultra-modest. If you will, 
way would this Texan he prompted to 
write an autobiography. Justified 
doubtless from the viewpoint of other 
men In being extended Into many 
chapters.

Who Is Col. Edward Mandril House, 
Who, until the day when the Anal order 
•Cease Firing”  comes. Is to study In 
behalf o f the government o f the United 
States the economic, the gi-ographlc, 
the democratic and the huinnnltnrlnn 
problems which the American counsel­
lors at the pence table must seek to 
anlve after n manner which the people 
o f a great democracy can approve!

Consulted by President.
In the Washington dispatches some­

thing like this Is rend several times a 
year: “Colonel House has been In the 
city for twenty-four hours ns the guest 
o f the president. He will, leave for 
New York tomorrow morning."

Beyond this the reader gets nothing 
from the dispatches except the word 
that the president and his visitor dis­
cussed Mexican- matter*, or European 
matters, or It limy he. hut In this lat­
ter case rarely, political matters.

The ptihljc has known little more 
about Colonel House than that he Is 
a man frequently consulted by Wood- 
row Wilson snd a man In whose Judg­
ment on political, economic and legis­
lative matters the president puts con 
fldence There Is a sort o f it glamour 
about men and things which sre mys­
terious. It would seem that because 
o f the attraction which mystery has 
for the people, as shown If yon will 
In their gluttonous reading of detec­
tive stories and the like, that writers 
o f the news o f the day In part have 
chosen to treat the goings and com­
ings o f the colonel and his conferences 
with men o f affairs as tf they were 
a deliberate nttempt to hedge them 
In and hide them from public knowl­
edge.

It la Just ns possible to get at the 
truth In the case o f Colonel House as 
It la In the case o f any other man 
whose doings are o f public Interest. It 
la modeety not mystery which has been 
the basic difficulty.

Colonel House will not tell you that 
be la a modest man. as I know from 
personal contact with him. To claim 
modesty for one's self Is to he Immod­
est. He does go from hls present abode 
In New York city to Washington occa­
sionally or frequently as the roqneete 
may come, to give what he ran o f "the 
counsel o f hls views" to the president 
at the United States. Why should he 
any more than any other man send a 
trumpeting herald ahead or n hand of 
cymbal dashers!

He goes to the White House, stays 
bta while and leaves, and because no 
greet noises All the streets nt ap­
proach or departure, exclusiveness, se- 
rioslveness snd secrecy have been the 
order o f the day’s words concerning 
each visit.

Gives No Word of Work.
It perhaps Is not too much to say 

that If the full record of the results 
o f the conferences which House of 
Texas has had with Wilson of the 
United States Is to he read It must he 
sought In some o f the accomplished 
deeds o f the present administration. 
That Woodrow Wilson has been moved 
to certain courses or strengthened In 
Ms purpose to pursue them, by the 
counsel of Edward M. House Is not to 
be doubted. The Impossible task would 
be to get from the latter a definite 
word concerning the public work in 
which hls counsel has played a pert.

Those who have built up a wall of 
mystery about the man who Is study­
ing matters against the day of peace 
apparently have not wished to pull 
down their handiwork. The wall can 
be demolished by anyone who tries to 
get at the foundation of the fiction.

Edward M. House ttvea aa open a 
life  aa that at hay American whose 

as does not call

him dally Into the places where men 
throng. I f  one wants to know about 
him through motives other than those 
of the Idleness of curiosity he can see 
him and talk with him, and the 
chances are that he will be told every­
thing concerning the subject of hls In­
quiring curiosity thut any tnun of 
modest mien and Inclination naturally 
would be willing to tell. Colonel House 
Is u genial man who seemingly never 
has .sought to define for personal use 
the meaning of either o f the words, 
coldness or austerity. He has a sense 
o f humor well developed, und u tem­
peramental warmth.

