of Pankratz A Steves was entered ! 
bv a marked robber armed with u 
six-lnmter who commanded Henry 
.Steves, who was on duty !>ehim! 
the liar, to throw up his hands.
Mr. Steves being taken wholly un­
aware. had no alternative but to 
comply, and the masked man tlTfii 
broke open the till, extracted its 
contents, amounting to about $20.