8ecr*t of Hit Power.
In Houston, Texas, In the year 1858, 

Edward M. House was born. He was 
educated at the Hopkins grammar 
school. New Haven, Conn., and at 
Cornell university. He has been active 
nil hls adult life In Democratic politics, 
hut never hus been a candidate for of­
fice.

Add to these admittedly meager de­
tails one fact and unquestionably you 
will have the secret o f this mnn's pow­
er to attract other men to him for the 
purpose o f consultation on really high 
public matters. From the day that he 
was old enough to undertake serious 
study. Edward M. House has been deep 
In the hooks of politics, economics and 
legislation. He has marshaled In hls 
mind nil the greater events whleh have 
happened In these three words. More­
over, he hus the men, the things and 
the motives connected with each case 
constantly In procession before him. 
He Is quick to trace u cause to un ef­
fect, or to go the reverse route. He 
has been a student of human nature 
us It haa shown Itself In many of the 
greot problems of human life. Tills 
means that he has In him. or at any 
rate men believe that he has In him, ' 
the qualifications which go to make l 
up a sound diplomat.

Through successive administrations i 
In Texas the governors of the state. I 
one after another, consulted Colonel •

lngly. time enough has gone by and 
things enough have been proved or 
disproved to give certainty to the 
word that Woodrow Wilson has found 
Edward M. House un advisory asset.

There hardly can he much of rent 
mystery about a man Who twice since 
this great war began has been sent 
abroad as a special commissioner for 
the president of the United States. Col­
onel House has been i • :<••• In Ilerllll, 
five times in Hails, and frequently.

It is u 
genial place and no curtuln of mystery 
hangs over the door of uny one of Its 
rooms. Men go there and are wel­
come. They go and they talk. Man 
learns as much froro.mun as he learns 
from books and more perhaps If we 
believe the ancient saying about the 
proper study of mankind.

I asked Colonel House what hls rec­
reations are. He said, “ Friends, read­
ing and walking." Hls library shelves 
show the kind of books that he lias 
read, still Is reading and will continue 
to read, for those In the book ruses 
are made the companions day by day 
of the others as they eome from the 
hands of writers worth while.
■ No man probably enn read twill tire, 

legislation, economies and history con­
stantly without getting some of Dr. 
Pry ns-I lust's characteristics. So It 1s 
that Colonel House does not rend the 
four formidable* constantly. He turns 
to fiction and here one finds something 
of possibly more than passing human 
Interest.

Ueorge Friable Hoar of Massachus­
etts wus one of the scholars tn politics. 
It wns said of him that he had read
evert thing from Aristophanes' “ Frogs”

House ou public matters. How deep 
an Impression he has made on Texas 
legislative history never may be known 
definitely, hut there Is enough salient 
to make Texans know that they are 
right In attributing to him many of 
their public welfare acts.

Though not accounted wealthy In 
these days o f huge fortunes. Colonel 
House la quite well fixed financially 
and la not engaged In Imalness of any 
ktnd.

Haa 8tudled Hard.
I have talked to Colonel House and 

have learned things whleh make me 
feel that I  shall not go wrong when I 
try to put an Interpretation upon some 
of hls methods of doing things. Ho Is 
free enough to say that he has studied 
hard at economic, political and legis­
lative auhjects. lie  probably even 
wonld he willing to admit that he 
thinks the results of these studies con­
tinued-and their results retained, have 
enabled him to be o f some service 
when men were seeking Information 
concerning events In the past which 
have relation to events In the present 
or events expected In the future.

Therefore, there Is here a man who 
has held what he has studied, who 
has collated and correlated the hap­
pening* of history, who has drawn 
lessons from them, who takes an In­
terest as deep In the living present as 
he does In the dead past, and who men 
believe Is able to make his knowledge 
serviceable. for old as It Is let us say 
It. history repeats Itself.

Woodrow Wilson did not meet hls 
friend Colonel House until the day* 
when he was holding office as gover­
nor o f New Jersey. It la said hy 
friends o f Mr. Wllaon that almost In­
stantly he came to understand why 
the Texan had been o f service along 
constructive lines to some of the gov­
ernors of the state In which he has 
lived moat of hla life. For six or seven 
veara Mr. Houae haa been the confi­
dant and the counselor o f the presi­
dent o f the United State*, and seem-

to Locke's "Human Understanding" 
and from tills latter book of "dtsmnla- 
tles" to the lighter minded render, 
down to everything heavy and seml- 
henvy which wus published to the 
week o f hls death. Senator Hoar kept 
hls mental condition balanced hy turn 
Ing not merely from the henry to the 
light on occasion, hut to the actual 
featherweight* of fiction.

Woodrow Wilson, It Is said, turns 
away from the studies o f states, past 
and preseat ami In prospective to the 
reading of what the English call penny 
dreadfuls, and ivhat the Americans In 
the old days called yellow hacks. It 
I* said thnt the speaker of the. house 
of representatives. Champ Clark, stops 
frequently hls mental digging Into all 
kinds of history to take up for relief 
purposes hooks of the kind which 
make a hoy happy.

Reads Good Flctio*.
In the library of Colonel House 

there la plenty of good fiction. He 
doe* not turn to Nick Carter, nor to 
"The Hidden Hand" of Mrs. K. D. E. 
N. South worth, nor yet to "Owl Face. 
The Pawnee" o f Itendle dime novel 
fame, hut he innnnges to keep the men­
tal balance even hy an evening iHtnp 
hour or two with the writers of fic­
tion who can lay claim to whnt the 
hook reviewers call literary merit.

Today Colonel House Is entering up­
on the work of preparing material 
which one day, perhaps far tn the fu­
ture, will be serviceable to the Ameri­
can commissioners nt the great peace 
conference. Another has written this 
concerning the choice by the president 
of Colonel House for this work: "He 
Is peculiarly qualified for It by hls dip­
lomatic- experience of recent years, hy 
hls study of political problems which 
the war haa raised and by hla Integrity 
of mind and character."

Set* on Eggs at Night During the In-
cubation Which Lasts Forty to 

Fifty Days.

After pairing, the ostrich begins to 
make his nest. It Is the male alone 
that performs this duty. To do It, he 
squats u[>on the ground, and, hulunc- 
Ing himself upon hls breastbone; 
scratches up the earth with hls legs 
and throws It behind him. When he 
has dug out enough on oue side to suit 
him he turns round and begins to dig 
on another side, und continues this 
operation until he has made a hole 
large enough for him to sit In comfort­
ably. A few day* after the nest Is 
finished the female begins to hiy one 
egg every alternate day for eighteen 
or twenty days. She then rests for a 
while, which time varies from four to 
ten days, und then lays more. A pnlr 
of ostriches yield about forty eggs, 
though It Is not unusual for a well-fed 
well-kept pnlr to yield fifty to sixty 
eggs. The eggs are placed wo as to 
leave no space between them. The 
male and the female brood alternate­
ly. At night the male Is always on 
the nesti as It possesses greater 
warmth than the female.

These birds perform their duties 
with the greatest skill, without any 
noise or breakage of the eggs. The 
Incubation lasts forty-five days on tin 

j average, sometimes fifty days, but nev- 
I er continues beyond that. When the 
chicklings hatch out they can he heard 

j trying to break the shell of the egg. 
Sometimes they succeed In doing so, 
hut usually the father breaks the egg 

: tinder the breast hone, tenrs the Inside 
skin with hls bill, und frees the chirk- 

! ling. Upon first reaching the air the 
chickling remains limp and weak. Hut 

: this warmth o f the parent soon revives 
It. and u few hours afterward It be­
gins to run about, exercising Its long 
legs, toppling over at each step, and 

j recommencing again Its stumbling 
j Journey. Four day* after their hatch­
ing the chicklings begin to eut. They 
run after Insects and eiwallow small 

| pebbles. The father and mother do 
: not help their little ones to find fond.

Information on How to Instruct Pu­
pils, iMued by Uncle Sam's Bu­

reau of Education.

That the American teacher of his­
tory la till* year plunnlng Ills work un­
der conditions Ht once perplexing und 
inspiring, Is the statement of Uncle 
Sam’s bureau of education's statement 
lq announcing publication of a book­
let, “Opportunities (or History Teach­
ers,”  retailing how the lessons o f the 
greut war muy be tuught In the school 
room. Iu Its appcul to teachers the 
bureau says:

“The nation bas finally been drawn 
Into a gn at war, a war which demands 
for Its successful prosecution not only 
efficient und courageous service lu the 
army and navy, but also the loyal co- 
operation of millions of men and wom­
en who ore not curolled In the fighting 
forces nor directly responsible for the 
civil administration on which those 
forces depend.

“ First of all comes the duty o f keep- 
jig. for teacher and pupil, the hublt of 
at least trying to see things ns they 
really were aud ure. This Is not easy 
st sny time. It I* peculiarly difficult 
at such u time as this, when too man) 
people believe a slight distortion of 
facts may be a patriotic duty. In the i 
long run loyalty to the country as well 
as loyalty to history are best served 
by looking facts squurely In the face.

“The training of young people and 
of the parents through the pupils to 
take an Intelligent part in the decision 
of public questions Is Important 
enough ut any time, but It Is peculiar- ! 
ly so In this war whom1 meaning for 
the Individual citizen Is not so easily 
brought borne. In 1823 and 1827, when 
the Monroe doctrine wus under dis­
cussion, l>uulol Webster referred to 
the people who thought that Ameri­
cans hud no Interest In the European 
system of mutual Insurance for in-redl 
tary rulers against (sipulur move­
ments. What, they said, have we to 
ilo with Europe? The thunder, it may 
be said, rolls at a distance. The wide 
Atlantic rolls between us ami danger; 
and. however others may suffer, we 
shall remain safe. Webster's answer 
to this question was strikingly similar 
to some of the utterance* of President 
Wilson: T think It Is a sufficient an­
swer to this to say. that we are one 
of the nations o f the earth. . , . ' 
We have as clear an Interest In Inter­
national law a* Individual* have In 
the laws of society.' That was said 
long before the Rtenm*hip, the subma­
rine, and the wlreleas had broken 
down still further our ‘splendid Iso­
lation.’ Today we are fighting for our 
own right*, but over and above those 
special rights o f our own we are fight­
ing for International lew itself, with­
out which no nation can be safe, least 
of all those democratic government* 
which are less effectively organised 
for war than for peace.

“No one can take an Intelligent part 
n a great conflict fag the safety of 
letnocracy under an orderly system 
it International law unless he la resl- 
y Interested In snd knows something 
tbont other uatlons than hla own—  
ibout tb* difference between a Repub- 
lean government like our own or that 
i t  France or the scarcely lesa Deroo 
Tatic constitution of Orest Britain on 
he on* side, and. In sharp contrast to 
ill of these, s strongly monarchical 
tystem like that of the Herman em­
pire, In which the moat Important 
iiensure* affecting the national wel- 
‘are may he practically determined by 
• single hereditary sovereign or s 
•mall group of such sovereigns.”

REQUIRED SIX MONTHS’WORK
Repairing of Prehistoric Structure I*

Completed by Representatives of 
Uncle Sam's National 

Museum.

Nell M. Judd of Uncle Sam's nation­
al museum recently completed six 
months of archeological work In Ari­
zona consisting of tin* repairing and re­
storation o f a prehistoric cliff dwell­
ing named llutatakln (a Navaho word 
meaning "Hillside House") located In 
tin* Navaho National Monument, which 
la In the northern part of the Navaho 
Indian reservo tlon.

Mr. Judd left the railroad at Flag- 
stuff, where he gathered a small force 
of workmen, and followed the road 
north about 180 miles to Kuyetita, 
where the party outfitted. From Kay- 
euta they traveled by |>ark train ate>ut 
twenty miles to the ruin, which Is lo­
cated In a branch o f Sagle f ’unyon.

Batatakin Is one of the most Inter­
esting cllffhouae* In northern Arizona. 
It consist* o f nearly 100 rooms, built 
on the sharply sloping floor o f a eres- 
cent-shn|>ed cave. In parts o f the vtl- 
luge the houses were origlnully two 
ami even three stories In height. The 
walls are of stone, bound together 
with adobe mortar.

No “ Break Joint”  Masonry.
As has been previously noted else­

where In the Southwest tbe Hnctent 
builders did not “ break Joints" In their 
masonry, that Is. one Joint frequently 
came directly uhnve another and read­
ily account* for tbe weakening of the 
ancient walls and tbe gradual mllapae 
of the entire structure.

The roofs were constructed with 
cellar or pine lo-ums. overlaid with lay­
ers of willows, cednr hark, or grass and 
mud. In Buccesston. lu many casea 
the front walls were built o f wattle 
construction Instead o f stone, that I*. 
Willows, placed upright, were bound to 
crosspieces embedded In the side walls, 
and the whole covered with mud.

About half of tbe rooms were found 
to be In a good state of preservation, 
with the roof still Intact. The ceilings 
ore usually from four aud one half to 
five feet above the floor. This fact. In- 
gather with the low, narrow doorways, 
accounts for the popular Impression 
that the cliff dweller* were a race o f 
pygmlea. As a matter o f fact, they 
were a people of average stature and 
built roofed structures with small 
openings only for warmth and shelter. 
They lived mostly out o f doors, grind­
ing corn, rooking und performing other 
domeatlc o|>erations In the numerous 
open courts found among the dwellings 
proper.

Several Clans Lived Tbsrs.
Resides the ordinary dwellingmoms 

and these open courts of liatatakln, 
there sre storage-room* anil ceremon­
ial rooms, or klvaa. these latter differ­
ing from similar rooms in other reg­
ions In being rectangular Instead o f 
circular. Here were performed tbe 
various sacred rite* and ceremonies 
accompanying the religious belief* of 
them* people. From the number of 
klvas of Hatatakln It Is evident that 
several dan* lived here, as It waa cus­
tomary for each clan to use a separate 
klva. and tbe total number of Inhabi­
tants of the cllffbouse was probably 
between 100 nnd 150.

Unde 
Sum's forest ranges have been car­
rying this year approximately ion.600 
more cattle and 200.00) more sheep 
thnn In ordinary years Ordinarily the 
national forest* furnish pasturage for 
about 1.866.000 cattle and horses nnd 
7.800.000 head Of sheep.

The number of live stock permitted 
In t!)e forests Is limited In order to 
prevent damage to timber growth, wa­
ter snpplles and the range Itself. This 
year exceptional weather conditions 
combined with the general final situa­
tion to create an unusual emergency. 
A severe winter and late spring ex­
hausted the hay supply.and forced us# 
of the spring range* before they had 
reached their normal state. To lessen 
the losses which the Western live-stock 
Industry fare*, the national foreat 
ranges were opened early and the num­
ber of stork i>#nultted for the season 
was raised to the maximum consistent 
with safeguarding future productive­
ness.

It Is believed by the grazing exports 
of the government that the emergency 
increases made can b# taken care of, 
at lesat this year, without material 
sacrifice of productive cajmclty.

While the grazing officials do not 
think that the Increase could be car­
ried Indefinitely without serious dam­
age to th* forage, regulated grazing 
has brought about a steady Improve­
ment of th* range and some areas s ill 
probably be able to support the larger 
number* permanently.
